the New York nuthorities to locate individuoals
roslding in that State who own stock In New
Jersey corporations.

In ndvocating the bille Lawyer James B, DIl
of Eust Orange told the Governor that after the
bills wore sligned he wonld, within o few days,
file the certifleates of incorporation of a knlt
gooas trugt with u capitalization of £30,000,000,
