Among the general features of dress which
distinguish the trousseau gowns as well as tho
fashionable summer outfit In process of con-
struction are the pipings of wblte, black, or
some contrasting color used as n finish on the
bodice and edging the folds on tho skirt. A silk
cord Is sometimes employed to glvo a similar
effect. Gathered ribbons, fine cording, and
tucks aro in eridenco everywhere on every kind
of gown. A novel uso of tucks is shown in a
lately Imported gown of gray nun's veiling,
which Is tucxed around tho waist In vertical
lines a llttlo more than five Inches long. The
tucks ere very narrow, and separated by fully
twlco their own width, but thoy glvo a slender

appearance which Is vory flattering. Narrow
gray and whito checked ribbon, with black cord
sewn along ono edge In upright straps not more
than half an inch wido and finlshod with tiny
buttons, Is one of tho novel dress trimmings on
a gray cloth gown.

Hand sawing of various kinds Is a distinctive
foature of dress decoration, nnd especially In
the form of drawn work. Bilk and nun's veiling
are particularly adaptable to this sort of trim-
ming, Flounces liavo drawn threads worked
over like similar designs In linen table covers,
unci silk collars, frills, cuffs, and various shaped
pieces for decorating tho bodlco are finished
with this open-wor- line above the narrow hem.
The hem Is often added to tho main portion with
an open-wor- sf Itch of silk, and Jho corners are
mitred together with tho eama effect. Flounces
are scalloped on the lower odgo and finished

'wltbuUUIngsof silk.
Insertions of laco In squares nnd diamond-shape- d

pieces aro set Into tho iiklrts and bodices
of foulard gowns with un briar
stltcb, while luoaalllons of embroidery aratusod
In Ibe same way. Grenadines nn.t nets of
various kind, foulards and
taffetas nro tho loadlncr materials on tho list for
dressy summer costume.

Tno fashion for ir.uisimrenl materials .iniouii la
to u craze this scaxon, and besides nets and
grruadinos thero aro laco gowns, cowinof gauze
de Chambray, and silk organdies. The more
frail a fubrlo (lie moro up to data It Is. Tissues
In tho daintiest shades of pink, blue, and yellnw
are made up with tho fashlonublc npron skirt
with flttod flounce below and trimmed with
ruffles of gauze ribbon matching it In color,
with a white ytrlpe on one edge. TJTce of thcie
ruffles. In as many different shades, trim the
bottom snd encircle the skirt where the flounce
sews on. A ypko Of doe laco with a drsptd
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bodice Is pretty for this material, nnd an Inner
skirt of chiffon over the silk foundation is a
necessity for good effect.

Most of the now foulards nro pattornod with
white or black, and qulto the prettiest of all is a
wblto foulard with black polka dots. One Im-

ported costuino in this material Is in ado with
ono of tho now throo-tlo- r skirts, cut In three cir-
cular portions Joined together with n seam
covered with three doublo narrow bias folds of
tho silk lapping a llttlo over each other and
stitched on the upper odgo. Tho lower port'on
of tho skirt Is very full, and finished on the edge
with five folds having rows of half-inc- black
velvet ribbon botween, each one showing Just a
little edge of black. Tho black velvet Is not
used in tho upper clusters of folds, if
the woman who is going to wear tho
gown is short, ns tho black lines take away from
the height. Tho bodice has a yoke and vest of
satin de solo (which Is very much, liko chiffon,
except that it is moro glossy nnd has n llttlo
more body), shirred Into groups of three fine
cords. Folds and velvet ribbon are tho finish,
whllo a pretty contrast Is mado with a collar-shape- d

frill of red silk, finished on the edge
with a bem set on with an open-wor- k stitch of
red silk. Frills of slllc finish the neck and
wrists.

Bilk poplin in contrasting color and finely
tucked Is used for vest nnd yokes in tbo foulard
gowns, also whito silk covered with rows of
stitching.

Insertion and steel bends. This Is oxtremcly
pretty with a black skirt. Waists of crcpo de
chine In white and colors, tucked closely cross-
wise and in groups in tbo alcoves, Imvo yokes
and vests of bduvy ltusslan laco. The fancy for
odd waists Is shown again In one of tho new cos-

tumes for spring. The skirt, qulto plain, Is of
cashmere In a pretty sliado of heliotrope.
The bodlco Is of heliotrope and whllo striped
silk, mado with a yoke of heliotrope volvot cut
In two paints across tho back like n shirt waist,
and straight and narrow In front. Narrow

cream gulpurn finishes the clues of the yoke,
encircles the waist nbovo the bolt, pointing up
in tho back, nnd trims the velvet cuffs. A small
round cape of heliotrope volvot completes this
costume for u carriage gown, and the novel fea-

ture I tbo flulsh, which Is a bias band of the
striped silk on the edge, turning In two colls at
the middle of tho back.

Sho should bo one thing this morning, another
this noon, nnd still another when tho stars como
out. do not mean that she must be deceitful,
but she must bo a creature of manv moods, and
In such a way that the man should realize
that it Is only the moods that aro differ-
ent: ho must bo sure that It Is always
tho same detr girl. The girl struck the
keynote ot her In keeping her
men friends whon alio said she demanded
tnomurh of them. That is a bad mistake. It's
nil right In demand a lot In the way of affoction
and attention from a man, but don't let him
know that you aro demanding It. This knowl-
edge Is power to him. Mako him fool that It Ib
a blessed privilege to love you and ilu things for
you, Last, but by no means loatt. woman must
ndnrn man's superiorities If she would attract
ana make him her own for nil time."

You've nil given mc no many uointerson how
to keen my men friends," concluded tho girl,
"that I'm moro mlxod up than over. If oould

Thoso marked down to 40, SO, 00 and the inevi-
table 8 cents look tomptlng enough on the bar-
gain table, but, nlaal llko tho tompers ot some
children, they cannot stand tho water test. The
proper way to wash these veils Is to swish them
about In warm soap suds until thoroughly
cloanaod, and then they should bo rinsed In
clear, tepid wntor sovoral times. Tho water
should bo squoezed, patted nnd pressed,
not wrung, out, and whllo quite ,wot the
veil must be stretched out on the bed nnd every
scparato point ot tho laco edge fastonod to tho
rounterpano with o. pin, llytho tlmo one gets
tho veil securely and smoothly pinned on all
four sides It Is almost dry.
