"European
trade," It says, " will bo swamped, and this
will bo China's true revenge." Tbo French
writer seems to think that the Chinese aro
now bending before tho storm to avort
greater disasters, and, trust, through tho
mutual Jealousies of the European powers,
to gain tho time required to cnablo them
to assert themselves,

Tho Glorious Opportunity or tho'Cubans.
Nothing more encouraging has appeared

than tho opinions expressed by Dr. Ca-
stillo of the Cuban Junta In The Son of
yesterday, concerning the readiness and
ability of the Cubans themselves to carry
on tho land operations in that Island, If
he Is not too eangulno In his declarations,
there is no neccsly for alarm lest

troops and insufficiently trained
and hardened volunteers from this country
shall be required to enter Cuba during tho
unhealthy season to supplement and com-
plete the task of tho blockading fleet In tho
subjugation of the Spaniards,

Dr. Castillo tells us that the Cubans are
unwilling to stand by Idly whllo American
troops are risking their lives in combating
Spanish bullets and tho perils of fatal dis-
ease, but will Insist upon bearing the brunt
of the fighting. Unquestionably wo havo
a right to expect that now, more than over,
they will strain themselves to tho utmost
to capture tho independence which wo
have put within their grasp. Otherwise
tho contempt of tho world would replace tho
universal honor they havo won in their
heroic strugglo of tho last three years.
They would be unworthy of freedom if
they did not rally to a man In defence of
their cause, for they have back of them now
tho whole strength of the United States,
moral and material. Boforo our Interven-
tion they had no navy. Now they havo
to aid them a navy superior in bruto
power to that of Spain, and Incomparably
moro cfllclcnt by reason of tho superiority
of our officers In utilizing tha abilities
of thcirshlps. We shall open spocdllysomo
port or ports of Cuba, through which to
convey to them all needed material of war
and every necessary supply. Meanwhllo
Havana and all the harbors having rail-
way communication with it aro blockaded
against tho Spaniards by our fleet.

Dr. Castillo quotes Gen. Gomez as
averring that he "can easily muster in at
least 50,000 more infantry" to add to " tho
aggregate of about 32,000 men the Cubans
now have under arms In tho island." Ac-

cordingly, he advises us to send thither at
least 00,000 rifles and a largo quantity of
fixed ammunition for distribution among
these Cuban forces. Of course such sup-
plies will bo transported when a port for
the purposo has been captured. Every sort
of supply needful for such on army will bo
at its service.

Thus supplied the acclimated Cubans
should be amply ablo to hold in check the
Spanish army and prevent Its receiving sup-
plies from tho land side; our fleet will look
after the approaches by soa. Meantime,
during Lhecomlng rainy season, our volun-
teers can be undergoing necessary training
and drilling at Chlckamauga to enable
them to go to Cuba when that season is
over and to complete the job thoroughly.

If Dr. Castillo's and Gen. Gomez's esti-
mate of the available military strength of
the Cubans is not exaggerated there Is no
reason why they should not be ablo of
themselves, with full supplies of arms,
ammunition, food, and clothing, to exhaust
tho beleaguered Spanish army. To doubt
that thoy would strain every nerve, now
that wo havo taken up their cause, would
be to infer that they aro unworthy to bo
free, and to credit the assertion of their
enemies that their republic, with its back-lu- g

by the Cuban people, Is a mere sham
put forward by a few irresponsible revolu-
tionaries. It is a shameful doubt, a base
assertion, against which their whole his-
tory cries out In refutation.

It was time, therefore, that n representa-
tive of the Cuban Junta o high in its
councils as Dr. Castillo should declare
emphatically and publicly that tho Cubans
will not rest on their arms ant" turn over
to us the whole e Involved in a
fight to securo tholr freedom, but are pre-

pared to vindicate thelrrlght to freedom by
n supremo effort to prove that they are
worthy of our succor. They ought not to
need, at this season, at least, tho aid of
a singly American soldier, unless to assist
in guarding the port through which abun-
dant supplies shall go to equip them for
the task of driving out Spain from Cuba.

Tho Blockade or Cubu,
Tho reason for tho Government's pur-

chase of so many ships of all classes from
the mercantile marine must now buobvious.
Not only Is an auxiliary fleet needed for
scouting nlong our own coast, but many
vessels aro required for blockading oven
tho more important ports of an island so
largo as Cuba, to say nothing of Porto
Itico. Numbers as well as power are neces-
sary for this purpose.

