offered his yacht Conqueror to tbe Government
was printed In Tng Box several days sgo. Yes-

terday members of tha Board en Auxiliary
Cruisers inspected the yacht at the Erie Basin.

It was stated that the board would recommend
the immediate purchase of the yacht for a
torpedo sun boat.

The Conqueror was built for Mr. Vanderbllt
by Russell fc Co. of Port Glasgow, Scotland,
after designs ot W.ConneU. She was launched
in February, 1889. She Is a single-scre- Iron
boat, with a displacement of 371 tons. Sho
is 203 feet over all and can steam about
17 knots an hour. When the Conqueror
reached this side on hsr maiden voyage
the Government sought to levy tonnage dues
upon her because she was a forelgn-butl- t ship.
The matter was not settled for a long time. A
Sun reporter was informed yesterday that the
yacht had been offered At tho Government's
terms, and that It is more than likely that Mr,
Vanderbllt will present her to tbe Government.

The Ward liner Saratoga and tho Clyde liner
Iroquois were also Inspected at the Erie Basin
yesterday.
