Steamehip Parls, which reached her pler safely
ot little befare © o'clock yesterdsy meraing,
Within & brief period ahe will be the U, 8 8
Yale, with a navy Captain in eommand and a
Bavy arew abodrd of her, It may be the same
crew that ahe has now, but it will balong to the
mavy., While the Spanuh ahips ware looking
for her slnswhers, anls their habit, the Parls
made the run over about thirty miles north of
the usnal course o 7 days 17 hours and 45 min-
Uies. The officers say that nob & Hpanish ship
was sighted. Bome of the passsngers have a
different opinlonon this point. But it is safe
to say that when dawn broke yesterday and the
ship found herself beyond danger of capture
avary man aboard, from Capt, Frederiok Wat-
kins on the bridge to the grimiest atoker in the
Bowals of the hold, draw a bresth of reMaf.

It was an uneventful voyage and, in the mat-
ter of weather, an unpleasant one, There was
rough wanther and rain and fog In plenty, and
the few passengers who declined to be fright-
aned out of the trip had a rather rough time of
it on deck. In the nature of things they
wanted to be on deek most of the time
%o keen a oareful watch of the horlson, It
Was some recomponse for the thick weather
to know that (t decreansd the area of obmorva-
tion of any prowling Spaniard who might be
orulsing with deslgns on the Paris. The log
shows that the only ships sighted until the
Paris renched thin side were Lhe Majestic, early
on the mornlng of the 234, and a White Star
frelghter about 7 o'clock that evening. 'This
latter cansed no little anxlety, for in the gather-
Ing darkness (t aasumed to the anxious syos of
the passengers all sorts of nautlosl shapes,
from a torpedo boat to s monitor; but susplcion
‘was soon allayed when the strange boat did not
alter its course,

The Paris left the Lisard at 11:47 the night of
the 294, and salled due north for & little more
fhan thirty miles, aftoer which she headed
atralght for homs, keeping paralisl to the
steamer track and thirty mlles nnrthof It. At
night she sailed witheut lights, except her red
and green ahip lighta, Eler dead lights wore
ocovered, and she kept a sharp lookout. Her
days' runs were, up to noon of April 23, 381
miles; April 24, 444 milea; Anril 20, 385 miles;
Aprll 28, 872 mllen; April 27, 377 miles: April
28, 400 miles; April 20, 442 miles, and on the
last day's run, which brought her to Sandy Heok
Lightahip at 4:31 yestarday morning, 307 miles,
The voyuge was a slow one; about bulf a day
slower than usual, which was due to the bad
weather, The Cunarder Lucania came in a
short time before the Parls,

Botwoon Sandy Hook and tho Narrows the
Parls passed two United Staten warships, which
& fortnight ago were her slater ships of the
American line, the St. Louis, which retnins her
malden name, and tlie Harvard, born Now
York, Both whisued at her, as who ahouid say
* Come nlang und joln us,"” and the answering
tool of Lho liner might have been taken s an
acceptnnce of the invitation “at the earliest
posslhle date,'” After passing Quarantine
the Incoming wesael was the rociplent
of wstores of selutes, every oraft with a
wvolce In the bay using that volce In
wel e. To = them all would have
gune [lar toward exhausting the liner's
steam, a0 nhe contented hersolf with an occa-
slonsl toot. Many of the passing ships dipped
thelr colors to her, and the white yacht Therean
woke the echioes with a cannon shot.

Capt, Watkine got to the Custom Hotde re-
tunda at 10:20 o’clock In the company of James
C, Ryer of Parry & Ryeor, Custom House brokers
for the American line. The Interior of the
bullding had besn prepared for his coming by
the brokers and deputies, Great red, white, and
blue streamars ran from thesidesof the rolunda
to a polat beneath the dome, while ever each
deak woro little American flags and around the
walls larger flage. A great erowd of brokers,
ship captalne, deputies, and clerks Jostled sach
other whan Charlea Davoy, Prestdent of the
Custotn House Brokeara' Amsociation, espying
Capl. Watkions entering the chamber, waved his
hat and called for three choers. Capl. Watkios
wan evidently surprised at ths enthusiasm. The
very unusial honor was extendad to him of
coming behind the ralllng of ths marins
divislon, whore Frank Haymond, Deputy Col-
lector In charge, administered to him the usual
onth attached to the manifest. Then Mr. Ray-
mond, turning, so a8 to face the Caplaln, sald,
so that all in the ecrowded rotunda could hear:

“Capl. Watkine, you have been one of the
central figures in Lthe eyes of the American peo-
ple for a week. They had read of your herolo
resolve to bring the Parls to thess American
shores aafe from the enemy, and they have ap-
plauded your splrit and bravery, On behalf of
the patriots here assembled, who are grateful to
you for your devotion to the flag which they all
Jove, 1 deaire to thank you for your great service
to the American cause, which s thatof justice
and humanity."

