One of tha Important matters likely to bo

at the congress of the Ameri-
can Trotting Assodatlon at Chicago Is that of
affording wholesale relief to owners and drivers
and their horses who are undersuspsnslon on

of unpaid entrance fees. When the craze
for early closing races on the credit-forfe- plan
reachod Its height a tow years ago a large num-

ber of horsemen became hopelessly Involved by
making too many entries under these alluring
condltlona, and, on falling to pay up. they were
suspended from all tracks In membership with
the A. T. A. or the N. T. A., as tha case might
be. Not a few prominent drivers and manyob-acur-e

owners have been unable to settle tha
claims of the track managers, with the result
that they and their horsaa aro now In enforced
retirement, greatly to the detriment ot the turf.
In some cases tho dalms amount to several
thousand dollars.

There has been a movement started In the
West, where the suspenalon list Is the largest,
looking to some adjustment of these dalms,
which will enable tha suspended men to drive
again without first paying tho old entrance
feos in full. Under the present rules all orders
of suspenalon against horses expire by limita-
tion at the end ot six years. It Is now proposed
by certain leaders ot tho A. T. A. to cut down
the limitation to throe years, and make It apply
to owners and drivers as well as horses. Other
turfmen hold that the best way to handle the
troublesome matter would be to so change tho
rules that suspended horses and drivers may be
allowed to compete during the coming season
on payment of the regular entrance fees, to-
gether with 10 per cent, or aorae other propor-
tion of tbe unpaid clalma held against them.
