Tim BOLDIEKS AT rUBRaKXLZ.

Good rteaolte of the Tbree Drills it Day Com-pletl-

Outfits.

Statu Camp, Peebbbilx, N. Y., May 4.
With cloudiness overhead and no end ot mist
still In the minds of the official circle as to how
the men of the Klghth, Ninth and Twelfth
regiments are to be fittingly clothed, accoutred
and turned Into United Stages soldiers, the 3,000
men of Camp Townsend nroso this morning nt
gun tire and then hustled all day through their
Immediate duties.

So far as the privates and
officers are concerned there Is no uncertainty
whatever as to their duties, and tbo line officers
havo but little occasion or tlmo In which to do
any wondering. From the moment tbe revelllo
sounds nt 5:30 A. M. until their straw pallets on
the bare ground are prepared for the night, the
privates and s aro kept on the go,
and the company officers bavo their bands
full seeing that all the work is done
and that tho rr.en are at tbe same time as well
cared for as cltcumstnnccs will permit. With
thrco drills a dk- -, it is remarkable what prog-
ress even tbe creonest of the recruits are mak-
ing. With a "hay foot, straw foot, hip, hip,
hlpt" these levees from workshop and store.many
of whom wore not quite sure that their fott wero
even rights nnd lefts, are now able to march
with fairly regular paces ana rythmical tread,
to count fours and maintain tho organisation of
r. iquud, and many of them have advanced to
far that they are now being schooled In the
company drills.

Thcro Is no doubt that, with theso constant
drills coming at frequent Intervals, much greater
progress will be made than is ever possible In
the tame number of working hours In tbe ordi-
nary training of National Guard recruits. In the
armories the regular drills are held for an hour
and a half onco every week. The essence of a
eoldier'e drill is that he shall be so trained that
he answers the word of command auto-
matically and without having to think at
all. If the order Is "Right," he must turn In
that direction instinctively. So with each
morement. He may be carefully Instructed, by
movements and counts. Just how to bring his
piece from "right shoulder" to "ground arms."
but even tbe most clever man would hesitate at
times if ho had to think what the movements
wero after the order wns given. In drtlllnar once
a sisalr vtiM miisrlna Irian tVtnl tralnlnrp
and the men bavo to trust to memory, but
when they drill three times a day the
musclos themselves soon learn to respond with
out a bit of headwork. A large proportion of
the new men have thus been advanced In three
days to a point where they might begin to learn
the manual of arms and tbe handling of a rifle,
bayonet and cartridges and the way of getting
Into harness and wearing a knapsack and can-
teen, and of folding and packing blankets and
overcoats, If there were only enough of these
things at hand to supply them all around.

Lists showing Just tho number of uniforms,
arms, equipments and accoutrements needed,
were made out y by Cols. Seward, Chaun
cey and Loonard, and forwarded to headquar-
ters. They had been made by Gen. Doyle's
order at the request of Capt. Parker, one of tho
regulars who form tho Mustering Board, and as
soon as they were received by Assistant

Col. Greene wero sent to Capt.
Parker. Tbe contents of tho reports were not
made public

Thero are 300 men less to be uniformed to-

night than there were this morning. Before
tbe Eighth left New York uniforms had been
ordered for that number of Its recruits, and tbe
men were measured for them. To-da- y Jack
Boylan came to camp with these uniforms,
and Quartermaster Wcntworth of the Klghth
sent for tho men and fitted them out Even
theso unlforniB are not complete, however.
They consist of a fatigue cap, blouse, and trous-
ers. What tho men need most for their comfort
is overcoats and rubber ponchos, and It has bsen
suggested that tho Stato authorities should
summarily tako enough of theso to go around
from the regiments which are not going Into
tbe field. Perhaps this will bo done.

It was not until last night that every man In
tbe camp had oven a blanket. Enough of these
wore gathered In from various sources, and the
Ordnance Department Usuod SO to tbe Ninth and
100 each to the Eighth and Twelfth, and so
completed that part ot the camp outfit.

