It Is this feellng and theso facts that have
given Mr. Chamberlnin his great popularity
and tho authority with which tho English peo-
ple have Invested bim, Mr. Chamberlain and his
followars belleve that England bas allowed the
epportune momont to alip by when these latest
ocoalitions might have been stopped short and
England might have waved onco more triumph-
antly the soverelgn trident of Neptune. It

In such & dramatio situation England hails
with joy the Spanish-American war, which
affords hor two lmmense opportunities—to win
for bersel! the friendship of Washington, and
to seize the opportunity of flaunting her enalgn
throughout the whole worla.

were poorly protecltsd from at ack by ahlpa.
But while I was stationed at Manlla Gov-
stnor-General Blanco devoled n great deal of
sttentionito strengthening the old fortifioations,
New guns from Furops were mounted in
modern earthworks, and strong garrisons of
Bpanish troops were brought from Hpain to
man them,

“Cavitd fortress was made the principal
strongliold. The town of Cavitéd lies on the
southenstern sho=e of the great bay, some
twenty miles from the guarantine atation at
the hurhor entrance, and ten miles from Wanila.
For twenty soars the town haa been in the
control of the Insurgents. But the anclent
fortress which defended the harbor when Draper
raised the English flag in Manila {s impregna
ble to infantry attack. The insurgents, with
their oows and arrows and old muakets, have
nssalled itiin valn. The castle stands upon a
rise o! ground and reminds one of Morro Castla
at the entrance of Havana harbor. With its
masonry walls and amooth-bore guns it would
be useless in defending the harbor against
modern warships,

“On the Cavitd peninsula, betwoen the castle
and the #hore, modern earthworks Were thrown
up. Under Blanco they were not more than
ten feot high, but thick enough to stop the
heaviest projectiles of modern guns, Behind
the earthworks were mounted elght 8-inch
bresch-loading guna, built In Germany by the
Krupps. They were mounted on barbette, non-
disappearing carriages andlocomparatively olose
togother, Here in New York harbor our big
guns are mounted on disappearing carriages
and placed many yards apart. Shipboard guna
cannot reach them, At Cavité it was entirely
different. The great Krupp guns wers exposed
to the fire of ships and the men behiod them
would find thelir positions untenable at the ap-
proach of an attacking warship,

“Near the southern shore of the Pasig Itiver,
which divides the modern business portion of
Manlla from the old walled town, modern bat-
terloa were erected. Manllsa Fortress, a sbort
time ago, bad only brass and Iron smooth-bore
guns, but Blanco transformedithe pluce, Above
thn driveway nlong the shore, just below the
old fortreas, strong earthworks were thrown up,
Two batteries of two guns esch were located
botween the mouth of the Pasig und the Lunets,
the fashionable promennde, The guns were 10-
inch Krupps. While 1 was in Manila & third
battery was constructed still further south,
betwesn the Lonota and the Cavité, The two
guna mounted there were 13-inch Krupps, the
mont powerful in the harbar,

*These fourteen Krupps mads up the modern
armament of the interior harbar fortifications,
Within two yanrs fortifications have besn built
at the entrance of the harbor. Manila Bay, you
know, s not far from forty miles wide, north
swnd south. From the guarsntine station to
Manlla is a twenty-eight mile stretch of water,
Even between Cavité and Manila the distance
in po great (hat a fleet could lle at anchor be-
twoon them without being In danger from the
firing of elthar fort.

*“I'hs harbor entrance istwelve miles wide,
Corregldor Taland les in the entrance, about
two miles from the north shore. The shore and
the leland were fortifled with heavy Krupp guns,
varying in calibre from elght inches to twelve,
Two years ago Corregldor Island was without a
gun. The number of guns mounted thers slnce
1 do not know. Acrosson the shore, ut Marl-
veles, Uovernor-General Primo do Hivera con-
structed a strong fortiflcation. But theso new
forts had the samo weak points as the old,
“Commodore Dewey's paussge of these mod-
ern forts was & courageoums poerformumnce, but I
do not believe there was any groat loss of lifo
on our nhips, Itiwouldn't surprise me to hear
that mnot & man was lost. The cable reports
sbem to indloate that our foet dAlvided, a part
entering the maln sniv chaunel between Cor-
regidor and Mariveles and the otber sbips tak-
Ing the southwest channel. The former is used
by ships from Mong Kong and the latter by the
traders from BSingapore and other southern
ports. When Dewsy bhad passed thoe entrance
forts he had to steam fifteen wiles or wore be-
fore he was within raowe of the lnterior forts,
Our whole navy could go through the squadron
evolutions In Manila Bay without getting
within raoge of the forta.

“"Why do 1 think Dewey suffersd little loss)
You evidently have never wilnossed Spanish
target practice. Spanlsh gunnora had plenty
of opportunity of firing the blg guns while I
was in Manila. 1 went out one day to wateh
the practios. A raft carrylng s groat wooden
targel was towed & mile out from shore and the
batteries bogan Lo pepper away al it, The bay
wis lasped into fowm by the B and 10 Inch
shells, which ricochetted far out, At Lhe end
of the day’s practive the target was toved haok
1o shore. I couldn't lud a splinter knocked off,
“Manilan wan well garrisoned, In addition
to two or three rogluents of Spanlsh troops,
Dlapco had ten reglments of volunteers orgui-
lged when I left the inlands. They were armed
with Muuser rifles and were wall drilled, The
native regiments wre oficered by Hpaniands,
With an American fleot bowbarding the town
I don's think the volunieers would be of any

Red Cross
derives Its wuthority, the American National
Red Cross Is direcled wo'provide such rellef as
may be required by all, without recogaition of
friend or fos, who may suffer from the calami-
ties incldental to war, pestilence, or famine.

““The Hed Cross here and throughout the
clvilized world, by a wide and varied experi-
ence In recent wars, recognizing, by interna-
tional treaty, the sndred oblleations of helpful-
ness for the suffering, wherever found, hns so
perfected {ts orgnnization that it becomes the
recognized wnd legitimate channel for con-
tributions from usll classes of individuals and
every varlety of suxiliary sssociation,

“For the purpuse of properly systematizing
the benevolent fmpulses of the general publio
and of giving proper dirsctlon for efficlent Red
Cross work the comittee solicits the co-opera-
tlon of individuals and auxiliary associations
thronghont the country, conflident that through
such means the varfons funds and articles col-
lected can most safely and most directly reach
thelr ultimate destination.”
