TROUTING PROSPECTA,

The Early Noasen Upprofitable, Wui the Out.
inak for Batter Thingy Rater.

Mirvonp, Pa,, April 30.—Althongh the trout-
fishing neason has been open by Inw elsewhers
in Peunaylvanin and in New York State for
namo time, the legal opiming In Pike county
does net begin until tomorrow, May 1, or,
this yoar, if the angler Is law ablding, not until
Monday, May 2, for it Is against the law to fish
on Sunday In Pennsylvania. The wisdom of
this Pike county law in postponing the trout-
fishing seasen in this monntainous locallty
until May has boen many times made manifest,
but never more strikingly than this year.

Although the wsireams In the nelghboring
cotntles had the embargo of the law removed
from them a fortnight ago, the emburgo of the
eloments remained, and Lrout Oshing has beon
trout fishing not much more than in name thus
far., As & matter of fact, the embargo of the
elements Is a more sffectual protector of tho
trout atreamns hereabonts than the embargo of
thelaw, There weremore trout taken in this and
the adjoining conntles during the warm, May-
like days of early March than have been taken
from any of the streams since the legal senson
opened in April.  Rain, snow, snow water, and
uniformly November weather have made
{he oponing serson of 1808 anything but
pleasant or profitable to the sportamen,
It they may be ealled sportamen whose ldea of
sport is drogging lank and spiritiess trout from
swollen, ice-fringed brooks and going home and
bonsting of it. May 1 In sufficiently enrly for
tho opening of the tront season in thess moun-
tain reglons. May 15 would be better. If the
law stionld say that the season should not open
nntil May 15, 1800, it would be better.

Hut nithongh the early trout season in the
bordering New York countles has not beon any-
thing to chesr enthusiastic but misguided
anglers. tho prospoect for a profitable and enjoy-
able later ncason has not been finer for years,
according toall reports from trouting centres,
and for this anglers should give thanks to the
elements, that have orevented much early fiah-
{ng. The Delawars Valley counties, on both
sides of the river, wers formerly the scals of
numberlons sawmills and tanneries, Secarcely a
stroatn was froe from the effects of these indus-
tries. Kceonomical causes have lod to the total
disappearance of the tanneries, and aawmilla
are now few and far between, It is unpleasant
to reflect, hbowever, that the eausea that led to the
disappontance of the tanneries and the sawmills

the destruction of the foresta—have also led to
thie disapponranee of many of the streams that
once lowed through those foreats, leavine but
dry and rocky beds to tell the melancholy story.

HBut the passing of the tannories and the saw-
mills, nithough thelr work Ieft a greatly reduced
water s=upply, was quickly followed by an im-
provement in the trouting value ot Lhe streams
that survived, and, the natural increase in tho
native trout stock lu.vinf besn augmen ¥
restocking, the strenms of the Delaware iver
watershicd may be =ald to have nearly ap-
prosched to thelr old-time excellence as flshing
Walers.

The Delaware Valler, from the Water Gap
to the head of the viver, s unrivalled for ita
natirul advantages both for fish and game, a
fact that is well teatitled (o by the peralsience ol
the Indians in retaining that siretch of territory
for their own uke in nll their snles of lnnd to the
Penusylvunia proprietors. Many years after
the Indians bad been driven nway from the
Dielawire Valler to distant regions and the
white supremacy wis ettablishod, strageling
banils of red men annually returned (0 their old
baunts to bupt and fsh, especlally in the area
now cowprised in the counties of Pike and
Whavne in this Stale, and_ i Orange, Sulllvan
and Delawnre on the New York sideof tho river.

"HOLLAND'S FENIAN RAM.

THE AURMARINE ROAT BUILT 10
BINK THE BRITIAH NAVY,

Capl, Vawrases O'Hrien af Neow Maven Tells
of ithe Blopes Erishmen Placed in Mer When
whe Wns Mwilt Twesty-five Wears Age—
Fart She Was to Finy in Presing Irelnnd,

New Haenx, May 7.- Hore s the story of

“They have always kept pretty close about
the old Fenlan ram.” hesald, “and there was
plenty of reason why they shonld. Hut nearly
all the men ars pow dead who had a bhand In
her bullding—Jim Meynolds, the lender of the
movament, Is gone, and a rare Irlsh patriot he
wae, too--nnd, besides, thers (s nothing to be
galned by keeplng the secret longer, Holland
is bullding other veasels like the olil ram, which
wan his (et perious attompt nt n sibmarine
boat. The vessel which bas éansed so inuch in-
terost during the past four weaks in almost ex-
notly & reprodiuction of the one we have owned
for twenty years, 8o the whole world, and
above all the Hritiah Navy, porsesses our secret,
Far that matter, England knew it twenly years
aro. While we were bullding our boat she had
hundreds of sples who kept track of all our ae-
tions day by day and reported them to the Gov-
arnment, [ tell you what, we kept John Bull
pretty busy in those old times: and there wasn't
unything he was so afrald of ns otr submarine
boat.

After 1nerved
my time in the civll war—1 was In Cahfll's regl-
ment of Connecticnt volunteers and had rijen
from a privato to a Captain—T started over to
Treland nnd began to stir things up, Iowe her
Majesty & year's board for that now; but that's
neither bere nor there. Yon know, of course,
that we hoped for aid from tha United States
in our plans. Our whole programme was based
upon the theory that the United States were
going to war with England. Everyhody be-
Heved in the parly soventies that this was bound
tocome. Englishmen wereo hated pretty round-
Iy in these parts in those doys. We conld not
forgol the way shoe had sided with the Southern
Confederacy; snd, nbove all, the Alabama
claims seommed sure Lo bring on & war. We
Irishmen wore na certain of that ns we are cer-
tain that we are at war with Spain to-day. It
seemed o good denl more likely that the Ala-
bama business would bring on nwar than it
seemed i fow montns ago that the Cuban ques-
tion would be suttled this way. We Irishmen,
of conrse, were crazy for war. We were ready
any moment to shonlder our muskets and at-
tack Eugland, We would bave been willing to
do this for the sake of the United States alone,
but we hnd another motive. One of the surest
results of such a war, we believed, would be the
froedow of Ireland,
