his partner has tho aco ot diamonds, for A
would not have led tho 0 if ho hold It, nor would
II play the Jack with tho aro In his hand.

suit marked against bill). Z cannot risk tbo
trump load, ulthough It would bo much better
to do it now than at trick 0.

Trick II. This is a very bad load, and loses two
tricks. Z knows nothingof tboclubsuit, norof
tbo trumps, but certainly knows that the whole
spado suit Is established against him.

If this band is carefully nnalzed It will be
found to contain five tricks for A II. no matter
which suit is opened, spades or diamonds. In
Iho first place, when tbc short suit Is opened in
ordor to havo tho other milts led up to, A runs
counter to his own plan of tho hand by putting
up tbo king of trumps. It A passes this trick,
he will win the next, and having found his
partner has nothing In diamonds, can lead
either clubs or spades, which will make Ave
tricks vory easily.

Club of Ilrookiyn brought off a mast successful
compare game at tho (lermanla Club, In which
1U0 women took pnrt. Tho guests wore from
lluyonne nnd Now Jersey chiefly, but included
manv ot the women who had been In Philadel-
phia for the congress, among them being Mrs.
i'larcnco lirown of Toledo, Mrs. H. Jonks of
Chicago, Mrs. .1. A, Inslco of St. Louis, Mrs.
(leorga Walls of Washington, Mies Cornell nnd
Miss Thurber of Ithaca, nnd Mrs. Frank Pleas-onto- n

of Philadelphia.
'Ihe confusion and delay In arranging tho play-

ers, and tho errora.and Injustice in tho scoring at
Die womtn's congress In Philadelphia had made
such an impression on tho Ilrookiyn women that
they determined to proflt.Dy the lesson, and to
see If they could not maiiago a big gams with-
out wolting'for two hours after the appointed
time to begin, and without having to publish
scores which no one could either check or prove.
Mrs. Horaca ti. Plimpton, Chairman of the
Whist Committee, called In the services of two
men who thoroughly understood organization,
nnd were more willing tn work than anxious to
havo their namrs published, and this is what
they did:

They provided for the maximum attend-
ance possible, duplicating tbo deals and arrang-
ing the tablos In two sections, of which a dia-
gram was made. Whllo and pink slips, such
as are used in enrd'indexes, wero used to dis-
tinguish X nnd S from K and W. On these
were printed the Bcctton letter, the number of
the table, and the point of the compass. Upon
these slips tho plnycrs themselves filled out
their names and that of their club, after tak-
ing their seats at tho table.

The game was to begin ut 2:110, and at 2:'.'A
the players wero naked to tako their partners
and pass a certain point, an assistant stationed
there giving each pair one of the printed slips
ua thoy passod. cnless tho partners were to-
gether no slips were ghen. Tha usher then
inok the players to tholr proper tables, at which
they sat donn'uud filled up tho slips with their
namrs. Kleten tables were coiiiploted In ono
suction before touching tho other, und then
eleten tablos in the second section woro filled,
aftor which a tab'e was filled in each alter-
nately, until all tho players present were seat-
ed. Tills kept the two lections exactly bal-
anced, and It took Just six minutes to distribute
the slips and get every woman In her place.

The i.sbers moved the boardi from table to
table before the plajers chanced places. Kach
had chargo of a curtain number of tables, and
as he took tho board he also compnrcd'tho
scores, which wero entered on the ordinary
scoro sheets, so thnt any error was seen and cor-
rected immediately. In the Intervals the slips
wlthtthe names and positions of tho players
were entered on a largo sheot, and at the end
of the game their scores wero posted onpoilte
their names, nnd the averages found and tubu-
lated. It Is hardly noccssary to say that tho
Itanio went of without a hitch or mlstako of
any kind, there was no hunting for seats, or
ftettnlg nt thewrong table, or waiting for a

player whoso seat was being held for
her. All the kcorcs nrovod, and everybody
wont away convinced that running it liggumo
or any number of them together without delay,
confusion, or error, was simply a question of
management, and the women of Ilrookiyn aro
certainly to be congratulated en their success.
