OUR NAVAL OFFPIORRS TRINK OOW-
ARDIOR CAVSED IT.

Wasnmworon, May 10,—8urprise and gratifica-
tlon, with some disappointment and amusemont,
were causod this afterncon by the receipt of
offiefal information by the State and Nary de
partments that the Spanish fleet which loft Bt.
Vinecent, Cape Verde Islanda, on April 20, had
arrived at Oadis. The surpriss was general. The
gratification wan confined to those officers of
the Governmenl who are advocating an {mme-
diate Iand campaign in Cubs, but found the ful
fiiment of that desire dalayed on account of the
oplinion of the naval strategists that the inva-
slon of the Island ahould not begin until Admiral
Bampeson had met the powerful aquadron of the
enomy, presumably sailiag to the dafence of
Porto Rloo or to Intercept the Orogon and Ma-
rlotta. 5

Tathose naval officors who were anxious to vee
the United States soors another victory in whioh
they might be privileged to participats, the
news was keenly disappointing. They reallze
that there will be anothar and longer period of
uncertainty before the chance comes of a con-
flict on the water botwesn modern armorclads.
Everybody was confldent that Admiral Bamp-
son wounld show himself to be as great a horo
and strategist as Admiral Dewey when his
chance came, and his friends are blue over the
proapoct that tho enemy may not pit {ta navy
agninat that of the United Btates, preferring to
lose Cuba without sacrificing any more ships,

But nearly everybody views tho return of the
Capo Verde fleot to Cadln ina ludierous light,
Ta naval officers [t s the most ridionlouns thing
in tho history of sea warfare, The fact that the
enemy's force started from Cape Verde before
Dewey's victory had Impressed the Spanish
Government and people with the superiority of
American ahips, seamanablp, gunnery and fight-
Ing abliity maken the retreat of the fleel, they
say, an exhibition of cowaraice which will win
only contempt from the nations of the world,
who bave heard much of the boasted Spanish
prowess and Intrenidity.

€ive tha Cubans Arms agd They Wil Clear
e Ixland of Spaniards, Mo Snra.

TampPa, May 10.—C0en. Maximo Gowmesz has
written to Sefior Tomas Eatrads Palma the fol-
lowing letter, a copy of which was obtained to-
night by Tar Bux correspoundent, The letter I

“Iam ready to glve to the American Army all

the codpersilon of my troops for the spoedy ex-
pulsion of the Spanish from Cuba. The time

Of conrse the Btate Department officials will
not tell the name g the person who sent the in-
telligence and it would not bo wise to publish it
if they dild, Tbey paid positively, however, that
the Governmont was abeolutely satisfled that
the news was suthentic and that while the de-
spateh did not any that the vessels roported at
Cadiz were thoso of the Cape Verde floet, there
can be no queation that they are those shipa.

Immediately after he bad received the cabled
messago Secrotary Day weat permonally with it
to Becretary Long. The Buredu of Navigation
_was informed and soon the news sproad ameng
the officers on duty at the department.

Naval officers in positions of authority ex-
pressed thelr absolute beliel In the accuracy of
the report. They sald that the vessols at Cadis
were the seven which sailed from St. Vincont
eloven days ago, taking a westerly course,
The fleet at St. Vincent was composed of four
armored crulsers, three torpedo-boat destroy-
ors, three torpedo boats, and two armed trans-
ports, The transports and the torpedo bonta
left Bt. Vincent a few hours in advance of the
fighting divislon, and went In the direction of
the Caoarles and the Spanish maloland., The
next day, April 30, they returned to 8t. Vincent
to make repalre to the two torpedo boats, which
bad been in collision, and they departed again
on May 1, taking the course of the day before.
These vesssls will prebably reach Cadlz In a day
or two unless they stovped at the Canaries,

There isno feellng at the Navy Department
that the despatch about the vessels at Cadis ro-
ferred to transports and torpedo boats. In fact,
the officials of the department sald this ovening
that they know poaitively that the Informant
meant the fighting divislon of armorclads and
destroyers, -1t Is probable that the naval branch
has Information of its own similar to that re-
icelved by the Niate Department and equally re-
liable.

