tholeas tho Quixotlo nawspapers Lry to i
more the blockade, declaring that the Amer
fean fleot Ia wafraid to come within remch
of the Morro Castle guns, and that the Spanish
warships will break the blockade. Whila the
middles and lower classes have absolute faith in
eoming out victorious, the sensible slement and
army and navy men fear » crushing defeat.
The voluntesrs want Lo fight, that is, they want
to seo the Cuban-American sympathizera alain
{n Havana strests. Tho regular soldiers, sspe-
elally the artillery seotions, are so demoralized,
haring had no pay or sitention for seven
months, that whon Morro Oastle fired the first
three shots announcing that the American fleet
was In sight, they fatly refused to go to
thelr posts &t tho feot of the guns. Thelr
superfor officers were compolled to beat
them with the fiat side ef thelr machetes
to drive them to their posts of duty.
They well kpnow that mnot one of the
Havana battaries is In shape to battle with
such warahips as tha Town aod Indiana, for thers
are only two modern Krupp guns that can
mateh the lowa and Indiana in ranwe, One of
these big Keupp guns in at the Santa Clara bat-
fery, midway botween Havana city and the
Vednado, facing Morro Lo the left. The Santa
Olara battery (n the best, and a good vne, too]
but Its position with regard to Morro I unsatis-
factory to ruch an extant that an American
battleakip of tle type of the Iewa or Indinna
oan safely bombard Morre completely ahislded
from the big Krupp gun at the Santa Clars bat-
tory, the Morro, Cabafia and other batteries and
high hills to the east completely hiding the
amerlcan ships from the view of the Santa
Clara battary.
. The other blg Krupp gun is at Principe Fort,
pomo three miles from thoe coant to the went of
Morro, and will do good work in defending
Havana from an attack by land, but it {s worth-
less for coast defeuce. Any crulser can cannon-
ade the Havaos batteries without coming
within range of this gun, Aside from these
twe Krupps, all tho other cannon, numbering
sbout 400, wore bullt from ften to twenty
yoars ago, about 300 being of the obsolste
mussle-loader type. That the navy officers
have no confdence whatover in thelr old bat-
terios lu proved Ly the tact that they have de-
voted all their energy to keep Havana city well
defended, often repoatine that * those Yankoas
may ruln our Morro with thelr big guns, but we
challenge them to come Into Havauns,"” They
sre rapidly barricading tho city with sand bags
and stons ballast. Compulsory work has been
amployed, as Government pay is no discredited
that no one, ot even apatriot, wants to work on
the fortifioations. The Havana consl line and
environs will scon be surrounded by blgh walla
of sandbagn and stone ballnst and deep trouches
flooded with water. The local sutborities are
vory sanguine ns to the succesa of Lthese de-
fenoes, but it seemn as if they bave blockaded
themsolyen and will ptarve thamselves to dsath,
for the insurgents, to the number of about 8,000,
sre already oncamped outside Havana, and If It
f8 encircled by fortificationa as described Ita
realdenta cannot go out for & drop of water or
an ear of corn, and will begin to die llke rats
inelde of & month.

Only seven days have gane by since Lhe block-
sde began, and alrendy the Havana wharves
and warshounss aro empty., There is only flour
for forty-five daye, rioe for thirty, lard for
twonty and meat for fifteen days. The mource
of the water supply ls & matter of great annoy-
anoe te the Government, as the only avallable
supply 1s the Albear Canal, which bringe water
from the Vente Springs, some six miles from
Havana city. These watar works, although not
yot in the hands of the insurgents, will soon be
seired by them and the supply out off, Of
pourse, not only Havaos will be left ahort of
water, but the Morro and olher battariea will
likewise be doprived of this necessity.

The view frem Haveass housctops lsat night
was mosh lmpressive, In the far distance the
samp firos of ghe Insurgent General, Alsjandro
Redrigues, could be easlly weem, whila the
spearchlights of the American flset playing on
Havana foriifioations silently téld of tho sad
plight of ita residents. Down below, the streots
and publio squares were pitch dark, the electiric
snd gas lights alengside the coast baving bean
sxtingulshed by order of Gen. Arglas, Weyler's
trocha commander, and now cemmander of the
Havans divisien, The big lghthouss at the
Morro waa, for the fimt timo In Afty-alght yoars,
keptdark. Theso are among tho many foollah
stope taxen W0 try te do up the American flest.
Many a good vessel navigating ahead of the
Morro will In valn search fer {te lighthouse, and
probably go astray in tho dark.

The thoatres and shops were closed. Only
wsalés and restaurants kept open, and Lthey were
fillled with all ports of military uniforms cover-
{ng bodies full of glo and bhatred toward every-
thing Onban and Amarican. The so-called Pub-
Bafoty committees were molyet in power,
b thelr bosses were mctively preparing for
the same kind of work which led four-
lads to death on the maemorable day of
kL 87, 1870, Over twonty yoars have gone
slnos theso innpcent students were shot.

FUGITIVES FROM HAVANA.

Mewls of the Npanish Mok as They Salled—
Incldonts en the Way e Nafely.

