Can It be that Prince Henry of Prussia Is go-

ing to wipe away the Impression made on Eng-

lish minds by his very imperial brother's deeds,
words, and telegrams I Anyway "The Mally-phist- ,"

as Prince Henry has been colled since
Punch so christened him, seems to be endearing
himself to Britishers in tho far East Writing
from Canton on March 22 to a London paper, a
correspondent says:

" Prince Henry has produced the most happy
Impression hero. His own countrymen acolaim
him as a typical German prince, while English-
men recognize In htm qualities which they ore
proud to believe essentially British. Certainly
so far as an entire absence of starch goes,

and doubtless prejudiced, notions af
Teutenlo court manners havo been entirely at
fault. Nothing could havo been simpler or more
genial than tho tono of both Prince and suite,
and as to British ideas absence of empty forms
Is tbo best of form, the avoidance of mannerism
the truest good manners, ceremony well re-

placeable by courtesy, and antechamber punc-
tilio by the politeness of gentlemon It is easy
to understand his popularity.

" The Prince, above all, makes the impression
of thorough wholeiomeness. His six feet of
well-set-u- p manhood, his bright beard, and
clear, tanned skin, seem the outward and visible
signs of a thoroughly clean, sound mind. One
Is sure, on a mere look at him, that nothing
dishonorable, morbid, or hysterical could enter
his head. Sound common sense, frankness, fear-
lessness, dignity, and kindness aro written In
every feature. The easy movements of an
athletic body in the pink of condition are evi-
dently allied to the smooth serenity of a mind
confident In Itself, but modest with the humility
of knowledge.

"And the Prince seems to reciprocate our
liking for him. On his way out bis one advice
to his countrymen was to bo friends with tho
British. In Itong Kong he appears to mix by
preference with Englishmen. He uses the Hong
Kong Club almost exclusively, finding there,
perhaps or Englishmen flatter themselves so
that croam of hospitality which treats even
a royal guest as a habitue, and neither stares
him out of countenanco nor bores him to
death with deference. With what would seem
the truest courtesy, he is allowed to come and
go unnoticed. The Prince seems very much to
appreciate this, and shows it by making himself
thoroughly at home. The other day he entered
the club bar and called for a whiskey and soda.
The boy poured out the usual modicum and was
about to add the soda, when the Prince in-

quired:
"What do you call that, boy r
"Whiskey, air.'
" ' Well, what do you stop for, then I Don't be

afraid of it Go on till I Bay " when."
" And the Prince put down a ' three-finge- r ' nip

with all the gusto of a genuinely thirsty man.
"At some sports Prince Henry rode to victory

in one bicycle race, and was well ahead in an-

other an obstacle race when he came a most
imperial 'crownor,' smashing up his machine,
but fortunately not being himself seriously
hurt An English Captain of Koyal Artillery,
who was next dismounted and asked:

" I hope you are not hurt sir f
'"No, no,' was tbo reply; 'not a bit. Goton

with you. Don't stay for me 'reminding one
faintly of the great Frledrich's Er sommlo
fuyards.' So the Captain went on and won.

"At the reception at the German Club Concor-
dia the Prince was asked to make a speeeb, but
in polite language replied that he'd aee them all
at Jericho first

" ' Once only in my life,' said he, ' did I make a
speech, and I shall never hear the end of that 1'

"Apropos of the Kiel speech, the Prince, who
speaks Idlomatlo English, also remarked to
some Englishmen theotberday: 'By tho way,
don't you think your newspapers have roasted
us about enough V Talking of newspapers,
muoh Indignation was excited In Hong Kong by
the publishing, just after the Prince's arrival,
of some satirical verses. Not only was it felt to
be a breach of hospitality, but all good men and
true thought it a shame to rub It in to a visitor
who proved on acquaintance such an Al good
fellow.

"As to the political aspect of the Prince's
visit, his trip to Canton, at least cannot but
have the result which his Royal Highness, in hla
P. P. O. message delivered by the Consul after
bis departure, expressed the hope of. He had
not come, be said, solely to give countenance to
bis countrymen, but with tho Intention of in-

creasing the prestige of all foreigners. This re-

sult, as remarked, cannot but have been attained.
The one fact of the passage, with full honors,
through the heart of tbe Canton city of a
foreign devil sitting In a chair of Imperial yel-

low and borne by eight bearers a number
no Viceroy would dare use will do more to
bring home to the truculent the very real ex-

istence of Western power than any other one
thing. And if the dress and bearing of tbe
Prince did not exactly represent Chinese ideas
of what is seemly, yet their very similarity to
those of tho 'common or garden' foreigner
must raise the prestige of the latter an object
lesson having for a moral that gold may be gold
oven though it does not glitter," II.

WAR SPIRIT IN THE WEST.

