and afterward another craft. "To the month ot
the Lena we shall not come before the middle of

"The Minister ot the Interior has given an or-

der to all authorities In eastern and northern
Siberia to aid us In every way to spread the
knowledge among the northern native tribe
ot the various apparatus and stores belonging
to the Andrea expedition, and promising re-

wards for the discovery nf any such object, or
traces which will lead to actual Information as
to the fate of Androe and his followers. Cir-

cumstances and events arising upon our way
will, of course, decide our movements."

Dr. Kansen, when In St. Petersburg, ad-

vised them to go down the Yenisei, and from
tho mouth of that river proceed to the Western
Taimyr Peninsula, which Andree and his com-

panions may havo reached, and where there la
plenty ot game, on which he thought they could
easily subsist. Tho Islands and the coast ot the
peninsula are not visited by native tribes,
whereas the regions east of the Taimyr Penin-
sula are vlsltod by natives who could render the
Andree expedition assistance In cass of need.

On the oilier hand. Gen. Semerioff,
of the Russian Imperial Geographical So-

ciety, advises them to follow the plan adopted
by the Swedish Geographical Society, narnoly,
to go down the River Lena, and from its lower
regions make researches In different directions,
and gather Information through native and
Russian hunters. With regard to Nansen's
suggestion. Gen. Seraenoff said:

"As for going down the Yenisei and to the
Western Taimyr Peninsula, you would need a
vessel ot your own, and your expedition must,
in such a case, have other equipment than that
whloh you now have got. Resides, you would
not havo much prospeot of finding any traces of
Andree, because when ho conferred with me In
London about those matters he said that if hi
balloon should be carried Into tho northoastern
polar regions he would try to reach the New
Siberian Islands, where we have laid tip depots.
I therefore consider It wise of you to try and
reach those Islands, because Andrea and his fol-

lowers might have gone there in such a state
that It would be hard for them from there to
reach any Inhabited place. Furthermore, you
could. If you consldor It necessary, from Lena
reach the Taimyr Peninsula, and by the aid of
natives make searches In those vast and inhos-

pitable regions."
Admitting that It would be very desirable to

mako investigations in tho regions indicated by
such an authority aa Nansen, the members of
the expedition have concluded that It is impos-

sible for tbom to follow his advice. They will
therefore, carry out tholr original plan and
make tho best they can of It

A Welsh manuscript ot general human
a rare literary find, but one boa boen

recently discovered among the papers in the
possession of Lord Mostyn of Mostyn Hall,
Flintshire. This document Is composed ot per-

sonal reminiscences of a certain Ellis Griflltb,
a natlro of Flintshire. Griffith flourished in
the sixteenth century and was an
of many Interesting historical incidents In the
reigns of Henry YIIL and Edward VI.

Perhaps the most interesting parts ot bis me-

moirs are those dealing with the great Cardinal
Wolsoy. In his account of Wolsey'a embassy
to France In July, 1527. we get an Interesting
glimpse of the great man's belief in astrology,
of bis Idea of a display of becoming humility
and other points; but here is Griffith's own ac-

count of the departure from London on July 3:
"The Cardinal spent some twenty days in

preparation, and after receiving tbo King's war-
rant fo holp himself from the treasury at Calais
sent out word on the eve of his departure that
all should be ready with their horsos to rido
with him at 10 ot the clock on the morrow. He
gives orders that bis carriage shall pass through
the city during the night and next morning.
Consequently I was early at Paul's Churchyard

' watching the carriage being driven at a
good pace through the streets, and looking for
the Cardinal's own coming, when I heard oer-tai- n

men around me questioning each other if
he was going toward Westminster to get a
glimpse of the gentlemen waiting for the Cardi-
nal there, and to see him take horse to ride forth
on his Journey. An oldish gentleu-a- n among
them answered, 'Ha, sire, you can dine at your
leisure and be there in good tlmo enough to
see him mount hi horse, because he will not
start till the planet Jupiter enters Into the
house of Venus. This takes place between 2
and 3 ot the clock, an hour to which he and hi
astrologers have been looking forward for three
months past, under the belief that whatever a
man undertake and begins at this time wilj
prosper better and bettor.' Nevertheless, I
went from there direct to the palace of the

I remained watchfully seeking an
opportunity to speak with certain men of the
chamber ot the Cardinal, who, as the old gen-

tleman bad said, put his foot in tho stirrup be-

tween S and 3 of the clock in the afternoon,
and rode out of his court into tho street, where
a large number of gentlemen were sitting on
their horses, and had kept their saddles warm,
most of them, fortwo or three hours past await-
ing his pis-su- re to set out on the Journey. The
Cardinal rode through the streets on horseback
as a humble prelate, lest the citizens should
speak of him as proud."

