The four Imported recalcitrant of the No-
tional Cycledromo who were unrea onable
enough to make a fnst at Duff alo because they
did not get the money due to them arrived
hero yesterday with their taxes paid. Jack
Grey, their trainer, did not return. The for-
eigners who wanted the prizes her won were
Gougoltx and LambcrJaok and Jaap Eden and
Jack Robertson. Their hotel bill at Buffalo
wa paid, and they were temporarily concili-
ated. It cannot be said at present that they
will break their contract with tho promoting
company for which they ride. Noarly all the
riders for this organization havo a contract
under which their expenses are paid and half
of tho prize monoy they win is to bo turned over
to tho association. At tho Buffalo races, run
by their own employers, tho complaint was
that they did not get oven tholr bait of the
prizes, Becrotary Ileores of the Cycledrome
oxplalns that the gate reoelpt at Buffalo wcr
unexpectedly small, and that after tho ex-
panses had beon settled and tho prizes given
to tho local rldors there wa not onnugh left
to pay their own men, so they wero told that the
money duo them would be received hero. This
did not please the men, because they wanted
to see Buffalo by night This was exactly
what their managers did not want them to do,
and, according to Beeves, all tho trouble turned
on this Issue.

Brakes are more in use this year than they
were In 1800 or 1807, but thero Is abundant
room for their more genoral adoption. A trust-
worthy brake that continues operative whether
tho chain parte or the tire punctures removos
that chance of disaster to every rider who doos
not have one, no matter how clever a wheel-ma- n

he may be. Even a trick cyclist cannot
always count upon hi talent to save him on a
steep hill. Polo players and fancy riders can
hold their pedals so that the rear whoel will
slide, but it is under sudden nnd peculiar
strains of the kind put upon them by such a. feat
that chains frequently break. Tho records
show that In bicycle accidents it Is much tho
same as in swimming. Tho most expert are
frequently the victims of their
and venturesome spirit. Tho list of fatalities for
this year is now open, and I headed by the rider
who met his death on the Fort Lee hill on May
14, In this Instance the victim Is said to
have been entirely at fault. lie was familiar
with the hill and Its dangers. There me several
sign on It cautioning riders not to coast or ride
fast, but these were not heeded by this man.
He was sure of Is ability to ride anywhere
without mishap. In tho light of tho accident
that havo occurred, not only on hills, but on
city streets and level cycle paths, it is not put-
ting; it too strongly to say that at no place Is It
entirely safe to ride without a brake. An ex-

pert rider, and one who wears a string of
adopted a brake lost year, and bis

testimony is that he has found it even more
serviceable when turning corners or being sud-
denly crossed by a wagon on city streets than
on country hills, and that he now would not ride
a wbeol without one. When men of experience
and expertnes como to this conclusion, the time
has arrived when others can afford to lay
frlde and prejudice aside and put brakes on

wheels without fear of being considered
timid.

According to an interview published in tbe
Wheel, It. l'hlllp Qormully takes rather a pessl-misti- o

view of tho outlook for the bicyclo trade.
It is his idea that the war, moro than tho
weather, has hurt sales. Ho looks for many
failures in tbo course of the year and utters a
caution against extending credits. Overpro-
duction is still the chief troublo, he thinks, nnd
he predicts that not more than six manufac-
turers will make money this year. According
to bis estimate, which, of course. Is mado from
a manufacturer's standpoint, trade is prno'.l-call- y

over. An Interesting part of Gormully's
talk is the following:

"There wo a time when ono factory Bold 75
per cent, of all the goods made in the country.
That was in the oarly days. A little later
three factorlessold all. Then six mado the en-
tire product of the country. To-da-y no factory
sells more than 3 per cent, and yet wo have
reached a stage of overproduction. I have al-
ready said that there are fewer new mount
bought each season. Tho average man no
longer permits prldo to influence him in paying
the highest prloe for a bloycle, and, in my
opinion, woman is responsible for this. A bar-
gain attracts a womanlwhether it bo a bonnet
or a bicycle. So soon, therefore, as sho be-
came a buyer of cycles she began to 'shop.' She
bought where they were cheap, taking advan-
tage of tbe stresses of the business during tho
post two years. Sometimes sho made mlstalcos,
but her purchases gave good satisfaction in
general. Alan wa not long In discovering that
she was receiving the same pleasure and ser-
vice out ot her cheaper bicycles as be was out of
his $100 mount. lie learned that the extreme
In pattern did not cause It to run any eaBler;
that last year's machine was Just as scrilco-able- ,

and that externals, while they might be
worth something, wero not wot th tho extra 50
or $75 cost each season. And the publlo has
come to adopt that idea ai Its own."

