CAFALRY CAME NhY BOAT.

Four Tramsperts Arrive at Moblle Afler & Trip
from Rew @rilenms.

Moniug, Ala, May 20.—After several days
of walting and expectancy and many false
reparts, the tranmports bringing the Fifth
Cavalry, U. 8. A., fromn New Orleans bo Lthia city
bogan to arrive hore at §:90 o'clock this morn.
ing, and within an hour the four ocean steam-
ships were docked at the Mobile and Ohio and
Louisville and Nashville wharves. They wore
tho Bregkwater amd Stillwater of the Roval
Mall line, knoyn locally as the MacPhea line,
and the Morgan and Aransas of the Morgan
line, The Hreakwater arrived first and was
dotked st the high wharf of the Loulsville and
Nosbville Rallroad. Next came the Aransas,
fallowed In about fifteen minutes by the Mor-
gan. ‘The last vessel to appoar was the Btill-
wnter, and she was docked at the Loulsville
anid Nashville fruit wharf. She came in rocking
liko a cradle,

Ax soon na the linea were mads fast the work
of unloading begun, The arrival of the stonm-
ships brought nn immense crowd to the river
front and the wharves were lined with peopls,
The first thing dono after tho stoamahips stopped
waa to pluce a guard about the wharves and
the crowd was driven back to the street linca.
Ropes were wiretohed along tbe sbeds that
cover the wharves, and to these the bhorsea,
somwe BOO or BOO, were tothored. Whan the
horses were brought out and tethered they were
fed, mnd they gave evidence of having stood the
woa trip very well,

The unloading of the baggage, tontags, and
wagons of the regiment consumed the entlire
day. The line of wagons which had been went
in from the camp to baul tho propertv out to
the camp began to move out Bt. Michael streat
about 1 o'clock. The elght troops of cavalry
left the wharves about 9:30 o'clock, and bogan
their ride to Ltbe camp. Thoy wore preceded
by the band, mounted on white horses, and as
they passed through tho streets there was con-
plderable enthusinsm let looas,  partioularly
when the fino band of the reglment played
“Dixle."

The rogiment reached the ocamp about 0
o'olock and settied to the west of Lho quarters
of tho Sccond Cavalry, The men sald tlst they

Hhe reachsd here as ik to fAight or run as
the day she was firet pul Inte commission, and
nhe immediately began to take on supplies and
ooal, with her crew sager to gel into battle
with the elusive Epaniah squadron, For mere
than 14,000 miles ahe conselemsly staamed on her
way without an socldent, accomplishing s task
which sheds an much lustre on the new Amer
foan nary in Its own way an do the victories won
In bLattle. She has proved herssll magniflcont
in her son-going qualition, and her men are now
longing to prove her equally good as a Axhiar,

While reporis from the Navy Department in
Washington bad relleved the nation's anxisty
conoerning the vessel's safely, this rellef
wils made doubly sure by. her appearancs off
Band Koy light with break of day. Mauy of her
efficors vame ashore as soon as possible, Capt, O,
E. Clark Included, and they were warmiy grestod
and congratulated for the manner in which they
bad done their duty. Althongh the warabip put
in st Jupiter Inlot on the Florida const on Turs
day nlent only a boal's crew were put ashore for
despatohos, o that this fs the firal port whore
the oMcers have had an opportunity of sireteh-
ing their legn on Ameriean soil mince thalr de-
parture from the Pacific const.

They reportsd every one well on hoard and
talked freely of their trip and the {ncldental an-
noyances connooted with it The Orogon was
in dry dook In Puget Sound and had juet been
cleanad and her maochisery pus ia first-olass
condition when the order came to sall as scon ae
posaible for Han Francisco. Although the news-
papers were full of war talk, none of the crew
thought for s moment that they were starting
on tho longest Journey a ship of that olass ever
undertook.

Ban Fra was reached on Maroh 8, and,

after casting anchor off Mare lsland naval sta-

tion, orders were received from Washington
to take on coal and supplies tea the full
capacity of the ship. This took ten days and,
after completion, orders wore recsived to procoed
down the western ronst to Callao, At San Fran-
cleco news of the dostruction of the Maine was
recelved, and when tho ship sel out for Callac
the crew bagan to understand that they ware
out for someihing more than a mers Lrip up and
down the western coast, thelr nooustomed eruls-

Ing waters.

Tho instruetions were that the Oregon was Lo
call at Callao to roplenish ber coal bunkers and
her supply of provislons; alse to receive her
orders where to go next. Callao vwas reached oa
April 4. There the report waa circulated that
an attempt might be made Lo blow wup the
ship at Valparaiso, 80 that it was not deemed
adviaable to enter that port. The Chilian Gov-
ernment was known to be somewhat unfriendly,
and when the Uregoa steamed out she made for
the weatern entrance to the Strails of
Magellan, Arriving off Sandy Polnt at
nightfall, she anchored to walt for daylight be-
fore attempting to run the storm-awept passage,
Next day the warsblp steamed up and pasesd
through in safoty, her decks still clesred for
ackion, for none on the ship kmsew whether or
not the war was on.,

The run up o Rio Janeiro was made without

incident, the vessel arriving there on April 30,

The Oregon had ss a salling mate from the

Straits of Magellan up to Hio the gun-

boat Marieiia, which had been wailing thore

for her. At Rio the ©Oregon and Marietta
coaled from the Duffalo, formerly the Niotheroy,
which had boem purchased from the Brasilian

Governmont, The Bulfalo had about 6,000 tons

of coal avosrd at the time of the purchase,

Here the Oregon learned for Lhe flrst tlme

that war had been doclud. The Bra-

ellian  Government officials ted the
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foll-top and flat-top,
oak, walnut, and mahogany, fifty

styles, all at export prices.
