| Wasmixovon, May 27.-In the Betate this
morning & communleation was presented from
the Hecrotary of War, with a draft of a blll te
protect exploaive mines In the waters of the
United States and with an urgent request for
its passage. The Becretary says thal thers is
now no authority of law by which the matter
enn bs regulated, The communiostion and bill
wore referred to the Committes on Milltary

Affaire,

A bill providing for a Second Assistant Beo-
yealry of War waa reported from the Com-
mittes on Milltary Affalrs and was passed.

The War Revenus bill was taken up, and Mr,
Toller (811, Rep., Col.) continusd the spesch be-
gun by him yesterdny, resuminglt at the
point where ho left off, and where he was giv-
(o & résumé of the speeches and voles of lead-
Ing Republicans In faver of an Incomo tax. He
summed up by saying that there were 3 hundred
yoars of precedents snd flve doclsions of the
Bupremo Court of the United States aMrmative
of the powet of Congreas to impose an Inonme
tax. As Lo the last declsion of tha Supreme
Court taking the oppoaite ground, Me Teller
gald that he had reason Lo supposethat the court
might yet return to Its former decision. In
fuct, be hod reason to believe that the court
would do so if the question were submitted
nnow,

On the question of the colnage of the silver
pelgniorage, Mr. Teller sald there wias no diff-
erence of opinlon as to the amount, §42,4588,-
000, The onoly question which the Henate
ought to conulder was whother it could beo
volned without detriment to tho public service,
Tt would be $42,000,000 of coln that belonged
to thepeople, It had been pald for, It had
been lying In the Treasury for some yoars,
while the Government had heen selling bonds
to pay current expensos. That $42,000,000 of
pliver could be ws safoly colned as $42,000,000
of gold, and {ts colnage would save the Interest
uvon that swount of honds, A4 to the lssue of
Treasury noles awnd greenbacks, he sald thore
was no constitutional question as to tho right
of the Government to add to the present cir-
culating wedluin, and to make It a legal ten-
dor for all public and private debts. Il was
only a question of polley, If he belleved that
tho lssue of $160.000,000 gretnbacks would dis
turb businuss or injure the flnuncial integrity
of the Government Le would hoesitate to ap.
prove such an lasue. But be did not believe
that anv Senator would assert that there would
be n surplus of money In the country if, to the
present ciroulation of gold, sllver, and paper,
thero should be ndded $150,000,000 more,

Mr. Teller declared himsell opposed to an In-
crease of the national debt, because he bolleved
it 1o be unnecessary and dsngerous., He [a-
vored an Increaso of the revenue, and thought
that ths defect in the House bl and in the
Bonate bill was that they did not propose to
ralse revenue enough, as s permanent revenue
blll. There ought to be at least §200,000,000
added to the income from Internal revenue
taxes. In his judgment the Awerican people
would pay those taxes cheorfully rather than
go in debt. If the House bill became law, the
public debt would be Increascd at least $600,-
000,000, A great deal of complaint had been
made nato the large expenditures for pen:
slons; and yet the Government had pald from
1865 to the presont time §312,000,000 more in
interest tham it bad pald in pensiona

FRESIDENT MASO'S ADDRESS,

The Cuban Army, He Baye, Mas Bosn tha Pirst
te Observe the Civil Law,

WasHINGTON, May 47.—The addreas issued
by President Maso Lo the Cuban people on May
1 was brought to Waablagton by Gen. Collazo,
Among other thingw the Presldent says:

“The difcult task of n change of admin-
fatration during & time of war has been success-
fully accomplished, On Bept. 19 the term of
office of Prealdent Clsneros expired and the
reins of Government wore Lurned over Lo mo,
and 1 am happy in the support of our poople.
The army and the people have recoguired the
dectulons of tho Amsembly sitting st La Gaya.
President Clsneros hos rotired with tho ap
plavde and pratscs of all the peopla,

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HE WINSLOW'S HOT FIGHT

“. OF HER MEN DESCRIDEA un
CARDENAS ENOAGENENT,
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Wednssday we met sl Cardenas. This boat
went to find a channel that was not mined snd
succesded. Thoe Wiimington and Hudson fol-
lowod us untll we xot Into the inner bay. The
Wiimington then {ook the lead. Tho Hudson
want to locate a battery on an ialand abeut
five miles away. When abont 1,700 yards
from the wharves the Wilmington found she
was almost aground, so Commander Todd or
dered us In to Jocate the gunboate.

"We weat In, and when about 1,000 yards
from the wharves s gunboat opened flre on ua.
Bhe lay alangside of the wharf, with another
one astern of her and a couple more to the
right, I think. A battery of fleld pleces was
sshore, which they moved from time to time,
and made 1t hard for us to loeate them. We
answered the flre of the gunboat, and pretty
soon wo found we wero In a hornets” nest, an
the shells were dropping all around us. Our
Captain was wounded carly In the fight, but
did not leave the dock. Our steam stoerlng
gear was sbot away firsl. We rigged vp the
band whbeol, and a short time afterward that
was abot away. A shot thon came through the
alde and went through the twe forward bollere.
We woere steering then with our engines. We
g0t along all right until a shot came into our
low-presstire cylinder and disabled the star
board engines. Wo conld not get out of the
way then. All we could do waa work our guns
to the best advantage.

“They played on us protly fast. We slg-
nalled for wesistance, as we were disabled. Tho
Hudson came up, but was driven sway by a

arm ahot almost off in two places. Mr. Bagley
bad a shot through his stomach. Tunnell had
bis feet abot off and was actually cut away at
the hips, He was alive. A gunner's mate and 1
want him to & more comfortabls place,
but not or he would fall in
the legs. One shot
the thigh and tore all the flesh
leg. He was allve also,

'For a while there we wore within 0,000
yards of the battery and punboats. They had
a point blank range on us and it soomed us if
hell had broke loose, We sank one gunboat
and sllenced the shore battery a couple of timen
Fipally the Hudson came slongside and gave
us & lino and towed us gut of range. The Wil
mingtun then fired hor starboard battery and
they did not answer, 50 wo signalled for & doc-
tor and removed the wounded to the Wilmiog-
ton. One man died before they got him over.
Another died before we were out of the harbor,
We had a terrible thme for an hour and a balr,
1 thought we would never get out of it alive,
The Wilmington could not help us, as we lay
right in her way. We anchored outside of the
barbor and worked all night repalring our en-
gines, fixing & stoeering epparatus and stopping
up the holes in the ship's side,

“Tho next day wo stoamed to Koy West. The
Winalow will not be tixed up for two weeks at
loast. Tho Epanish gunners are not very good
shots or they would buve sunk us In twenty
minutes, That is all I know ubout the fight.
Thinge got #0 exolting you can't remomber
everything, They killed five, scriously wound-
od two sod seratched pretty near every man on
the boat, but I guesa they got tho woret of it

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RBHODE ISLAND VOLUNTEER SMOT

Can Man Carried on & Mretcher (o he Traln
for the Souik—Two In Mhuackies.

The First Rhode Island Volunteers, 1,028 offt-
cors and mon, Col. Abbott commanding, reached
Jersey City at 7 o'clock yesterday morning on
tho way to Chickamauga.
