Tampa, Fla., May 30. Late this afternoon the
wires to Tampa wsre kept hot with the news
from New York and Chicago that newspapers
in those cities wsre publishing the announce-
ment under scare heads that 20,000 men were
embarking at Tampa and Mobile tor Cuba.
Headquarters at the time was as quiet
as a country churchyard, and the settees in the
hotel rotunda held the usual number of prophet
who were droning out forecasts as to the tlmo
an expedition would move or exchanging
army gossip. The nows from the outside world
of something that was not happening at Tampa
excited only mild amustment. for from
one end of tho great camp to tho other there
waa not a sign that tho army was about to
strike tents and move toward Cuba, while tn the
offices of the Quartermaster's and Commissary
department the inspections of papers and the
scratching of pen went on Industriously, but
without a traoo of excitement. In fact. It had
been an unusually eventless day.

Of course, it a morement wero meditated or In
progress, the censor would not let tho news of it
go out, which partly 'accounts for the rumors
for departure that were flashed over the wires

y from cities not in touch with Tampa. Out
while the censor bluopenolls anything thatlooka
Ilko a hint of movements of troops from Tampa,
he has no objection to the contradlotlon
of a false report that the army has begun to em-

bark for Cuba. Preparations tor the sailing of
an expedition are practloally complete, but that
has no aptclal significance. Gen. Shatter noti-

fied the War Department recently that
hlB army only awaited the order to start.
Tbo commanding General last night professed
to bo as much in the dark as a Second Lieuten-
ant. New York can get from Tampa only nega-tlv- o

news of the expedition, and
that Is the news Ot In spit of the reports
disseminated in the North and West, which,
however, every officer In the array at Tampa
hopes are forecasts of early action.

The blue of the naval reserves was seen at
Port Tampa this afternoon, a body of seventy-thre- e

having arrived from Chicago and another
of 140 from Mobile, under the command of
Lleuts. Porter and Hunt. They were hospitably
entertained on board the Olivette, and after-
ward left on the Mascotte for Koy West.

The army here has been short of teamsters for
somo tlmo, and advertisements for experi-
enced men have not mot with a satisfac-
tory response It looks now as though
the supply ot teamsters would soon be am-
ple. Plainsmen aro coming in from Colorado,
Arizona, and Kansas tn considerable numbers.
They are nervy, leather-face- d

men. who know all about the army mule and
can tie on a pack in the twinkle of an eye. Five
teamsters corns In from Arizona this morning
and Immediately went to work.

The railroad people aro putting in sidings
at various points between Tampa and Port
Tampa, so that troops and stores can be rushed
to the port tn sections when the signal for
action comes. The removal of tho volunteers

FOUR JTAlt BAZLOOffS.

Oae at Tanpa aad Three to Get Tliere Boea- -

It was learned at Governor's Island yesterday
that it will tako about three days longor to get
the two balloons which arrived there from
Franc last Thursday ready for shlnmont to
Tampa. The work to be done Includes varnish-
ing the silk bags, putting the netting over them
and adjusting the baskets. It more wet
weather should set in the work may take longer
tban three days, as tho varnish ha to dry out
of doors.

Besides these two balloons and the one al-

ready at Tampa, a fourth was ordered by the
Govsrnmsnt from an American manufacturer
some time ago.

SCHLEY MAY STRIKE FIRST.

WaaniNOTON. May 30. This has been a ysry
busy and very happy day for the President and
the officers of the Administration. For nsarly
three weeks they had been on the anxious bench
trying to satisfy their uneasiness a to the pur-

pose of Cervera, the Spanish Admiral, Ten
days ago Cervera entered th harbor of Santiago
de Cuba, and sine that time many of the higher
officials ot the Government have lost sleep
In their worry over the queatlon whether he
had remained there or was out at sea, bent on
doing damage to American stacoast cities,
or some ot the unarmored ships of our navy. It
was not realized how uneasy everybody had
been until when tho good nsws went
round, backed by the offlolal certification of the
Navy Department, that tho Spant squadron
had been seen in the harbor of Santiago. Secre-
tary Long and the officers of the Bureau of Navi-
gation heard the good nows lsst night. Mr.
Loner bad retlrtil when a messenger camo to his
house with a copy ot the welcome despatch from
Commodore Bonier. But he arose cheerfully
and went Immediately to tho Navy Department
to consult with soms of his subordinates. No
time was lost in deciding what should be done,
and y the fruit ot the midnight counotl at
th Navy Department developod In orders to
military and naval commanders for the Initia-
tion of offensive movements against the enomy.

