The Australian Bystem,

On the day of Ita adjournment, May 30,
after & protracted sesslon, the Delaware
Legislature passed a law doing away with
the “* Australian system " of voting in that
State and golng buck to the former snystem
of separate party tickets, Thin act of the
Delaware Legislature is of interestand im-
portance because it may be the forerunner
of & like reactlon In other States, all of
them with the exception of Georgin, North
Cavlina, South Carolina and Loulsiana
having now the Australian sysiem or some
form of it.

The adoption of this system of voting was
Brat agitated in 1850, after the close of the
New York municipal campalgn of that
year. It had the sanction of succossful ap-
plication In Australis, and owed Iis first
conslderation here to the efforis of the late
HEXRY GEORGE, who had witnessed elec.
tiona in Australin under it, and belleved
that it would be bepeieial o the cause of
bis single tax associates, It was first
adopted for use in the elty of Loulsville by
8 iaw passsd by the Kentucky Legisla
ture in February, 1888; aud in May of
the same year the Massachusetis Loglsla-
ture adopted It, applyiug its provisions
to the whole State, Two years later,
on July 1, 1800, an election law based on
the Australinn system came (nforce in New
York, and ita operations were gradually
extended, with sundry modifications, to all
the othigy States of the Union, with the ex-
eoptions we have noted. As & means of
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redncing the operous election sxpenses of
political parties, the Australlan aystem han
worked well ; but as A means of assuring
*the [ndependence of electors to make a
froe and untrammelled choles from among
eandldateas” It has fallen short of the ex-
pectations of Iis sangnine promotem.

The single tax advocates who were the
ploncers in the movement determined In
1800 to put it to s practieal test In Dela-
ware, selecting that State as & desirable
one for thalr misslonary efforts becauns it
in mmall, readlly canvassed, on the line of
communication between New York and the
eapltal, and a field in which the two po-
Htical partien wero soevenly divided that
recrufta could be drawn from both
impartially, They nominated mccordingly
a straight-ont single tax candidate for
Governor, and, relying upon thelr knowl-
edge of the workings of the Auatrallan ays-
tem, they began a vigorous * educational ™
campalgn, with a view to convinelng the
mblle of the benefits of the single tax
under the operation of the free anid nn-
trammelled Australian systemm. The resnlt,
however, wan not favorable to their hopes,
for, afteér an expenditure of many thou-
sand dollars, contributed by sympathizing
well-wishers and supporters throughout
the Union, their vote was only 914 In a
total of 30,000; outalde of Wilmington,
In mplte of an energetic canvass, they polled
{or thelr candidats for Governor in one of
the countias of Delaware only 85 votes and
in mnother county 50,

Consequently the single tax men detar-
mined to abandon Delaware as a fruitful
fleld of political proselyting, and now the
Delaware Legislature abandons the Aus-
trallan system of voting, firat brought up
by them for debate and trial in this country.

What Shall Be Done with Olausen ?

The cose of Coxawain CLAUSEN of the
cruiser New York, and later and illegiti-
mately of the stopper Merrimae, will re-
quire the attention of Capt, CeADWICK and
of Admiral SAMPSON as soon as the voung
man gets out of the hands of theSpanlards,
hy exchange of prisoners, or otherwinse,
and returns to his duty.

The coxawain has committed an offence
which has some parallels in naval history,
but, which never loses its Intereat, however
often repeated, It would have rejolced
MARRYAT'S heart to tell about CLAVSEN'S
ain. Inleaving his own poat without or-
dern and stowing himeelf away upon the
Merrimac, Ao that he might share the glory
of an expedition which seemed to mean
almoat certain death to asll conocerned,
CLAUSEN not only violated discipline in an
unpardonable way, but he was also guilty
of gross unfalrness to the four thousand
men or thereabouts In the fleet who had
volunteered for the same perilous servics,
and wore just as crazy as he was togo along
with Honsox.

Thin latter nspect of the case Is that
which will prinelpally strike the blusjack-
ets and others who volunteered to sacrifice
their lives with HHonsox for the sake of their
filag, and were not accepted. CLAUSEX stole
a march on them. They and he had the
name courage to go, but they had what he
Iacked, namely, the courage to obey orders
and stay behind, He Is a hrave man,
but mo are they brave men and heroes, and
they are all better sallom than CLAUSEN In
one all fmportant particular,
Nevertheless, whatever martial law may
nay on the subject, It s written that no
man’s life shall be put in jeopardy twice
for the same offence, and the insubordinate
coxswain's 1ife has certainly been in jeop-
ardy once already for his offence,

It will be a serious matter If the com-
manders of our ships of war are compelled
to place their entire crews im Irons when-
ever there has been a call for volunteers for
nervice so hazardous that it means lttle
short of sure destruction.

Bhips Bpailn Has Left.

