WABniNOTOt, June 7. Gen. Charles It. T.
ColllsofNcw York, who served during tboeh-tir- o

war of the rebellion and commandod 11 brig-
ade In the army of the Potomac, Is In the city.
Ha has recently returned from a four months'
tour ol Europe, during which time lis had un-
usual facilities for acquainting himself with tho
Continental nrmlts. In a " war talk ' with him

he said:
" Since my return from Europe, two weeks

ago, I hare been In Wnshlneton most of tho
time. While ahroftd I was In Spain nnd saw the
recruiting for the Cuban army, in Kgyptlsaw
the British troops morlug to Join Uen. Kirch-no- r

up tho Nile, In Turkey I itaw the army
which defeated Greece, nt Vienna I
was present nt the Kmpcrnr's review of
20,000 picked soldiers, In Berlin I had frequent
opportunities to see the Kinporor, his staff and
his wonderfulmllltaryestabllthment,andon tho
Island of Crete I had an opportunity to compare
them all, so that I came home greatly Impressed
with the muscular power of the military arm of
the European nations.

"Notwithstanding all this experience, I am
simply atuaieJ with what hns been done In forty
da) s by our Government In launching a navy
and mobilizing nn nrmy which tho rostof tho
world believed to exist only in braggadocio. Tho
'grand strategy,' to uso a technical term, which
hat beon devoloped In Washington by tho Navy
Department. Is setting all forolgn naval schools
to thinking. They do not understand our 'fttf
tinato ItnW policy. They can llltlo comprehend
why we do not pounco down upon Havana and
reduce, that, nor why we have not intercepted
the Spanish fleet and destroyed it.

"When In Berlin throe weeks ago I begged
them to wait for developments. I had to con-
fess that we had no army which would compato
with what I knew Spain had on the Island,
and that our navy was not adequate to
tho demand which would be made upon It to
blockade ports and protect long lines of
communication, and I told them that what
we lacked In these respects we would make up
In Vankeo audacity, und before I left Germany
I hud the satisfaction of reading to them how
Dowey, disregarding formulas of presenting the
maximum firing power with the minimum ex-
posure (for which tho Spaniards were probably
waiting), plunsed in and lilt everything withinreach, regardless of the Annapolis school of thecadet,'

" It would give me Infinite satisfaction atthis moment to usk them what tbay think of
the emasculation of Mr. Cervora at Santiago
by a party of eight Yankees. I have talked
with President McKinloy, and I havo talkedfrankly, and I havo found him a ready and
wllllnir listener. I reminded him of the blunders
mado in organizing tho Army of the Potomac
to suppress tbe rebellion and benced hlin to call
for 50 per cent, more men than he thought were
needed 10 end the war, to enroll them while thewar fever was .it Its height and to keep existing
regiments up to their maximum In preference to
organizing new regiments. I am glad to bo able
to state that this will bo the policy of the Gov-
ernment.

"While I cannot state that I have positive
moans of knowing tho policy of the War De-
partment, or of Gen. Miles as to an offensive
campaign against Spain, yet I havo strong
grounds for tho presumption that there will

made to destroy the Sp nlsh
fleet and army In Cuba during tho next
ninety days. It seems to me that they
should have tho entire monopoly of the
sickly season in Cuba, while our boys are being
organized Into an rrTectlvo nrmy In a moro
salubrious climate. Those people who are urging
an Immediate Invasion of Cuba should remem-
ber the cry of " On to Richmond," which result-
ed In the disaster of Bull Itun.

"Loyalty to President McKtnley, confidence
In tbe War and Navy Departments, and acqui-
escence In Congressional legislation Is the real
test of patrlotltm at the present moment. They
have none of them yet failed ub. When we
think they do. It will be time enough to murmur,
and then it will bo better to commence doing so
In a whisper.

"What is being enacted y is the merest
prologue to the great drama of the next decade.
In which the 'new power ' will make hor UubuU
Iho brigbt young college boys, who art- appear-
ing now for tho first time with rifle and musket,
will be the officers of a great army of aquarter of a million men, occupying and
governing stations in the West Indies and the
Pacific A great career is before them, and It
will be successful in proportion to their devotion
to the profession which they adopted upon an
impulse of patriotism, but which they will find
themselves adoctlng permanently.

