THE SPANISH LOSS 200,

Our Marines Avenged in the First
Big Land Fight of the War.

Twe Basdred and Wighty Marines and Porty-
ene Oubmns, Led by Nime Ofcors, Sallied
Out Im the Merning te HMunt the Marrying
Spaniarde Ount of the Hills—In Fonr Pguads
They Heat the Banh, Reunded Up the

Bpeeial Cable Deapateh to Tux Son.

Cayr MeCarwa, Guantanamo Bay, June
14.—The Spaniarids who made matters so
decidedly unpleasant for the marines who
landed here on last Friday and who dls-
played their boasted chivalry and upheld
the much talked of honor of thelr army by
barbarously mutilating the bodies of some
of the Americans they had sbot, have had
the tables turned on them, and scores upon
ecores of them are lying dead out In the
woods and brash, which for thres days
h.nd afforded them shelter from which to
take pot shots at the little band of marines
who so gallantly held their own against
almost overwhelming odda,

This morning Lieut.-Col. FMuntington,
the commander of the marines, sent out
four scouting parties. Thess parties were
Instrocted to make an naggressive fight
upon the Spaniards, and the order was
carried out to the letter.

These partiea returned to the camp at 10
o'clock to-night and gave the detalls of
their trip and their victory overthe enemy.
They brought with them elghteen Spanish
prisoners, Including a Licutenant. They
also had 100 rifles and 10,000 rounds of
ammunition which they had eaptured from
the enemy.

Capt. G. I'. Elliott, First Lieut. L. O, Lu-
cas and Second Lient. P. M., Bannon of
Company C, with ninety marines and fif.
teen Clubans, composed one of the parties,
Capt. W, F. Splcer, Firat Lisut. W. C, Ne-
ville and Second Lieut. M. J. Shaw of Com-
pany D, with ninety marines and fifteen
Cobans, made up the second party, First
Lieut. J. E. Mahoney of Company E, and
Becond Lieut. L. J. Magill of Company A,
with fifty men and tem Cubans, formed the
third party; while the fourth party com-
prised First Lieut. C. L. Ingate of Company
B, fifty marines and a Cuban gulde.

Between the camp from which the acout-
Ing parties started and the sea there are
thres ridges of hills, In the valley be-
tween the sccond and third ridges was the
tank which supplied the Bpanlards with
water. It was the destrnction of thls
water supply which was the primary objfect
of the expedition,

Between the first and second ridges wers
crossroads, where one of the Spanish head-
quarters had been located. Lieut. Mahoney
and his party were sent to take and hold
this position. Capt. Elllots and Capt.
Bplcer went together to the crowsroads,
where they separated, one party golng sast
and the other west, across the last range of
hills.

Lisut. Ingate was sent to the southwest
of the camp to break his way through the
brush around to the position held by Lieut,
Mahoney. Alter belng outtwo hours Lieuat,
Imgnts loab his way In the denss under
growth. Kis Cuban gulde acted very sus-
pleiously, and it appeared as though It was
his intention to lead the party Into a trap.
Lient. Ingate was running no chancea of
having Lis little party cut to pleces through
treachery, so he placed the gulde under ar
rest and brought Lilm back to the camp s
prisoner,

Capt, Elllott, Capt. Bplcer, and Lieunt.
Malioney carrled oub the programme that
bhad been arranged, and met at first with
little opposition.

Golog over the first hill to the second one
Lileut, Magill, with the second platoon of
Compauy E, separated from the others, This
party had gone but & short distance when
they found a bellograph station that wana
guarded by & company of Spaniards, The
latter discovered the Americans at the same
time tho latter saw them, and & sharp
fight took place that lasted fifteen minutes.
At the end of that time the Bpaniards
found the fire of the marines too hot, and
they fled in disorder. Many of them were
shot ms they ran, Lieut, Magill took pos-
sesnlon of the hellograph outft,

Meanwhile Capta, Bploer and Elllots and
Lieut. Mahoney crossed the second range
of hills, mestlng sharp diring every fow

minutes from thelr front,

It was avident
from thla that they were driving a body of
Bpaniarda in front of them. Lieut. Ma-
honey stopped at the crossroads nad formed
his men to hold the position. A vigorous
fight occurred mt this polnt for a little
whils, but the Spaniards were forced to
retreat,

