“ It wan too Nne s day, too good to last,” was
the verdiot of wheelmen yeatarday whea Lhey
were caunght in the aftearnoon shower. It dia
poemn s il the fdeal cycling weather that wma
enjored in the morning was more than mortals
vould expect to continoe, After the oppremaive
fiont of lant week, that was probibitive to many
riders, yeaterdny was & Hunday that for riding
waans rare as any day in June, The Invilation
to oydliste that wanoxtended by the coolness and
aweatnens of Lhe alr was acospted with enthusi-
asmtn, and ngaln out went aimost avery ridabla
machine and all capable of padalling. The tre-
mendous throngn that mave up and down the
looal drivewaya on hot days and cloudy days,
when riders do not care to vanture far from
bome, were deplated by the number who sought
the rural districts, Heporta from up the State,
New Jersny, Staten Iniand, and Long Island all
told of mreat ontpourings of excursionints
awheel, and tended to show Lhat groat numbers
are becoming tired of keeping to the stereo-
trpod local runs, In the evening the ferrybonta
and trains renching the eity ware louded with
ridera of both sezen, hunareds of them deanched
and mud splashed, but still alinging te bunches
of dalsien, wild roses, and other Nowers which
thoy had gatherad.

Tha actlon taken by the Board of Ofcers of
the Mew York State division on Saturdsy rela-
tive to the griavance of the Harlem Wheslmen
sgainst A, D, Walt of the Racing BHoard was n
surprise to almost every one, especially hecause
of ita having been done 8o delibarately and qui-
otly. The Harlems, of courss, wanted the board
to come tosome declglon, and 1L was expectad
that the subject wounld be broughl up and result
In & wrangle. No one, howevor, looked for an
aotlon po decidedly favorable to the club and ne
rebuking to Walt as the appelniment without
argument of an [ovestigating committes. Ile.
fore the meeling m number of Lhose proml.
nent in Lesgus afalrs snld they did not see
how the subject could be Inireduved for oMeial
action, but the delegntes at the meeting did not
for an inatant hesitate, The promptlness of thelr
aotion and Lhe fact that Walt desmed It well to
stay away confirmed the impression that sym-
pathy in oMeial clrcles is pretty much all onthe
nlde of the clubmen, whomn Walt refuned to pro-
teot In the holding of & State meet, though It
wan Lo the Intarest of the depleted Siate treas-
ury to do wo, Kven as the matter stands, before
the Investigation is finished, the Harlems have
achieved m moral victory in their ight. The ac.
tion of Lhe State oMears effectually heads off the
proponad Investimation by the Amsociated
Cycling Clubs, Those in Lho coatrolling clrole
of the nsnociation say that tho committes it ap-
pointed at Iis last meoting will be called off.”
It In interesting to note that at least three of
the commities of Ave appointed to make Chair-
man Walt explain bis doinge are mon whoopenly
declare Lh 1voa op d te tbhe continuation
of raging control by the Luague.

sild,  mecording  to l.enTue rules, It Ia
necesaaTy to procure a sanction frem the Raslng
Board for record triala. In n groat many ocases,
notably Hamiiton's trial, thia rale is dmiﬂmiulf
disndvan!iageous to record aspirants, A wheel-
man roay find the weather conditions and track
declded]y favorable for a record trial, and may
under trustworthy auspices establish new rec-
orda while an efticial sunctlon Is lacking. Cou-
siderable doubt exists ms to what position the

Each racer
genarnlly has his special pacemakers at band,
and the caraless munmuvres of the single rider
and pacemakers In taking the turnp and passine
feliow wheelmen may lead some day to avery
sorious uccitent ut some of the bip wralning
campn.

;.luiu ar to exercise care, as the element of danger
