This State's quota under tha sscond eall In-
eluodes three ndditional regiments and thres
batterien of light artillery, oumbering In all
4272 mon, Besldes, thin Btalefurnishes 4,000
men under the second call te Al to thelr maxi-
mum strength the twelve volunteer regimonts
pent to the front uader the fArst call, These
twelve regiments originally numbered 12,600
ofMoers and men, making & total of 20,772 om-
oors and men which New York State furnishes
for volunteer servics under the two calls,

The requisition frem Washington for the regl-
ments and batterien under the second eall, unlike
that under the first call, doss not request the
Governor to 111l it from the Natlooal Guard or-
ganizations, It aimply asks for volunteers, and
leaves it to the Governor to decide whether the
three regimonta shall bo selected from the new
Natlonal Ganrd omuninpnn or from the many
gltizgen regiments whose services have baen of-
fersd. The infantryerganizations of the old
National Guard which were not selectod for vol-
unteer service under the firatoall, and which
the Governor has decided not to wutillze under

IY ATILL LEAKS 4 LITTLE, NUT IT I8
BAID TO BE BAFE,

Peninl of & Published Meport from Waahing-
tem That Bt Weuld Net We Avaliables fer
Manihs—The Matheds Teosd (s Cure the
Lealans and (he DiMenitica Encounteored.

A report which came from Washingten and
was printed yesterday regarding the condition
of timher dock Ne, 3 at the navy yard In Brook-
Iyn suidithat the experta had found It lmpossible
to repair the loaks in the dook, and that thore
was a6 hope that the dock would be avallable
for use (or moenths,

Thin report scoms not to be atrletig In ae-
cordancs with the facts, The work of repalring
the lsaks in this blg new dook has besn golng
on for months, under the supervision of Naval
Constructor Bowles of the navy yard, All that
is visible la one of thess docka is the lining of
timber altar ploces and the floor timbers.

Thase are bolted upon blg timbers which lie
along the bottem or rise at the aldes of the dock
ks the frame of a ship., Thess timbers In
turn are secured to pllings to keep them in
place. The bottom of the dock is made tight,
nol only Ly the timber work, but by means of
aboul five fest of concrete, and this lsat alse
helps to prevant the forcing up of the floor by
pressiire of the outside water when the dock |s
emply. Along the aides the stepped altar
pleces do not prevent the Inflow of water, It
was through the aracks between thess that the
first great leaks cccurred. The water poured
in for a distance of 100 feet or more back from
the calsson gate,

The Waishes, who bullt the dock, declared
that the lsak wans probably along the llne of &
lot of old stone-filled crib work which had

been covered in there When the ind was
filled in years ago. It was thought by some
that the water ciune from an old broek that had
bean blocked up by the filling. Mr. Bowles con-
cludod that the leaks were from under and
about the mouth of the dock, and when the
work of making the repairs was put unresarved-
Iy into his hands he began his, operations, In
Jlll’. melghborhood, He found At defects in
that part of the work, and thess he lias re-
paired. The work was dene at a great disnd-
wantage, innamuch as there was unstable made
land 2full of rubblsh, to work in, and
this he had to eperats among the work al-
putdown, The ground wans se mohilethat
when ene plece of work wus thought to be fin-
{abed and nthers were begun it would ba discov-
ard that lines of sheat piling bad shiftad out of
ruea and had to he either strengthened or new
ines driven, Great lea of lease soll had to
ba taksn out and roplaced with voncrate or
uddled eclay. In thess wars, rulmm:.;ﬂ-:r
fm after leak, the repair work has wproceed-
ed, Aflter the hlgger leaks hud heen secured,
little onas elther developed or nere found. The
work of tracing thess to thelr sources was slow
and costly., Il was onn of the imost useful
things in mak!ng these tests,

