Hven the Ipaalan leiaien Hair Starved The

Defeaee or tbe City a Fare.
Saw Franciboo, June 25. Hong Kong ad-

vices received by the steamer Coptie are to May
28. They show that Manila is In a more de-

plorable condition than Havana, for even the
Spanish soldiers are half starved, while the
poorer classes are reduced to terrible straits to
escape starvation.

The soldiers' rations consltt merely of rice and
dried fish, and they have scarcely enough of
either to sustain life. Old salt beef sella for
91.75 a pound, and poor, bony chickens bring
92 each. The volunteer are threatening to

elze the stores, as IheUSpaalsh authorities have
not paid tham for months, and they can get
neither money nor food.

About 800 Chinese were Induced to enter the
army on the promise of 91 a day, but they hsve
Veen kept hard at work cleaning guns, and have
had no pay, Many have died of exeesslve werk
without nourishment.

The defence of the city is said to be a farce,
ae many of the gun are coated with rust and
are absolutely useless.

Many robberies are eceurrlng. One Spanish
gentleman had a servant who had been with
him for four year. Returning home one day,
he found the door loeked.

He bunt the door open and found hi wife
bound la a chair, while the servant wa loot-
ing the plaoe. The man was turned over to
the autborltls, but wa released the next day.

AuuNT,June20. The Seventh Regiment of
New York, tho Twenty-thir- d of Brooklyn and
the Seventy-fourt- of Buffalo are to remain In
the State as part of the home guard. That was
decided finally to-d- by Gev. Black after his
conference with the regimental officer. The
Beveuth and Twenty-thir- d regiments did not
look with favor upon the plan proposed to Gor.
Black by Adjt.-Ge- Tllllnghast to give a
chance to volunteer to the officers and
men of these regiments, of the Seventy-fourth- ,

and of the ten separate companies not selected
under the first call. Tbe offloers of the Seventy-fourt- h

favored tho plan rather than have their
men go to the front under new officers through
Individual enlistment.

Those at the conference besides the Qorernor
and the Adjutant-Genera- l were CoL Applston,
Lleut,-Co- l. Klpp and Major Abrams of the Sev-
enth Regiment, Col, Smith and Major Stoke of
tho Twenty-third- , and Col. Fox, Lieut.-Co- l.

Cootie and Major Wood of the Seventy-fourth- .

The conference was hold In the Eiocu tiro cham-
ber and lasted for more than an hour.

The officers of the Seventh and Twenty-thir- d

were opposed to the Adjutant-General'- s plan,
desiring to preserve the Integrity of their regi-
ments. Tbe oftlcorsof the Seventy-fourt- had
the samo desire, but for the purpose of avoiding
the suspicion that they were unwilling to volun-
teer a a regiment they were anxious to
accept the opportunity offered. Tbelr decision
was made after the Governor had stated that It
would bo Impossible to send the organization
to the front as regiments. The plan proposed by
the Adjutant-Gener- was outlined in Tub
StTH The Governor was to com-
mission the Colonel of each of these three
regiments to recruit a volunteer regi-
ment from among the members of the
National Guard, to be known as the 107th, the
123d and 174th Now York Stnto Volunteer
Regiments. The member of the old regiment
were to bare tho 11 ret chance to volunteer, and
the members of tho other guard organizations
the next Gov. Black decided that as all ths
regimental officers did not favor the plan it
would have to be abandoned.

After the conference Gen. Tllllnghast, while
he would not discuss all the matters which
wore considered, said: "Tho Governor will not
let the Seventh, Twenty-third- , and Seventy-fourt- h

regiments go to the front. He told the
officer he thought they should stay at home
and fulfil their duty to their State, a the
State needed their services for the protection of
life and property. It was of grave Importance,
to tho citizens of the State that they should set
asldo their personal feelings In the matter. The
Governor also told them that ho thought
It absolutely necessary to keeD the three
regiments and ten separate companies at
homo, in order that they might be at
hand to respond to his call. The Governor told
the officers he knew their men were willing to
go Into the light, and he assured them further
tbat there was entertained by the State authori-
ties nothing but the strongest feeling of regard
for their worth and patriotism."

