Moses Penrtorgrass and His Salary
of Four Dollars a Year.

The Senate and tho Bouse have both
passed a bill in which The Sun and many
Americans of good disposition and sound
digestion have In past yearn taken some
friendly Interest. It is a bill for the relief
ofMosEsPENDEROBAssof LlbertyvlIle.Mis-souri- .

Moses Is the citizen who faithfully
carried the United States mails, in sun-
shine and In storm, over a route thirty
miles long, six times a week for nearly a
year, and received for tho service six dol-

lars and eighty-fou- r cents from the United
States Government.

This Is one of the most remarkable cases
of red tape on record. It appeals strongly
not only to the sense of justice, but also to
the sense of humor.

The mail route from Knob Lick to Liber-tyvill- o

and to Coffman was advertised for
contract In September, 1880, by Postma-

ster-General Vilas for the fiscal year
from July 1, 1887, to Juno 30, 1888.
When the bids were opened in due time at
Washington It was found that there were
twenty-fiv- e bidders. These offers ranged
from $000 a year, the highest, down to $4
a year, the lowest. The next to the lowest
bid was $317. The lowest, $4 a year, was
Moses's, and he got the job.

Without paying the slightest attention
to the singular smallness of Moses's propo-
sition, the department gravely completed
the formalities for starting out this enter-
prising carrier on his twelve months' work
at a salary of $4 a year. Contracts, oaths,
bonds, sureties, and schedules were officially
prepared and accepted, Moses signing the
documents with a little crossmark, for
he can neither read nor write. On July
1 he cheerfully shouldered his mail
bags, acccording to contract. His con-

tract was to travel from Knob Lick to
LIbertyville and back every day of tho
week except Sunday, and three times a
week to Coffman, fifteen miles, and back.
Before he began, the dally service was ex-

tended to Coffman by order of Mr. Vilas,
and an allowance pro rata was made on tho
contract price. Tho dally route was there-
fore thirty miles. The time schedule Indi-
cates that this distance was travelled by
Mr. Moses Pendehorass on foot.

Everything went on smoothly and hap-
pily for Moses until tho expiration of the
first quarter, when he received from the
United States Government a check or war-
rant for $1.71 for his hard summer's work ;

that Is, one dollar as by contract and seve-

nty-one cents extra for the extra three
trips a week between LIbertyville and
Coffman, nlno miles, and back. The
amount of the check astonished Moses and
led to an official correspondence which has
extended through years and would fill sev-

eral pages of Tub Sun.
The fact was that Moses had Intended to

contract for $100, or $'J00 less than tho
highest bid actually made. In preparing
his bid IiIh literary deficiencies led him to
seek assistance from Mr. A. A. Rddy, tho
Postmaster at Knob Lick, and ulso a jus-
tice of the peace. Rudy carelessly filled
In the amount as $4 Instead of $400, and
In that form the hid was received and read
at Washington, and the contract was
awarded. Explanations followed from
nuDV nud others, but Moses was bound In
cast Iron. Ho was sternly informed that
there was no way out of his four-dolla- r Job
except to throw up tho contract and buffer
tho penalties. The Hon. William P.

Meanwhile tho victim kept right on car-rjin- g

sibilities of official duty, but also a sort of
healthy pride In being a part of the giant
machine, of national administration. Tho
thicker the documents and letters from
Washington poured in upon him, tho
more perplexed Mosrs became, Ho could
not understand why ho and his
family should be expected to llvo on six
dollurs aud eighty four cents a year while
travelling for the Government thirty miles
every week day In all kinds of weather.
Yet he did not want to embarrass tho Gov-

ernment, if he could help it. Tho ono thitig

Mo!ea did understand, however, was his I

time schedules, and he kept his legs I

and brought tho letters and news-

papers In every day, right on the stroko of
tho clock.

Was theronot a certain heroism In tho
pcrformnnco of this humble servant of tho
Government? About the beginning of tho
fourth quarter Moses dictated a somewhat
pathetic epistle to the Second Assistant
Postmaster-General-, whom ho regarded as
representing his venerated but somewhat
exacting employer, Undo Sam :

"Km Lice, Maroh I, tRHS.

