Joseph Bird, Baltimore, apd B . Durbin,
Ohlo. They mostly hrought drafts for eurrent
expenses, leaving the balk of thelr gold to
come down on the regilar steamers. They
ware extremely reticent ovor thelr dlean-up
bacauso of the Canadian mining tax, but they
all admitted they had bean well, and most of
them will return this fall, Ten of the passen-
germ worn direet from Dawson, haviag come
down the Yuken In small bosta,

They are confident that the output of Daw-
son will run far over $15,000,000, Manook will
produce not lass than $300,000. Clrels City
will also contribute to the Wotal prodaet from
the Alnaka placers. None of the passengers had
heard of the war with Spaln until their arrival
at 5t. Michasl.

The Yukon River is said to ba higher than has
boen known for yearsiand It overfiowed its banks
at Manook. whers & numbsr of miner' cablns
wore washed away by the fleod. One of the
passengers from Manook, Ernest Clayton of
Ban Franciseo, sald that word had reached
Manook that the little river steamer Governor
Tiliman had been wreckead a8 Euskequem and
her passengers had loat ail of thelr provisions
and outfita in the disaster., For thirty-aix
hours after the boat was wrecked the pasesn-
gors wers compelled to remain In the trees
lining the river banks unt(l the flood subsided.
