ItaASlNO, Pa., July ll.-T- ho failure of the
House to act on the bill that was passed In the
Donate restoring Brevet Major-Ge- David Mo
Murtrle Gregg of Heading to tho rank of Cap.
tain In the regular army and retiring him at
that grade, with the usual pay of the retired
list. Is of more than usual Interest nt this time.
Visiting delegations to the battlefield of Gettys-
burg are told by the professional lecturers on
the battlefield how at tfjo most critical period
of that great conflict of arms between tho North
and South tho tide of battle was turnod, and
how at ono of tho most perilous momonts nt
Gettysburg Gregg defeated tho Confederate
cavalry under "Job" Btuart, turned him back,
and prevented n dash Into the Union lines
which might havo resulted In panlo and disas-
ter to the army of tho North.

Gregg was Captain. Sixth United States
Cavalry, nnd llrovet Major-Gonor- of the
United States volunteers. Ho was a graduate
of West Point, did most excellent military
scrvlco before and during tho rebellion, having
participated In forty or more battles and en-
gagement, and suddenly, somo tlmo after tho
battle of Uottysburg. In IVI. ho surprised tho
entire army by Bonding In his resignation.

In tho hurry, oxcltoment and great press of
publlo business nt thnt stormy period tneroslg-- ination was acenptod and Gen. Gregg came
homo. To a few friends who inquired why ho
had resigned before the closo of the war. in
which ho had beon so brilliant an officer. Gregg
simply answered that the backbono of tho re-
bellion was broken and that he presumed there
was no more n cod for so mnny soldiers nt thegroat oxponso of tho Government and that ho
had pressing business at home.

Gen. Oregg settled in Heading where ho hnd
married, was appointed to a foreign Consul-
ship, which ho resigned, nnd lator in life, a few
years ago, was elected Audltor-Goner- of tho
Htato hy.the llcnubllcans of Pennsylvania. Ho
Is a tall, soldierly looking veteran, modest nnd
unassuming, bright nnd brilliant, but politics
was exceedingly distasteful to him. For some
time near friends havo given It out that tho
truo reason for Gregg's resignation from tho
army has novor been published. Prom all that
can do learned Oeu. Gregg by mistake was
ovorlookod by tho War Department. Eithor in
its promotions or preferments. Gon. Gregg wns
in some way mistakenly slighted, which
so displeased him thnt on the spur
of tho moment ho decided to resign. At
all event, what over the cnuso of the resig-
nation, tho many friends of the gallant cavalry
leader decided that an effort should bo mado
to have Gregg restored as Captain In the regu-
lar army, and put on the retired list at that

without pension. Many wanted
im on tho retired lis' as a Brlendlor-Genora- l.

but Gregg did not as that. Tno bill was sent
to tho Mouse, whoro It was never acted on. It
appointed Greggto tho position of Captain In
the army of the United States, and placed him
on the retired list of that grade without pen-
sion and without any compensation for any
period prior to his appotntmont under the act.

It is said frequently that bad Gregg remained
In the army he might y be at the hoadof
that branch of tho United States sorvico. His
figure Is still erect and commanding, over six
feet toll; his eye young and keen, and ho is
Commander of tho Loyal Legion of Pennsyl-
vania. The Legislature of tho State unani-
mously asked tho passage of such a bill as Is
now before Congress. Gun. Gregg graduated
at West Point Id 1855. He was mado Brevet
Major-Gener- of volunteers on recommenda-
tions of Major-Gen- s. Hancock. Sheridan ana
Meade and Lleut.-Ge- n. U. S. Grant.

Tho following Indorsement, under date, of
Jan. 20. 1805. Ty Major-Ge- John P. Parke,
commanding on that date the Army of the Poto-
mac appears on Gen. Gregg's letter of resig-
nation:

"The eminent services rendered by Major-Ge- n.

Gregg are well known to thi" m my and
country. His resignation will be a serious loss
to the service, but under the circumstances It
Is approved and respectfully torwardod for tho
decision of the department."

In the resignation, now on file In the War
Department, " pressing business at home" is
given as tho reason.

PERIL OX" BANDLINO SIEZONB.

