The logie of evenia has ad-
vanced [urther and faster during the three
months than the wisest American stutes-
man could have foreseen In the middle of
Aprll lnst,

For Cuba.

The prospect of friction between the
forces of the United States and of Cuba has
faded out. Hepresentatives of tho Cuban
Government in the Unlted States deplore
the couse of it, which was Gen, GARCiA's
withdrawal from Gen, SHAFTER'S army.
Gomez, the Cuban General-in-Chief, whom
future nges will surely place auong the
first, of patriots, will tolerate no gquestion
as to our military operations In bis coun-
try. And the United States Government
at Washington and Gen. SHAFTER in San-
tiago, Iu their consideration and kindly
attitude toward the complaining Gen.
GARCIA, provide the hest proof of Amerl-
can good falth with the Cubans, The
world can see that MeKINLEY and GOMEZ ara
both intent on the vietory that will deliver
Cuba from Spain. Probably GARCIA himself,
whose bittorness against the Spanlards
all men loving thelr own country under-
stand and respect, will regrot his moment
of passion and strive to forget and have
forgotten the evidence of it.

The People of the Philippines.

Since the victory of Admiral Drwey at
Cavité, when it became certain that the
Philippines would fall Into Amerlean
hands, those Islunds have attracted almost
as much attention In England as In the
United States. There have been Innumer-
able deseriptions of them In the daily
newspapers of the Hritish metropolis, and
now two of the monthly reviews, the Con-
temporary and the Fortnightly, publish
long articles in which are recorded the
first-hand observations and deductions of
intelligent persons who have dwelt for
some time o the arehipelago. Some of the
facta and conclusions set forth by them are
well worth marking,

It is well known that the only sections
of the natlve inhabltants of the Islands,
which have heen completely subdued, con-
vertoed to Chrlstionity, and domesticated,
are the Tagals In Luzon, nnd some of thie
Visayas, who occupy the smaller Islands
between Luzon and Mindanso,  Although
the Philippines have been for over three
centuries o Spanish possesslon, It is com-
puted that at the present day one-fifth of
the population even of Luzon and one-
fourth of thut of the Visayan [slands are
still unsubjected to Spain, while In Min-
danao only small portions of the coast are
coutrolled by Spaniards,

About the Tagals and the mestizas, or
balf-breeds, who are the children of native
women by European or Chloese fathers,
wo learn a good deal from Luey M. 1. GAn-
NETT, who contributes to the Fortnightly
Feview Information which she gathered on
the spot. Physically the Tagals are, sho
tells us, of o markedly Malay type, hav-
Ing smooth black hair, prominent cheek
banes, large lively eyes and flattish noses
with dilated nostris. They are as o rule
of rather low statire, slightly builtand of
copper color, morveor lesadurk, Theabsence
of beards ln the men gives themw o juve-
nlle appearance evenwhen middle-nged, and
thelrconntenances generally are smooth and
smiling. Thecharacterof thedomesticated
Tagal Is deseribwed In the words of one of
their priests: ** Theyare Lig children whom
onoe munt treat as littla oues.” To the
Furopean observer it offers a seriea of
surprises and inconsistencies. A Tagal,
for instance, will keep his word nuder cer-
tain circumstances, and yet he is an habit-
ual liar, Doefore entering the palm-leaf bt
of u friend he will spend three minutes In
the interchange of friendly phrwses, but he
enters a Buropean hopse without ceremony.
Anger he holds In horror, and prefers to it
drunkennoess, although this also be despiscs,
Tnsult and lojustice ho cannot brook,
and will unbesitatingly use the knife to
avenge elther. He will never willingly
confens n fault, but will le to hide it; yet
bo recelves o flogging for It without & mur-
wur. He never thinks of returulng a loan

unsalleited; on the other hand he never
vepudiates his debta, but traosmits them
to his heirs, If at his death they remain
unpald. Under the eye of u manster he Is
the mont tractable of Lelugs, and will go
without food for bhoum if suppliod with

