Arnichaind were plneod facing the altar for
the Emperor and Emproas and other ohaira on
the #ides for the Princes, Prince Friedrich
Leapoh! was In the uniform of the Hunsars, but
hin wife, sister of the Empreas, wan in deop
mourning.

Lawaon N, Fuller's trotting atalllon Dextor
died suddenly at 80 o'clook yesterdny morning

I have not eaten a
moreel of food sinee he died. |1t was now 590
o'vlock P. M. My conchmnan I8 nlso broken-
hearted. He learnod to love Doxtor, and he
has not eaten anvthing either. 1tafl you that
horse knew so much you conldn’t seold him.
An long us 1 know him he never did a wrong
wet. He was foaled with me, and I have driven
him slxteen years—avor alnes he was Lwo yoars
old, Ho has takon more men, women and ¢hil-
dren around the elty of New York than any
other tan horses in tho United Hintes, For
Nfteon years peoplo came from Texas, Kens
tucky.
