certainly establish It against himself, because
ll's discards show that he Is stronger In spades
thnn in elthor of tho other suits. B's first dis-
card being n diamond, ho is probably weaker
in that suit than in clubs, and Z therefore loads
u diamond up to him. Uut notlco how careful
ho Is not to lead a smnll one, but to select a
card that may give his partner a good finesse.

Trick H. Y does not return tho diamond be-
cause it looks to him ns If A hold K and J. He
lends through ll's strong suit.

Trick 10. This is tho part of tho hand that
shows the whist porccptlon. 7. enn plneo every
card absolutely. On. his right are tho two
established spades and tho best club, whilo on
his left aro two diamonds and a trump. Those
two diamonds cannot be both (j and J. nor can
thoy bo Q and I) or J and II. or A would bavo
covered tho 10 when it was led at trick 11.

Therefore A must hold O 0 or J 0, and 7, must
win this trick and go through A, whloh will
notonly give V a sure trick in diamonds, if not
two, but will nvoid Z'h having to lead thespades
to 11, Tvhlch he musldo if ho wins thonoxt trick.

Ono thing that was particularly noticeablo In
Boston was tho Increoso In the practice of play-
ing false cards. In some hands they did not
make much difference, in tho results, but In
others their effectiveness was surprising. Hero
is a hand played in tho Minneapolis pairs which
does not look ns If there was much In It ns it
was played at most of tho tables. Z dealt and
turned the heart 7. nnd the usual run of tho
play was about as follows:

to trumps ; hut it turns out fortunntely for him.

Trick .'!. B wants to get in one or two of his
little trumps If ho can. so. Instead of returning
his purtner's suit, or oven leading tho top of his
own club sequence, ho tries tho singleton. As
the cards Ho, if B returns his partner's suit and
A continues It for a third time. A B will get
two tricks only. If Adoos not lead it a third
time, but runs with his nee of clubs, they get
threo tricks, as in tho play given. If IS leads the
top of his club sequenco A B will got four
tricks, which is the most possible with their
hands If Y Z play well.

Trick 2. Tho 0 and 8 being equal cards, noth-

ing can bo lost by keeping the adversaries
guessing for a ralnuto.

Trick 3. Taylor selects tho same card for his
return lead, hoping to make some of his small
trumps.

Tricks 4. 5, 0. In order to conceal the fact
that the 0 was a false card, the queen must bo
given up when the king is led. This leads Z to
placo the minor tenace in trumps on his right,
with the 5 or 0 probably in Y's hand. Z's play,
therefore, is to got Y Into the lead to come
through B's 8 5 or 8 0, whichever it is, and the
best chanco seoms to bo to lead the spade back
through A. as B must be weak In that suit.
This load once made, Z has nothing more to
say about the play until tho twelfth trick, whon
his play makes no difference. As soon as his
pnrtnor refused to ruff tho diamond It dawned
upon htm that he had been deceived, and that
his attempt to got a lead through B's Imaginary
minor tonaco hod cost him six tricks.

In the A. W. h. match between Now York and
Cleveland thore was one hand which furnished
a very Instructive example of tho wisdom of
discarding losing cards instead of allowing
yourself to bo overtrumped to a disadvantage.
Tho Now York playors wero A B, Clovelaud
Y Z, the heart aueon turnod by Z.

and this year a strong protest la to be made.

"This year, contrary to custom, the final
meeting of tho year, at which roports are
audited nnd unfinished business closed up, was
postponed, nnd whon the meeting did try to
como together It lacked a quorum. Conse-
quently, when the association convenes in

it will be hampered by rather perplexing
circumstances.
