Curious Gatherings of Social Reformers
That Took Fluve at Their House.

The death ol the London Boelalist, Dr. Ave-
ling, uews of which was cabled to Tus Sux
last weok, deals the floal blow bLreaking up a
eircle which was In many ways unigue. The
quaint, rambling, artistically furulshed house
in suburbun sleepy Chiswick, with its sugges-
tion of Llizaluthan spaciousness snd rest-
fulness, witnessed mony eorious gatber-
fngs. In the duys, espocially, when the re-
unions were presided over by Mrs. Elesnor
Mury Aveling—whoss tragic onding & lew
months sgo will be remembered—it was a
motlsy mnd most {oteresting company that
guthiored in the great low-cellinged reception
rooms. The deughtar and somotime secrotary
of Karl Marx hersalf u brilliant propagaudist on
similar lines, she had from earliest ohildhiood
beeo in toueh with nll the men who wers work-
ing in tho cuuso of mdvanced demoerncy, and
Dr, Avellng., an Irlshman, by tho way, was
active as a lecturer, writer and organirer and
had formed Iutimate friendships with all the
European soelal and political revolutionaries

Tha Avellng home vaturally became & verita-
ble buppy hunting ground of bLeterodozy and
one of the moat fnteresting gathering pleces in
London, Boelological students and sociul work-
ors of every shade of oploloon and from every
land jostied ope anothernt the weekly recep-
tions.

For Iinstance, at first seccharine seemed
Hkaly to tuke the place of sugar, but after
time it was discoversd that while saccharine
provided the necessary sweetnesa it had bad
effects upon certain organs which sugar had
not.

One nuthority says it {s quits possibla to be-
lteve that the cinmist may make s substance
chemically idsntical with the albomen of na-
ture, The point s, would it be phyalologically
{dentical? Chemically speaking, all the nutri-
mant necessary for & man Is found in grass
and ita seeds. Puot how would & man fare who
tried to live on grass ?

FErvery selentific man recognizes the fact that
the human being requires phosphorus for
pervous development, but nobody would dream
of giving him phosphorus in an inorganic state.
It may be the same with artificial albumen.
Wo cannot say that it will replace natural al-
bumen es human food nntil it 1s subjected to
trial on & large sceals and over & long pariod.

Each animal best obtalns nutriment from the
kingdom to which it Is adapted., To feed
kittens on frult, homes on goat's flesh, and
cattle oo flsh might be possible, but thay would
not thrive as they do on their natural foods.
