Detent a Resolution Indorsing nim for
Governor Speeches In Pavor of Thnt

Ithaca, N. Y Aug, 0. This attornoon the

candidacy of tho Hon. John B. Stanohflold of
Elmlra for tho Democratio Gubernatorial nomi-
nation was tlirottlod, as far as Tompkins
county Is concerned. Had this occurred In
eorno county for distant from Chomung It would
havo no especial bearing on State politics, but
occurring In a county adjoining his home, and
in which ho Is oxtromoly popular, it has espe-
cial significance. Tho Democratio powers that
bo hero havo boon Mr. Btonchilold's closo per-

sonal and political frlonds. The throttling oc-

curred this attornoon at tho Tompkins County
Democratic Convention. Last night Judgo Tay-

lor and John Bull of Elmlra and Dr. J. F.
Barnes of Watklns camo to Ithaca In the In-

terest of Mr. Stanohflold. They conferred with
tho leaders and had a resolution drawn up
indorsing tho candldaoy ot Mr. Stanohflold
for Governor and Instructing tho county dele-
gates to the Btato Convention to voto for
htm. Mr. Stanchflcld's agents woro wolcomed
honrtlly by tho gold Democrats, and tho silver
Democrats, tho followers of llllam Jonnlngs
Bryan, who control tho political machinery,
gave no sign of onmlty. Prof. 13. 1. Wheolcr,
with gold standard teudcnclcs. was Induced to
offer tho resolution mentioned, and It was thon
that tho sliver Democrats showed tholr hand
by energetically opposing anymontlon of Mr.
Stanchflcld's namo and In Bpeoches eulogizing
the Hon. Elliot F. Danforth as a "faithful
Democrat." Alter a wrangle ot two hours
a vote was taken, which showod that the
silver men controlled tho convention by
the narrow margin of two. whoro last year they
had full control. Tho vote stood ' In favor ot
striking out Mr. Btanchllold's name and send-
ing the delegates to tho Stato Convention un-- 8

lodged, nnd 23 In favor of Indorsing Mr.
tanohtleld's candidacy and pledging tho

for him, Thon camo u strife over tho
of delegates. The silver men managed

to elect Jason P. Morrill and Honry Watson
Cornell. Tho third man. Mono, was bowled
over by John Bull of Elmlra. Stnnchfleld's mis-
sionary, because of his personal popularity and
former residence in Tompkins county. The
result wns so closo that an adjournment was
taken without nominating a county ticket.

In canvassing tho situation after tho conven-
tion with thu Democratic silver leaders. Tim
Sun represontativo was Informed thnt tho

as at the last Gubernatorial Convention
enough Democrats wero plodgod to nominate
him and he refused to make tne run beenuso
he was afraid ot tho Issuo at Hint tlmo. They
pointed out the fact that Mr. Danforth
took tho stump in the campaign that fol-
lowed nnd did not. Ilko Stnnchflcld. hldo
his light under a bushel. Tho Democrat!

PIOHT POIt A SEXATOJtSITIP.

A Combination Agalnnt the Return of Sena-
tor Stewart In the 40th District.

Ithaca, Aug. 0. There is a very interesting
Republican fight on In this Senatorial district,
comprising tho counties of Chomung. Schuyler,
and Tompkins. Each county has a candidate,
and each has an equal number of votes, five.
Senator Edwin C. Stowart Is a candidate for re-

election from Tompkins county. He claims tho
right to bo returned because of tho unwritten
law In this section of tho State that a faith-
ful man shall bo entitled to a rodoctlon. Sena-
tor Stewart recolved the nomination three
years ago by the votes of tho Chomung dolo-Bate- s,

not beeauso they loved him more, but
because they loved another candldnto less.
Chemung now comes forward with a can-
didate in Judson A. Gibson of Elmlra. a
lawyer by profession. Chemung claims that
Mr. Stewart, having served a three-yea- r term,
had fared betterthan If ho had had two two-ye-

terms, but Senator Stewart does not seo It In
that light. Schuyler county also has a candi-
date In Charles T. Weller of Tyrone. The con-