No rule is moro strictly Insisted upon by
neutral nations than that a blockade, to bo
respected by their ships, must bo effective
We ourselves have already announced our
adhesion to this rulolnourpendlng war with
Spain. As to what constitutes an effective
blockade a satisfactory definition was for-

mulated In our treaty of 1871, where It Is
declined that "such places only shall be con-
sidered blockaded as shall hu actually In-

vested by naval forces tapablo of prcvontlm;
tho entrance of neutrals, and so stationed as
to crcato an evident daugcr on their part to
attempt it." That rules out not only a
mere paper blockade, or one mado by proc-
lamation without ships, but a blockade not
supported by ships present, at or near a
port, in sufficient force to make it perilous
to run tho blockade.

In some treaties of former gonorations It
was hold that the blockadcrs must havo
two ships to close a port, or else a battery
on shore; or six ships iu place of such a
battery, and so on. But our rule, an-
nounced during tho Mexican war, of "a
8u lllclent forco sufllclontly near to prevent
communication," covers all requirements.
A temporary Interruption of tho blockado
by a stress of weather, causing ships to run
further off shore, docs not vitiate It, while
during our civil war tho British Govern-
ment formally conceded, after deliberation,
that tho blockade of tho Confederate ports
was not vitiated thu fact that "sev-
eral ships may have successfully escaped
through it." j.

Our block&tlc of Cuba, thai, iiui'il no; he

an absolute scaling of IU ports so that no
vessel can find Its way through, aided by a
dark night or by other circumstances,
otherwise tho number of vessels roquired
to blockade a long coast would moko the
attempt hopeless. Aa It Is, tho President
has greatly eased the navy's task by limit
Ing tho blockado, for the present, to the
portion of tho north coast between Csr
denas and Bahla Honda and to the single
southern port of Olenfuegos. This lost was
deemed too Important to be left open, while
Cardenas Is about sevonty-flv- o miles In
an air lino cast of Havana, and Bahla
Honda less than sixty west. We may
look for other proclamations extending tho
blockade, so soon as other ships aro added
to tho blockading fleet, and meanwhile
perhaps Gomkz's forces may help us by
breaking tho railroad communications at
more distant ports.

It Is conceivable that tho blockado may
bo Interrupted, hero and thero, cither by
tho attacks of tho Spaniards at some port
or by tho withdrawals of our ships to o

a fleet offering battle. In that case a
noutral vessel may slip in without penalty.
But a slnglo vessel left may be enough to
sustain tho blockade; and, as has already
been said, temporary absence through
stress of weather docs not destroy It.

No Joint Aotlon in Spain's Favor.
Tho diplomatic tactics just resorted to

successfully by Secretary SUEttMAN recall
thoso of Secretary Skwatii) on a similar
occasion In 1801. Our Department of
Statu haa objected to the shrewd movo of
Minister Polo y BeiinawJ in turning over
Spanish Interests hero to tho Joint care of
the French Ambassador and Austrian Min-
ister, and has, It Is understood, caused an
arrangement to bo substituted by which
French Consuls aro to have tho right of
actlug for tho Spanish and tho Austrian
Consuls only where thero are no French
Consuls,

Shortly after tho outbreak of tho civil
war a proposal of Franco and England to
act together, in a representation made to
our Government, was frustrated, as our
contemporary, the 7'lmes, recently noted,
by Mr. Seward. The Ministers of the two
countries called on him for tho purpose of
filing with him a joint statement, but bo
refused to talk with them together and in-

vited them to confer with him one after
the other. The precedent proved sufficient,
and never thereafter was an attempt made
at Joint mediation.

In the present instauco it may at first
seem a matter only of personal and official
convenience for tho French and Austrian
representatives to be Intrusted jointly
with Spain's Interests, but our Department
of Stato docs not proposo to have any such
action of two powers. In tho caso of
trouble, each would be able to bolster up
tho other, and noltber would feel that It
had the solo responsibility.

It was a Parthian shaft that the Spanish
Miuistcr let fly In taking bis departuro,
but it did not reach the mark.

I was seated clot to third base when the
decision which started the row occurred i but I won't
go Into the question of whether It waa av good de-

In
fact, a lerv poor umplro. Is better than no umciro.
and consequently that, from the Tery nature of things,
his decision must be Aual.