Capt. Watking replisd:

"1 am indeed grateful for this splandld but
entirely unexpacted recaption. Itlsnntdaperved,
Qur voyage was absolutlely without adventure,
and at no time did we conalder ourselves In any
danger whatever from the enemy. Iam indeed
grateful, however, for the kindly spirit that han
inaplred this !rlcndlf demonastration, and I
sincarsly hope that this aplendid ahip which we
bave bronght to Ameriea will always give a

account of hernell,”

WHEN LUCANIA PASSED PARIA,

Yanks Hiad Bet Shp Was Safe, Britishers Bet
Wot, but All Choered for Her.

The Cupardoer Lucania, which arrived yester
day from Liverpool and Queenstown, sailad
from the lntter port on Bunday last, two daya
after the Paris had left SBouthampton. The
L in's passengers, many of whonr “were

crescenda howl of wel o the ho 'y
who replied with her water whistle. Ferrybonts
of the PPennsyivania and Jersey Central lines
crosalng the bowa of the Parls as ther moved
ont from the shore took a henvy list to port, all
tho passengers having crowded to that side to
cheer her,

At tho pler there was & small crowd, which
burstinto a cheer ns the tall prow of the ship,
with lis Unjon Jack a-Alutter and the British
flag hlich up above on Lhe foremast, pointed in
at theslip. On the dock Clement A, Griscom,
Jr., of the Amerlcan line, was waitiog, and
when the gangplank was run up be hastensd
sboard, went stralght to Capt, Watkins, and,
grasping him by tho hand, sald:

“Congratulations, Capiain, I'm mightily glad
toseo you here.'

There were only 149 passengers In all to come
ashore, the reat of those booked baving declded
to come over on somo less-sought-after vessel,
Nine ocame in tho Arst cabln and forty-two in
the necond cabin, They were qulckly on shore,
thelr baggage was hustled through, mod the
work of unloading the cargo began with a
double force of men. Besldes her general mer-
ehandise, the Parls brought over 144 cases of
Maxim-Nordenfeldt guns conslgned to the In-
ternational Navigation Comoany for the navy
yard In Brooklyn snd sixtoen cases of heavier
guons and lgned to the com-
mandaut at the yard. Simultansously with the
unloading of the cargo the ship was coaled from
a number of bargos which edged in between her
and the pler, sach one manned by a score of
black-faced colllors who worked like beavers,
while an enthusisstic foreman walked the rail-
fng and made oration unceaslogly to this effoct:

“Hustlo, yo tarriers! Yo're workin' fer yer
Uncle Bam now, an’ if yo gittamoveon ye might
git ‘listed an’ m chanco to fight Spain, Putln
yor beat licks, ve plugs!”

Among the passengers ware two who seemoed
to be better posted on the incidents of the voy:
ago than the log book. List to the tale of Miss
Theo Pawilkowskn, n young and pretty artist
who speaks buiter English than one might infer
from her name:

“Why, we bad Just the narrowest escaps that
you aver beard of t It was dreadfull Tho ofi-
cors didn’i tell you about it, did they! No; I
thought not. They didn't know of {t, and even
mow 1 don't think they belleve it. Well, the
vory firat night out two Spanish terpedo bonts
chased us. No, I dido't see them, 1'd nover have
lved to tell mbout it 4f T bad, It would have
soared me to denth, One of the stewards told
me about it. *Miss,' he sald to mo, ‘We're as
good an gone, Two torpedo boats are after us.'

Capt. McKay, the
officers on the bridge. and the lookout in the
crownent’ were eapocially vigilant as they nenred
the Newfoundiand banks, where they suspoctod
they might aight the Paris in case she should
have been forced Lo do any dodging that took
her far out of her course and delayed her. There
was much glootn among bolh Americans and
English, which Edgar Bruce, n vaudeville artist,
tried to dispel by singing. Heo improvised asong
of eloven stanzas about the Maine and the Parie
In which the Poarin is represented as showing her
heels to the BEpanish crulsers.