Considering the weather and the scanty cloth-
ing of the men, the amount of Blckness has been
remarkably small. Only four men reported ill
at sick call this morning, and none of these was
suffering from very serious troubles. All had
colds, which were manifesting themselves In
various ways. Tho only serious case In
camp Is that ot James A. Lee, a member
of one of the hospital corps. Ho was
Buffering from blood poisoning and Sur-
geon Noff of tbo Eighth, who is now Post
Surgeon, performed a surgical operation for his
relief. While tbo men are dressed In motley.
It would be absurd to hold evening parades, and
none will be held until further orders, but there
aro signs that this and other pretty military
ceremonies are soon to be instituted with their
proper musical accompaniments. Tents were
put up for a band and tho old
Post Band, under Leador Dorlng of Troy is
expected Word wai received alto
from Col. Davit, chief of tbe Musterlnir Board,
that ho wag on hit way back from Hempstead
with tbe examining Board of Surgeons, and an
office was prepared for their work, which it is
bolleved will begin Meantime tome of
tbe work of sorting out weak men for rejection
is being done by tho weather and work. Fire
meu In tho Twelfth who were found to bo
epileptics wero sent home and a
number of other unfit men were quietly
pasted out of camp and packed off from tbe
other regiments. A loss to the camp was tbe
departure of Major R. H. Banks, who bet been
acting as Chief Commissary on Gen. Doyle's
staff. Major Banks belongs to Gen, Oliver's
staff in tho Third Brigade, and as Gen. Oliver Is
now on duty at Hempstead be was ordered
there to Join his chief. Major Rosello succeeds
him as Chief Commissary.

The duties of the Commissary are arduous and
harassing. It Is one of the accepted privileges
of a soldier or a sailor to grumble at bit food.
The men in camp have dono their share of this,
and Major Roselle has had to stand between
them and the caterer. Tbe caterer Is working
under the disadvantage of having to cook food
for 8,000 men with a plant designed to
furnish meals to 1,200. Most ot the
meu understand this and put up cheer-
fully with tho disadvantages dut to It. At
breakfast y ono of tbo grumbleri "got the
grand laugh." Tbe two main dishes at tbe
mtal wete beefsteak and corned beef hash with
tomato sauce. This man picked up a platter of
hash from where tbe breezes had been blowing;
over it for twenty minutes on a tablo In the
open-tide- mess ball and suddenly exclaimed, In
astonished tones: "Why, lt't cold I" Every
one around him burst Into guffaws of derision.

Some men of the Ninth complained to Col,
Beward y that the corned beef for dinner
was bad. Major Rosalie was tent for. He
tmolled tfir meat, apd then cutting off,. big
piece held It up. "You ste that," said he, JI

"My stomach Is at delicate as any of yours. X

think that meat U good and I am going to eat It.
Now, watch me." It ate) the meat ind tho
men went away convinced at least that thlt
complaint was dead. The men of all the regi-
ments eat ravenously, 'the regular Btato and
United States allowance of bread It 1 pound 2
ouncetporday toaman. Th'o nicn here ifn.ro
been using an average of five pounds ot brtad a
day apiece. A lot of thlt was carried off from
the supper table to form the basis ot a luncheon
at night. Last night, when supper began, thero
was a supply ot 000 d loaves In tho
moss hall. Before ths second relay had finished
there wasn't a bit ot this loft and tbo men were
fairly howling for more. Tho bakers work In
double ahlfti, and at this Juncture a lot of new
bread came out of tho otens. This was served,
and sixty loaves wero eaten, hot, like ginger-
bread, and without butter. In order that there
shall not be another shortage, a contract for an
extra supply has beon made In Peekskill.

On account of the continued uncertainty as to
tbe questions about tbe duration of the camp,
the mustering In and the uniforming and equip-
ping of the men, the oamp wai dubbed with a
new name It Is now known sj "Camp
Still Capt. Parker of the Muster-
ing Board made an Important and inttreatlng
statement y regarding the view of the
United States officers at to tho duty of men to
enlist. It will probably result In making- - It pos-

sible for a number of men to deollne to go to the
front whose duties to others ought to keep them
back, but who would tco rather than bo thought
lacking In patriotism.

" It Is recommended." said Capt, Parker, " that
no person should enlist under the preseut call
whose absence from home for two years would
bring hardship or tattering to Others dependent
upon him. Thlt recommendation It made to
proteot the United States as rauoh at to protect
the Individuals. One purpose Is to prevent the
baneful effect upon the discipline ot the troops,
which would result from having a lot of dis-
gruntled men In the ranks who were all the time
pestering headquarters for thtlr discharge."

Capt. Parker laid tbe. troops hero would
be taken away, as toon as they were

mustered Into tho United States service, to a
place whore they could be consolidated with
others, perhaps those now at Hempstead, and
then manoeuvred a an army. The place) for
this purpose, he said, had not been chosen yet,
but Montauk Point and some other places had
been spoken of.