The return of the enemy’s floot to Cadis hins
an important bearing on the general offonaive
and defensive programine of the United States.
According ta trustworthy authority, Admiral
Sampson's squadron of armorclads and unar-
mored ships will be ‘brought back to Coban
waters to asalst 1o the inauguration of the land
campalgn. This appears Lo be the present in-
tentlon. The Birategy Board will discuss the
mattor to-morrow and may make recommenda-
tions of aun interesting character, but this after-
noon the members of the board were evidently
impressed with the view that there should be
no aagressive movement agalcst Porto Rico or
Havana for the present,

The news about the HSpanish flest has over
turned the almost geveral oploion in maval
circies that the enemy's Cape Verde foroe In-
tended to Intercept the Oregon and Marleits or
o to the defence of Porto Rico. While the

maln intact, If one or two Amorioan armop
clada ware put out of condition by the projés
tiles from the Morro and the other forts Samp-
son would be so much less oapable of defeating
his opponent, and Bpaln wonld be foollsh not be
take advantage of the orippled condition of the
American foros,

It was assorted to-day by an offiost In a poals
tlon to spenk authoritatively that the armor-
clnd divislon sent to Porto Rico under Admliral
Bampson's personal command had not gone
there to attack San Juan, but metely in the hope
of falling In with the Cape Verde flest. Now
that that flest (s known to be several thousapd
milea from Porto Rico there appears to be
no necessity for Sampson Lo remaln thers unless
to establish & blockade, whish ecould be done
quites sffectively by smaller ships, A number of
Hpanirh gunboats fled from Cuba when the war
began, and are supposed to bo st Porto Rleo or
elsewhers In that end of the Weat Indles. Naval
officers hope that Bampeon will fall In with
soma of these bafore he returns westwanl.

The view of the naval strategists lo that no
rdvantage can bo galned by establishing o
blockade of Porte Rico just now, It would
divide the North Atlantie floet, thue rendering
less offective the blockadeof Cuban ports. They
also contend that a military foroe should not be
Ianded in Porto Rico, This would call far the
co-oporation of some of the stromgest vessals
under Sampson, and [kewlse render the en-
foreemant of the blockade less effective, It
would tie up permanently, they say, & number
of ships engaged in protecting the army’s base
of supplies on the islend,

The Bpanish troops in Porto Rico cannot be
used for operations in Cuba. Thay have no
meana of gelting Lhore, and, even If they had,
the transports would be eaptured by the Amer-
foan ships. There ls little doubs that Ad-
miral SBampson's squadron will be recalled
from Porto Rican waters to assist in establishing
the base of supplios and operations for the
United Btates army In Cuba. They will be
needed to cover the Ianding of the land forces
which are to be sont to some places on the narth-
e coast as rapidly as possible, to begin an ag-
mresalve campalgn with the altimate object of
taking Havana, The navy will codparate with
the army in capturing the capltal, but the at-
tack on [ts sea defences need not begln until the
American troops bhave appeared in the rear of
the city.

Frotm now on SBampeson's fleet will carry on its
work without regard to the ensmy’s naval foree
st Cadis, but will not bombard Havana until
the army has fought its way Lo that place. In
tho Interim between the Ianding of troops in
Cuba and the cotablned land and sea Attack on
Havana, some of the armorclads can be cleansd
of the rank marine growths that have inter-
fered with thelr speed and oan be othorwise put
in better condition for service,

The Navy Department fs confident that it will
be informed of any movements of the Bpanish
fleet mt Cadiz. The general bellef is thal the
seven vessels which have returned thore from
Cape Verde wil start for somewhere befors
very long, augmented by the Pelayo, Vittoria,
Carlos V., and Princesa do Anturias, all armored
ships, making a powerful fermation,

The ease with which our people have acous-
tomed themselves Lo a state of war has been al
ready commented upon. Ewven buslness, ordi-
narlly sosenalidve to any disturbance, hna not
suffered to the extent which many had feared.
With one or two exceptions the coastwise
steamers running oot of New York have con-
tinued their regular trips without interruption,
and bave carried nearly If not quite thelr usual
onrgoes, Tho Jines which have suffered moat
have naturally been those operating belween
New York and the cltles of tbe Gulf States,
The Lono Star line, touching at various points
in Texns, has discontinued its sarvice for the
present, bul not altogether because of the war,

Al the offices of the Mallory line {t was sald
that the service to Galvestan had been with-
drawn temporarily, but the company bas sent
out notices to the effect that (b will resume reg:
ular sallings to this port in dueo time. Mean-
while the sorvice to Brunswiok, Ga., and Port
Royal, 8. C., s uninterrupted, and last week
the company sent a vessel to Key West,

* We do not expect any decrease of shipmenta
in our Bouth Carolina-Georgla service on mc-
count of the war," sald & representative of the
company yesterday, ' but (¢ 18 a little too early
yot to tell wnat will happen. Contracts made
before the outbreak of hostilitles have yeot to be
fillea, However, Lhere seems to bo lttle timid-
ity st present among shippers, and our trade las
up to the average,”