Havana Hanwon, on (he Danish nchoones
Rebl, bound for Progreeo, Mexico, May 1, via
Galveston, May 10,—Wo are just leaving this
wrotohed ofty amid jthe shouts, ctioa, and bowl-
Ings of & cowardly, rabid Spaniah orewd that
hissse and Insults un an the towboat Susie slowly
tows us out of roach of the Morro Castle guns.
The Rohl is the last forelgn vessel to leave Ha-
vans, and 200 odd Cuban and Bpanish refu-
goes huve boarded hier ma thelr only chance to
savo Luelr lives from the death clutches of the
sanguinary volunteers.

A momont ago we all had long-drawn faces,
fearing that Inspeoror Perex might take some of
us nsliore and bury usin the dungoons of the
Cabafia fortreas aa political conspirators against
Spanish ruls in Cubs, or that the rabid, howl-
ing crowds along.tho wharfs thronged with
armed volunteres might fire on us—or further
still, that one of thowse deadly torpedoss placed
acrois the Morro entrance might “acclden-
tally” go off as wa ge by the Morro and bury us
forever in Havane waters in deadly companlon-
slp with the Maine heroes, We have, how-
ever, beon more fortunate. Tone crowis have
not att ue, 1 tor Perex lLaa not
teuched one of us,

The submarine torpedoss have not gone off,
and we are out of Morro Castle’'s reach pafe,
and mighty glad, too,

All faces are joyful as the Havana coast lines
Alunppear in the distance and the Spanish NMng
s neen ho lopger, That (t will noon couse to
flont over Morro Castle is the ardent wish of al-
most all of us on board.

1t is now B o'clock P, M. Two hours bave
gone by, and we have not yet sightod a alngle
Amerlcan warship. Where Is the floct] waa
the oft-repsated question In the Havana streets
this morning before we sallod, The fact that
the American warships wers out of slght was
undorsteod s Indicsting, that they were in the
channel to the east engaged in a hot battle
with the Spanish fleet,

Fl Correo, antlclpating events, gave out &
flaring extra In which it imaginatively ex-
plained how the erack ship Pelayo had sunk
thres Amaerlean battleships, The fake was so
absurd that even the most rabid Spaniards
did pot bolleve it, As a fact the Spanish fleet
was supposed te be doe at Havana by this
time. and great uneasiness (s felt by many
Spapiards in Havana who aiready begin to
fear that thelr fleet will not breuk the blockade,
aa wos bombastically sunounced by the Span-
{sh Minister of War, and that they have been
caught in urat trap. However, the Ignorant
olassen, led by the voluntesrs and Havans
yellow journalism, are more sanguine than
ever that Bpain will come out victorlous,
which makes them intolerubly haugnty aud in-
sulting.

The situation in Havana city is growing la-
tolarable to forelgners and private citizena,
While Gen. Blanco and the palace authorities
menn well, they are overpowered by the velun-
tears, who legally and practically hold the eity.
They have organized numberless so-called pub-
lio safety commlittees, ‘which, although appar-
ently ostablished to sustaln order, are wholly
engaged in forcing all able-bodled men to en-
list as volunteers, slaying mercllesaly those
who rofuse to serve under any pretext. They
have olready blackllsted about 300 Cuban-
Amerloan sympatulzers (your correspondent
being honored with the head of the list), who
will disappear aa soen s the first shot ls fired
on Morro Castle. This ls only & part of Wey-
ler's diabolical plan, which consists in seizing
Cubans, Awerioans and forsigners, alse wo-
men and children not siding with Bpain, and
locking them up in the Cabafs, Morre and
other forts, and In the batterics, in cane of dan-
gor, #0 that when tho Amoerican floot begine to
bombard Havans thoy will be the Srst ones to
succumb,

Gien. Molina, Weyler's successor in brutality,
bas already Initiated the plan, When the Tiras
shots were fired on the batteries at Matanzas
be selred the well-known familles of Hefiors
Bohweoyer, Ortla, Lecucpa, Echemendla and
othors, with their wives, deughters and littls

After bdding us good-by and making us un-
derstand that Havaos would bo hombarded and
tukan within s month, the Dolphin's oificer loft
us, to the greal relief of our Bpanish element,
nmong which were a fow Spanish ofcors in dis-
guise, who thought they hLmd beew within an
Inch of thelr lives.

Ru«Ambassader Wustla Says His Vietses Wil
Add Srestly to the Prestize of the United

elublouss last night to celebrate the victory of
Admiral Dewey at Manils, and more than 500
members were present to testify thelr approcia-
tion of the sucesss of the Amerioan fleot in tha
Philippine Islands, The mesting room was daco.
ratsd with the national colors, and behind the
Prealdent’s ohalr thers was hung & modsl of
the criilser Now York.

Justios Trusx of the Buprems Court, who s
Vice-President of the club, presided, In his
opening sddress ho sald that for the first time
in fifty yours the Amerioan people wore rejolos
ing over a victory which was won not by the
soldlars of the North or the soldlers of the
Eouth, but by the soldiers of the American re-
publie, “and a great victory it was," continusd
the spoaker. ‘'‘To-day we stand aAmong the fArak
nations of the earth, and our soldiers have
shown that the place we now oocupy wa will
always koep."