Tho large cities probably flatter themsslves
that they are the storm centres of excitement
during the oresent crisis, and perhaps they aro
right about It But It does not follow that they
have a monopoly o tall the enthusiasm. A Sim
reporter happened to bo In a Western town
during tbe movement of the rogular troops and
tho departure of the looal mllltle. and hn had
plenty of those nice cold shivers that go with
any flood-tid- e of feeling,

Ono afternoon, when the population of tho
town was going on in its ordinary sleepy way.
with anparently no thought of anything mora
exciting than country traders and spring house-cleanin-

there was a sudden wild shriek of
about a million lung power. It soared and fell
and swelled and died away and performed alto-
gether in a manner calculated to freeze the
blood In a person's veins. Apparently, howovor.
It had quite the opposite effect In less tlmo
than it takes to tell it the streets swarmod with
people. Small boya tore frantically by. Women
came running from tho bouses, fastening their
wraps as they came. Inside of flvo minutes the
blare of a brass bsnd mingled with tho wild
shrieks of the demons,

Bui it wasn't a domon. It was only tho siren
whistle of the water works playing a duet with
tho whistle of the soap factory, and overy man,
woman, and child In the town knew that tbo
song those whittles wero shrlsklng was " War!
Warl Wart" This is the way thoy do things in a
small town out In tho West The night before
tho dally papsr bad announced that as soon as
war was declared at loast, as soon as a de-
spatch to that effect was received " the water
works whistle will be blown."

"I'll be blowed It we go to war!'' said the
water works wbUtle to itself. And It was.

It wss the middle of the afternoon when that
shriek waa lot loose upon tbe drowsy com-
munity. Half an hour later the town band was
slaughtering overy patrlotto air it had ever
heard. Tbe horrors of war bad begun. The
band played in front of tbe office of the dally
paper, then at the door of the paper,
and Anally beneath the windows of tbe weekly
paper. Then it tooted at the City Hall and
boomed In front of the G. A. It headquarters
and, musically, bung Joff Davis from a sour
apple tree in front of the Mayor's.

wherever it went the multitude followed.
The children had bought penny flags at the
candy kitchen and were beating time to tbo
musical murders of the band. Ono young
woman was shedding tears, and it was soon
wblsnered to the very outskirts of tbe throng:
" Minnie Morrison's crylni; i She goes with Joe
Kimball, you know, and he's in Company K."
Thon several dozens of people edsred with elabo-
rate carelessness, through the crowd and post

Digestions
Buffered in the cause of Cuba that night There
was no telling how much time the special trains
might make up, so the return charge on the sta-
tion beg an almost before the slow goers had fairly
reached home.

The band, having got its second wind, was
again on hand, this time with torches and small
flags of its own and with a deadly determina-
tion to gtvo its last breath, if need be, in its
country's servloe.

The soldiers opened boxes of hard tack, and all
wbo came dipped freely into Unole Same prov
ondor, Homo ate the stun with an air as If tbey
were chewing dynamite bombs. Others put it
away as a relic or the war.

That very evening the soap factory and the
waterworks broko loose once more.

The next morning the whole town turned out

The goods are fourteen packages of flax canvas,
which arrived last month on the steamship
Ethiopia from Glasgow, consigned to O. Jaffa

tion of the entry In accordance with a Joint reso-
lution of Congress providing for temporary ad-
mission freo of duty of naval and military sup-
plies procured abroad. Tho decision of Assist-
ant Secretary Howell, which reached Collector
'lid well yesterday, and is understood to apply to
many'slmtlar consignment). Is in tbe form of a
letter to tho Arm. It quotes the Joint resolution
as stating:

"That such guns, ammunition, and other
naval and mllltury supplies as may be pur-
chased abroad by this Government for the na-
tional defonce prior to Jan. 1, 1801), shall bo ad-
mitted at any port of entry in the United States
free of duty.

Continuing, tho decision says:
"It Is manifest from the languago of tho art

that tho Congress Intended tnot the benefits
conferred by the resolution should Inure to
the Government as a result of tho contingen-
cies of war, and not to Importers engaged In
the Bale of such supplies to tho Government in
tbe regular course of trado, under contract or
otherwise.

"Tbe words 'purchased abroad by this Gov-
ernment' are construed to mean purchases
made by tbo Government for Hb use, through
its duly constituted representatives abroad or
through other duly authorized agents, and for
this purpose regular dealers in this country
may V authorized by tbe Government to act
as agsnts in its behalf for the purchase abroad
of such supplies, but in tbe latter case tbe
ngentj so purchasing mutt submit evldenco of
his authority to act for the Government It
follows, therefore, that an importer, being a
dealer or vendor acting for himself and making
a sale of such supplies to tho Government In
the regular course of trade, cannot claim the
benefits conferred by the act

"As It appears tbat you were not acting as
tbe agent of tbe Government, but that the trans-
action in question was a contract of sale for
futuro delivery, such contract and purchase of
the goods abroad In ptirsuanco thereof being
made prior to the passage af tho act, it is a rea-
sonable presumption that the contract prlre to
the Government included the amount of duty."