Griffith seems to have accompanied the ex-

pedition, for he describes the progress to Calais.
It is amusing to notice bow the Cardinal availed
himself ot the "King's warrant to help himself
from the treasury at Calais." On arriving at
Calais, the Cardinal "ordered Sir Robert Wing-fiel-

the Deputy of Calais, to bring the keys of
the town to blm that ho might keep them that
night Sir Robert obeyed and sent one of bis

; serving men to bring the chest of keys from his
own chamber to that ot the Cardinal's In the
'Staple,' to be placed at tho bead of ths bed."
Boon after the Cardinal entered his room to go
to bed, but found Sir R. Wlngflsld there. They
chatted a while, then the Cardinal asked why
the Knight was there. He was politely told
that it was to watch the King's keys, which bo
had sworn to guard. "Besides, my friends In
England," said hs, "have bound themselves un-d-

a heavy forfeit tbat I shall never negleot the
custody of the keys and the town, and I must
be excused for spending the night where tbo
keys are kept" After some further talk tho
Cardinal ordered Blr Robert to tako the keys
with him to his own palac.

Next we are told how the Cardinal emptied
"the Calais exi hequer of j every minted coin,
and, if we may believe the King's sorvlng men,
filled three wagons with chests containing bar-
rels of gold." Then follows an account ot the
Cardinal's progress till ho meets the French
King, and of the mission ot learned doctors he
had sent on to Paris to discuss the question ot
divorce with scholars there.

Here is an Interesting anecdote where men
tlon Is made of the dread Star Chamber, but
where ths Cardinal Is presented In a milder and
mora genial mood than tbat In which history
generally pictures blm. After describing the
suppression of the rising of the Suffolk weavers,
complaining of the burden ot taxation and tho
Imprisonment in tho Fleet ot thirteen of their
number, Griflltb continues:

"Some tlmo after the Cardinal sent for tbctq
to apiear before blm at Westminster, In the
Star Chamber, In which I, Ellis Griffith, was
then and there present. I heard the! Cardinal
reprove them greatly for the rising and tumult
they bad caused among the people, the subjects
of the King, who In his clemency forgavo their
revolt anil pardoned their lives. But they
must keep "watch over themselves in future,
and,be obedient to the King and his Council, lest
punishment overtake them. Finally, the Car-
dinal commanded them to settle with the
keeper ot the prison for their meat, drink, and
garnish money, whereupon the weaver, on bh
bended knees, stated their case fully, and spake
after this manner; 'Merciful lord, we beseech
you, for the glory ot God. to bear me unfold
the poverty ei out UTo,3mue-- a tve have

pot, God is my witness, or here or In our coun-
try, fourteen shillings in money. And when w
return to our home we shall bare no mean of
providing meat drink, and clothing for our-
selves, our wives, and kin. save and except by
what we shall obtain by the labor of our hands.
If Zpercbance those who wereCwont to employ us
aforetime recetre.n again) but that which I am
greatly In fear of is that they will not and for
thlsreasonwe beseech your Grace to look merci-
fully; on our poverty.' And after a 'long prcn
cess,' the!Cardlnal said that the King would pay
for their board and lodgment in prison, and the
keeper thereof waa ordered .to give fourscore
pieces and tan of sliver to every one ot them, and
to set them free to go back to their country."

There have been stirring scenes again in the
ancient University of Cambridge. Bcaroely
bad the echo of "No women" died away when
the venerable wails have rung with the old-tim-e

cry ot "No Popery." It Is only about a
quarter of a century ago tbat university test
wsre abolished and nonconformists and Ro-

manists allowed to have full privileges of uni-
versity membership. Since then Roman Cathol-
icism has made considerable strides In Cam-
bridge, and a wealthy Romanist has butlt a
magnificent and cathedral-lik- e church In the
town.

Roman Catholic now want to have a college
all to themselves. To be more accurate I should
say "a public hostel," for the days of making
now colleges at Oxford or Cambridge are over.
Keble, one of the largest and most popular col-

leges of Oxford, Is not really "a college." It ts
generally called so and has exactly the same
right and prlvlloge of the oldJr institutions.
These were granted when the college was
built about 1870. by "a srraco" obtained from
the Benate, but for all that Kehlo is not techni-
cally speaking, "a college."

What Cambridge Roman Oathollo want
then,' I "a graoe" from the Senate allowing
them to have an Institution wbloh would bo
called a publlo hostel, but would, to all Intents
and purposes, be one ot thn colleges which com-
pose the University of Cambridge, and still
would be an entirely Roman Catholic establish-
ment.