An Improvement which will be greatly ap-
preciated by wheelmen when finished Is the par-
ing of Neptune aronue'froin tbe shore of Sheups-bea- d

liny to and across tho Ocoun Parkway to
Coney Island. Noptuno avenue Is tho thorough-
fare used by cyclors to reach Shcepshend Bay
and the Manhattan Beach track. It Is being
covered with a surface of macadam. This will
bo appreciated by those who go to the race
meets on their wheel. According to Presldont
Needham of tbe Kings County Wheolmen, an
error In the construction of this road has been
made. In speaking of the matter, he savs: "Tho
city authorities began building the road at the
wrong end. They started to surface It from the
bay and have not yet reached a point half way
to tho Boulevard; consequently the pnrt nlready
built Is not used at all. If they had begun at
the Boulovard.ibe wheelmen would use It as fast
a it was built."

An excellent opportunity is afforded to cyclers
to study tho difference between riding on good
asphalt and on good macadam on the Eastern
Parkway extension, Brooklyn. From Its begin-
ning at tbe Parkway and Itulph street to Bush-wic- k

avenue tho extension Is macadamized In
the centre and has asphalt on each side. By
koeplng near the line between one and tbo other
and shifting frequently and noting carefully
what difference Is felt cyclists can get an Idea
of tbe relative value of the two surfaces. There
is an obstacle to accurst observation, however,
because results will vnry according to tho con-
dition of tbo road and tbo tires. After a rain
or follonlng tbe trip of tbe sprinkling cart,
which plays it stream only ou tho macadam,
tho dry asphalt will drag less. With tires
pumped fairly bard, tbe macadam when dry and
smooth will be found bettor than tbe asphalt in
the samo condition, but the harder tho llios tho
less (llflcrciice will be noted, for the reason that
with tires pumped so that there is no yield In
them the stones in tho macadum surface are
felt, while the unyielding tire runs smoothly
over tho bonrd-llk- o asphalt. With the tires soft,
a considerable (inference In faor of tho

can be discovered, because of there being
suction betvteon the llattoiilug trnud of tho tire
and tho smooth fnco of the nsphnlt.

"ycr" as in the ctso of tbo street peddlur who is
asked If his fish arc fresh. If the tires have
boon standing a couple of weoks without being
pumped tho woman look dubious and pus&ut)
along tho ioiv ot aamplo wheels, thumbing the
tires as if to see which machine is most ripe nnd

to be plULked. It is unfair to the womun
uyors, huwevor, to crudit them entirely

with Ilia habit of examining tiros to boo
bow mallow tbey are. Nine persons out of
ton go through the same performance, accord-
ing to iorekeoper. and even experienced rider
are found guilty of the practice, although they
know a well a the man who sells them that
thu amount of air la the tires of a wheel stand-

tubing, whether drawn or brazod, and could
not possibly Hod ono tn which tbo, handlebar
and saddle aro not adjustable. Others go In for
the latost details of Improvement, while not a
few limit themselves to mnklng certain that the
bicycle is "guaranteed," Judging n blcyula
properly Is as hard Judging a pair ot shoes,
and the average person cannot tell how cither
will wear until he tries them. In shoes most
persons estimate value by tbo price they pay
and the reputation of the good, out in bicycle
manyieem to think that one Is as good na an-
other, tbe differences being superficial. This Is
where tho makers of truly hlgh-grad- machines
suffer. In bicycles, as In shoes, tho dilTerence is
in the workmanship, which is not auperllcially
evident.