Naval officers said "I toldyou o" y

with every right to use the expression. Most of
thsm have steadfastly maintained that Cervera
did not leave Santiago after he entered the har-

bor on May 10. The few officers who wero on
duty at the Navy Department y wore
broad smiles. They acknowledged that In spite
of their confident assertions that they had ex-

perienced considerable worry. The news from
Commodore Sohloy mado them feel as happy as
tbey bad felt when reoelvlng their first commis-
sions. Every one ot them looked on Schloy's
discovery that the enemy's ships had not left as
somsthlng in which ho had personally assisted.

It was late lost night when Schley s measago
came. The four young officers on duty In the
Bureau of Navigation declnherod it as fast a
they could, and than font copies to Secrotary
Long and Capt. Crowninshleld, the chief of the
bureau. Secretary Long Immediately consented
that the information should bo made public
Ills midnight visit did not provent him from
going to the Navy Department oarly this morn-
ing. After spending a short time at his desk ho
went to tho White House to talk over the
good news with the President, who was
getting ready to goto Arlington National Cem-

etery, where the annual Memorial Day
oxcrclses wero hold ovor the graves of
ths soldiers who fought in the civil war. Later
in the day there was an Important conference
between the President, Secrotary Long, Secre-
tary Algsr, and Major-Ge- n. Miles, at wblch the
military and naval programme was arranged.
This conference was followed by another at tha
War Department, lasting until lato In the after-
noon, in which Secrotary Alger, Gen. Miles, and
Adj.-Ge- Corbln participated. All these coun-

cil wero tho result of Schley's report that ho
had seen Cervera' ships at Santiago.

How Commodore Schley managed to ascertain
that tho enemy was Inside tho harbor nono of tho
naval officials will toll. Psrhaps they do not
know. Officials connected with the department
aro inollned to givo tho credit to Capt. Charles
D. SIgsboe of the auxiliary cruiser 8U Paul, who
has been scouting around Santiago for a week.
Press despatches say that Capt. 81gsbeewcnt
closo enough to see two ot the enemy's Bhlps in-

side the harbor, and those who know him
say that Capt. Slgsbco is just the sort of man
to do a daring deed of the kind if any advantage
would be gained by the United States. Commo-

dore Schloy's message told that be had seen two
ot Corvora's vessels, but he added that the oth-

ers were undoubtedly there. Ho did not soy
that he had seen them with his own eyes, and
the officers of tho naval administration do not
care whether he had that satisfaction. Tbey are
satisfied that Commodoro Schley would not
bavo sent so positive a statement unless ho knew
that he had Cervera trapped.

It was whispered in naval circles that
Commodore Schley had told the Navy Depart-
ment that ho was going to give battlo to Cer-
vera immediately. To do this it would be neces-
sary for him to sail bis ships through tho nar-
row entrance leading to the tnnorbay, wbore
the Spanish ships are at anchor, taking tho risk
of destruction by torpedoes and the guns on tho
fortifications protecting the harbor. This state-
ment was alto attributed to the President, and
apparently thero is something in the story.
It is supposed from remarks mado by officials
that Commodore Sobley suggested that he be
permitted to make the attempt to forco an en-

trance into Santiago Bay. At any rate, thero is
a feeling among those connected with the naval
administration that somo big news will come
from Santiago very soon. Secretary Long,
however, is authority for the statement that
Commodore Schley will not make any.offenslvo
movement for the present, thus Indicating that
if the schsme mentioned were suggested, it
does not meet with the favor of the
navy administration. Santiago harbor is
sold to be well mined, but there is considerable
difference of opinion a to tha character of its
shore defences. When the St Louis and
Wompatuck cut the talegraphlo cables there re-

cently, the character of the response made by
the outer forts was not sufficient to justify the
claims that heavy batteries have been erected
around the mouth and along the sides of the
long, tortuous and narrow channel through
which Commodore Schloy's ship would be
obliged to pass to meet Cervera in his present
position.