With Admiral MoxToJ0's squadron at
the bottom of Mnanila Bay and Admiral
CERVERA'S penned up in Santingo harbor,
great (nterest now attaches toSpain's third
squadron, under Admiral CAMARA, which
wo must see before long on this side of the
orean, unless the Muadrid Government
abandons CERvERA to his fate.

The first point to note abont tho foree
that hons had its rendezvous at Cadiz is
that, although called the reserve squadron,
it coutains only a part of the ships which
Spain nominally has in reserve, We may
assume, perhaps, that it Ineludes all that
are available, but it is not so formldable as
may be generally supposed. According to
published aecounts, it does not contain the
Catalufins or the Princess de Asturias, or
even the Numanein and the Vitoria, This
last pair wonld be no great loss, foralthough
Ironelads, they are old, with inferiorspeed,
plating, and batteries, But the other two
veswels are fast, well armored, and well
nrmed cruisersiof the Oguendo class, and
they would grently Increase Admiral
CAMARA'S strength,

As it is, we find only two armorelads
positively eredited to the, Cadlx squad-
ron, but these two are the largest and
certainly among the best In Spain's
nnvy. The Pelayo, a battleship of nearly
900 tons and perhaps 16 knots, has
& water-line belt nearly 18 Inclies thick
at the maximum, and carries two 12,
Ineh, two 11-inch and nloe 6la-inch guns,
with other ploces, besides seven torpedo
tubes. The FEmperador Carlos V, s &a
20-knot armored cruiser of 9,000 tons,
with barbette armor nearly 10 inches thick,
carrying two 11-Inch, elght By inch, four
3.0 Inch and various other guns, with six
torpedo tubes. The Cardennl Clsneros Is
& good armored cruiner of the well-
known Oquendo type; hat we are not ear-
tain that she will not be delayed, like the
other two already mentioned, for Spain's
second reserve or fourth squadron.

Outside of thess vessels Spain has little
Ieft that would affect the results of the
war, The bhest ships, perbaps, are the
protected erulsers Alfonse XIIL, 6,000
tons, and the Lepanto, a Httle smaller.
She han several auxilinry cruisers, con-
verted from merchantmen, the Hapido and
Patriota, formerly the Columbia snd Nar
muunia, belng among them, She hasalsoa
few torpedo bost destroyem,

Sumuniug np the matter, wo see more and
more clearly astime goes on the advantiage
gained by our Government in beginning
bostillties when It did. Spain’s army, In
numbers, munitions, and supplics, wos as
ready us it needed to be, but its navy was
not. The fact that the Cuban insurgents
bind notasingle port or ship had led the
Madrid Government to oxpend its re-
sources malnly on land forees, and there
was not a single armorclad or even flmt-
clnas unarmorsd erulser either In Cuban
waters or In the Phillppines, With us the
case was reversed. We had only the little
regular army ready to take the fleld forth.
with, bul we had our navy already mobil.
lged and in trim. Dewry's bold stroke
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ot Manlls sauibilsted the BSpanish

flost there, while In the Culf our
position, bases of supply and superiority
In fighting ships, gave us advantages
which Spain has ever alnea siruggled
In wvaln to overcome., Her armored ships
were not ready when war was declared,
and with all er efforta she has only been
able to get them ready by Installments,
whieh wa ¢an accordingly deal with in
detall, An Mowtoso's plight was fol-
lowed by CrrvERa's, the latter may be fol-
lowed by Casana's, while Spain's fourth
squadron will find Ita beat assurance of
safety iu staying at home.

To rax Epmmon or Tue Rux—Sir: In seeking
an alliance with the United States, or, talllng
that, In endeavoring 1o offest & bettor under-
standing politieally between Lheo two nations,
tho leadimg Conserrative statesmen of (ireat
Britaln have created a ourlous historical antl-
theais so far an the traditional Atuselean polley
of tholr party In concornsd, Hucoesslve Tory
Ministries under an Invetarate Tory King drove
the colonies into revolt, waged a long war and
oxpended millions of money ina vain effort to
subdne, and, when Independence was at last
achisved, the same party spurned overy proposi-
ton looking toward a recsnciliation between
the two Governmaonts and the two pooples,

Thers never was A moment during the two
Administeations of Washington, and the single
one of the elder Adanis that followed, when our
Government was not ready to admit the claims
of “Rinabip" between the two countrles, when
1t was not almost sager, Ao far as it conld pro-
dently do wo, to mould fte policy nlong the lines
naturally marked out by raclal sentimont, {f not
affestion. When Jefferson came Into power in
1601, at the boad of the trinmphant Repunlican
party sehich he created, be followed In this re-
wpect in the footuteps of his predecessors, snbor-
dinnting hin predispositions in favor of France
to what he believed to be the mutual interest of
the two countries.

ments bave heen communicated to you from time to
time In the oMcial correapondence of the Becretary
of Biate, but I bave thought it might not be un:
acceptable to be mssured that they perfecily conour
with my own personal conviotions, both in relation
to yourself and the country in which you are,

This olive branch, beld aut to the short-llved
Addington Ministry, was contemptuoualy flung

Lincoin's Muporience Contrasted with That of
Fresident MeMinler.