"In regard to the duration of the war, I would
Judge from my observations la Spain and Eu-
rope that it would depend upon its conduct at
the start. So lar it bus been superbly bundled.It is true we are flrhtlnir a nation of historic
blunderers, yet It would be folly to count
upon this as a factor. Mr opinion Is
that there will be no battlo royal between
the navies, which of course will be a great dis-
appointment to tho rest of the world, whowould
like a test of modern vessols, nor ani fighting
upon land of irreat Importance. Three or
four more specimens of Yankee audacity
like Manila and San iago will enable our
Government to demand an evacuation
of the Island of Cuba. Acquiescence will termi-
nate hostilities; refusal will lead to negotia-
tions which will last for sixty or ninety days.
In the mean time the Spanlih Army In bing
drenched and sweated in Cuba, and can be kiptupon tbo move constantly by tbe diver-
sions of the Insurrectionists and immuno
regiments, while our boys are training at Cluck-amaug- a

nnd getting ready for tbo worst if It
comes to the worst. Would It not be a remark-
able result If the war ended in a victory for tbe
Unite States and for the cause of humanity
without the loss of aaothor American life t Yet
this is possible."

When asked If he was In Washington in re-
gard to the commission as Major-Gener- which
rumor has esld tbePresl lent has already offered
Gen. Collie, he said that his plans in regard to
going into the army will be determined In great
part oy the duration of the war.

HOLLAND DIVING AGAIN.

TXTB SXtnUAJtlSB BOAT SPOUTS llf
TAB tf-- ril OFF BAT BtDOK.

Kicks ITp Her Reels nnd Oo Coder, saving
Itnrdlv n Truro or Dlotnrbanoj In the
Winer-M- r. Holland Contemplates Oltloa
Cnpt. nistber, en Iho St. Paul, Inraiiso,

Tho submarine torpedo boat Holland was
taken out Into tho harbor off Bay Ridge yester-
day afternoon by her inventor, John P. Holland,
and put thromth n scries of surface and sub-

marine evolutions. Sho mado half a dozen divrs,
one of hnlf a mile, and then was run abouton tho
surfsco for a while. The object of the teste was
to got tho llttlo whalcback In shape for a series
of experiments before a new board of naval ex-

perts oirly next week.
It was the first tlmo Mr. Holland had at-

tempted to do any diving with tho Holland since
tils experiments In IUrltnn Hay last April. Her
new steering gerr nnd hor Improved electrical
apparatus were put to a thorough test, and
Mr. Holland declared, after the experiments
wsreover, that he was satisfied with tho result.
Tho nlterntlons In the steering gear consisted In
tho lengthening of her surface and diving
ruddors mora than thirteen Inches, in order that
she might ansner tho helm more readily, and
In the removal of the wide steel hoop from
about the rudders, placed there originally to
keep drift from them. It retarded her move-

ments both on and underneath the surface. The
alterations in her electrical apparatus consisted
In replacing tbe old plates, with which she was
ablo to run submerged for an hour or an hour
and a half only, with new ones which can be
used for four or five hours. The alteration
were mado at Bouton's Pier, In the old Atlantio
Yncht Basin, under direction of Capt, C. A. Mor-
ris, superintendent of the Holland Company.

The experiments were begun shortly after
noon. They were conducted In tho harbor with-
in a thousand or fit teon hundred yards of the
shore, between the Atlantio Yacht Club basin
and Owl's Head. Except for a new coat of pslnt
the boat looked exactly as she did when
she was cut through her evolutions In
Itarltan Bay two months ago for tbe
benefit of Lieut. Nathan Sargent of the Naval
Auxiliary Board, fc'he carried her two
flagstaffs fore and aft, from which tho Jack and
the Stars nnd Stripes floated. Mr. Holland said
he did not Intend to dive very deep, and pre-

ferred to keep the flagstaffa on the boat In order
that Capt. Morris might tell whether or not she
kept on an even keel under water. Her tanks
contained ten tons of water, and she had nearly
3,500 pounds of pig lead distributed about her
hold. Her crew coaslsted of Mr. Holland, who
directed the experiments from her conning
tower; F. T. Cable, the electrician; W. F. C.
KIndermann, the gunner, and Henry Wilson and
Henry Meyers, machinists. Her ballast bore
her down until her superstructure was awash,
and nothing showed abovo the surface but her
conning tower and her flagstaffs. Mr. Holland
decided to make his first test a surface run, using
the electrical engines. He sent the little w hale-bac- k

over a measured mile course In 0 minutes
and 31 seconds. Then, turning suddenly, he
came back agalnsc the tldo In seven minutes
and a fraction. When he got back
to tho tug Mr. Holland said he could havo sent
the boat along faster If he had wished to.