Lieut, Magill and his men, flurhed with
victory, headed straight eover the third
ridge, reaching thers and crossing befors
the other parties,

Early In the afternoon Capt, Elllott and
his men drove the Spaniards over the creat
of the third ridge. Lieut, Magill and his
party were walting for them, and as they
appeared on the top of the hill and at
tempted to descend they poured a deadly
fire into them. The enemy were driven
back to the erest of the hill,

The Dolphin had moved around to the
seaaide of the hills In the morning, and
was keeping a sharp lookout for the enemy
ashore, When the Bpanlards wers sesn on
the crest of the hill, whither they had been
driven by the pitiless firs of the Amerlcans
and Cubans below, the Dolphin took a
hand in the game, BShe leb drive with her
four-inch shells, the largest her guns carry,
anid they cansed havoe among the terriflied
Spaniards, who rushed down the hill again
to esonpe the death-dealing missiles from
the ship.

They simply jumped out of the frying
pan into the fire. Capt, Elliott kept mov-
ing steadlly ahead, hls men firing rapldly
and effectively as they went, and cheering
londly.

The Cubans were fighting llke devils in-
carnate, at the same time yelling at the
top of thelr volces, * Viva Cuba T.ibre"
*Vira los Americanos,”

Spaniards could be scen dropping in every
direction. They sought to hold their
ground, but no men: conld have withatood
the murderous fire that the marines and
Cubans were pouring into them. Their
lines wavered for a moment, then broke,
and the enemy fled at top specd back over
the hill.

Lieut, Maglll had meanwhile pushed up
with his men, Intendlng to follow over to
Capt. Elliott's side of the hill. This party
saw the Spaniards coming toward them in
disorder and resumed firing the moment
they appeared, The Spanlards were picked
off like B0 many jack rabbits and with as
littla compunetion. The enemy fought
hravely; that much must ba"ncknowledgcd.
They would not surrender, but attempted
1o escape along the crest of the hill in the
direction of Capt. Spicer's men,

The Dolphin still had & sharp watch out,
and as the enemy agaln appeared she ngain
dropped a number of shells amwong them.
Turn which way they would, the Spaniards
could find no way of escaps, The Ameri-
cans were without mercy., As the shells
from the Dolphin flew screeching through
the air, and exvloded with a nolss like
ernshing thunder, the Spapiards rushed
along the crest of tRe Bl until they unex-.
pectedly came upon Capt. Splcer's party,
Capt. Spleer harried them until they turned
in desperation and ran back toward Capt,
Elliott and Lieut. Maglll, whose men coolly
and calmly plcked them off,

At the end of an hour thears were 200
dead or wounded Spaniards on the hill,
The only casualty on the American slde was
one Cuban killed.

Though the marines fought excellently
and with much dasb, they really were In no
condition to stand the work that had been
cut out for them. Some of the men had
been without sleep for 100 hours, most of
which time was occupled in fighting off
the Bpanlarda from their camp. The heat
of the sun was awful, and the men were
much affected by It, The unaccustomed
work of cutting their way through the
brush and raok growth of cactus plants,
whleh here grow to great size, also told
upon them, and many of them were 8o ex-
hausted that they dropped to the ground,
unable to stand for another moment,

Notwithstanding all these drawbacks,
the marines drove the Spaniards back and
forth over the hill three times, Then the
Cubans wers turned loose upon the enemy
to follow up the victory, Those Awericans
who have decried the Cubans as fighters
should have seen this gollant little band
of lnsurgents. They hud been ke dogs in
leash, When the word was given to let
them allp they were off ke a greyhound
after a rabbit, and the Spaniards fled In
terror before them.