The last; test of the dock was mads on Satur-
day, when it was found that a leak sdmitting a
stroam nbout as hlx na one's Hitla aner was all
that was found, nother test was in progress
yesterday, but the dock was not emptied until
night. At this test the calssom was against
the inner grooves, inatead of the outer ones, the
purposs being to see If the leak might be in the
floor of the mouth of the dock between the
grooves. It |s understood that the navy yard
nuthoritiea look upon the dock as prastically
ready for & o use at any time, out that se long
an its use s not imperatively nesded Mr,
Bow]es will be sllowed to continus his work of
repairs until he In satinfled that thedock is as
perfact &8s such a one can be made. Ar the
present time, it is sald, the dock s perfectly
safe for use, and that thero {s litule danger that
the lesk which now exists would grow sny
bigger, even If the dock were put into continu-
ous use atonce,

Looking at the dock as it Is now, wilh triple
rows of plling driven scross its mouth and thess
woven together and fillsd in batween to make
a complote dain, ons who is not an axpart won-
ders how It would be pomsible to ure the dock
except after manths of work. It in aaserted by
the envy gnrd authorities that In an emer
geney the dock could be ready for use in two or
threo days., Sticks of dynamite could be laid
nlong the rows of plles, and these would cut the
elllng off almont as closely us a saw would do it,
Vera the dock wanted at a little longer notice,
the piling would be sawed off, and it isin that
way that it will aventually ba cleared away.
This work {8 airewdy under contract.

In nriklng;untra-t wilh these two docks
stands dock ,No, 1, built of granite, and thera
are many officers of the navy who declare that
ruch an imporiant thing as s dry dock should
never be bullt of anrthing exconpt such lasting
minterinia a8 granite or concret~. In rthess
docke instead of trusting to & rew of sheet piling
al!l around the dock to prevent leakuge, such a
row s pul down at Orst to work within and
afterward a stone or mnsonry wall is buflt all
aboat within it on & sultable foundation. Then
within this amsin, and forming the nltar steps
on the {nslde, another henyy wall, sloped hoth
wavs, ls Inld, also on & solid foundation, while
batwean the two walls ls & drainage channoel.

There are other critiss who declare that the
big dock ought mot to have been built at the
nnyy yard in Brooklyn at}alll becauss of the
badnesa of the ground thers, butl thess forget
that a dry dock ls merely one tool for the re-
pairing of shius and thut it cun be most service-
sble whera it {8 connected with the most com-
plete set of other tuols and apparatus, Inthis
respect the nevy yard in Broeklyws Is suparior to
anr other in the country, and nons will ever bo
able to compele with it so long as New York
holds her place mo the commercial centre of the
country. leep waler hars, tho, has much to de
with the superiority of this yard, At Norfolk,
Vi, s the second bost navy vard of the coun-
try. hut It has & drndred channel which is too
shallew for tho benvier draaght boats to got
through safely. Tha navy yard antborities de-
clare that there was no mistake in building the
big dry dock here, but that 1t was a mistake to
build It cheaply of timber instead of durably of
stons and concrete,

The Novoe Frempa of 8i, Pelarsburg, has
senil here as its apscial commlssioner 8, N,
fyremiatnikof-Blgma, who is to write of Lhe
war and of the attliude of the United Btates to-
ward other nations, especially toward Russia,
Asked yesterday of Musmia's attituda toward
un \he Novoe Fremya's comminsioner raplied:

“The present attitude of Ruassis toward the
United Btates can be exactly described by the
words ‘friendly neutrality.’ Hussia does not
bave the alightest wish to encourage Spain, but

idaring the i superiority of the
Amarioan forces Rusaia does mot ses the need
of offering the United States her nsnistance, na
mhe bas done when England was attempting to
bring about the disruption of the American
Union.

“Yet if such Is the position of the oMelal Rus-
nin, the Humian peopls, and pariiznlarly the
oultivated classoes, do not lose ont of sight that
the American peools have now assumed the
same noblo task In favor of the Cubans an that
we acoomplished twenty yoars ago fer the
banefit of Bulgarians, Therefore, the natural
aympathies of the Russlana weuld be with the
efforts of the Amerioans to liberate an op-
presssd people.