The Adjutant-Genera- l announced tbat the
three regiments remaining to be selected under
the second call would be known a the 201st,
202d and 203d Now York 8tate Volunteer,
and that they would be recruited by National
Guard officers, commissioned by the Gov-
ernor for that purpose. He thought that
recruiting stations would be established at
New York, Syracuse and Buffalo. Enlistment
will be confined at first to member of the Na-
tional Guard, Including the Seventh, Twenty-thir- d

and Sevsnty-fourt- regiments, and If a
sufficient number cannot be secured civilian
volunteers will be enlisted. By this plan mem-
bers of the three regiments will have about the
same opportunity to enlist under the second call
as they would have had under Gen. Tllllng-
hast' original plan, although they will not be
under their own officers.

The Adjutant-Genera- l ha been notified by the
War Department that these three regiments
will be fully uniformed and equipped from
Washington. Francis Townsend Underhlllof
New York city, who Is on the staff of Brlg.-Ge-

McCoskry Butt, and Major William T. Par-
sons of tbe Sixty-fift- h Keglmentof Buffalo, have
already been commissioned by tbe Governor a
quartermasters in these regiments. Four candi-
dates for the post of surgeons in these regi-
ments will be examined here on Monday and
Ave on Tuesday. The Examining Board, which
was appointed consist of Dr. Charles E.
Jones of this city, Dr. E. C. Nlcholl of Troy and
Dr. E. IL Bullock of Syracuse.

"Sir: The memorandum of the Adjutant-Genera- l

of tbe United States Army respecting
tbe balance of the quota of tho troops of this
State on the second call having been made pub-
lio, showing that this State Is to furnish three
regiments of infantry, I have the honor on behalf
of the Seventh Regiment, N. G. N. Y and In
accordance with a vote of It officer and men,
to request that It may be permitted to organize
and constitute one of such volunteer regiments.
In doing so, allow me to say that at tb out-
break of the present war, and on the
10th day of April, 180S, I reported to
the commanding officer, N. G, N. Y that
tbe regiment ' will unhesitatingly volunteer
or respond to the oall of ths President for any
duty that may be required.' Its desire was to
serve a an organization In It thon state of ef-
ficiency, In which capacity requests havo since
come from Gen. Nelson A, Miles, Gen. Fltzhugh
Lee, and Oen. Guy V, Henry, of the United
Btates Army, in terms of compliment and con-
fidence for Its services.

" Now that the opportunity appears for us to
go as a regiment and represent the State In this
national service, I beg tbat tbe Governor will
grant the request and designate the Seventh
Regiment for that purpose. Very respectfully,

" Daniel AprLKTON, Colonel."
On the 22d of this month Col. Appleton wrote

the following letter to tbe Governor:

Tho following Is tbe Governor's reply:
" Executive Chamber,

Aldanr, June 25, 1SU8.
"Col. Daniel Appleton.

" Mv Dear Sir: Your letter of the 17th te
Gen. Tllllnghast and of Ibe 22d to myself are
both at hand, I realize the Importance of tbe
question which your letter presents. 1 have to
the best of my ability considered It both
before and after your communications. I am
obliged to decline your offer. The reasons which
have Influenced me seem to admit of no other
conclusion, Tbe position of your regiment and
of others similarly placed and the-- honorableand
soldierly bearing of the National Guard have
niade It just and proper that the reason should
be stated.

"When the first call for troops came from
Washington the Government there asked that

ai.i .'an nuA,ifwsT'l .i ,i,.ii'iTi

that call be filled by the National Duard of the
different States. My strong personal wish was
that onr National Guard should remain at home
and that tho need of the General Oorernment
should be met solely by rolunteers. I felt,
howsrsr, that the wisdom of the President, so
universally recognised In the present emergency,
was the only safe guide for the State to follow.
Any other course on the part of New York,
either alone or with other Btates, would havo
been neither Justified nor successful The
larger part of our National Guard, therefore,
departed under that oall. The whole Guard
could not go, for New York's quota was not
large enough to embrao It entire guard. For
that reason and for no other, some of our regi-
ments and separate companies were left at
home.