Dear Sim I notified tha honorable Poitmaiter-Genera- l

that I was compelled to glra up carrying
the mall,

"Mv bid wa ttOO. The roilmaiter at Knob Lick

made It out for me and made It Si when he wanted
tomakeltftOO. The roiimaMer-Oenera- l wrote me
that for further Information to communicate with
you and atale the reaaoa for quitting my contract. I

am a poor man and have a family to aupport, and
how can I do It on (t a year r

It would be a limited nupport, and It yon can do
aomethlnicformeyourfaTor ahall never to forgot-
ten, I aaiure you, I hare now carried the mall three
quarterf. Am now bound to quit If there la not a
change male, Fleaae let me hear from you toon, I
am yours truly. Moils fctoERonAss."

In reply to this appeal, Moses got a stern
notice that If he quit his four-dolla- r a year
Government job ho would bo liable for
damages to the Government for breach of
contract. Later tho amount of damages
assessed against Moses or his bondsmen
was officially stated at $1,450,851 The
official machine began to grind out volum-
inous documents again In the Pendergrass
case, and, more bewildered than ever, the
poor postman continued to make his thirty
miles a day. As a matter of fact, wo un-

derstand that Moses delivered tho bags
to tho Coffman Postmaster In person, as
usual, up to tho very last day of his con-

tract year.
All this seems grotesque, does It not? Is

It any less absurd that after that year of
hard service, and after tho justice of
Moses's claim had become apparent to
everybody, and after Senators and Repre-

sentatives had busied themselves in his
behalf, ho should havo gone until now
without any doflnlto prospect of getting
tho pay which ho bo honestly and
faithfully earned in 1887 and 1888?
Dills have been Introduced in three or
four different Congresses for tho rellof of
Moses Pendergrass. Committees have
Investigated his claim ovrr and over again.
Correspondence with the departments has
filled folios. Pendergrass bills have passed
the Senate without 'passing the House, or
the House without passing the Senate.
But it was not until Thursday last,
almost exactly ten years after Moses com-

pleted the last thirty miles of the ten
thousand miles of hard travel which
Rudy's careless pen made him undertako
for tho sum of four dollars, that a bill giv-
ing him his duo passed both houses of Con-

gress and went to the President.
Moses will now get $370.50 in full satis-

faction of his claim; and wo think that
nobody who has read this bumble chapter
of official history will be sorry that Moses
is going to get the money.

Tho Vermont Repnbllcans.
The platform of tho Vermont Republicans

moro Interesting to Americans every day:
We are opposed to the resurrender to Spanlih mis-

rule of any territory which the valor ot our army and
navy has rescued or may hereafter rescue from the

promote the welfare of lu Inhabitants and the true
glory of our country."

Common humanity forbids the restoration
to the Spaniards of any colonial possessions
whicli may be taken from them In tho
course of the war. Wo may take It for
granted that only a few incurable
Mugwumps will be fouud to favor
such restoration. Spanish, then, such
possessions are not to be. Given away to
other nations they cannot be, even If this
country were foolish enough to wish to be-

stow upon others commercial advantages
which might be rightfully enjoyed by

Internstlonal pothers, jealousies,
frictions, and warn would arise from such
an arrangement. That would be flinging a
bone to the hungry dogs of Europe. Joint
control would bo open to the same objec-
tions. Guaranteeing a Government by na-
tives would be a clumsy and perilous pro-
cess, continually subjecting us to responsi-
bilities made for us by others, and giving
us trouble and expense without profit.

We don't know any better Government
than that of the United States. Populations
released from the grip of Spain and brought
under that Government will be benefited
thereby, and the United States will bo
benefited by a great addition to their re-

sources, actual and potential.

A New Form of Crime.
That the wanton Infliction of mental

suffering Is a moral wrong, no argument is
required to show; but this form of Im-

moral conduct has not usually been classed
in the category of crimes which the law
undertakes to provent or punish. In Eng-
land, however, a recent caso before the
Borough Magistrates of Leicester presents
a new theory of criminal responsibility,
and one which Is capable of extensive and
possibly alarming development.