A Negro Bites the Melon Tjnlonder 'Who
Objected to His Stealing the Fruit.

Philip Cohen. 23 years old. of 297 Watkins
street, Brooklyn, wishes to change his line of
work. For tho last few days he has been un-
loading wntermolons from a vessel anchored at
Pier 21). North River. When tho watermelon
steamships come to this pier tho negroes from
the neighboring streets take a vacation and
cluster about the pier. Their eyes roll and
their mouths open as the melons pass from
hand to hand, until they finally reach the trucks
which carry them away. When any of the long
line of passers misses his melon, and it Is
broken In pieces on the hard wood of the pier,
the negroes rush In and make short work of
tho remnants.

Yesterday the melon tessera were In better
form than usual, and. up to.ll o'clock, they had
not made a single error. While Cohen's back
was turned Stephen Small, a negro 22 years
old. who lives on tho pier, becamo Impatlont
and rolled two largo melons from his truck.
When Cohen turned just enough remained of
tho melons to Indicate the theft, and ho accused
Small, telling him that he must pay for tho
stolen fruit. Thereupon, Cohen declares, tho ne-
gro said, "All Cohens look alike to mo." and
rushed nt him with head down. After butting
him In tho stomach Small throw his arms
around Cohen and fastened his teeth In his left
breast. Tho negro took another blto out of
Cohen's right sldo before being restrained.

When arraignod before Magistrate Meade nt
the Centre Stroot Police Court, Small denied
that he had bitten Cohen, and declared that
Cohen had received his injuries from an iron
chain against which he fell during the fracas.
Cohen's Injuries may prove serious if blood
poisoning occurs. Smnll was held in $1,000
bail to await further examination this morning.

Woman Shared the Fate of the Little Girl
She Tried to Save.

Mrs. Pllomcna Cofferia of 324 East Btxty-thlr- d

street was burned to death yesterday In
trying to save the life of a neighbor's

child, for whom she was caring.
Joseph Pllotto of 1501 Avonue A. whose wife

was away from home, had asked Mrs. Cofferia
to take care of his four children during the
day. The oldest child. Rosie. was 6 years old.
and the youngest. Mary, was IK years old.

Mrs. CotTerla was at work In tho kitchen
about 4 o'clock, when sho hoard tho children
screaming In the front room. As sho started
toward them Itoslo met her. saying that Julia,
who was 4 4 years old, was on fire. Mrs.
Cofferia rushod In the room, caught up Julia,
whoso clothing was In flames, and told tho
other children to run out of tho houso.

Thoy ran out Into the street, screaming
"fire.'1 but the woman did not follow them.
The alarm had spread through the houso by
this tlmo, and firemen were summoned.

When they nrrlved they had very llttlo trouble
in putting out the flames. Tho darnnge to the
furniture. In fact, was moroly trifling. But
Mrs. Cofferia and llttlo Julia were dead on tho
floor. All their clothing had been burned off.

The other children said that they, didn't
know how tho ilro started, but they thought
that Itoslo had boen playing with matches.

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ZOO ASKS FOR CITY MONEY.

Object to the Auxiliary Activity of Cltlsens
tn rnblle Hatters When the City Tins to
ray nnd Yet tins Mo Control Publlo
Library Case Bond for I I. Wator.

William, T. Hornaday, dlreotor of the New
Tork Zoological Gardon Society, asked the
Board of Estimate yesterday to appropriate
$125,000 for the laying out of the grounds sot
asldpfotthe Society's use In tho southern end
of Bronx Park. President Guggenhotmor ot
tho Council objected mildly, on tho ground that
tho monoy should bo raised by selling bonds
instead of being put In tho tax levy and swelling
the tax rate, and the matter was about to bo
laid on tho table when the Corporation Counsel
camo to the rcscuo of Mr. Homaday.

"This monoy ought to bo appropriated at
once," ho said, "as the socloty offers to spend
a dollar of Its own cash for every dollar which
tho city will give for that purpose It Is seldom
wo get such an offer."

"Docs your plan contemplate tho removal of
tho animals from Central Park?" asked tho
Mayor, turning to Mr. Hornaday.