betel nut to chew. He has a profound re-
ppoot for the elders of his own lamlily,
treata his children kindly, and extends
ald and protection to every one elaiming
relationahip, however remote. When in the
labexier be la called upon to show hospital-

ity to atrangers, he gives it laviahly and
refuses to accept any payment In retarm,
Endowed with great phyaleal bravery, he
doen not healtate to plunge lnto waters In-
fosted with sharks or alligators. Under
londers In whom he has confidencs, he
mnkes an excellant soldler; but, loslng
them, he becomen at once demoralized. He
in ineapable of organisation on any oonsid-
ernble neals, consequently no revolt, if con-
fined exclanively to the Tagals, would have
n chanoe of suncessa,

An regarda their social organization, we
should niote that the domeatlcated Tagals
have been permitted to retain, to a great
extont, their own tribal government., To
the head men of the several tribal com-
munities ars intrusted the offices of Mayor,
magistrate and tax collector. We remark
next that the Tagal laws relating to the
property of married persons are entirely In
favor of the wife, The property of a bride
{x never mettled on the huaband. If a hus.
band becomes bankrupt In a buainesa in
which he has inveated some of his wife's
money, she rankn an a ereditor under the
commercial code, Even on her denth the
husband cannot, save under a deed exe-
cuted by her In the presence of a notary,
derive any benefit from her estate, A mar-
ried woman continues to use her malden
nams, to which she adds her husband’s with
the prefix de; this she abandons when left
a widow. Children also bear the name of
their mother as well as of their father;
that of the mother comes last, and s con-
sequently the more prominent. Such balng
the legal status of women In the {alands,
we are pot surprised to hear that they
enjoy a considerable degres of personal
Indepenidence, which In some localltiea
economie conditions tend to inecreans. The
chiet of these economic conditions has
hoen the almost exclusive employment
of women In the Government cigar fno-
torles, Men being thus debarred from
the mtaple Industry of the cities, varl-
oun kinds of work usnally performed by
women fall to their share. It In they,
chiefly, for example, who manufacture and
embroider the gauze tissue made from the
long, sllky fibres of the plneapple plant; It
is they, alno, who waave on primitive hand
looms the striped gauzes made from Chiness
uilk, and the hempen abaca. In Tagal
homes, too, while the wife in earning ont
of doors the family bread, or rather rice,
the husband looks after the children and
cooks the dinner, Ans (t |s very difficult to
get women to act as nurses and malds, it Is
not uncommon for European famlilles to
employ boys for the purpose, Irregular
uniona aro extremely frequent, partly
owing to the exorbitant marringe fees ex-
acted by the clergy.

Three centurles of Intercourse between
European men and native women, and also
between the latter and the numerous Chi-
nese immigrants, have ndded to the original
population a great many half-breeds repre-
senting every degree of ndmixture, The Chl-
nese mestizos alone are sald to constitute
one-sixth of the domesticated population;
nnd the Spanlsh mestlzos form an In-
fluential body, the majority of whom are
eatablished as traders In Manila and the
provinces. The Spanish balf-breeds are
endowed with quicker perceptions and
wider intellectual faculties than the pure
Toagals. Monst of them are well educated,
but few display much natural talent. It is
these who aspire to become reformers of
thelr country’s Institutions. Acertain num-
her of mestigos, both Chinese and Span-
ish, have amassed large fortunes as mid-
dlemen, but, although in the Philippines
no sharp line of demarcation is drawn be-
tween races and classes, the social position
of these half-breeds In somewhat equivoeal,
though vastly superior to that of the Ea-
raninns in British Indla. Tt is said to bea
fact that the increase of energy introduced
into the Philippine native by European
blood lasts only to the second generation,
Left to himself, the tendency of the
mestizo is always to revert to the maternal
type., The Tagal Is too Indolent and the
hold of civilization upon him too slight to
mnke anything higher than municipal self-
government posaible In these Islonds,