vention is to be held in Ithaca, on Tuesday
next, Mr. Stewart thus scoring tho first point in
the contest, as each county wanted the conven-
tion. Senator Stowart has tho Indorsement of
Bonator Thomas C. Piatt. Delegates Freomont
Colo aud Minor Jones of thu bchuyler county
delegation woro recently summoned to New
York by Senator Piatt and Informed that tho
Btato organisation desired tho return of
Senator Stewart. Tho Hon. F. J. Enz of
this city wns also summoned for a
conference with Senator I'latt. and on hU
return went to Elmlrn nnd had a conference
with J. Bloat Fnssett, but received no assurance
of Chemung's support for Mr. Stewart. Tub
Bun representative Is able to stateon Inside In-
formation that there Is every Indication that a
combination will bo formed between Tompkins
nnd Schuyler unless Chemung comes ovor to
Tompkins. In other words. If Senator Stowart
Is not renominated tho Tompkins county votes
aro quite liable to be thrown to Cnudldato
Weller of Schuyler.

ITALY'S DEHAXDS ON COLOHBIA.

A Xronbla That Grows Out of the Indefinite
Award of Cleveland.

Wabhinoton, Aug, 0. An aspect more orltN
cal than has heretofore existed has been given
to the troublo botwoen tho Governments of
Italy and the Unltod States ot Colombia over
tho Corrutl caso by tho attltudo of Italy. Tn
Bun told this morning in a Washington dospatoh
how Colombia had consented to acknowlodgo
tho validity ot tho disputed article in President
Cleveland's award with reference to the set-

tlement of outstanding debts against Corrutl's
estate. It was tho refusal of Colombia to

tho justice ot this ruling of Mr.
Clov eland that causod the Governmont ot
Italy to send a squadron ot war vessols to
Cartagena. Colombia, with Instructions to take
possession of tho town If Colombia declined to
settle. Colombia has paid the net sum named
In tho award. $00,000. nnd is now willing to
guarantee tho imymont of all claims prbvod
against Corrutl. for which Mr. Clevoland held
Colombia responsible.

But tho award provided that the Colombian
Govornmont should pay all outstanding claims
against Corrutl. This tho republlo declined to
do. on tho ground that nodellnlto tlmoot

from Its obligations Is fixed, and any-
body with a claim that Corrutl owed him money

presont It and collect money many years
enco, thus leaving Colombia's responsibility

onon tor all tlmo, presenting opportuni-
ties for fraud nnd oxtortlon. and not per-
mitting Colombia to know the extent
of its liability. Tho Colombian Govemmont
has agreed. In response to the demand of Italy,
backed by warships, to furnish a large sum of
money as collateral for the payment of out-
standing claims against Corrutl. and expressed

pay all claims proved. Italy,
owovcr. doollnes to accept this offer, and In-

sists that the rather Indefinite ruling ot Mr.
Cleveland shall be carried out to the letter.

Tho period of twenty days gtvon to the Oo--
Iomblan Government by tho oommandorof the

squadron off Cartagena, within which
tho former must consent to pay all claims
against Corrutl, will expire on Aug. 0. If Co-

DILEMMA OP THE W. G, T. U.

JL CRISIS CAUSED BT THE OREAT
TEaiPLE AT CHICAOO.

xTlnaneta Tangle Into Which the Union Iln
Got Through Mrs. Garse't Bntldlng En-
terprise Ml Prance Wlllard's Effort to
Straighten It Oat Two Opposing Pollcle.

The Woman's Christian Temporanoo Union
Is facing a crisis, and questions aro to come re

tho national convontion ot tho society at
Minneapolis in November, on which opposing
views aro held by influential elements ot tho
sooloty that have heretofore workod together.
Tho contral question Is whether tho union shall
continue to make payments on tho Tomplo
(otherwise known as tho Tompornnco Temple,
nnd the Woman's Temple) In Chicago. It is
now ten years slnoa the society undertook to
build tha Tomple. After raising mora than
$200,000 and causing the building to bo
oroctod, tho society finds that It docs not
own the building or tho ground on
whioh tha building Is placod, and that
only $15,000 remains to tho credit ot tho build-
ing fund. Thousands ot faithful and loyal
mombors ot the society have Invested thotrsav-Ing- e