OLzaaos
did no "orio harm actujllr tbun to kick an old t lore,
but when oui considers that by so doing he excited a
dlgia:etul riot his very simple little oct becomes
anything but pleasant to contemplate. The whole
fault comes from the miserable vanity of thrso play-
ers. When tbey strike out It Is as regular as clock
work for tno majority of tbc-- to shrug their shoul-
ders and sneer, (ling tbrlr hats dnwn.ordo something
to convince I bo audience thst theyre very much In-

jured citizens, who wnnld certainly have made a
homi run If an unjust and tcandatont umpire had sot
deprived them of tlielr rights.

Tbrru Is no use of going further Into the matter. In
no game that Is played excepting baseball Is any
kicking worth speaking about preralrut. In foot-
ball, tennis, shooting, boat races, anything you can
name, the captain or person authorised to argue a
point dews to brlofly and politely and then submits to
tbo decision.

"In no Instanoe shall any persons except tho

"I further agree to discipline any player, captain

Or manager who violates this agreement."

This document was last subscribed to by
tho President of the Now York Club. But
nbt only have his players violated It grossly
by wrangling with the umplro as they used
to wrangle, but Mr. FnsitDUAR has actual-
ly justified thorn In their disorder and has
Joined In It himself by appealing to fifty
brokers and what-no- t to testify that tho
umpire was wrong. Ho gavo his promise
that, so far as he was concerned, tbo umpire
should bo tho sole and absolute Judgo ot
play, and this is the way his promlso
eventuates. By tho evidence which ho
himself has furnlshod, Mr. Fbkedmak'b
profession that he Is in favor of clean ball
and against disorder Is as hollow an his
promise to abldo by the rules. - And, to
mako unmistakable the Now York Presi-
dent's braaon repudiation of his agreement,
his Captain, Joyce, has announced that,
rulc.3 or no rules, ho will kick as ho likes.

Unfortunatcly.Mr.FnKEDMAif Isnot alone
Inhis contempt for the laws of sport, which
tho National League has resolutely under-
taken to defend. There were, at the Polo
Grounds the other day, enough spectators
animatod by the spiritof disorder toproduce
the disgraceful episode of the cushions.
Mr. FltEKDMArf has cited "flfty brokers"
as being sympathisers with his policy
of deliberately defying the rules. And
we havo also seen a list, collected
by him, of signatures to a statement
that tho disputed decision was " wrong,"
tho signers, of courso, intentionally or

upholding Fueedman and his
players. Certain ot tho gentlemen who
havo put, or have been persuaded to put,
tholr names to this paper ought, unques-
tionably, to have had a better senso of
what Is sportsmanlike. In every gamo of
civillcation those who take part agree to
submit to arbitration, tho umplro being
tho court. One would suppose that these
gentlemen would havo appreciated tho Im-

propriety of their action on tho elmplo
strength of the Lcaguo agreement, oven If
thoy lacked or hacj lost the sense of sport.

Coflteo, Toa, and Boer.
It is reported that tho Ways and

Means Committee huvo decided not
to put In the war rovonuo bill which
they aro preparing any provision for
Imposing a duty on tea and coffee.
Tho reason they give for the omission is
that these articles arc necessaries of life to
the poor. At tho same time tho committee
proposo to lay an increased tax on fer-

mented liquors, muklng it $2 per barrel
instead of tho present $1.

For tho fiscal year ondlng Jwu'ho, 1807,
tho imports of coffee amounted to 737,-000,00- 0

pounds, and thoso of tea to 0

pounds. Both theso articles aro
now admitted free. A dutv of 3 cents ner
pound on coffee would yield, therefore,

22,138,00(1 annually, and one of 5 cents
per pound on tea would yield $5,000,000,
making together $27,703,000.

The Internal revenue ta on fermented
liquors for tho fiscal year ending Juno 30,
1807, yielded $33,800,000. Doubling tho
tar, therefore, would make tho same arti-
cle yiold $07,000,000 annually, or moro
than twice what would be derived from
tho duties suggested for tea and coffee.

The question Is, whether, if tea and coffee
aro to bo exempt from .taxation on tho
ground that they aro necessaries ot life to
tho poor, fermented liquors, tho principal
of which Is beer, should not llkowiso bo
exempted for the samo 'reason. It would
Bcera that both kinds of beverages should
be taxed alike or mado free alike. In our
opinion it will bo wise to tax both.

Wise American soldiers and wiso Ameri-
cans thtnklnp; of joining tho army will at once
bo vaccinated.

Seiior Polo y BeiinatiiJ, recent Minister