When the Lucania was off Nantucket the
patriots aboard who had bot thau the Paris waa
all right weredownhoarted. It wasabout dusk,
Just this alde of the Masanchusetts fsland, thut
the American liner was sighted shead. There
wus cheerlng and singing and bibulous patriots
invited their British friondsto the buffet, whera
glasson elinked nnd thie hoalth of Capt. Frederick
Watkins was drunk and hiaship wan toasted as
the Lucania overhauled bher, Theronfier joy and
flgx were unconfined. The pllot who brought the
pucanin in gave the purser papers a few days
old and bis woa benleged for news of Lhe war,

| THE NAVAL BILL HELD UP.

NOUSN VOTES TO DINAGREE Wirl
rHE CONFERENCSE REPFORT.

The Oppeaiiton Lad by Mr. Canson, Who Ob-
jocted te Allawing Naval Officers Wheea
Inventions Are Used by (he Gavernment to
Buo for Comprusation in the Cowrt of Clatms.

Wasmnarow, April 80.—By an overwhelming
vole, 118 to 42, the House to-day rejeoted the
conference report on the Naval Appropriation
bill after & three hoars' debate. The opposition
to it wan ind by Mr. Cannon (Mep., Ik} based
upon the Senate amendment authorlzing naval
eflicers whose dlscoveries or inventions may bs
used by the Goveroment to go Into the Court of
Claima and sus for compensation for the same.
This he denounced as wicked and sorrupt, stb-
veraive of the discipline of the service, and
likaly to cost the Government 825,000,000
or more. e was wsupporied by Mesars,
Dockery of Missourl, Sayers of Texas, Moody of
Manssachusetts, and others. Mr. Poutslls mada
a good fight to secure the adoption of the con-
fersnce report. 1fe recalled the opposition of
Meears. Cannon and Dockery to all naval affalr
bille, and ralsed & langh by comparing them on
the occanlons of the consideration of those
mensures to the toy barometsr, when the old
man pops in mnd the old woman pops oul
Mesars, Walker of Masaachuneits, Hepburn of
Town and Norton of Ohio seconded hin efforts,
but they wero unable to rally sufficient atrength
to order the yeas and nays. A naw conference
will have to be held, the Houses conferces being
Insiructed to oppose the Senate amendmont.

Mr, Houtelle (Rep,, Me.) callod up the confer-
ence report on the Naval Appropriation bill
The pending business was the point of order
made yestorday by Mr. Cannon {Itep., 11L), and
on this the Speaker sald he would bear him,

Mr. Cannon sald that, without pressing the
point, he would sugzest to Mr. Boutelle that
by unanimoun connent the ftem to which there
was obfection might be acted upon by itself
after suMclent connideration and after the re-
port bad been rejected,

Mr. Boutelle responded In & brief speech, set-
ting forth the necessity for prompt action, He
bad hoped that the report might have been
angread to by the House with the sams prompt-
ness and patriotinm that had characterized the
action of the Benate. There was, he sald, no de-
nlreon the part of the confereos to inslst upon
the adoption of & single proposition in the re
port againat tho views of the House. They wate
it agents, doing its business, and subject to Ita
actlon. Personally he was probally less re-
aponaible for the present condition of affalrs than
many members on the loor. But the condition
bolog what it is, n war in progress with Spain, the
responsibility was vpon him to the country, to
his constituency, and to the House, to do all
that lay in his power to provide everything that
was neceasary to carry that war to s auccesaful
[Applause,] And he gave notice
that he expecied to ask the House for more
money; and whatever the amount be, hs ex-
pected it to vote it for the malutenance of thoss
whom it had sent to defend tho glory and Intog
rity of the country. Respecting the matter to
which the gentleman from Illinois objected, Mr.
Boutelle safd that he did not belleve it war
ranted the delay in disposiog of the great bill
before the House,

The smendment te which Mr. Cannon ob-
Jected wan that which gave permission to naval
officers holding lettera patent upon any discov-
ery or invention ussd by the Government to go
into the Court of Claims and sus for compensa-
tion therefor, Instead of permitting the Secre-
tary of the Navy to allow compensation thers-
for, as ls now the law,

After much discusslon am agreement was
roached by which the House proceeded to dis-
cuss the amendment, the report belng consid-
ered ns rejected.