One of the men now In camp who will not Join
the United States service Is Surgeon-Majo- r Ct
N. Thompson ot the Ninth, ne told OoL Beward
that he was willing to go out for three monthi
If be could be turo of being allowed to come
back thon, but that It would be ruinous to hU
practice It he were to go for a longer term. No
one could give him any assurance of hit getting
out of the service after he once got In, and to ha
wat forced to conclude not to go. Hit place will
be filled

One ot the mott amusing things about tho
camp yetterday nnd tblt morning wat the way
in which tho men on guard persistently misun-
derstood their orders and gave trouble to every
one who needed to go In or out of the camp, all
In a laudable anxiety to do their full duty. The
orders were that civilians wero to bo allowed
to go and come at they liked, but that
no member of tbe camp was to be
allowed to pass czespt he bad an order from
Gen. Doyle. Just bow this cot twisted, per-
haps no one will ever discover, but as the sen-

tries at the outpott and at tbe head of the stairs
Interpreted it. It was: "Lot no one pass." Act-
ing upon this they held (up peoplo who wanted
to go into the camp as well as those who wanted
to go out. After much explanation people got
by tbe outpost only to be arrested at the hoad of
the hundred-ste- p stairs. At one time this
morning this sentry had thus under arrest a
newspaper reporter, the headquarters boatman,
a corporal ot the old guard, and a colored
servant, who had come In on a pass and had
had this taken up at the foot of the stairs. At
tho same time the ontpott guard had arrested
and refused to past three wagons loaded with
provisions for the mess halh

Major George T. Lorrjgan of the Ninth was
the field officer of the day, and It took him tome
time af tor he heard of these Incidents to get his
guard propsrly instructed. His post guard was
all from the Ninth also, as well at Lieut. O'Don-nel- l,

the officer of tbe guard.
There hat beon a lot of Joking y at the

expense of Major Charley Burns of tbe Seventy-secon-

who was field officer of the day yester-
day, because somo men from the camp, in uni-
form, too, went over to Peekskill and spent tbe
night In merry making without bis knowledge
or consent.

This was really not Major Burns' fault, for
the funny part of the arrangements for the
guard Is that while the wholo front door of tho
camp Is so guardod that people who ought not
to bo stoppod were harrassed, tho two roads
which lead out at tho rear havo no
guards whatever. One of theso leads
through the apple orchard, past Dunphy's
enntten, to Annsvllle, while the other goes
out by tbe McCoy place, and both lead to Peeks-kil- l.

The men who went out did not make any
disturbance In Peekskill, but at a very early
hour this morning Mayor George W. Robertson,

Senator, found ebout a scoro of them
sitting along the curb in Main street playing
poker, watting until after rovcllle to get back
into camp.

Considering that the canteen Is open, thero
has been very little trouble in camp from
drunkenness, and only twenty-tw- o men cot Into
the guardhouse last night. Tbe men at tbe
dumps report that this Is the worst camp they
evor saw for bottles. Aftor tbree days thero
have not come to the dump as many empty bot-
tles as the Sovonth would furnish every three
hours.

The order for National Guardsmen to report at
the regimental armory Included only tho officers
and members ot ths First Regiment, tho Inten-
tion being to order the remainder of the Guard
out later. The Seventh Roglment, with head-
quarters at Los Angeles, is now assembling
thers and will be ordered to rendezvous In this
city as soon as tbe First Riglment has been
mustered in. This will be on Saturday.

The regiments will consist ot twelve com-
panies each. Besldtt the regiments the Gov-
ernor is now organizing two battalions of eight
companies, drawn from various parts of ths
Stato In order that no section may feel Itself
slighted. Hit idea it that the whole State
should be represented, and he hopes to ret nu
tberlty to use these additional troopt.

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SHE RAN THE BLOCKADE.

GOXDOn BA1TTUK STONTBErtltATBLIP
IXTO V1KSFUKOOX.

Condor nel Up Twice kp Moekadtrs Ons Day
After Ceratne Oat or ths Harbor Ameri-
can Ina-a- Planter Aboard Bays Thers Ars
80,000 to sa.ooo Armed Insurgent.