Representatives of various lines plying be-
tween this city and Boston, Norfolk, Bavannah,
and othor coast citles gave Lhe same testimony.
Oune of them said that the only effeot of the war
on his company had boen Lo make thelr Possels
sall parller in order to get out of the Liarbor be-
fore sundown. Mostof the lines are taking war

ATLANTA, Ga,, May 10.—Atlanita crowds,
though barred out of the guard house, whersin
are confined the Spanlsh prisoners of war, have
learned some tricks, and three timesaday, when
the Spaniards are marched from thelr prisen to
the mess ball, they assemble and render paseage
wlmost lmpossible, The Hpaniards appesr to
take thines with unconcern.

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CUBAN INVASION PLANS.

TEOROUGH FPREPARATION MAY
OAUSBE 4 BLIGHY DEREAT.

Lats in the nmr. it was an-
nounced Lthat the | commanding
the army would not leave for the Bouth until
Inter, It was said that no definito postponoment
of the time for leaving Washington had beon
made, but that Gen. Miles and his stafl might
o to the front al any day in the noar future,

A rumor was ciroulated about the State, War,
and Navy bulldlog late In the day to the effect
that tbe postponement of the plans for moving
the army hesdquarters from Washingten at
once was the result of the news redelved simnl-
taneoualy at the SBtate and Navy Departments
announcing the arrival of the Cape Verde fleet
at Oadin. It was loarned on atthority, however,
that the departure of Gon. Miles and staff waa
delayed for another reason,

The news that the SBpanish fleet had appeared
on the othar alde of the Atlantic Ocean caused
immedinate rerious discussion among methbers of
the army adminiateation, as well as among
officials of the Navy Deparimont. Bome army
officers who have all slong argned that the oo
cupation of Cuba by » military force should not
ba attempted untll the American fleot had
“oleared the sen,” according to the approved
ldeas of strategical warfare, were Inclined to
bolleve that the expedition to Cuba would be
postponed indefinitely, They argned that it
would be peor polloy to land troops in insular
territory before the enemy's floot, which at any
time may menace the army’s means of commu-
nication with {ts base of supplies, bad been met
by the Amoerican squadron and effectually dls-
posed of.

It cannot be learned, however, that the
Government bas any {dea of cancelling its plans
for the Immediate oceupation .of the island.
The President and the Becretary of War have
Uatened attentively to the advice of military
men acqualnted with the conditions existing in
Cuba, who belleve that the shortest kind of a
campalgn uy a competent military force in Cuba
wonld annihilate the Spanish power in the
faland, and with the colperation of Admiral

psan’s flest plish just what waa pro-
posed to be accomplished by Ehl declaration of
war.

It is probable that some slight delay in the
embarkation of the expedition to Cuba will be
caused, although not by the unexpoectad appear-
ance of the Cape Vorde fleet at Cadiz. It has
been found absolutely Imposnible to raise a sut-
ficlent force of volunteer troops te start the ex-
pedition from the Florida coast aa oarly sa next
Bunday. Raports recelved by the Adjutant-
General of the army to-day show thatup to this
date only 1,807 officers and 38,047 men have
been enlisted in all the States. This includes, of
ocourae, the recrults in the Pacifio coast Btatos,
~where all of them will bs required for the Phil-
ipploe expedition, 1t {s ovidens to the army ad-
ministration, therefore, that the required foroe
©1-50,000 men cannot be enlisted, equipped, and
transported to the cosst of Florida in the short
time between now and next Bunday,

It was thin setback of the plans which have
been making for the last two days that caused
the commanding General of the army to post-
pone his departure to the South to-day. The
Government regards It as poor polioy toland in
Cuba a small number of troops such as might be
obtained from the camp of the regular army at
Tampa until such timo as Immediate reinforoe--
mentes of volunteers can bo assured. Itis prob-
able that the whole oxpedition will be postponed
until the volunteers ot least are ready to go.
This may be as enrly ns Tuesday of next weel.
Meanwhile a much needed opportunity will be
given for fully completing the arrangements for
sotting out from Tampa.

It was announced offcially from the Adjntant-
General's offico this morning that the 40,000 or
00,000 volunteor soldiers who were to be en-
camped in the Chickamauga National Park
would not go to that rendezvous at all, but
would ba burried through from varlous Siates
in the North and the West to the Florida coast,
for the cocupation of Cuba. This was the last
offort of the War Department to accomplinh what
was already beginning to appear impossible,
Latér in theday it was admiited unofcially that
the volunteer troops could not be prepared for
service by next Bunday evening, if they should