James B, Eustis, ex-Ambassader to France,
was the next speaker, “As an Amerlcan eitl
gon 1 waut te contribute my mite to the cele-
bration in honor of Dowey and the floet which
he commanded with such distinguished and
pre-sminent sucosss,” he said. "Two years
axo 1 read an editorial in the London TVmes,
every line mnd every word of which was of the
highest pralse of an Amerioan naval ofcer. I
refer to Capt. Maban, [applanse.] He s the
highest llving authority on naval batties and
maritinie supremacy. A few days ago he
landed in this ccuntry, and when naked his
opinion of the battle fought by Dewey at Manils
he sald It was the greatest naval victory on
record, That emcomium has bsen indorsed by
tho highest naval authorities of England. &
pountry that knows what a naval hero s,

“It ons were permitted to discuss or con-
trast the merits of that Lmperishable achieve-
ment ons would bs tempted Lo say that [t was
the courage of Dewey which forced the enemy
to flght whether he wanted to or no. He as
sumed every rlek and all dangers and he has
ralsed the flag of his country above the flag of
any nther on eartt, No naval achiovement in
modern times can equal it. You oannot cal-
culats the enhancement of American prestige
and power that Dewey hus brought about. As
one who has resided abroad I know In what
estimation the Amerlcans are held by Euro-
ponn natlons, They belisve wo are a vast con-
gregation of people eocupying s very large tor-
ritory and engaged {n the lasudable enterprise
of trying to becoms civilized. Admiral Dewey
has taught them that {f we can slaughter our
plgs In peace we can also slaughter cur ene-
mies in war,

“For more than a y our

have d-bated the guestion whether or not it
was desirabls for the United Btates to acquire
additional territory. There waa strong opposl-
tlon to Jeflerson when he brought about the
Loulsiana purchase, Then, when we had the
Meoxican war and annexed Texas a strong
party grew up In opposition to its acquire-
ment; but Admiral Dewey has settled the
guestion we bave beon debating for 110 years,
He has conquersd s large forelgn territory and
I am afrald he has given Uncle Sam & damned
strong appetite for that sort of food. [Pro-
longed applause.]
"I am—] wid an ex-Confederate soldier, and
1 have beem whipped on many & battleflela, 1
sssure you. But vew I rejoice with you in

During the mecond war with
Grent Britaln the Dorotliea was given up as lost
at son or oaptured by the Engliah, but she
eventually turned up In good condition and
netted Mr, Olapler quite a sum of money
with which he purchased a tract of land be-
tween Germantown aund Philadelphla. He
oreoted & country houne on this estate, and for a
wonther vans on the big barn an iron model of
the Dorothea under full sail was used,

This proverty, now known sa Fern Hill, was
sold In 1842 to Henry Pratt McKean, grandson
of Gov, Thoman McKean of Pennsylvania, a
signer of the Declaration of Indepen-
dence, Henry Pratt MoKean's son is the
Thomas McKean who built the yacht just
bought for war purposcs, This weather vane
has boen a landmark and can be seen for miles.
1t remains Intact to-dny after more than seventy
yeors' sorvice. When Thomas Mciean had in-
veutigated the history of the weather vane he
detormined to call hiu new yacht the Dorothea
from fts long association in the family and as &
good omon.

Lisutenant-Commander Darnett, naval ald to
Anslstant Becrotary Toosevelt, will command
the Dorothea. Ho called Secretary Long's at-
tention to tho weather vaneatory, and Mr, Lotg
decided that the wish of the McKean family
that the nawe be retained should be granted.

Dxrmorr, May 10,—At the annual meeking of
the Detrolt Bar Associstion to-day Don M. Diok~
inson, the President, said:

*We congratulate ourselves to-day upon the
resulls so far of the righteous war in which ouy
country 1s engaged, We congratulate ourselves,
too, upon the fact that the shock of confilet has
roused our peopls to realize that with the twen-
tieth contury n new era must open for our gread
commercisl people.

“The policy of strict isolation and reserve,
taught by the fathers before the days of sleam
aod Llelegraph, when with & fow milllons we
produced (nsuficlent for our own support, has
sasentially no spplioation whatever to the new,
different and groat commercial natlon of
70,000,000 of people which bhas been evelved
and which puts out a surplus of everythlng thay
tndustry can produce,

up by the Gonoral Secretary, Dr. Trusblood, was
a roview of the events of the year s0 faras they
bore upou the soclety's work. The report dis-
cussed the present war between the United
Stotes and Spain, the breaking out of which
it sald wam greatly to be regretted, ‘The
President’s pocitle polloy received the hearty
support of the society, The suoccessful Issue of
this policy, which bad unfortunately been pre-
veniod by lnck of sufficlent support In Congresn,
“would nave been s trivmph to olvillzation
rarely paralieled in bistory."

“Now that the war ls on,' the report further