The Senate sat lost Thursday. For days be-

fore that members had been vigorously can-

vassed by both sides and the pros and cons warm-
ly discussed in the press. When the proceedings
opened at i! o'clock on Thursday afternoon the
Senate house was thronged. Six or seven hun-

sought their "grace." The galleries allotted to
young Cambridgo were crowded. From one was
suspended a splendid rubbing from a brass
monument with the words "No Popery" In-

serted at the foot This, however, was present-
ly confiscated by ono ot the attendants. But
no attendant could stop the loud and continu-
ous cries ot "No Popery" to the accompaniment
of which the voting took place. And when the
"No Popery" party came out with a majority of
24S the cheering was loud and long. For the
present at all events. It is plain the young Ro-
man Cathollo of England must be satisfied to go
through hts university course as a member ot
one of tho existing colleges whereto erory one,
Jew, Turk, lnfldel and the rest may resort

The London Central Railway Company gave
the proprietor of the Nightingale Hotel in St
John's Wood notice that they wanted his prop-
erty for their new line.

SO per cent; rum,
50 per cent, and beer, 33 per cent Being a
glass trade in beer the profit was close upon 100
per cent

The landlord then described his business as "a
most lucrative one." The sale of champagne,
he said, was considerable. In fact, more
champagne was drunk than anything else in the
"fashionable quarter of NorthlBank." Tbo ma-
jority of the customers he described as "young
ladles;" they will be pleased to hear that the
champagne which cost them "seven and eight
shillings a bottle was purchased for 0 a dozen."
Port wine bought at three shillings per gallon
was sold for seven times that amount Mineral
waters, however, were the best line. "Largo
sodas" were purchased for one shilling a dozen,
and retailed In great quantities at fourpence
apiece, a modest profit ot 300 per cent

The clgsr business waa also fairly good.
British brands which cost two or three cents
apleco could be sold for four or six. Mexican
and foreign cigars cost twelve shillings a hun-
dred, and there was no difficulty in selling them
at fourpence each.

The management of their exits
and entrances is very clumsy. They are moved
out and in arbitrarily by tbe author upon vory
slight pretexts, and thus to the loss of that
illusion ot rpontanelty which even a farce
should possess. It is different and better In
"The Tarrytown Widow." Iho four doors
opon from the office of a country hotel into bed-
rooms, which are taken by threo bridal couples,
and a fourth pair, consisting of the frisking
husband and his severs wife. The situation
has been carefully prepared for, and when it
comes there Is none of thepalpable forcing ot
effect which Is a serious fault in "Pink Doml-nox,- "

It 1 a most lngonlous game of hide and
seek and peekaboo. This Is why the asser-
tion was made at the start of thla article thai
the advance In the art of making plays was
singularly illustrated last week by an old
French farce and a new American one.

The resuscitation of tho stock company sys-
tem, which bad been dead many years, is not
likely to work any radical or sweeping change In
the theatrical business. The people who su)i-po- rt

the drama will continue to buy amusement
with a view to gottlng tho most satisfaction
that tbelr money will procure. Those who can
afford to purchase novelty will prefer success-
ful new plays, such a the stock companies ex-
cepting those of the Frobmans and Daly In this
city, and they are not stock companies at all
In tbe technical meaning ot the term are not
able to obtain. They must rely upon old ma-
terial, and are for that reason debarred from
meeting the over urgent demand for something
new. Nor can tbey give performances equal in
merit to those which travelling companies,
even of inferior talent are able to give. The
reason for tbis is that the latter are made up of
actors chosen for their ability In certain rales,
are carefully rehearsed In them, and are fitted
out with suitable costumes and scenery. The
casting of actors for parts out of their lines
and tho haste necessitated by weekly changes
ot bill render the stock productions necessarily
Imperfect Of course, these difficulties aro near-
ly overcome Just now at the Herald Square and
the Columbus, becaure the actors at thoso thea-
tres are of a much better calibre than could be
obtained In the regular season at salaries which
the management can afford to pay. All of
them travelled during the past winter, and
will return to similar employment noxt au-
tumn. Summer organizations thus composed of
excellent actors under halt pay are no new thing.
They have no bearing upon tho discussed re-
vival of tbe stock Bystem. Nev-
ertheless, there will be numerous local dra-
matic organizations next season, and no doubt
they will be popular, not bocause of any rever-
sion of public taste from Oner entertainments
than they can glvebut by reason of the fairly
good quality of what they sell at low prices.
They compete with the minor grade of peripa-
tetic plavers, and practically obliterate thoso
who have made tours with repertories. They
affect to some extent the vaudevlllo houses.
But they do not compete appreciably with
those theatres in which our best actors appear
in our best new plays.