Little remains to be done by the naval admin-
istration until tbo army has begun to carry out
its programme. Apparently, according to pres-

ent intentions. Commodore Schloy will remain
off Santiago until Unitsd States troops are land-
ed noar tbora to assault th city from th shore
sldo. The fear that Cervera may escape In thick
or stormy weather Is uppermost in the minds ot
naval officers, and this may Induce the Admin-
istration to direct the American commander to
proceed against the bottled-u- p enemy without
regard to aid from the military forces. Com-

modore Schley has ample dlsoretlon to do a
he pleases, naval officials say. Naval officers,
who talked with greater freedom y about
Cervera's rsasons for putting into Santiago
harbor, bellare that the Spanish vessels were
compelled to make soms friendly port to obtain
coal, provisions and to repair machinery. Evi-
dence that the squadron was in a bad way when
it reaohed Martinique Is at hand to support
this idea. That tho enemy's vessels were
badly off for coal no doubt is expressed,
and the failure of Cerver to secure a
sufficient supply at Martinique and Curacoa Is
cited as a corroboration of the theory that tho
Spanish Admiral was obliged through sheer
desperation to proceed to Santiago, Tba Infor-

mation furnished the department that two of
Cervera's ships were lame was trustworthy, and
furnished another piece of evldenoe In ex-

planation of his taking refuge at Santiago and
his failure to depart within a reasonable time.
While Santiago la a repairing station, the facili-
ties for putting crippled ships In good condition
are said to be meagre, and with characteristic
carelessness the Spanish authorities there had
probably neglected to provide for tha conttn- -

It Is significant that as soon a
Carranza discovered hi loss he offered 81.000
for tho return of tho large letter.

The whole affair is shrouded in mystery, but
surprising development aro oxpected, and it Is
thought not unlikely that tho whole of tho
Spanish spy system will bo exposed.

BAIT XUE SPANIARDS AT OVItAOOA.

An American Steamer In Fart There tainted
Natives Jeered the Admiral.

Capt. W. O. Hodgson ot the British steamship
Laughton. which Is In tho service ot the Red D
line, says ho was in Curacoa whenho Spanish
cruisers Infanta Maria Teresa and tho TIzcayo
put In tor coal and provisions on May 14. Ho
did not personally examine tho hulls ot the
cruisers, but he says somo ot his officers who
did reported tbem very foul. Chief Engineer
Clarko of tha Laughton circled around tho
cruisers In a rowboat. He says tbey wero not
so foul a Capt. Osbon ha reported. Ho could see
slime and marine growths just below tbo water
line. Ho learned that the two vessels had been
allowed to take each 200 tons of coal to carry
them to tho nearest Bpanlsb. port, and also a
large quantlty.of prttllo4? They remained In
the harbor about thirty lioli, leaving on (Sun-

day evening and joining the rest of tho squadron
anchored outside. Some ot tho coal and pro-

visions taken by the Vlzoaya and Infanta Maria
Teresa wero transferred to the other ships In the
offing.

Tho American steamship Maracalbo of the
Red D Line, which plies between Maracalbo and
Curacoa, was at Curacoa alongside a plor at
tho harbor entrance when the Spanish cruisers
came In. She took down her flog, but when
they paasod out It was raised again and dipped,
probably in derision. TheSpanieh didn't roturn
the salute.

Admiral Cervera and some of his officers and
men went, ashore at Curacoa. Longshoremen
and BaVJji greeted them with cries of "Long
live America," The Admiral shrugged his shoul-
ders.

New Orleans, La., May 30. Capt. James L.
Bertie of the West Indian ana Paclflo steamer
Cuban arrived having come here from
the West Indies and South America. "Ths
Cuban was at Wlllemstedt, Curacoa," ho said,
" when at 8 A. M. on May 14 the Spanish fleet
arrived. I had on board my vessol tho Captain
ot the Port, who la also a pilot, and I balled the
Cristobal Colon and asked ber it she wanted a
pilot If she was coming in. he reply was that
the fleet would remain at anchor outside, but
that tho officors would bo sent ashore. The
Governor of the island, when the officers of tbo
Spanish fleet landod, informed them that strict
neutrality would bo preserved and the laws
rigidly enforced. This was equal to an

refusal to permit the taking on of any
supplies of whatorer character."

The Spaniards said that all they desired was
to use tho cable. After some hemming and haw-

ing they were permitted to do so. Tho American
Consul waa in a great state of trepidation, and
was so excited he could scarcely hold a pen to
write out a cable message to his Government
npprlslng it of tho ovont, I learned before de-

parting that Admiral Cervera expected soon to
be joined bythlrty-sl- x other fighting boats. I
left at 0 o'clock tbat same morning."

Capt. Bortio said all the veasels wsre painted
black and were ready for action. They ap-

peared to be In flno ahape. The whole island
was thrown into a state of wild exoltement
when the Spaniards hove in sight, but gradually
the inhabitants quletod down when the) learned
the Dons were not going to shoot anything In
that neighborhood.