WanmixaroN, Juns 0,—As announosd by the
military authoritise, the American Army in the
wir with Spain will be mobilized In seven army
cotps, Ln each norps will be Lhree divisions, or
twonty-oue dividions in all.  There are to be nok
Jess thinn thres beigades in cach of these divi
slons, making sixty-three brigades in the saven
corps. Major-Gensrals will command the corpe
and divisions, and Brigadier-Genorals the bri
gndes, These comroands incinde regulars As
wall aa volunteers, botween whom no distine
tlon Is made In the organization,

Our elvil war demonsirated that the number
of brigades and sinall independent commands
ubout tho nise requiring a RrigadierGonoral
ineronnsd out of all proportion to the sorps and
divinlon oreanizations or the number of troops
called out. In the early days of the war, from
the apparent noceasity onussd by this fact and
coercion by politieal and social pressurs, an
nlarming number of Brigndier-Generals wore
turnnd out by President Lincoln. By natural
ovolution It peeame one of the groatest abuses
of thn time.

It Included veteran regulars and many Weob
Polnters who had graduated with high honors,
Hrigadiors wers so numeronus and mansy of them

brought into contempt. In the publio estimate,
to hold & Brigadier-General's commission waan
rort of reflection upon an offlosr.

Butalthough unemployed
nnd many of them undera clond from one causs
or another, they yet clung to thelr commisalons
under all these hnmllistions, with aingular
tenncity, Oance appolntned, there was no way to
barld of them, Waell-sheltered. groomed, and
fod, few died of dlseaso; fewer still resigned and
none was killed by the bullets of Lhe enemy.

An apecdote told of Mr. Lincoln falrly Indlk
cates Mie public estimale of this clasa of ofMoers.
On ond occaslon the Confederate Col. Jobn 8,
Mosuy, by a night surprise at Fairfax, captured
aUnlon General and a number of hls sen and
horses. Mr, Lincoln was grontly chagrined.
Condoling with him over the miahap, one of the
publlo men of the dary remarked to the Presi-
dent that the loss of the captured General's ssr-
vicea wasa great misfortune to the Government.
* Pooh!" replled Lincoln, *it's the horses I'm
thinking about. 1ecan make anothar Brigadier-
General In two mioutes, but horses are scarce
and cost $200 aplece,"

Under the scheme of mobllization described
above therels at onco requirement for ninety-
ane general ofMcera for corps, divirlon and brl-
gndo commands alone, Lo sny nothing of depart-
mental and army commanders, benides losser
commands of conalderuble lmportance oalling
for a general officer. Up to a few days ago
Presldent MoKinley had appointed sxactly sixty-
nine general officorn—twelve Major-Generals
and fifty-seven Brigadiers, To these wo may
add the three Major-Generals of the recular
army who will go into the fleld, makiog & total
of seventy-two general officers all told avallabls
for the troops Lo be mustered under President
MeKinley's first cal' The soven corps already
provided for will nlone require nineteen addi-
tional Generals. Bul to provide fully for the
probahle necessities of puch & war and the num-
bher of troops to be used, it is within bounds to
spy that not leas than 0Ofty add!tional general
officers must eventuslly be appointod to carry
an the war,

Thun it will bessen that there is no foundnation
for the criticlsm alrendy heard from the common
scolds of the country that the President is ap-
mointing o many Generals, Thore Is no law
limiting the numberof these nppointnients in
the volunteer service. That Is & matter of ox-
pediency, eontrolled entirely by the judgmontof
the Presldent and Sennte. It ls hardly probable
thut the Executive will abuse his constitutional
prerogative ln this particular, and the dellbara-
tion nnd care which have thus fur charncterized
his selections glve promise that no such conges:
tlon of genernl ofMlcors as marked the clvil war
will oocur during the progrens of our war with
Spain,  Another important item Is the superior
qunlity of the materinl he has chosen In com-
parison with the results of 1861, Of course, the
pressure upon Lhe President has been very gront,
Bocial and political Influence Is perhaus dlscern-
ible here and there in this Jong 1int of appolnt-
ments, but mainly they are first-class nnd open to
but Jittle erlticlsm,

Tut all fn all, his taak has been & compara-
tively easy one to that which confronted Preai.
dent Lincoln in 1861, He has had splendid mna-
terinl to choose from, not only men educated in
the theory of theart and sclence of war, bul
those, too, of large experienco inactive military
aperations durlng the relellion. He has hnd
tho eounsel of some of the ablest sanldiors the
country has produced. President Linooln had
none of thers sdvantagens In 1861, Then there
wero but few educnted soldlers, comparatively;
none at all of experience an the battiotleld, ex.