The most noticeable feature of this experiment
was the promptness with which the Holland
obeyed her helm. Mr. Holland than took on
600 pounds more lead. He found, however, that
ho hid too much ballast aboard when he at-
tempted to dire, for the beat went stralgnt to
the bottom. It was necessary to blow 1,000
pounds of water out of her tanks to got her to
the surface again. When she came up 400
pounds of lead was taken out of her hold and
her tanks were refilled. Then Mr. Holland
pointed her toward Owls' Head and made his
second attempt to dive. This effort was attend-
ed with better results. When her fin rudder
was forced down the Holland burled her prow
and slid slowly Into the water. Only for a mo-
ment were the blades of her screw visible and
tbo disturbance they made on the water was
not visible a half mllo away. The Holland con-

tinued to eo down until the water bad risen to a
height of about five foet en her flagstaffs. Then
she righted herself and started down stream.
There was a slight list forward. She came up
about 400 yards from the place where she went
down and Mr. Holland Immediately called the
tug to his assistance. When Capt. Morris told
him of the list forward he took out another
100 pouuds of lead and mad a second dive.
With her nose still pointed toward Owl's
Head ho took a running start and
plunged downward at an angle of about twenty
degress. This lime the disappearance was
not marked by any surface disturbance what-
ever. She slid swiftly down until she had
dipped her flags, leaving scarcely a ripple be-

hind. She ran submerged, flagstaffs, flags and
all, for about 500 yards. Thsn her flags and
about a foot and a half of hsr flagstaffs ap-

peared, and she continued for half a mile fur-
ther. There was not a list of six lnohes either
way, and when the boot rose to the surface
again Mr. Holland said she had run on a per-
fectly even keel all the way.

"I had thirty-fiv- e feet of water to dive In,"
he told Capt. Morris, " but I didn't care to go
any deeper than eight or ten feet, because I
wanted to make certain that I could keep an
nven keel."

Mr. Holland made four other dive which car-
ried him almost to Tompklsavllle, but the boat
was not submerged for a longer time than three
mlniitnn nn tnr nmaatan.

The Holland made her half-mil- e run under
water in Just five minutes. She could hare gone
faster, Mr. Holland said, if he had used the full
power of her electrical engines. He did not care
to do that because he was afraid of running into
somo harbor vessel or fouling n submarine mine.
When Mr. Holland was told that Capt, Slgs-bee- 's

auxiliary cruiser St-- Paul lay at anchor off
Stapleton In tbe Narrows he said that he would
try a submarine run In her direction some day
before she weighed anchor and suddenly pop u p
besuie ber. Aftor the experiments were over
Mr. Holland got aboard the tug and let Mr.
Cable take the boat baok to her mooring at
Bouton's pier.

Mr. Holland has been pestered considerably
bv emissaries of yellow Journals with frsak
propositions since the Holland came up from
Perth Amboy, Ono paper offered to defray half
tbe expenses of a trip to Santiago to try the
Holland's torpedo and dynamlt gun on Ad-
miral Cervera's fleet, and another offered to buy
an old schooner and anchor it in some remote
corner of the lower bay for the Holland to blow
up. Mr. Holland refused to lend himself to
either scheme.

tain of tbe colllor Pompey. J. C. Norton of Willi-mantl-

Conn,, was this morning appointed a
volunteer Lieutenant in the navy and assigned
to duty as executive officer of the Pompey.
Norton served under Farragut In the East Gulf
squadron during ths latter part of tho civil war.

Lieutenant-Commande- r William E. Sturdy of
the collier Pompey was burled here this after-
noon with naval honors. Threa companies of
marines escorted tho funeral oorteee to the
cemetery. Tbe pall bearers were men from bis
ship. Lieutenant-Commande- r J. M. Miller of
the sunken collier Merrlmac has been appointed
to oommand the I'ompey.

Lieutenant-Commande- r Edward W. Sturdy
was born In Massachusetts and entered tho
Naval Academy in February, 1803. He was
graduated in 1867. In that year he was

to th Minnesota for a special cruise. He
was promoted to the rank of Ensign in 1808. and
to that of Mnster in 1870, during which time he
was attached to the Pacific fleet. He was com-
missioned Lieutenant in 1871 and detailed for
special duty- - in Washington in the same year.
For the noxt twenty Tears he alternated be-
tween sea and bhore duty.

In 1889 he was attached to the Baltimore on
tho Pacific station. He was promoted to

on the Baltimore till April, 1893. when he was
put In charge of tho training ship Richmond.