The lucidents of the past few days In the
nelghborhood of Calmuanera have shown
that though the Spaninrds will ot hesi.
tate to attack Americans, with whose fight.
Ing qualitlen they are ny vel ficarcely
famillar, they have awost wholesome fear
of the Cubans, who hold them In the grest-
esl contempt, both as men and os fghters,

When the Cubans had recelved permis
slon to fluish what was left of the flecing
enemy, the tired marines morchvd lo a
Spanish blockhouse on the seaward side of
the hille. A few Bpunish soldiers who
were atetioned there made o feehle resist.
ance, Alter weven or cight of thess had
been killed the others cleared ont and took
to the bush ma rapldly as possible, They
were followed, but the marines were too
tired to put much life into the chase, and
the Spaniards escaped,

A uumber of Filles and soveral thousand
rounds of ammunition were taken from the
blockhouss, and the place was Lhen set on
fue, Wext the waler tank and -the wind:

mill which pumped the water Into It were
destroyed.

Meanwhile the Cubans were yelling vie-
torlously and following what wana left of the
Bpanish foree, driving them back and forth
over the hill and slaylng them remome-
lesaly. Thelr bravery was phenomenal,
Without the slightest fear of bulleta they
rashed with joyous crles to hand-to-hand
encounters, The Epaniards, as they fled
panle-stricken bafors them, erled * Don't
kill us, brothers.,® The Cubana answered
these appeals with cries of " Viva Coba
1ihre,” * Viva los Americanos,” and showed
the same mercy to the Spaniards as would
have been shown to them had the condi-
tlons been reveraed,

While the Americans wers destroying
the blockhouss, tank and windmill the
Cubans rounded up a Lieutenant and seven-
teen Bpanish privates. Thess were spared
and compelled to surrender,

This practically completed the vlatory.
The bush was beaten In all directions for
the enemy, A few wore found who fonght
to the last and were killed or were 8o badly
wounded that they could resist no longer.

Then, at about dark, the men started
back for the camp, almoat completely ex-
hausted, but jubllant over thelr victory.
Capt. Spleer was overcome by the heat, and
Lieut, Neville sprained his ankle. Beveral
of the privates wers overcoms by the heat,

The body of tha Cuban who was killed,
another Cuban who was wounded, and the
Spanish prisoners were taken to the ahore,
where the Dolphin sent boata for them.
She then brought them {nto the bay, where
the prisoners wers tranaferred to the
Marblehiead, The captured arms, ammu-
nition and heliograph outfit were brought
in by the men.

The destruction of the blockhouss and
the capture of the helliograph are very Im-
portant. By the use of the latter the Span-
jards had kept all the SBpanish army fully
informed as to the situation here, and had
twice sent for and recelved relnforcements.

The captured Lieutenant sald he knew
that 68 of the Spaniards were killed and
200 wounded In the day's fighting. He
thought that the total might be twice or
three times as many. This acknowledg.
ment from s Spanish officer s taken to in-
dicate that the losses were much larger
than stated by him.

The Livutenant sald that Privates Mo-
Colgan and Dunpby, who were found dead
on Sunday, were killed by s Spaniah Ser
geant and two privates, The men were
doing sentry duty, and the Bpaniards
sneaked up on them without belng heard.
MeColgan was shot ln the hexd poventeen
tirnes and Dunpby fourteen, The prisoner
sdded that the men who dId the killing
were all killed to-day by the marines,

Ivery timo shots have been fired ashore
the colliers In the bay hall the Marblahead
and plead for permiesion to send volun.
teers to take part In the fighting. Men
from all the vessels have been ashore every
night helping to guard the camp. When
the news of the victory was recelved to-
night the crew of tha colller Sterling
cheered the marines and shouted, ** You're
avenging the Malnoe |[*

There isa shore battery at the Carnegle
Smelting Company's pler, elght miles east
of Santiago, where the troops now en routs
are expected to land, and this will probably
be destroyed to-morrow morning by a ves-
sel of Admiral Sampson's flest,

ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

Mere Detalle of tho Vietery of @ur Marines at
Gunnianame,
Bpecial Cable Deapatoh to Tar Sovn.