*On the other hand, it oannot bhe denled that
& most paloful impression has been produced
on the Russian sublic epinlon by the language
of a part of the Amarioan presr advocating an
Angle-American alliance agalnst Rusela In the
FarlEast. Should the American nation follow
such adrlee there ls no doubt that it would be
deeply resented by the Russian nation, which ia
determined not to yleld ons inch of her legitl-
mato position en the shores of the Pacifie.

“Fortunately, the admirable good sense and
the olear-headednems of the Americans do not
admit of the posslbllity of thelr adopting much
a pelicy, In the Far East England and the
United Htatea, ms the two greatest industrial
rations, are natural competito rs, strugreling
for a vredominancé in the Chinese murkets.
The part of Russia in Manchuria and Corea,
an woll as in China, {s that of a protacter of lena
civilized peoples which, by thelr origin and his-
tory, are nearer to us than to Weatarn nations,
It is generally recognized that Ruania has nocu-
pled Port Arthur moerely in order to counteract
the perniclons conseguences of Germanvy's vio-
lent sefrureof Kiee Chou. Russian pelicy in
the Far Kast ought to be particularly ap-
plauded by the Americans, for it creates a
boundless fleld for Ameriecan enterprise. A%
present important orders of every kind are
being made for the Iussinn army and navy of
East Siberia in the United States, and even pro-
vlalons for Russlan troops are being sent from
Ban Francisco. Undonbtedly the develapment
of Russian Influence in Manchuria will open a
considernble nrea o Amorlcan trade and Indus-
try. The only necessary cendition of fully
profiting by thess most favorable prospects is
the cessation of playing at & pollcy which might
allenate an old and trusty friend without belng
able to transform a natural and traditional op-
ponent inte a disintorested ally.”

We are sxalted to s new and
unlooked-for altitude, and in the degree of our
pew consideration we must henceforth measure
our value and eur influemce. It would be hard
to overeatimate the practical importanes tous
of this changed conditien. It will affact our
commoercial interests in this bemisphera inan
extraordinary degres, and in the determination
of China's destiny It will be seen that we can-
not be fgnored.

To the Asiatic, and im a great degres to the
Caucasian dweller in this part of the world, the
United States has nover steod for more thana
noun of muititude, and in its present attitude it
s almest as much of & surprise as Japan wan
when it declared itself & modern power and
proved it.

That we have entersd upon & mew erain our
history is very evident to every Amerioan
officlally or transitorily stationed out bers, and
there Is pone such that does not feel it and
pardonably exwult in it,

weak, and askad permission to prosent the side
of the retall trade on the tax question. The re-
quest was positively refused. 'This was taken
to mean that the retallers would have to stand
all the tax, representing in first-class saloons
from FL.000 to 84,000 annual loss. The Liguor
Trades Review, In an article to be published
to-day, wherein the brewars are referred to in
uncomplimentary terms as “barons.” will say:

TAX ON NOTES, OMECKS AND SALNA,

Banks May Do Away Aliogether with Promis-
sery Netea in Cnll Loans.

Lawyers are now busy devising the best way
for the banks to meect the feature of the War
Hevenue bill which pulss stamp tax of two cents
per $100 upon promlssory notes, 1t is agreed
that if the loaning of money is conducted as ab
present, with colinternl notes given on all eall
loans mude hy the banke, the tax will putse
beavy a burden upon trading In stocks that all
present methods will have Lo be revised. A

greatl many call loans are mnade for one day only,
On suecn joaus the tax would be uitlrlnt{'
more thun 7 per cent. a year, which would be
additional to the nsusl 6" per cenL interest for
carrying stocks now charged customers by the
brokers, and wouid ﬁ:acnrnl}y prohihit trading,

The latest plun to ropoaed, which has meb
wilth » grood deal or favor, is to do away alto-
gether with notes, and Instend let borrowers
give n geueral power of attornoy to their banks,
which will allow the banks in cuse of & deprecia-
tion in the colisieral on a loan to sell the col-
luteral on the Sterk Exchange. It Is poasible
that a meeting of the Clearing House Commit.
tee will be beld to puss upon the matter.