" The guard thus depleted would have been
Inadequate to the State In case of riot or other
disturbance If the place of those departing had
not been speedily filled. This was done, and
the State administration has at all time,
folt able to meet any emergency that
might art. But those coming Into the
guard under uch conditions were then,
In many cases, untrained a soldiers. The rem-
nant of the National Guard at home has been
of the utmost value In supplying the needed
training. The need for Its services at home Is
as great now as ever. This State, with bil-

lions of property, millions of people, and vast
territorial extent, should not be left without
a drilled military. The established poltoy of the
citate has been to maintain the largest and

National Guard In the country. To
thl end It has expended millions of dollars. To
rsverso this policy now, when no need demands
It, when the country Is not In danger, when
hundred of thousands of willing men are striv-
ing to enter the Government service, would be
an act whloh every sane man In the State would
condemn.

" If the question of obligation alone le consid-
ered, wo shall be led to the same conclusion, for
the first obligation of the guard Is to the State,
the relation existing between tbe two Is estab-
lished by many considerations. The State ha
built armories, provided uniforms and equip-
ments, and established upon the broadest and
most liberal lines n guard unmatched by any
other State. For these things the guard has
assumed a duty which It Is bound to discharge.
In year past it has met tbat duty with fidelity
and skill which have awakened universal grati-
tude and pride.

"There I another consideration which to me
Is not the least, I have felt that under the first
call many men went to the front who should
have stayed at home. Their duty was here
until the need of the country was greater
than It has been at any time in the
present trouble. Some enlisted under a pres-
sure which was neither Intelligent nor Just,
forcing them to a step which the necessities of
the Government did not require, and which was
prompted mainly by fear of censure If they re-

mained at home.
"I shall not permit that experience to b re-

peated. When there are thousands of volun-
teers It Is no tlm for a draft. If the Seventh of
New York, the Twenty-thir- d of Brooklyn, the
Seventy-fourt- h of Buffalo or any of the sepa-
rate companies in the State were asked to go,
many would feel obliged to respond who
should not. They have been criticised and
mlsrepressnted for staying at home. Rather
than most that criticism some would abandon
duties at home which they are bound In honor
to discharge. This would be true under a sec-
ond call to a greater extent than under the first,
because tho censure has been so long and so
often repeated.

" If the second call from Washington asked,
a the first did, fer the National Guard, I should
yield to that request. In the belief tbat tbe na-

tional Government sees the wholo plan of which
I see only a part. But tbe second call does not
come in the form of tho first. Criticism, rabid
and unreasoning, has forced many men to the
front It will not, with my consent, force any
mors.

" These are some of the considerations which
move me to deallne the generous offer of the
old portion ef the National Guard. The new
portlone of that Guard I shall oall upon,

thsy enlisted with the nurpose on their
own part, and with the promise on the part of
the StateGovernment, that they should have the
privilege of going If a second call was made.

" In declining the offers of the Seventh, the
Twenty-thir- and the SerentT-fourt- and the
old separate companies, which have been so
freely tendered, I wish to declare my respect
and admiration for the National Guard of this
State, which has under every circumstance in
the present emergency so acted as to Increase
Its own great reputation and merit tne approba-
tion of the State. I am, with great respect, very
truly your.

Gomez's command number 7,000 men, of
whom 2,000 aro absolutely unarmed. BInce the
war began the General has received no aid. All
the expeditions have taken them war supplies
to the other parts of the island, and he has been
rsduoed to dire straits. The strain has told on
him. Ills men say hs ba been slek ef late and
Inollned to be melancholy.

They determined to come to the United State
and ask assistance. The Bpanlsh forces, they
say, do not number many In the province.
Recently most of the Spanish troops have
been moved to Santiago and navana. The
Spaniard deserted the Interior province long
ago and the troops are concentrated on tbe
coast.