The defendant before tho Justices was a
commercial traveller who was described as
being fashionably attired nud of a highly
respectablo appearance. Tho complainant
was the) Society for the Prevention of
Cruelty to Children. The charge was that
tho defendant, being tho father of a fnmily
of four, had " inflicted mental suffering''
upon his children by keeping himself con-

tinuously intoxicated for threo months,
luring which time ho had been out of em-

ployment, and by repeatedly threatening
them with violcnco. Tho proof established
the use of threatening language on the part
of tho father, but thero was no evidence
whatever of any actual assault. There
was medical testimony, however, to the
effect Hint the nervous systems of the chil-
dren had beuu Injuriously affected by tho
father's talk. At tho conclusion of tho case,
the magistrates upbraided him soundly for
his disgraceful conduct and sentenced him
to Imprisonment at hard labor for o term
of threo montbsl

Tho rout ictlon in this case and the severi-
ty of the penalty imposed have excited
newspaper comment in England, whero tho
offence of causing mental suffering Is evi-

dently regarded as a novelty In the crimi-
nal law. We do not say that misconduct
of this kind may not be so aggravated aa to
justify dealing with It as a crime; but the
Jurisdiction is one that demands exception-
al wisdom and discretion In Its exercise,
and we can readily perceive that It might
be liable to grave abuse, even In the hands
of the most of magistrates.

In lawsuits of a civil nature our courts
refuse to recognize negligently Inflicted
fright or alarm of Itself an sufficient to give
tho plaintiff a right of action. Thus In

caso which recently came before tho Court
of Appeals ot Now Tork, It appeared that n
lady had been badly frightened by thu neg-
ligent management ot a pair of horses
drawing a strcot car in Rochester; and tho
mental shock which she suffered produced
unconsciousness and a sovero Illness. Thero
was no personal contact, however, between
tho horses or car and tho plaintiff ; and tho
court said that while the authorities wero
not harmonious upon tho question, " wo
think tho most rcllnblo and better consid-
ered cases, as well as publio policy, fully
justify tm in holding that tho plaintiff can-
not recover for injuries occasioned by
fright, as there was no Immediate personal
injury."

The argument against treating fright
as n basis for recovery In negllgcnco
suits Is the readiness with which tho In-

jury can bo successfully feigned; but wo
do not seo why It Is not as cosy to feign tho
"mental suffering" which seems to be tho
basis ot tho new crime In England.

In a similar question brought before the Su-
preme Court some years ago tho right of Indi-
ans to soil timber taken from reservations wns
disputed. Tho Judgment of tho United States
Hupremo Court was favorable to the Govern-nicnt'.- i

the right ot tho Indian trlbos to realize on
tho Bales of such timber. The right of the In-
dians, the Supreme Court decided, on reser-
vations In the United Btatos was the right
of occupancy only. The Indians bad, it
was determined, an unlimited right of
use and occupancy, but that only; and while
they could clear any portion ot a reserva-
tion for habitation, for agricultural purposes,
for road making, or to secure wood supplies,
they had no right of traflla in the timber on
reservations, title to which remained In the
Government ot tho United States.

Such was tho decision In tho disputed Umber
case, but no authoritative decision has Seen
rendered as to tho right of the Indians to realize
upon tho mineral property upon tbslr reserva-
tions. So long as the mining returns of other
ectlonB of tho country were adequate, recourse

was not had to Indian lands; but rccontly
speculators have been prospecting more or less
in the reservations.

Tho chlof silver-produci- States and Terri-
tories of tho country are now Colorado, Mon-
tana, Utah, Arizona, Idaho, and Nevada. Tho
chlof copper-producin- States and Territories
are Montana, Arizona, Colorado, aud Michigan.
There are, at present, of a million
Indians in tha United States, distributed un-
evenly throughout twenty-fiv- e of the States and
Territories, the largest number, 7'J.OOO, living In
Indian Territory, with 35,000 in Arizoua, 18.000
in South Dakota, 13.000 in Oklahoma, 12,-00- 0

In California, 10,000 in Wisconsin,
5.200 in Now York, and 2,900 in North
Carolina. Thera are practically none at
ell in Pennsylvania, New Jersey, Mary-
land, Virginia, and Ohio, and less than 500 In
Florida, whiob, when Burrenderod by Spain in
1821, was occupied mostly by Seminoles, after-tcrwar- d

forcibly deported to lands west of the
Mississippi. In 1880 the number of Indians
was otllclally reported as 240,000, and it Is now
250,000, showing a rate of grow th which, If not
large and if nnt comparable with tho growth of
vhito population, proves at least that thoro Is
little truth In the claim oftcu made that Ameri-
can Indians are becoming " rapidly extinct."