"Tho society Is In nn entirely passive attitude
oonoornlng thorn," was tho reply. "At present
we have nothing to do with tho animals in Cen-
tral Park, and wo are going to make our collec-
tion without counting on them."

Comptroller Color said he was ready to report
In favor of an appropriation of $02,000 for the
now Zoo. Tho society, ho said, had $100,000
In Its treasury which It was ready to spend in
case tho city gavo a similar amount." The law allowing us to nppropriato money
for this gardon wns mado before we came Into
office," said tho Mayor, "and we always obey
tho law. Nevertheless, tho system which has
grown up during the past few years ot allowing
private corporations to control publlo affairs is
wrong. Why, we havo ovon been naked to
turn over a part of tho school system to the
control of a private corporation, and we are
called upon to give $0,500,000 in monoy nnd

This contract
was afterward annulled by tho courts, and tho
Commissioners who wore appointed to iippralso
the value of the property placed It at $570,000.
but the money to pay tor the plant was never
raised. On Juno 21 Justtco Gar nor of tho Su-
preme Court wrote a letter to tho Mnyor urging
him to take tho property at the figures named
by the appraisers, lest anotherattempt be made
to foist the plant on the oity nt an exorbitant
price Several days ago Gen. Bonjamln F. Tracy,
counsel for the company, moved In the Supremo
Court that the entire proceedings tor tho ac-
quirement ot the proporty be dismissed on tho
ground that there had boen no offer to pay
the award, and that there was no legal method
of providing tho payment of the money for tho
award. The hearing on tho application Is to
come up this week.

TEACHERS' SALARIES RAISED.

Addition of 0500.000 to School Expeniei in
Manhattan nnd the Bronx.

At yesterday's meeting of the Central Board
of Education a resolution was adopted grant-
ing a higher grado ot licenses without exami-
nation to certain grades of teachers in the
boroughs ot Manhattan and the Bronx. The
resolution will affect betwoon 500 and 000
teacners, many of whom have taught for four-
teen years, and will raise their salaries $50 to
$450 a rear. Commissioner Anderson stated
that the effect of tho action of tho board would
betoincreoso the cost of tho school system In
the two boroughs by about $600,000 annually.

A resolution was also adopted requesting the
Board of Estimate to comply with tho pro-
visions of tho law which say that 6 percent, of
the excise funds should be turned over to the
Publlo School Teachers' Retirement Fund.

rOR HAYING OLEOMARGARINE.

A Bestanrant Keeper Fined 825 in Special
Sesiiont Ills Story.

The State Agricultural Department prose-
cuted yesterday In the Court of Special Ses-

sions Adolph Stephens, who keeps a restaurant
at 54 West Twenty-fourt- h street, for having
oleomargarino In his possession. The prose-
cution charged that on Fob. 5 Stephens bought
a five-pou- pall of oleomargarine from a
wagon, and that soon afterward this oleomar-
garino was found in his possession by the de-
partment's agents. Magulro and Clark.

On examlnntlon Btephens said ho paid 23
cents a pound for tho oleomargarine, thinking
It to bo good butter. Stephens teHtiflcd further
that, soon cftor the capture of the contraband
Goods, he received a letter from Lawyer Bar
nard, who represented tho department. asKing
him to call at the writer's office. Lawyer Bar-
nard, who conducted tho prosecution, objected
to his testimony ns to what occurred at the

Interview nnd Judge Jerome sustained
the objection. Stephens was fined $25, which
he Daid.

The soliomo will bo appllod only In tho
vacation sohools at present, and will tako In
thoso boys who would have no chanoo to get
oxorolso otherwise. For that reason the start
was mado Inho heart of the most crowded
district in tho cltjf. Mr. Tabor'a flrst concern Is
with tho boys, but later on thore will bo sports
arranged for tho girls also. Tho exorclsos be-
gan yesterday with tho singing ot patrlotlo
songs. Then Mr. Tabor aroso and said :

"What wo want to do Is to got all you young
peoplo to playing good, hoattlijul game, and
unless you help us wo shall fall. You all know
whatbasoballls."

There wns a qulokly subdued howl of assent.
"Very woll. Wo are going to get up olubs,

and havo baseball gamos and many othor