A simllarly unfavorable view of the Ta.
gal's capacity for sell-rule In taken by Mr.
Joun Foremas In the article which he
cantributes to the Confemporary Review.
After pointing out that Gen, AGUINALDO
desires to set up n locul republic and pro-
poses to convoke at Manila a Congross, to
which deputies from all the principal ial-
amids shall be Invited, Mr. FOREMAN does
not liesitate to prophesy that unless It s
launched under American or Enropean con-
trol the scheme will end In complete fall.
ure, It ia not disputed that at first the
Islanders would welcomoe any arrangement
whilch should promise to rld them of monas-
tic oppression. It Is pronounced certaln,
however, by this irst-hand observer that the
Philippines would not remain one yeara
penceful united archipelago under an Inde-
pendent nnatlye government, There s
such racial antipathy that the Visayas
would pot in this generation submit to
Tagal domination, and the Tagals, having
helped to bring about the overthrow of the
Spunlards, would resent & preponderance
of Visayan Influence,

Even the Tagals, collectively consldered,
are lictle suited for concerted aotion, The
rivalry for prestige at the present day be-
tween one Tagal village and another In the
nnme district Is sufficlent to prove the ten-
dency to disintegrate, Then, again, the
gquestion would arise, Who should be the
electors! The masses are too Ignorant to
be capable of voting Intelligently; the
votes, therefore, would be entirely con-
trofled by cligues of landowners. More-
over, Il the native commonwealth did sue-
ceed In averting anarchy at home, Mr,
Foremax In confldent that It would not
be strong enough to protect ltself against
foreign asggression, So boundless are the
resources of the Islands that they are well
worth pleking s quarrel for and spending
& guod many millions of dollam in the effort
tosecure thew, Ina word, what would hap-
pen would be this: An unprotected native
republic, clalmiog the alleginncs of the
whole archipelago, would last  only
nutil  the movelty of the situation
had worn off. Then every principal
island would in turn declare its (nde.
pendence, Finully, nothing but the Inter-
veutlon of the United States or of some
Furopean natlon could prevent atter chiacs,
Mr. ForeMaN believes that Gen, Aavl-
NALDD is nlive to thess facts, and that (o
Lix wmusertion of temporary authority he
desires only to make sure of the expulsion
of the {rlam, which was the principal aim
of the last jusurrection, an it is also of the
present nprising.

Mr. FOURKMAN iusista that if & protecto-
rite be the expedient ultimately adopted,
the contrul exercised by it should be a very
direct one, 'here might be & Chamber of

Doputies, he thinks, with & native presid- |

ing officer, in which sssembly all races

should be reprosented by men of thelr own |

class, KExecutive powers, however, should
be wested In & protector and & certaln
number of advisers, all of whom should be
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Americans; in no cass should the finances
be confided to & native. Among the most
presaing legislative measures which ahould
follow a drastle reform of the administra-
tion, Mr, FonemMay mentions the improve-
ment of the port of 1loilo and ths opening
of somas ten other ports to the world; the
working of the coal bedn, marble deponita
and atone quarries; and the construction
of rallwaya in Luron, Panny, Negros, Cabu
and Mindanso (slands. Road-making and
bridge-making would also have to be un.
dertaken on a large noale and could ba pald
for by toll concesslons; the railways also,
he thinks, would ba bullt by private cor
porations, {f they could obtaln ninetesn
yoamn' working concesslons and ninety-nine
yoars' leasen of the adjacent lands.

Mr. FonEMAN han no doubt that, under a
protectorate, capital would flow from all
parts of the world into the Phillppines;
atill more certainly would this result follow
our annexation of the Inlands. e says,
finally, that the posasibilities of develop-
ment under a free, [Ibaral Government are
no great that the next generation will look
back with astonishmont at the statistics of
the present day.

Hugh Hanna's Fopefulness.