in the stock and bonds of tho company
which has ercoted tho Templo. Many of them
will receive no return on their investments It
the present plan ot tho administration ot the
society for sottllng the matter Is carried out.
There Is, on the other hand, a strong party at
headquarters In Chicago whioh has tho abso-
lute conviotlon that it is the duty ot the socloty
to gain possosslon of tho building and that tho
building will become a profitable source of rev-
enue for the society. This party is already
making a canvass for the election of officers
committed to Its polloy at the November con-
vention. Neither eld believes, apparently,
that the Woman's Christian Temperance Union
can divide Into factions and Hvo. At this criti-
cal period In the society's history It mlssos tho
guiding hand of Miss Frances Wlllard, who

to devote tho fifty-nint- h year of her life
to an attempt to eettlo tho Temple question for
good and all.

The Temple, it should bo understood, was
meant to be a monument to tho ability and
powor ot woman In American national life.
It was to be a great ofllco building containing
halls and clubrooms for women's use, though
tho offices were to be open to men and womon
alike. The offices, of course, were to pay the
ezponses of the building. Mrs. Matilda B.
Carse of Chicago started tho idea. In 1880, at
the national convention of the union at Minne-
apolis, Miss Wlllard referred to the Templo,
then called the Tompornnco Templo, as an
"affiliated Interest ot the Woman's Christian
Temperance Union deserving tho
ot monibers of tho society " and all tho encour-
agement that could be lent to It. Bhe said that
Mrs. Carso, who had taken the wholo burden ot
erecting the building on her shoulders, would
have begun tho work already if the business
interests of tho country had not been thrown
into somo confusion by tho riots ot that year.

At the convention of 1887. which was hold at
Nashville. Tenn.. Mrs. Carse appeared before
the convention and mndo a strong address In
support ot the Templo project. Aftor her ad-

dress a general subscription was opened, and
large sums ot money wero subscribed. Later
in tho same yoar. at tho Exccutivo Committee
meeting, Mrs. Carso and her friend, Mrs,
Hobbs, addressed tho committee on tho Tem-
perance Templo. Thoy urged very strongly
that tho union should undertako tho work ot
building it. The records of tho meeting say
that tho pressure ot other business was
very heavy and that the question ot
taking up tho Temple project was
therefore reforred to tho gonernl officers,
or. In other words, tho Presidents of the State
Unions, "with tho definito understanding that
the erection of tho Temple upon leased ground
could not be Indorsed." In Miss Wlllard's an-
nual address In that samo year sho said:
"Mrs. Matilda B. Carso will tell you ot hor
plans and show you a picture of tho wonderful
templo which sho has soen In visions on tho
mount ot faith and prayer. Sho promises not
to build until sho has $500,000 in tho bank, so
wo aro sate from anything chimerical. Sho
does not a9k us to assume legal responsibility,
so we cannot complain." Tho matter was
summed up by tho llesolutlons Committee in
resolution No. 12. which ran as follows ;

Rttolttd, That we cordially iudorao the arand plan
of the Tcmperanco Tfinple, a presented by u
founder, and pledKe to tnla gret entirpriie onr
hearty cooperation with money and inuuence.

Aftor full discussion tho resolution was re-
ferred to the Executive Committee, by whioh It
was again referred to a committee called Iho
Post Executive. This committee added to it
this resolution:

Jltiolrtd. That wo record with admiration and
amazement the colossal plans of our earnest aud de.
voted sister, Mrs. Matilda Curse of Chlcaso, for tho
building ot a Temperance Temple in that city h
home and source of financial revenue to the National
Woman's Christian Temperance Union, and that,
while wo asuioa no legal responsibility whatever,
wo do sire to Mm. Carse our sympathy, our prayeni,
and pledce ourselves not to hinder or cnibarratts hor
In the prosecution of her plans, provided she Bhall
legally oblieate heraolf.uot to begin tho work unUl
tCOO.OOO Bhall bo secured.