Mr. Cannon offered a resolution declaring it to
be the sense of the Houne that the United States
should not pay naval ofMcers for the use of in-
vontlons or discoverles made by them, but
should be entitled to that use without compen-
sation, and Instructing the conferees to oppose
the Senate amendment, and to labor for the in-
pertion of an amendment prohibiting such pay-
ment.,

Mr. Bayers (Dam., Tex.) supported the resolu-
tion, He asserted that It was nopatriotic in the
highest degree for officers educated, fed, clothed
and maintained by the Government to take
advantage of ite necessities 10 demanda pay for
tho use of inventions and discoveries thoy are
able to muke becunse of thelr surroundings and
In consequence of the faciiities afforded them
by the Government in their every day duty.
Huch u provision as an original propoesition, he
sald, would not bave recelved five votea in the
House,

Mrpr. Shafroth (Sil,, Col.) followed in the same
line, arguing bealdes that it was unwise to thus
cronte & liability on the part of the Government
that might run lnto millions,

My, Cooper (Hep,, Wis) nsked If & man in tha
navy, roceiving $1,500 o yoar for his services,
shiould develop the genlus of an Erlcason and
produce something equal in value to the scrow
or the turfet, would It be right to take that lao-
vontlon from him without pay |

Mpr. Shafroth replied that such cases, if they
ocour, shiould be made the subjects of Individual
privato bills so that the circumstances could be
examined.

Mpr. Cannon interjected that the man gelting
$1,600 a year was not protected by the amend-
mont; it applied only to the officers of tho navy,

The resolution was opposed by Mr, Walker
(Rep, Mons.), wno denounced It ss unfalr, un-
Just nnd cruel,

The delinte ran along an hour or two on these
two lines. Moesars, Moody of Mnassncliusetls,
Dog¢kery of Missourl, (iaines of Tennersro, King
of Utul, Linuey of Nurth Carolinn, Northway of
Ohlo, and Cannon of Tilinols advocatad the ros-
olutlon proposed by the latter, and Messra. Hep-
burn of lowan, Southnrd and Norton of Oblo,
Olwostad of Pannsylvania, and Mr, Houtelle of
Maline opposed it

Mr, Cannon's protest nralnst the amendment
was heard with close sltention by the few mem-
Lers Interested in the debate, It wan, e nald,
wicked, corrupt leeislation, the enactment of
which, in hls opinlon, would tend to, I not
inevitably induce, the destruction of discipline
In the army and navy, and lead to litigstion
whereln the judgments would siuount to st least

pA5, 000,000, Many oflcers had expressed the
bope that In ithe Interest of the sorvice the
proposition would not be enacted into law.
*When you have been In here am long as 1,"
he sald, addressing the majority of Lis hearors,
**you will learn that in the Distriel of Columbla
success in getting money out of the Treanury Is
virtue, amd fallure so to Jocoratitutes vice,"”

Mr. Houtelle, replying to Mr, Cannon, had fun
with bl and Mr, Dockery of Missourl for thelr
opposition to naval approvriation bills.

“Mr, Bpeaker,' he sald, * we havo bhad & dem-
onstristlon aof bhow small & mouse can emerge
from the traditional mountain of lubor, Tho
gentleman from Ilinols has worked hlmself up
to & fine frenzy of indignent eloguence wyer
what he oalls & bad und corrupt piece of legiala-
ton Incorporated into the Naval Appropriation
bill. It does not seem s0 1o me, 1t did not
wppear o the conferees on the part uf the
House as furnishinog s suMolent protext for

Tho Insertion In the conference report of the
amendment under discussion, Mr, Bontalle sald,

The ships that are enabling us now to
earry our flag in foll confldence of victory are
vossnls for which, I may be permitted to say, 1
labored In seasomn and out of season, and for
which the gentleman froin Iilinols (Mr. Cannon),
Ithink in every sesslon of a Republican Con-
gresn, when we had to ba respoasible for our ap-
propriations, labored to oppose. I have no
apology to make to<day to the American
people or to the American Coungross for
my insletonce at all Umes n supplying
ahipa to earry our flag against the power-
ful navies which are to coms agninst them in
time of war, How the geatleman from [linols
may fesl I know not; but 1 do know that while
1 have been consorvative in everything that had
tended to rush this CGovernment, half prepared,
or totally unprepared, into s great International
strife, some other gentlemen upon the floor,
eager for blood at that time, now hesitate
on the threshold. They may nol even pass
the threshold, but are opposed to  the
nocessary preparations for the work that must
go forward, for It must be remembered that
thess preparations must be made, the work
must be done, beoaure the ‘Rublcon bas been
passed,' Our men are already at the front
ready for battle, It is no longer a question of
discretion or slternatives. e bhave aat here
and voted that our pecple should imperi] their
lives in conflict, and the men have already gone
out into the service, You gentlemen have done
this yourselves, You may bave dome It through
your patriotiec convictions, or else you
have done it like cowards, sonding other men
to encounter dangers from which you shrink,
and then stand here and haggle and quibble apd
dicker about sending them supplies snd provid-
ing material with which to conduct the strug-
gle into which you bave plunged them. You
stand hero ready to deny them Lhe absolute es-
sentials for which demand has been made upon
this Government and which are so necessary In
a time like this,