The Norwegian steamer Condor, steel fruiter,
less than 200 feet In length, arrived hero from
Cuba yesterday. She tailed from Clentucgoton
April 20 with merchandise consigned to Zaldo
& Co. She brought along twelve oabln passen-
gers, whn wero landed at tho Battery yesterday
afternoon. The vestal, which It owned by Bon-
net, Walsh & Co. of IB Broadway, will not
come up from Quarantine until thlt morning,
when the wilt go to her dock at tho Pierrepont
Stores. Nearly all of the passengers on ths
Condor are Americans. Her Captain It l. A.
Mutter, who has safely piloted vessols in to
etery port of Cubs,

"Wo loft Clonfuegos at 3 o'clock on tho after-
noon ot April 20," said Capt. Mutler, "and some
of tho passengers beliavod that we would novor
reach New York In safety, thinking that we
might be sunk by a stray shot from a man-of-wa-r.

While at Clentuegos I refusod to permit
any of my crew to go ashore, as the olty wat In
a high slate of excitement, and I had been ad-

vised that the members of the crew were likely
to be killed by tho Spaniards, who believed that
ray sailors were Americans. I put on a cargo
of sugar, and when I got ready to sail I called
upon the British Consul, Mr. Fowler, and bade
him good-b- y after I got my clearance papers.
Ho told mo to look out for armed vessels along
ths shores, saying that I would probably bo
fired upon beforo I bad gone a great distance.

"As ws left the harbor thers was nothing In
tight but thrco Spanish gunboats, ths Alcedo,
the CordUla, and tbo Contra Maestro, and ths
torpedo boat Gallra. The gunboats wore ply-
ing along the shores. None of them would
amount to anything in a battle. The only boat
that possibly could do any damage to an Amer-
ican vessel was tho torpedo boat Gallra, Sho
wat a formidable-lookin- g craft. Wo passed
her at the Castillo de Jwrra. which It a small
suninior resort, eight or nlno miles from thn city

"About threoZhours beforo wo left the port wo
taw tho steamer Montscrrat arrive. She had a
great number of passengers aboard of hor. I did
not seo that she carried any Spanish soldiers,
although some of our passengers say she did
have a number of soldiers aboard of her. I
hoard that her cargo consisted of provisions for
the Bpanlsh army, together with a quantity ot
gold to pay off tho Spanish soldiers. We heard
also that sho had tried to run the blockade to
Havana, but was compelled to put about and
make for another port. We also beard that she
had been chared by American vessels, but that
she managed to escape bocaute her Captain
wat familiar with tho watert about Cuba.
When she arrived in the harbor of Clenfuegot the
Spaniard! of that city, who hod beard that she
had been captured by tho United 8tates boats,
met on tho streets, and talked ot giving her
Captain a big reception. Asido from the Mont-serr-

there were also In the harbor two Span-
ish merchantmen, the Rio Jana and tho Alavo.

"Tho day after wo left Clentuegos wo wero
hailed bv tho United States gunboat Hawk
(yacht Hermlono). We were off Capo Anthony
at the time and It was about 1:40 o'clock In tho
afternoon. After looming our destination a
Lieutenant who was on board the Hawk erect-
ed us courteously as wo did him, and then wo
itoerod away to tho southward. Wo wero about
IBO mllos out to soa. Just throo hours after tho
Hawk had hailed us, when wo Blghtod two
American warships. One of them came at us
very rapidly and fired a gun for us to heave to.
Wo did so.lmmedlately. Then the ship ramo
up nnd wo learned sho was the Marblehcad.
Tho Nashvlllo wat with her. A boat wat low-
ered from the Marblehcad and several United
States officers boarded our vessel. Lieut. E.
A. Anderson Inspected tho ship's papers and
then handed to me a copy of the President's
proclamation of tho blockade of Cuban ports.
Ho wat a fine fellow and rerr courteous. When
he left ouc vessel our crew and paasengcrt gave
him a rousing; tend-of- cheering for tho Ameri-
can flag."

When Capt. Muller wot askod If it wot true
that ho had left 200 Americans on the dock at
Clentuegos because ho was unablo to give them
accommodations on bis steamer, he said that
he knew that thore were many families in Clen-
tuegos who wero anxious to como on to New
York, but none of them haul applied to him for
passage.

"The only ones whom I bow got left," said
the Captain, "were four Bhow Deoplo. Ono of
them was an Englishman, an acrobat, who bad
with him three Joponeso tumblers. After I
hod my clearance papers and was aboutsalllni;
away they applied for passage, but of course I
could not stop to tako them on. It was too lute.
As wo started away a Spaniard shouted to mo
to bring a message to New York that tho Span-
ish would give tho Americans a licking they'd
novcr get over."