Whllo a one-tim-e manager of stage magicians
is declaring that magic is an unprofitable art,
because there are no new developments in It,
two performers In our muslo balls are display-
ing a degeo of deftness that Is unusual. Scr-va-

Le Roy, at Koatcr & Dial's, Is one, and T.
Nelson Downs, at the Olympla, Is tbe other.
Downs uses only a wand and coins as his ap-
paratus, and his tricks, though most ot them
are based on palming, are quite beyond what
most other deceivers 'have accomplished. A coin
Is seen In bis palm, his fingers close upon it,
and when they are opened the piece is not only
gone, but his other hand does not scorn to have
accomplished tbe sleight and palm and back ot
tbe first hand are shown without disclosing the
coin's whereabouts. With a hand held ac
either side of his knee, fingers straightened andpalms toward the audience, a coin rests on the
two mldlle fingers of ono hand.

Fourteenth Street Theatre on Friday evening,
dislodging a war drama temporarily and strug-
gling against the hottest night of the season,

, Thomas Shea evidently acted in this dramatic
version of Stevenson's allegory for tbo purpose
of satisfying bis artlstlo ambitions, as, In vio-

lent alternation with timely melodrama. It was
not likely to make a deep Impression on tho
public. Mr. Shea's use of tho drama ought to
be profitable, however, as Its effectiveness with
the audience was almost continuously evident
This was of course produced chiefly through
the sudden changes from ono character to an-
other.

and Maggie Mitchell left the stage with treat
wealth, and nobody took tbelr place. Annl
Plxley wa another soubrette ot their school
and less notable examples were Patti Rosa,
Llule Brans, Ullle Aksrstrom, and Helen
Dauvray tn the earlier dayof ber career. All
of theio women appeared in play of a kind that
are never seen r. In some ot the small
town these performances prosper moderately,
and only a few week ago an actress came to
one ot tbe east side theatre In a play similar to
those which were popular formerly, But these
occasional eppearanoe ar not significant In
view ot the former popularity of this stylo of
acting. Maggie Mltcholl and "Fanohon" are
hlstorio In the American theatre, and (he played
many other roles for years. Lotta, while less
closely Identified with one role, acted In play
that were Invariably similar, and mad a for-
tune oct ot them. Annie Pixley'a vogue wa
connected almost entirely with "M'llss," but
tbat did not diminish hor popularity, which
had continued for a comparatively long time.
Minnie Palmer bad a brief period of great favor.
No successor boa ever come to follow in tho
footsteps ot these fortunate women, and an
echo ot the last attempt to establish such an
actress was beard in court tho other day. The
money advanced to place her properly before
tbe publlo wa lost entirely. Yet sbe waa a
clever woman, who might readily enough
havo found auoces in thoso day in whloh
actresses ot her kind were liked. There could
be no claim ot the complete docllno of such tal-
ents. There are plenty ot women on the stage

y quite as clever aa their predecessors, and
iust as well qualified to undertake roles ot any

tbat those wbo went before them could
act well. Virginia Earle. for instance, could
be a successful actress ot thai kind If the publio
ever again cared for the kind. But that Is not
likely to occur. Tho old play whloh exploited
these aolressos were usually very crude efforts
of a kind that would not be tolerated
The disappearance ot thla type of singing and
dancing soubretto indicates an advance In
stage art Just as the characters "with song"
have dropped out ot the contemporary drama,
so have the soubrettes who used to be the load-
ing figures in the old plays, and suddenly in tho
midst ot a serious drama or a comedy drop Into
singing or danotng. Placed in farce
and burlesque, they are more artistically ar-
ranged. Possibly If Delia Fox had lived thirty
years ago she would havo been an actress ot
the type that was best represented by Lotta,
She might have been tho leading figure in such
an impossible affair as "The Little Detective,"
or in somo of tho other curious dramas which
usod to bo written for theso actresses. But she
happens to b In burlesquo and comlo opera now
because audiences no longer care to soe tho
Inortlstlo and crude combinations ot different
kinds of dramatic writing that went to make
up a play In thoso days. Such pieces as "Tho
Circus Girl" are wholly farolcal. and mako no
pretence to verity or possibility. So singing
and dancing Injthcm.is not in the slightest de-
gree inappropriate. But their introduction In
the old plays, with the corresponding slice of
pathos probably soon to follow, was absurd, and,
from tbo present point of view, quite Inexcusable