WAsniNOTOH, June 7. The tenth section of
the law authorizing the enlistment and opera-
tion of the volunteer forces of the United States
has been found to restrict and hamper the staff
corps from executing their duties effectively,
and the House Committee on Military Affairs to-

day ordered a favorable report upon a bill to
remedy tho evil. The law says that officers ap-

pointed or assigned to the staff of commandors
of corps, divisions or brigades shall ssrre only in
such capacity, and that when relieved from
Btich staff services such appointments or assign-
ments shall terminate.

Secretary Alger called attention to th fact
that this provision prevented an Assistant Adjut-

ant-General, for Instance, who Is often called
upon In the ordinary course of military events
to transact the buslnees or perform tbe duties
of an officer in another branch of the service,
from doing tbo work without, undor a strict
construction of tbe law, terminating tbe assign-
ment or appointment. So, too, an officer of the
commissary or quartermaster service was re-

stricted from going outside bis particular line
of duty. The repeal of the provision is there-
for recommended.

NortKOLK, Va., June 7. Tho former dynamlt
crultorNtutheroy of the Brazilian Navy, which
is to bo added to the United States Navy under
thonamoot tho Buffalo, arrived here y on
her way to the Norfolk Navy Yard, wher (he
will be roflttod.

Wabhinoton, Juno 7. Few ship of the un-
protected cruiser typo In the navy will have a
heavier battery or moro formidable protection
around their aide than the Buffalo, formerly
the Brazilian warship Nlctheroy, which reached
Hampton Bonds y after along voyaz from
Klo de Janeiro when she sailed In company with
the Oregon nnd Marietta several woeks sgo, and
later was left behind to make the best of her way
to an Amorlean port alone.

glasses. They suspected that lb St. Andrews
hnd been olthor coaling or provisioning tbe
Yale, and the Swedlsli skipper was dogged bv
Spanish policemen whenever he went about
every moment of the four days he was In port.
He saye ho was mighty gl id to get awny,

Tho St. Andrews sighted on May 28, at 1:00
P. M., off Crab Island, at the east eud of Porto
Iticu, the Spanish torpedo-boa- t destroyer Terror,
beading to tho northn est. or in the direction of
SanJunn, anl going rapidly. She hnd received
a pilot from a Spanish irunboat ut Nairuabo,

Un May 20 tbe St, Andrews pasacd tho Span-
ish auxiliary cruiser Alfonso XII, on tb east
toast of Porto Itlto. She was hugging the shor
and also making for San Juan.

Capt. Nordfeldt of the St. Andrews say that
ho paid $1 for a little chicken at Mayaguez, and
that bread and flour were very dear.

CUBASH njN A HOT Fli) UT.

Spanish) Hoist a Wtalto Plan at Patasa ana
fturrender.

WASnirtOTOrt, June 7. Information regarding
tbo most Important victory of the Cuban Insur-
gents orer Spanish troops since war was
declsrod betwron the United States and
Spain has been received at tbo Cuban
Legation. It occurred on May 22. A
column of Spanish soldiers 1,800 strong, act-
ing under orders from Havana to abandon
tho Interior towns and advanc toward tho
coast, evacuated tho town of La Pledra after
having destroyed their forts nnd fortifications
to prevent them from falling Into the hands of
the Insurgents, and camped at Jiguanl, where
they expected to remain awaiting further or-

ders. They wero Joined there by a detach-
ment of 300 Spanish soldiers from Santa Rita,
and tho two forces were united In camp.

Tho Spnnlards were surprised on the morning
of May 22 by a division of the first corps be-

longing to Gen. Garcla's command, under th
leadership of Gen. Jose Jesus Rabl, With him
also were Col. Lora, commanding the First
Cavalry, nnd Col. Montalro of the Infantry
Regiment Cuba Llbro. The Cubans altogether
numbered but a little more than 1,000 men.
They advanced in good order, well equipped
with arms and ammunition, and took tho enemy
completely by surprise.

From the start the Spaniards scattered. After-
ward they made an effort to rally their forces,
but only aucctoded In being able to rotreat In
regular order to the village of Palma. There
they were reinforced by several hundred men
from Aguacote and Arroyo Blanco and turned
upon th Cubans and the battle wa renewed
with fury.