GUANTANAMO, Juns 14, via Klngston,
Jamalea, June 18,—After the first night's
rest the marines had had since they landed
at Fisberman's Polot on Friday Camp
MceCalla was surprised by the enemy thls
morning. As the men from outposts who
cams Into canmp from & night In
the chapparal were ordered to the
beach for breakfast they stacked arms
on the brow of the hill and, descend-
ing the hill unarmed, were eating when
without warning the enemy opened fire
with s volley of about fifty shots, As
usual, the firing party could not be located
immedintely, Coapt. Spleer's men of Com.
pauy D, who have been In the
thick of every engagement thus far,
were  apparently caught in  a  trap,
Their rifles were sll on the hilltop.
Jackles who were unloading supplies were
alno excellent targets, und If the Spaniards’
work bad been skillful more American blood
would have been shed. At orders from their
officers a seore of marines dasbed Into the
Lushes, firing as they went, Others broke
opon cases of rifles and ammunition and
passed them around to comrades. The
tired and footsore Cubaus, from grizzled
old  veteran to boy, were not far
behiud  the marines 1o respending
to the call, They swore flerce oaths as shey
buckled on eartridge belts, and, machets In
band, plunged through the torturing cactns,
Col, Huntingron, from a place of observa-
tlon on the hirow of the hill, could ses the
Spanish Hre directed from the low land
between the camp and the lagoon lying
northeastward., His gunners did swifi
work with the eloquent Colt sutomatio
pieces, aud the lsunch of the Marble-
Lead, speeding In toward shore, dropped
one-pounders into the bushes where the
Spanish  were sccreted. The marines
swepl the thickets right and left,
sud In wwenty -mimutes the' Spanish

were sllenced, The nonnumhnunta. who
bad been digging thelr noses in the sand
by the beach and listening to the whir of
bulleta, drew a breath of relief,

Col, Huntington ordered svery man who
had s gun to report te him on the hill, and
in & steady stream, at doubls quick,
coatleas and hatleas men, g ipping
rifles  or revolvers, responded. The
ronnd.up showed that the Spanish
shooting Thad been too high, Not
s man on our alde was hit, Stray shota
punctured fly tenta oger tha trenches and
ploughed furrows in the mounds fronting
the trenches. The men had acted with
gnllantry, and showed that they sere rap-
idly growing accustomed to Spanish war-
fars,

All day the hellograph had besn working
from the little village of Canos, at the
head of the harbor, seven miles dlstant,
and through glasses the Americans
could sen Spanish gunboats, a torpedo
boat, aud four launches making frequent
trips about the barbor. The ensmy was
probably strengthening hia forcea In the
nelghborhood,

To-day's maneuvres materially strength.
ened the American position. When the
despatch boat left at B o'clock to-night
only part of the expeditlon which started

out to roundup the Spanlards In
the hills had returned to eamp,
but it was known that the hello-

graph station on the third ridge had been
captured and more than forty-six Span-
fards killed. Our loss, so far as known,
was one Cuban scout killed, ones Cuban
wounded, and a newspaper correspondent
aamed Whyen shot through the nose.

An expedition of 300 marines and 40
Cubans started at 10:30 to reconnoitre the
throo mountain ridges between the camp
and the sea. The Dolpliln went around on
the wmea side to sholl the woods
Capt. Elllott of Company C and Lieuts,
Lucas and Bannon, with thirty men,
stormed one ridge and drove the Sprniards
seaward. Shells from the Dolphin drove
them back to the ridge agnin, when Elliott
opened fire with good effect and many
Spanlards were seen to fall. Buzzards are
already circling over all three ridgea,

Capt. Spicer with Lieuts. Shaw and
Neville reached camp at 6 o'clock. They
reported that the hellograph station
on the highest ridge had been cap-
tured. The entire heliograph outfit
Is now on fts way to the camp.
The elgual statlon and blockhoise were
burned. No shots were heard from the
hills after 5 o’cleck, and eo [t was supposed
that the rest of the party were pro.
ceeding toward the camp at lelsure.
After tho skirmish at breakfust time the
camp has been entirely unmolested, Feara
were entertained of an attack tonight.
A Spaulsh gunboat three miles up the river
was seen ferrying troops across all day,

At 5 o'clock Col. Huntington found that
most of his marines were so exhausted

by thelr day's work In the woods
that he sent to the Marbleboad, ask.
Ing that 150 jackies ba sent on

shore to help guard the eamp during the
night. Commander MeCalla fmmediately
complied with hls request, and a number
of the sailors on the Ilolphin also volun-
teered to come ashors. Oune Cuban was
placed under arreat to-day for acting aus-
plelously while on scout duty,

The freshest wsoldler In camp to.day
was Dewey, the marines' mongrel pup.
Dewey has proved Limaclf worthy of
his godfather by taking part In
all the fights and scrambliug {rom his
post in the rifls pit to the top of the breast-
works while the firing was at its height.
The arrival of the supply ship Itenolute Is
engerly awalted,

The skirmish this morning, although
short, wns one of the fiercest attackas yet
made, The Spuulards, It s supposed, were
maddened by bunger,

Five of the marines who were wounded
In the skirmishof Monday were transferred
to the hospital sbip Solace, which left for
Bantlago to-day. They are dolng well.
Twao others are on the Panther convalea-
cent.