Tbe men say further, that some day ago a
mall steamship left Calbarien with Bpanlsh

troops on board. It Is presumsd they are In-

tended to reinforce towns near the eastern end
ot the Island.

CUBA'S XKBBIBLB IIVNGBB,

Letter free Bavaaa Telllag erthe Ceadllrea
f Thlac Cerrera'a Flight.

Chicago, June 20. L A Varga, a Cuban res-

ident ot Chicago, who was the first Mexican
Consul In this city, ha recelred a letter from a
fellow countryman In Cuba,, relative, which
probably gives a true atateraentot tbe desperate
strait to which the citizens of Havana and
other Cuban porta hare been reduced. The let-
ter 1 dated nt Mariano on June 1, and say In
part:

" We are completely blockaded, and many of
the principal article of first necessity have
already given out; corn Is soldnt'OOInstver
the fanega, about 140 pound. Corn meal 1

almost out ot existence, also wheat flour, and on
this account a considerable number of bakeries
have closed their door and the very few that still
remain open have reduced tho manufacture of
bread to a great extent Bacon Is no longer
known, and there Is also a scarcity of cattle for
slaughter. The only thing we have In some
abundance la jerked beef and rice. Sweet
potatoes are sold at fl:0O sliver thearroba
twenty-fiv- e pound and at the same rate are
all other vegetable. In the market there are
vegetable In om abundance, and tbe large
Chill peppers are sold at Bl illrer per one
hundred. Meat I sold at 91 a pound,
and this thanks to tho severe dispositions and
restriction taken by the Government In order
to prevent the considerable raising of prices.
Tbe bank bills are of almost no value. One
hundrod dollars In bank bill are worth only
$20 in gold.

"The port of Cardenas the Insurgents nnd
Americans havo under their control. They
havo fortified Cayo Pledra and Cayo Diana,
which aro two reefs forming the entrance of
the bay ot Cardenas, and In each one of
the forts they hnve raised the lnsurgont
flag, together with the American. Besides the
cannons with which they have strengthened
tho forts and defences, thoy have placed thero
two large monitors for dofence in blockading
the fort

"Four men-of-w- havo arrived at tho Island
from Spain. They ore the Vlzcayn, Colon,
Oquendo, and Maria Teresa. Thoy onterod tbe
Bay Santiago de Cuba without bolng seen,
but unfortunately they arrived without muni-
tions of war and with little cosl. This
was due to the fact that In Spain they
Informed Admiral Cervera that all his wants
would be supplied on his arrival at Santiago de
Cuba, but he was entirely fooled, for ho did not
And ammunition of any kind or any coal, nnd
he will be without both unless he dares to come
to Havana.

" One of tho greatest enemies fighting us Is
hunger, which exists y among the poorer
classes, tossy nothing of tbe thousands of bog-ga-

who formerly lived on public charity, but
who cannot receive any help, because thero Is
nothing to be given. For these there Is no relief,
and death would bo a blessing. The worst fea-
ture of our condition is that nobody dares say
a word In protest. Tho people always have de-
pended on the Government to do overytbinsln
the way of public acts, and nobody would take
the Initiative to remedy conditions if a remedy
were possible. The council of administration,
which centrals everything, does things to suit
Itself, not caring what happens to these Door
wretches.

" The street of Havana aro as deserted as on
holy week. The Custom House Is open all the
time-- to be ventilated, I suppose. Mules nnd
horses are dying by the hundreis lecauso
of the lack of corn. I took a walk through
D Obispo and between horses en 1

mules I counted dve dead and many dying ones
attached to carriages and wsgon. It seems al-

most Impossible to believe the severe effects of
the blockade, and still the Spaniards at home
would make us believe we were provided for
months. Here, after forty-fiv- e days of blockade,
everything Is naked.

"The condition of affairs becomes worse every
day. The Insurgents, supported by the Ameri-
cans, are stronger y than ever, and really I
do not see anything to clear the Spanish horizon
or anything to save us from a crushing defeat
except nn evacuation ot Cubs, We all hope
that very soon we shall be able to see a good end
to this affair, for urly It cannot last much
longer."