There are 0,000,000 acres ot Indian lands In
Oklahoma, North nnd South Dakota have to-

gether more than 15,000,000 acres. Montana
has 10,000,000, Arizona 0.000,000, and New
Mexico has 10,000,000 acres of Indian reserva-
tion with only 10,000 of Indian population upoa
It. There aro now 10.000 Indians In Wiscon-
sin, 13,000 in Oregon, 7,500 In Michi-
gan, 8,000 In Nevada, 0,000 In Minnesota,
and 4,000 In Nebraska. Tho actual valua-
tion of the Indian reservations in min-
ing lands is scmow-he.- t conjectural, but what-
ever it is, largo or small and 50,000,000
acres ot United States territory undeveloped
may have almost unlimited possibilities of
hidden mineral wealth It belongs aa Is claimed
to the people of tho country, and tho Indians
themselves havo acquired no right ot owner-
ship which by act of tribal council or otherwlso
ther are entitled to loaso.

When the matter was brought up In the
Senalo last Thursday It had only partial hear-
ing. Ono side of the case only was given and
that by Senator Rawlins of Utah. The matter
Is ono In which there Is considerable interest
In the West. It Is likely to securo more atten-
tion before it is finally disposed of either by net
ot Congress or by appeal to the courts.

Wilmington Solvee the Deer-Ta- x PrAbleas.

Wilmington. Del.. Juno 24. There Is con-
sternation among the crowds that infest Wil-
mington's saloons owing to tho outcome of the
war between tho Wilmington brcwerlos and
tho Retail Liquor Dealers' Association. In the
past it had been the custom of the collectors for
the breweries, whllo making their rounds, to
treat all the men In tho saloons hlch thoy vis-
ited, hut It wi decided to abolish ttlssystem. When the collectors raado their rounds
there was usually a crowd that followed and
enjoyed froe drinks, which were charged up to
the accounts of the breweries.

A conference of tbo brewers and retailers was
held to day to fix tlio price ot beer a barrel. The
brewers had Increased the price $1 n barrel,
owing to tho additional 'ax under the new rev-
enue bill, but tho retailers said at once they
would not pay the additional dollar and de-
clared a hovcotu Today It was decided that
tho price of beer should remain tho same as
In years past, but that In the future the col-
lectors for the breweries Bhould do no more
treating. The brewers claim that the money
saved by tho decision will sulllco
to pay the Increased revenuo tax.

car departments. As Is well known, the
00,000-poun- car which has been for tho last
few years practically the standard, dates back
only to ubout 18X.. In 1875 tho normal

was from 20,000 to 25,000 pounds, and
In 1885 this norutal capacity had grown to
40.000 and 50,000 pounds. In that year a com-
mittee of the Master Car Builders' Association
mude a report recommending ccrtnln standard
dimensions for 00,000-poun- ears, but such cars
were then quite exceptional.

Few curs of less than 00,000 pounds capacity
aro now built for ordinary freight Bervlce, but
on the other hand thero is a decided tendency to
Increase the capacity to 70,000 nnd 80,000
pounds. Several roads arc now using cars ot
such capacity. Including the Illinois Central
Railroad, liven this Is not the limit, howover,
for several hundred steel cars of 100,000 pounds,
and evon 110,000 pounds capacity, are In ser-
vice.

Practicnlly all of these cars are
in use on roads having a large coal and oro
t radio, and urn intended epeclnlly for this
tralllc. in which they can bo assured ot full
loa s (in ono direction at least), thus approach-
ing to tho full maasuro of economy due to
largo carload-)- . The Pennsylvania Company,