Mr. Huen H. Hawxxa, the brother of
Senator MArous A, Hawxa of Ohlo, shows
a talent for belng jolly under difficulties,
which rivals that of Mark Tapley, in DIOK-
rxa's Martin CAusslewit. Hlis pet scheme
of supplanting Government papsr monsy
by bank notes, for the furthering of which
he got together the Indianapolls Monetary
Conference, more than eightesn months
ngo, he succeeded In having embodied ina
bill and reported to the House of Repre-
nentativen lnnt winter, but the bill wassum-
marily consigned by that body to tho waste
basket, without belng even debated, and
no senslble person expects It will everagain
be revived. Nevertheless, Mr. HANNA has
insnied to his allies an address In which he
exhorta them to continue to give him their
support, He tells them that the present
status of thelr undertaking I8 "“encour-
aging beyond what we expected,” ita prog-
ress |a “gratifying,” the bill which has
been shelved ** has been generally approved
by almost every one supporting the effort
to accomplish ecomprehensive monetary
leglslation,” {ts passage will be the ' be-
ginning of law for the best currency In the
world,” and *‘the encourngement is so great
that all business men who recognize the
extraordinary opportunity are warranted
in abaolute unlty of effort, henceforth,
to the final successful consummation.”

All this, It will be observed, Is addressed
to the " business men,” who are assoclated
with Mr. HaxxA, and he Is undoubtedly
right In assuming that they will continus
toald him, All the bank officers and bank
organizations In the country, all the bank
stockholders, and many of the borrowers
from banks, look with longing eyes upon
the profits and the accommodations which
could bie made If the §800,000,000 of Gov-
ernment money, now In circulation, could
be handed over to the banks, When, how-
ever, he goea further, and declares that the
Republican party backs him up, he trenches
upon the domnin of fulsehood, He says:

*To the p eanditd it {n only neo-
enmary to say that thera is every reason to beliava
that the President and all the leading Administration
Hepublican Senstors and Congresamen and tha 160
members of the Houss, who signed the petition, now
stand united In suppart of the general principlea of
the committes’s bill, There is avery reason to be-
lievo that Mr. Reen will be an carnest advocates of
monetary legislation,*

It im true that, In & moment of weak-
ness, President McKinney put Into his
innugural address of March 4, 1897,
O passage recor ding in substance
the retirement of the Government notes
and tlie Iissue In their ploce of the
notes of banks, but he very soon saw that
in so doing he had made a blunder, and
has mnot sinece repeated the recom-
mendation. Mr., eegp has never given
any encouragement to Mr. HANNA'S
scheme, and the predietion that he ** will
be" an advoeate of it, Is without founds-
tlon. Above all, the great mass of the He-
publican party, and of every other party,
are steadfastly oppowed to paying Interest
on a debt of FI00,000,000 for the benefit of
the banks, and to surrendering that amount
of perfectly sound currency, of universal
credit, to accept in ita place the notes of
thousands of banks scattered over the coun-
try, good, bad and doubtful. They are sat-
Isfled with the currency as it Ia, and if any
change in It 1 to be made, they prefer that
{t shiould be the restriction, rather than the
enlargement, of the baok circulatlon now
permitted.

The Porto Rico Campaigo.

The plan of landing from 30,000 to 35,-
000 men st three different points on the
north, south, and cast consts of Porto Rico,
and converglng them all upon San Juan,
glves promise of a rensonably rapid as well
as declsive conquest of the island. Two of
the pointa indicated are so far distant from
the capitil that, even witha modernte naval
force, successful landings can be counted
on, Guaniea, where Gen, MILES is expected
to debark the first sectlon of his army,
less than filve thousand strong, Is about
fifteen mileas west of Ponee, on the south
alde of the Islund, and from Ponce s good
rond leads across thie Island northeasterly
about Afty miles to #an Juan, The Spanish,
accordingly, ars not llkely to risk a great
part of thelr army to oppose the landing at
Guanica. Fajardo Is about forty miles
cast of San Jusn, and the landing there
can also be opposed only by a part of the
enemy's for¢e, while the third polnt spoken
of as poasible I8 nearer the capital.