But Mrs. Carso did not seem to understand
tho reservation of the union's officers In tho
same way in which Miss Wlllard aud tho rest
understood It, Sho did not feel that sho was
pledged to have $500,000 in bank, but thought
ft would be enough If she could have SftOO.tKHJ
worth of stock subscribed for. Up to thlstlme
$01,000 had been subscribed by members of
the union. Mr. Marshall Field of Chicago camo
forward and subscribed for a great part of the
remaining Issue. Mrs. Carse went uhead with
tho building. All but about $15,000 of the
$01,000 subsorlbod by tho union was expended
in issuing $300,000 worth of bonds. These
bonds wore Issued bv Mrs. Carso uiwn her own
responsibility, but nt the convention of lhW8
action was taken by tho union which practically
indorsed what she had done.

The building was erected, but the enterprise
dragged along. It was Impossible to 1111 tho
building with tenants. Tho business situation
all over tho country was blamed for this. A-
lmost the entire monoy-ralsln- g capacity of tho
union was exerted in tho effort to pay for tho
building and keen tin tho payment of Intorest
on the bonds. Of this period Miis Julia Cole-
man. Secretary of the Nuw York County
Woman's Christian Temperance Union, said to
a Bun reporter:

" Every cent that the union ralso more
than It ever had raised before was dovotod to
tho Temple. Mombors themselves were de-
prived of the ordinary comforts of lifo. Tho
union wont without much that was uoedod to

its temperance work effective. Tho
of the union, which had alwnys been

directed toward work for tho uvowed object of
tho eociety, tho cause ot temporanco. was
turned toward tho buildlngof theTemplo. The
Temple became the main thing. The union
Buffered and temperanco suffered. Then, about
a year ago, wo came to roallzo that alter nil
this Mr. l'iold, an outsider, a man not directly
Identified otherwtso with the iutorobts of the
union, was more interested In the Temple than
we woro ourselves."

At tho Buffalo convention last year tho tem-
plo question was the main one discussed. Mrs.
Carso believed that If the socloty could raise
$:iOO,000 to buy back tho bonds and got control
ot tho capital stock, tho rest nf the enterprise
could be easily carried on Miss Wlllard, aftor
tho whole matter had bcon thoroughly dis-
cussed, stood up before tha convention and an-
nounced that sho Intended to devoto tho next
year of her llfo, tho fifty-nint- h year of her
ago, to an effort to ralso that $300,000 and put
thu Temple Into tiie control ot tho union.
Bhn behoved that by apiieals to wealthy and
plillaiithroplo people throughout tho country
this might be accomplished, 'i'horo was not
lacking tho advice ot men supposed to bo thor-
oughly versed In financial mid business affairs
to hiinport her in hor belief that if tho union
could secure control of tho stock all would go
well thereafter. A committee was made up of
prominent business men of Chicago, among
them Lyman J. Gage, now Secretary of tho
Treasury, and II. II. Kohlsnat, Its report,
made after examining the books of tho build-
ing association, was in part as follows:

Wo find that responsible business men sub-
scribed und paid for all the capital stock at pur,
und Unit you secured an option on a largo part
of tho stock for twelvo yeurs. nt par nncf 5 per
cent. IntoreBt, and that at about the tlmo of iho
completion of tho building a wealthy gcntlo-ma- ii

of this city purchased sufficient stock nt
par to havo n controlling powor in tho associa-
tion, nnd that jou purehasod from him eulll-cle- nt

stock to give you control in the associa-
tion and issued and tiold $300,000 0 per cent,
bonds to pay for tho Bamp,"

The commlttco concluded that. If tho associa-
tion could manago to cancel those bonds and
thus avoid tho necessity for paying Interest on
them any longer, there was no reason why
tho building should not bo and
even prolltable.

Bliss Wlllard wont bravely into tho work of
soliciting subscriptions. Sho found that her
efforts woro recolved coldly by tho people to
whom she went Sho did not make any attempt
to raise the money among temperance people,
for when Bhe announced Tier determination to
devote herself to tho work sho had said, " I
shall not como around making any soft words
to the local unions nor the white rlbbonera.

have done enough. Turn we now to the
entiles.