“Tamglad that the Amoerican Congress has not
alwaya followed the counsels of these men who
are reaponsible for the delay of this bill which |s
before us to-day, The peaple of this country are
gind that they have even been overborne In thelr
objection to matiers pertaining to the publie
wolfare. When we brought In the bill originally
into the House a short time ago, the gentleman
from Illinols was promptly on bis feet, with his
ally nnd squire behind him, seeking to strike
from the bili its vital paris, sooking to strike
down the great battleships on which we
roly to-day against Bpaln, and on which
we muat vely to-mmorrow and the nextday if,
perchance, wo shall embroll ourselves with
some other and mare powerful nation than that
which now confronts us. I do not forget that
wo have not done all that we should do. I may
not have come up to the full ueasurs of my pub-
lie duty {n this regard, but I have donn some-
thing; and, while I was opposed, as I always
have beon opposed, to war when It can be hon-
orably avolded, I am glad to know that to-day,
away down thers in the Carlbbean Sea, the
navy of the United States s of & character at
lIeast to give something of security In the expeo-
tation of atrite with that nation with which we
araat war'" *

After detalling what had been done In the
past ifteen yeara to bulld up the navy, fAfty-
poven of the 114 vesscls constructed in that
perlod baving boen authorized in bills reported
by bim i the flve years be has boon Chalrioan of
the Committee on Naval Affairs, ho concluded:

“Mr, Spesker, I have no opology to make for
the wize of the conferenco report. We have
aought to mect the exigencies of the occasion as
ther camo to us, We have had our purnose to
ptrongthen the navy in every part and in every
arm. To-iay the brave sallers on ourships are
awniting the response of the American Congreas
to their needs; to-day the recrulting oMcers nre
walting for the authority conferred In this bill;
1o day overy patriotic heart in this great rountry
Is looking to Washington to note the prompiness
and enthusinsm with which the great popular
branch of our national legislatura shall respond
to the demand of the bour. I ask this House in
this solemn situation not to hesitate, not to ob-
struct, not to delny, but to respond to the de-
mand of the people anid to the demand of the
ocension by passing promptly and enthusiastic-
ally the bill of supplios which now rests on the
Spoakor's table, [Applause snd criesof * Vote!")

Mr. Cannon's revenge came, howover, when
the House voted oo him resalution, which he
modilled g0 as to simply express the opinlon that
the amendment should mot bo agreed 1o by
the couforees. In that shape it was passed, 118
1o 42, an offort to secure Lthe yens and nays be-
Ing dofoated, Further conference with the Sen.
ate wan asked and the same conferecs were ap-
pointed,

Mr, Cannon presented the Sundry Civil Ap-
propriation bill, with the recommendation of
the Appropriation Committes thal the House
noncconcur in the Benate amendmonts and ask
for n conference. This was agresd to, and
Mesars, Uannon, W, A, Htone, and Sayers wore
named ns conferaen.

Mr, Boutelle ironlcally expressed the hope
that It was an honest LIll; that there was no
carruption o it

AMr, Oannon rotorted with great fesling that
no bill coming from the Committes on Apprapri
ationa will be made the vehlcle for othor than a
courtoous inguiry from a fellow member,

Miss Clara Barton, Prealdent of the American
National Red Cross, contributes to the May
number of the North American Heview, to be
published to-morrow, an account of her recemd
work and observations in Cuba, Miss Barten's
article glves one of the most graphlc accounts
which bus yet been published of the dreadful
straits to which the wretched reconcentrades
were reduced by the brutal military methods of
Bpaln, She narrates one incldent which seems
to show that not nll of the relief supplies, se
genorously sent by Awmericans to Cuba, were

Haring heard of the great distress which pres
walled at Matanzas, Miss Barton declded to ge
thero personally to learn the condition of afe
talrs, and to srrange for the distribution of
stores reported Lo he on thelr way on board the
Fern, The condition of the hospltals there was
found to be pltiful beyond description, though
Misu Darton anys that “with our work-s-day
{dons and customs It seemed that despor Interesd
and greater osre on the part of some one could
have lmproved condltlons even as discouraging
as those."

Miss Barton thereupon hurried back to Hae
vaus, whenee she despatched to Matanzas fouw
tans of the choleest hospital supplies. Bhe them
turnod her attention to Artemiss, Sagus la
Grande, and Clenfuegon. Elght days after bew