Among tho pasjengers who camo on tho Con-
dor. Vincent P. Lombard, who was" accom-
panied by his wlfo and Blstcr-in-la- was tho
Drat to land at the Battery. Tho other passen-
gers wore Dr. Jose1 M. Ordex, Dr. Josd R. Suarcz,
Dr. Herman Mczzarcdo, a dentist; Andres
Vivos, F. Josd ISuchaca, Juan O. Bourke, Pedro
Rosello and Capt. Potcr M. Bcul. Capt. Ileal
Is a born American. Ho is a sugar planter and
has lived tn Cuba for tho past ten years. Ho
went to Cuba from Boston.

Capt. Beal said that In Clenfuogog the Span-lard- s
wero very bitter. As the Condor was

lsavlng ber pier tbe Spanish mob hooted at the
passengers and callod them all sorts of names.

"The Spaniards down thero wero unanlmout
In saying that ths Americans fought without a
motive tor the war," said Capt. Boat. "Thoy
were all satisfied that we would get the best of
them in the ond, but they said they would give
us a heap of trouble At the. theatres Spanish
patriotic airs were played nightly. For tho
past ten days tho Cubans had boon leaving
Clentuegos, forty and lit ty every night, and go-
ing to Join the insurgents In tbo hills hack of
the city, where tho Insurgents have Able eauin.
I left my plantation, Guabalro, In charge of au
overseer and an irmed guard of sixteen men,
Tho plantation extends over 2,500 acres. Tho
crop thit year panned out much better than it
did last year. I teemed to have the good for
tune to nave we rricaasnip;oi Dotn the Span-
iard! and tbe insurgents. i:knew ovorybody
thcro personally. Bofore oonilng away I dis-
charged all ot my holp with the exception ot
thirty-tw- o men sixteen of whom comprise my
private gnard. It is a little American regi-
ment ot my own got up. I left them thero to
guard my property. I have 201 working oxen,

0 horsed, S mules, 30 cows, and somo cattlo
for kllllnr. I supposo now I will lose all of
thorn, as there aro only two other men near
Clentuegos who hare any cattlo left. Thcto
men aro Mr, E. F. Atkins, an Amorlcnn living
In Boston, who loft Cuba In March, When ho
wenOiway ho left a prliato guard of eighty
men in chargo of bis property, together with
a company of Spanish soldiers. Ills placo was
left iu chargo of an Englishman named Fred
Hughes. The plantation Is known as Koladat.
Mr. Atkins has GOO head of cuttlo there. An-
other cattle owner In the neighborhood Is
Manuel Blanco, a Spaniard, ono of whose plan-
tations was burned by tho Insurgents, Ho has
COO or 700 head of cattle on the other. No ono
else down there has any cattle, so I tuppoto It
won't bo long beforo It is all scooped up by the
Bpanlards. My little Aincricun guard, which
has a fuw Spaniards in It, Is protecting my
property with Winchester rifles, Tha men aro
all lighters, and I know thuy will not giro up
until thoy have to.

"I buvo seven llttlo stouo fort which can bo
held by a garrison ot two men each against a
company ot fitly men who might attack any
one ot them. You see, tho Spaniards In that
part ot Cuba havo no artillery that amounts to
anything. They have guns that thoy carry on
pack mules, but they aro small affairs nnd
would not bo able to damagomy forts. I do
not fear any attuck on my property from thu
Insurgents. I knew all ot their Iraders in that
neighborhood. If tho Government wants to
know sat easy way ot communWUng will tho
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' mInsurgent camp abovo the city of Clcnfuctros I fl
will be only too pleased to flvo thorn the lnfor-- jW
matlon. I can communicate with them at any m
tlmo. They aro all Rood fellows up thero and LI
aro well armed. From some of their loaders, iV
whom I know to bo.well informed and who bavo ' lparticipated in battles all over tha Island. I H
learned that tht- - wero about 30,000 or 35,000 jH
Insurgents who wero armed and ready to help jfl
tho United Ftatcs as soon as Cuba Is Invaded. B
As I sold before, they aro a lot of cood fellaws B
and not brigands. The first year of the Insur-- Hj
rectlon, of course, there was a creatdeal of !
damage dono to the property of Innocent persons. jK
The Insurgents burned all my cane that year, to- - flf
Bother with plantations all over-th- e island, but IH
stncelheflrst.vear this reckless mothod of damage B'
lngpropertyhas been dono away with.