The Spaniards were beginning to recover
eorae of tbo ground which they had lost when
the Cuban regiment, Agullera, camo up from
Gen, Oarcla'e command and attacked the enemy
in tbe rear. Simultaneously with this tho regi-
ment, Santiago, attacked them upon the left
flank, bo that tho Spaniards were forced to
fight hemmed in on both Bides. The Cubans
succeeded in securing several advantageous
positions, which thoy maintained throughout
the fighting.

in their flight from their camp at Jlguanl the
Spaniards were forced to leave behind much of
their ammunition aud supplies, so that they
were to a considerable extent handicapped In
fighting, while on the other hand the Cuban
seemed to be well equipped. After six hours
of hard fighting nt Palma, which is only
a short distance from Jlguanl, tho Spaniards
raised a flag of trucoand surrendered. Their loss
amounted to seventy-si- x dead, besides a large
number who wero woundod. Thirteen officers
were killed. Tne Cuban loss was forty-liv- e killed,
including Ave officers of lesser rank and about
Blxty wounded. Aftor the battle the Cubans re-

turned to Jlguanl and recovered a large quantity
of arms and ammunition from the deserted
Spanish camp, with provisions and supply
wagons which the enemy had been compelled
to leave behind. Theeo were much needed and
wer ssnt to the headquarter of Gen. Garcia'
camp.

Gen. Jesus Rabl at onco set at work organiz-
ing a civil government for tho towns, aotlng
under tho orders of Gen. Garcia in a proclama-
tion which he issued two days after the battle.
In tho proclamation Gen. Garcia Bays:

May 24. 1808. f"We have Just beenadrlsed of tbe brilliant

victory of our forces under Major-Gen- . Jasus
Rabl. the gallant commander of the First Corps
of the army of liberation, and the complete
rout of the enemy from the towns of Jlguanl
and Santa Rita two days ago, In which tho
brave commander so well dlsttngulsncd himself.

" 1 berebr order that there be established In tbe
town of Jlguanl a elvil government, whose
officers shall be composod of the leading Cubans
of that place, and that Gen. Jos6 Reyes be ap-
pointed military commander of tho place, who
will have authority to carry out thla order and
have authority to appoint such officers.

"The military commander of the place will
also arrest and imprison any person caught in
the act of plundering, robbing or committing
any offence against persons, properly or the
social rights and privileges of tho people.
No lawlessness will be permitted on the
part of soldiers, nnd they will respoct tbe
rights and Property of the inhabitants ot the
tovn. Neither will there be permitted any out-
rages or offences to be committed in revenge
upon those who have heretofore been adherents
to Spain and not In sympathy with our causo.
Wo will everywhere respect tho rules of civil-
ized warfare." All persens caught in the act oflriolating tbe
commands of the military commander while
the civil Government and authority is being es-
tablished, particularly in reference to robbing
and plundering the inhabitants, will be tried
br court martial and, if found guilty of
grave offonces against order nnd society, will
be shot to serve ns an example to those who
would commit similar offences. This order
sbnli be rend for flfteon days at roll cnll nnd be
full enforced.

HEIFER TO BB A BBIOADIEB.

Th President Deoldoo to ame the Ohl Bfan
for a Generalship.

WAsniNOTOW, Juno 7, J. Warren Kelfer of
Ohio, formerly Speaker of tho National House of
Representatives, has been selected by the Presi-

dent for appointment as a Brlgodisr-Genora- l of
volunteers.

There has been considerable opposition to his
candidacy on account of his record while
Speaker, but bis servloes in the civil war wero
such that Mr. McKinley decided that he was
entitled to tbe place.

Gen. Kelfer Is 02 years old. Entering the
Union Armr as a Major of the Third Ohio
Volunteer Infantry, he served until tho sur-
render of Lee, became a Brlgddler-Genera- l

and was breveted as Mujor-Gsner- for gallant
and meritorious conduct. In the battle of tb
Wilderness be was severely wounded. In 1865
be was appointed a Lieutenant-Colone- l ot the
Twenty-sixt- Regular Infantry, but deollned
tbe place. Since then he bus practiced law in
Ohio. He baa been prominent in Grand Army
circles, holding several high offices in tbe or-

ganization, has served In the Ohio Legislature,
and was elsoted to Congress four times and was
Speaker of the Forty-sevent- h Congress.

While occupying tho Speakership Gsn. Kelfer
made somo arbitrary removals of House
officials, which caused great dissatisfaction
in tbe House. One In particular, the dis-
missal of one ot th committee stenog-
rapher Just beforo his Congress term
expired, and tbe appointment of his nephew to
the vacancy at the beginning of a nine months'
recess when there was no work for tho nephew
to do, although the salary continued, ralsod a
storm of protest.

The President may also send the nomination
of Gen. Lew Wallace of Indiana to tho
Senate as a Brlgsdler-Qener- t volunteers.
He had practically determined to do eo,
but is deterred from final action on ac-

count of Gen, Wallace's age. The veteran
author nnd soldier Is more thsn 70, and while
the President Is anxious to gratify Gen. Wal-
lace' friends he fsels that a man vho Is past 70
cannot perform tbe service that may be re-

quired.