A Cuban who reached camp to-day re-
ports that the Spaulsh are shipplog soldiers
by traln from Santingo, supposing that all
American troops are to be landed here,

During to-day's expedition elght men
were brought back to camp prostrated by
heat, Oune marine wus crazy,

Cubans Belnforce the Marines at Gusniansme,
WaBIINGTON, June 10,~A telewrnm from Ad-
miral HSampson saye thant he has heen reinforoed
by several hundred Cubans, and that afMairs st
Guantanamo are Iin a sstlafactory condition.
The town of Acerrederan has beon occuplea by
troops usder Rabbl.

waters, The day was warm, and there was
hardly a riffle on the surface of the water,

1% was a fow minules past 1 o'clock when the
Chian holsted the blue prter and directed the
flest to got under way., The Senator frat
ntralghtened oullfor the run to Manila. Next
the China swung away from her anchorage and
ntartad down the bay, followed by the Colon
and Zealandis and a long lloe of tuzboata and
steamers, At 1380 P, M. the fleet waa off
Tombard atreet, and a fow minutes later the
nlilps were ntoaming past Meigs's Whart,
Thousands of people, attracted by the blowlng
of whistles, rushed to points of vaniage on the
water front and cheered tho departing boats.
Boldiers crowded the fort mt the polnt and
shouted and waved their’hats as the squadron
passed outithrough the Golden (Gats. A heavy
fog lay outside the bar. and before 2 o'clock
the tranaports were lost in the mista.

It Is expectod that the four ahips compris-
Ing the third expedition will sail from here in
tet days, and that thelr departure will nut be
marked by tho vexatlous delays which attend-
od the sailing of the first and second expedl-
tions, The trouble in thelr omse was cuused
by the lack of supplies in the local markets, but
within the last ten days bundreds of carioads
of provisions bave reached here from the East,
and from now on it is belloved that the de-
apatch of troops to Manila will bo efected with
precislon,

The third flest of transports, composed of the
Morgan City, Ohlo, Indisns, and City of Para,
will take about 4,000 men. The fourth trans-
port fleot will fncluds the City of Pueblo, due
here on June 20, and the veasels of the North
FPaciflo Steamship Compuny, the Victorla, now
nt Tavows, aad the Olympia, dun nt Beattle on
June 18, It will move before July 1.

Eighty mon of the First Hogiment, Nevada
Cavalry, who arrived last night at Oakland,
crossed the bay this morning, and proceeded to
Camp Moeorritt.

A BPANISH LIFUTENANT CAUGHT

He Was on the Frize Seamer Twickenham
in the Gulss of & Commen Sailor,

bent, to Santiago If possible.

The Bt. Louls bhad been lying in walt and
caught the ship on June 10 off Kingston. En-
eign Payne and a prize crew were put on, On
June 12, while the ship was on Lhe way bere, &
sallor informed the Enslgn that there was a
Epanish oMcer on board. The sailor told
bim to seo the steward. Payne saw the
steward mnd succeeded In making Lhim polot
out the Spaniard, The Lisutenant was In the
dresn of a common snilor mod had been working
in tho ooglne rooms, He at Mrst denled bis
identity, but subsoquently admitted the truth,
The steward Lold Payne that when the 8t Louls
was chaning the Twickenbam, Forniar was seon
tothrow overbuard & beavily weighted loather
bag., It ls supposed that the bag contalned
valusble papers. Bome papers were found on
the man, but their importance has not yot been
determined. Payuo made bito s prisoner, The
ship wan libelled 1odey. Capl. Hobertson filed
& protest. e declared that Fornler wus put on
as o passenger mnd he knowas nothing of bim,