Porto Rlco is an irregular parallelogram,
with a length of about 110 miles and a
breadth about one.third as great, Its area in
3,000 nquare miles, or not hall New Jersey's.
It isobvions, therefore, that, with reasonably
good ronds and weather, the overrunuing
of the Island will not be a diflicult task.
The foree which can e assem bled for the
dofence of San Juan |s Iargely a matter of
surmise, but it is thought that Gen. Mines
will outnumber it, and although his propor.
tion of volunteers will be far greater than
Gen. SHAFTER'S at Sanliago, we need

| have no fenr that there will be among them

any lack of soldierly qualities, whether of
endurapce on the march or coursge and
skill in combnt, A new point of Interest
for this expedition is the overland route,
carrylng the campaign deep Into the In-
terior as well as nlong the coast.

Thut the Government s wise In using o
large force for the Porto RHieo campnlign Is
ahvious, not only because It has over 200,-
000 men who have not thus far directly

| faced the ensmy, and are eager to do so, but

beeause an overwhelming force will make
the campalgn shorier and less constly
to us, It will be remembered that
Gen., Suarren bad to  call for reln-
forcomonis after reaching Santisgo, and
there was an anxious delay until he got
them. Hut in Porte Rico we bave not
meraly & siogle town to ocecupy, but the
whole lslaud, Gen. Mituws will not have

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too many troops with him for suggesting
properly to all parta of the Ialand the irre-
slatible powsr of the Unlited States.

The correspondent recites
the fact that the Hon. CaAnTER HARRISON
of Chicago Is In favor of *the scquisition
of Porto Rico, the Philippines, the La-
drones, the Oaroline Ialanda." Tt might
have been added that the Hon. Jonuw P,
ALTGELD, an older if not a batter Demo-
cratie leader in Illinols, says that the
United States must " acquire the West
Indin Inlands® and have * harbors all over
tho earth,”

HEALTH OF THE BTATE
A Deerensed Death Ralo Shown in the
Rulletin of the Stute Board of Health,

Avmaxy, July 26~ Tha bulletin of the Btste
Board of Honlth for Inst month says that June
{a alwars, next to November, the month of
least mortality, Witha dadly nverage mortality
for the entire yonr for the past ten yearsof 320,
that of June has beon 204, Tho dally averago
for the past month hins hoon 285 thint of the Dve
months preceding hnviog boen 3205, Comparad
with the preceding wonth of May thora wore
1,100 fewer doatha reported, of whioh doereiss
300 oocurred In the maritimo district.  The
death rate hos lossened from 17.16 per 1,000 of
population to 18. Thore were 130 fewer deaths
of children under 5§ yonrs of age. Aside from
dinrrhoeal diseases there wers 100 fewor doaths
trom zymotle disenses. Diartheal diseases
caunad 260 more deaths than In May.

From acute respiratory disoasea thers were
hardly more than halt as many deaths as In
Muy, a doorcase of about 700, and there ware
120 fower deaths from consumption.  Discnacs
of the d!roell\m organys eaunsd more daaths than
Ir‘ Flny. it other loeal disenpses show aconkider-
ablo decrenss,  Accidental deaths, many of
wli ell’wum [rom drowning. showed an inereaso
of 104 u.i.'or May.

LIVED NEARLY 109 YEARS,

Elljnh Boulden Glonn of Newark Died at His
Granddaaghter's Home Yesterday.

Elljsh Boulden Glenn, who was undoubtedly
the oldest man In Newark, died yosterday
morning within & dozen days of his 102d birth-
dny. He wos borm at Carpenter’s DPelnt, Md,,
on Aug. 7, 170, aud learned the carpentry
trade.