Tho commlttco attempted to
carry on tho work under her namo In tho bono
that what sho had not been nblo to do In life
might bo dono as n memorial to her when Bho
was doad. This attempt fullod, too. Tho gen-
eral officers of tho association mot In July, thisyear, nnd studied thisatntcment:

lack of understanding regarding tho situationamong Woman's Christian Temperanco Union
womon as well as on the part of tho general
public They thorefore doefdod to lay tho mat-t- or

before tho Executive Committee, with theunderstanding that the eommittco should take
it boforo tho Minneapolis convention for final
settlement. The final recommendation was In
these words:

"If favorable tcrmscould ho secured It would
bo far more economical nnd fully as effective in
the end for tho Woman '6 Christian Temperanco
union to leaso Wlllard Hall and pay rent for
national hoadquarters In tho Tomplo, which it
had been doing since tho completion ot thobuilding, than to go on with tho nope loss effort
to own the building."

Tho Executlvo Committoo met on July 10
last, and adopted resolutions saying that tho
effort to ralso money with a view of owning the
Temple should bo discontinued, and that nn
effort should bo mado to purchase before thocoming convontion theTemplo trunt bonds so
far as the avallablo funds mado such a courso
possible. The idea of this last provision was
that many mombors of tho society who had
fiurchascd tho bonds were without other means

monoy so Invested. It was tho aim
nnd desire of tho Executive Committoo that tho
necessities of those generous people should bo
relieved llrst. There was moro of sentiment
than of business In the idea, Tho resolutions
wero prepared nnd presented by Miss Anna
Gordon, who had been Miss Wlllard's secre-
tary and wns thought to understand Miss Wl-
llard's view of tho situation better than any-
body else.

But the Building Trade Council Provides
for Their Ordering Strike.

Tho Building Trades Council, formed somo
time ago by building trades unions dissatis-
fied with the methods of tho Board ot Walking
Delegates, announced yesterday that it had
adopted a constitution and by-la- and would
soon havo permanent headquarters. The
clauses inlthe constitution relating to grievances
and arbitrations nro aa follows :

" Section 1. Any organization or delegate
having a grievance shall present the same to
the council In writing. No delegate shnll sit In
judgment on any caso affecting tiie trado to
which ho may belong.

"Sec.2. Whon troublo occursonanybulldlng
or job affecting any trado represented In this
council It shall be the duty of the walking dolo-ga- te

of said trado to immediately endeavor to
settlo same with contractor or owner, in

with tho trade rules and to tho satis-
faction of tho trade Involved. Falling in this,
and a strike being necessary, the walking dolo-ga- te

shall have power to call said strike. If tho
aforesaid strike is liable to becomo general he
shall then lay tho matter before tho council at
Its next meeting and be governed by its notion
nnd decision, whlehshall be equally binding on
all trades In this council engaged on tho job orbuilding. When a trado has no walking dole-gnt- o

tho Chairman of tho Board shall havepower to call members of said trado off when a
strike is ordered. It will require a majority of
thu trades voting to order a strike,"

Tho rule of the Board of Walking Delegates
is that It requires a two-thir- voto ot tho
trades Involved to order a general strlko.

No Knit Side Strikes on Hebrew Sabbath.
Owing to yesterday being tho nobrew Sab-

bath sovernl strikes wljich were on the strike
schedule ot tho Cloakmnkors' Union wero not
ordered, ns few of tho people were at work,
most ot them being at the synagogues. Tho
strikes will bo ordered whon both
the orthodox Hebrews and those who aro con-
nected with the Reformed Hebrew ohurches
will be at work. A number of contractors
agreed to tho terms proposed by the union In
order to avert strikes. In most oases thowages and conditions demanded aro tho same
as last year.

Coat Tailors Talking Strike.
K striko ot tho linlshors and pressors is

threatened In Wolf's tailor shop In Grand
street on account of alleged viola-
tions of union rules, Tho same complaints are
mado by the coat tailors, who have done very
little striking thlssummor.Inothor shops. The
Amalgamated Association of Clothing Cutters.
Finishers and Trimmers will have ohargeof
any strike ot coat tailors, and. If the strike
takes place in Wolf's shop it will nt
onco bo followed by half a dozen other strikes.
