He called together
all the dootors In thetclty and on Sunday morn-
ing, when ther met 'him In the courtroom of
the' City Hall, ho told them his plans. There
were exactly two doien of these physicians,
nil flno specimens of Forto
Weans. Bomo had taken their degrees in
Farts, some In London, some In Philadelphia,
nnd some In New York. The Presldont of the
Board of Health, Major Woodbury announcojj.
was to be a physician selected by those pres-
ent from among their number. The Mayor
and tho flyndlo ot tho city wore to be
membcrs,and the Byndlovwho Is it sortof general
Chairman otall local boards, to be tho Secretary.
The doctors gave Major Woodbury their sup-
port, and tho board was organized yesterday.
Tho district, which Includes the port. Is divided
Into four and each ot these has
an inspector. To-d-ay the rules ot the board
were published. As there is no fund out ot
which the expenses of sanitary work, can bo
paid, it required considerable ingenuity to con-
trive tho means in which to have the work
done and to mako the rules effective. Major
Woodbury has contrived these In a clever way.
Tho olcanlng ot the streets Is to bo done by tho
short-ter- m prisoners, who are sentenced to
jail In default of fines fofr violations of
minor sorts. Btollkeepera anstorekeepers In
the markot must each koep a given area clean
on pain ot forfeiture ot their stands: tho con-
tractor who conduote the publlo slaughter
house will forfeit his contract If ho does not
keep tho place clean, and the proprietors ot
hacks, publlo stn.blos.and such places are modo
subject to the loss Of licenses It they do not
comply with tho orders ot the Board ot Health.
All nuisances discovered on other promises are
to be abated at the expense ot the owners ot the
land. The Importance of thoso regulations will
be appreciated when It is considered thatFonee
lies on a plain at the foot ot the hills
and la nearly flat, and, although It has an
ample supply of running water, it has not
a sewer, nor was thoro any system ot cleaning
the streets. Closets and bathrooms drain Into
cesspools, while nature cleaned tho streets by
rinsing them with rain and sweeping off the
refuse through the brick gutters which line
tho streets on eaoh side. As the streets are ot
fairly good macadam this is reasonably effect-
ive now when rain falls In showers every day.
but in the long, dry season only the very dry-
ness of the air would prevent tho filth from
breeding disease. To-da- y Major Woodbury
has gono to Inspect the watershed and the
aqueduct which supplies the city with water.
The water comes from the Rio Portugese, two
and a halt miles up in the mountains, and is
brought here In an iron plpo. The jail has been
disinfected, the market properly cleansed and
much other work necessary to preserving
publio health Is under way.

a work Is to be done whloh Major
Woodbury considers the most important of all.
He is going to select the ground tor a new cem-
etery and have It consecrated. Ponce Is tho
seat of a Bishop, and Its cathedral forms, with
the hall of the firemen, tho north side of tho
public plaza. Its cemetery Is within tho
city limits, at tho east end of the town,
and surrounded by habitations. Hero s

ot years have been buried not
only the resldonts ot Fonco. but those
who have died in all the territory for
many miles around. GravoB have been used
over and over again, until corpses lie there now
fire deep in many parts of tho ground. Thus
does the coming of Americans Into this ancient
Spanish town inject Into It a new life. In the
train ot these improvements will soon come
the building ot sowers, the adoption ot perma-
nent methods of street cleaning and publlo
sanitation, the organized care ot tho parks and
squares and the replacineof tho rlcketv hacks
that run from port to city with trolley cars.

With the St Paul came a complete United
States Post Office outfit-unde- charge of H. M.
Robinson of Atlanta. Go. Mr.' Robinson has
with him as clerks E. H. Dawson. M,r H. Saul.
B. W. Elngsmore. O. M. Hunt and Edward
JlStlns. Part of the lower floor of the Custom
House has been set apart-fa- r the Post Office,
and it will open for the sending and
receiving of all sorts ot mall. Including reg-
istered letters and money orders. The cable
office, which had been disabled by the tipanish
by the smashing of the battery cells and re-
moving the instruments, was refitted and
opened for business yesterday, and the tele-
graph lines, which had been disabled In the
same manner, have been repaired and are
working from Guonica to Ponce and the port
with signal-servic- e operators, also at Yauoo
and Quanilla on the railroad.

PORTO UICO'S TVEI.C03U2 OF ROSES.

The Deception Given to Americans In a
Mountain Village.

Poscx. Porto Rico. Aug. 2. Adjuntas Is a
little village in this province which, for a hun-
dred years almost has nestled quietly In a
peaceful basin In the Cayey mountain range,
unknown to the world at large, and entirely
oontontod to be unknown. Surrounded on all
sides by green-tippe- d mountain peaks, with Its
cane and Its coffee growing luxuriantly on
their sloping sides. It has moved placidly along
the even tenor of ito way with only now and
then a word ot gossip from travellers
passing through Its humble streets from
Fonoo on the south side to Areclbo on
the north. Its people perchance have dreamed
thatBome day tho Spanish lords who owned
the country and held their mastery by a garri-
son of soldiers would be driven from tho land,
but they let well enough alone and never
sought to bring that longed-fo- r end the nearer.
They were peaceful people. War was abhor-
rent to them. Tho fierce fire of the Cubans
was looking In their nature, and so to the cit-
izens ot Adjuntas the approaching tramp of
armed forces and the prospect of bloody deeds

seem Indeed momentous.
They realize now that the end ot Spanish

misrule is at hand, and In their simple country
way, like children of the fields and of the mounJ
tains, as they are, they have welcomed the
American Invaders with a warmth and a genu-
ineness far surpassing all the pomp and cere-
mony that custom might hazard as essential
for so Important on event There was no blare
of bands, no sycophantlo protestation of loy-
alty to the supplanting flag. It was not a dem-
onstration dictated by fear of force, tor the
Americans were but a handful whom a
score of men might easily have cap-

tured. But they were glad that these
big strangers, with their fine, honest faces,
should come among them, and. to express
that sentiment they gathered by the roadside
and showered upon them the wealth of their
flower gardens. History sometimes, and ro-

mance often, tell of the march of conquering
heroes along pathways strewn with roses and
amid the loud acclaim of a grateful people; but
certainly no such scene of fact or fiction ever
surpassed In appropriateness or beauty that
which was witnessed yesterday along the road
to Adjuntas.

Adjuntas Is twenty miles from Ponce, on the
road to Areclbo, a thriving seaport on the
northern coast of Porto Rico, about forty miles
to the westward of San Juan at present
the city of all cities to the American
Army. It Is ot Itself ot no lmportanco
otratoglcally, but owing to Information
which reached the American lines to the effect
that tho military road to San Juan had been
rendered Impassable by mines near and In
Albonlto pass, it became necessary to recon-
noitre the road to Areclbo. Hence the tamo ot
Adjuntas. Gen. Roy Stone was tho man who
undertook the task, and he did it just as though
there were not a hundred Spaniards on the Isl-

and. There Is a telegraph office at Adjuntas, and
In order to repair the line to that point and to
open an office Capt Lamar of the signal corps
was sent ahead to prospect his wire. Ha took
only a dozen men with him and started out
An hour later Gen. Stone sot out Ho rode In a
carriage, for It was his Intention to test
the road for wagon trains. Only one orderly
leading the General's horse accompanied him.
For the first few miles the road ran through
the lowlands, hard and smooth as a floor, a per-
fect path for wheeling, The country about was
beautiful, and beautiful, too, with the works of
civilization. Pretty homes appeared among the

dork green trees, field ot coffee and ot cane
stretched out. and up into the hills cows grazed
In the pastures. Wealth appeareM on all aides,
and Spain's dostro to hold this Jewel ot her
crown was hardly a cause for wonderment
By and by the hills came and the smooth road
became rough and jagged. Up, up It went
winding and twisting ceaselessly, sometimes
filled with great boulders, sometimes deep
with mud. Tho horses sweated until theyntag-gere- d

with tho loads. Btill tho asoent kept
up, ever higher and higher. Behind the party
the sea flashed Into steam, with a score ot
American vessols lying In the harbor of the
port ot Fonco, each looking as tiny as tho toy
yacht of a child. Beyond was the crowning
peak ot tho range htddon partly by little clouds
ot fleecy mist Once over tho dlvldo progress
was more rapid, for. while the road did not im-

prove. It was at least downhill, and Forto Wean
coaohors drtvo wlth the recklessness ot the
devil. With whistles between their teeth they
raced tholr horses down the steep Inclines,
Winding sharply In and out with great cliffs on
one side and precipices on tho othor, whistling
furiously all the time to warn any persons who
might bo driving In the opposite direction.

Toward night the twenty miles between
Fonco and Adjuntas was almost covered. With
an approach to the confines ot the town came
the first intimation ot the reception whleh it
would be the fortunoot tho newcomers to moet
At tho top ot a little knoll, pethaps two miles
from Adjuntas, stood a cottago, thatched and
patched, apparently tho homo of an honest
Forto Rlcon farmhand. In tho low doorway
which faced tho road were a woman and a girl,
tho latter about 15 years ot age. Tho rapidly
whirling carriages might not have noticed the
humble figures, but just as they were dashing by
the girl raised both her hands and motioned
for the carriages to stop. Tho drivers hauled
tho horses back upon their haunches, and out
from the doorway tripped tho blushing young
Porto Wean maiden. In each of her small
brown hands she hold great bouquets ot roses,
red and white, and fragrant as tho choicest ot
greenhouse pets.

"Vlrun los Americanos 1" sho piped, as she
heldono bouquet out to the forward carriage,
and. repeating her salutation, sho tossed her
other prlzo to the travellers in the rear, and
then flod to the home ot her fathers.

This was but a hint ot what was to follow.
Groups ot womon gathorod at the wider spaces
of the roadway each with flowers ptoked from
the Porto Rlcan fields with her own hand and
crying "Vlvan Americanos!" "Viva Porto Rico
libra I" pelted the passers-b- y with their tokens
of loyalty. Tho nearer the approach to the vil-

lage proper the thlckor became the hall ot
floral offerings. From tho housetops, tho bal-
conies, the windows, tho trees evon, poured
this rain of flowers. The horses shied and
went tearing fastor and fastor, while thoco-cher- as

howled profanely and gleefully. By
this ttmo a perfect mob was trail-
ing In the rear, and when Gen. Stone
drew up at tho publio square the entire town
surrounded him, cheering, dancing, and still
raining their roses. And elbowing hln way
through tho throng enmo Thoodoro Figueroa,
the Alcalde of Adjuntas. With tho smilo of a
dapper dancing master and tho swooping bow
of a great patriot Seflor Figueroa raised aloft
on American flag which, ho announced, had
been made by tho womon ot tho town. They
begged the American General to do them the
honor to allow It to be raisod. a request ho
granted with great zest and alacrity. Tho cere-
mony took place amid more cheers at the Town
Hall, and here. too. Gen. Stone made a brlot
speech and had read Gen. Mlles's proclamation
as to our purposes In Porto Rico. This ap-
peared to please every one immensely, and
they " vivad" until tho General had sought the
privacy ot a house 'and the few soldiers had
scattered. Then they went away to get their
suppers, only to return and gaze upon those
wonderful Americans, who. in the meanwhile,
had captured a number of volunteers and re-
leased them on parole. Although a dozen
Spaniards could easily havo taken Gen. Stono
a prisoner, he was not disturbed durine
the night Tho Spaniards had left the town
the day before and were then five miles on
toward Areclbo. There were 100 in the garri-
son at Adjuntas. and while there was no great
bitterness between them and the citizens, the
welcome given the Americans la testimony
boyond contravention ot the Porto Weans'
sincere desire to be rid of them.

POXCE XJTJ5 KEr OF PORTO RICO.

Oen. Mlles's Advance on San Jnnn Heft
Made from That Point.

Poser. Porto Rico. Aug. 1. One might justly
wonder, in glancing nt the map ot Porto Rico
and finding that Ponce was fifty miles or more
from tho city of San Juan, why Gen. Miles had
begun his campaign at this y point
and at tho still further away port of Guani-c- a.

both on the opposite coast to that on
which tho capital city stands. It is only
after a study of the maps, and after get-
ting a knowledge of tho roads ot tho island,
that one can reallzo that far-aw- Ponce Is
really the key to Porto Rico, and that Gen.
Miles made no mistake In landing hero and at
Guanlco. To-da- y tho whole southern coast ot
the Island Is virtually In our possession, and
our advance to San Juan and tho surrender of
that city Is as certain as any event In war can
ever be.

Looking from the sea toward the Interior of
Forto Rico. It seems as If an advanoe to be
made In that direction by military forces were
Impossible. Mountains greet the ereatovery
point the entire length of Porto Rico. and. al-

though these aro not high, they are ot a most
formldablo ruggodness. Whorover trees or un-
derbrush can find earth they clothe the rocks,
but these, broken by repeated upheavals, aro
so jagged that their bare ribs poke through In
almost innumerable places and show gray and
rugged In the sunshine. Time has not smoothed
them, and they are steop, angular, and sharp
peaked. One could make a fair imitation ot
them by crumpling up a piece of writing paper
and then partially stretching It out again. Only
one roadway Is found leading clear across the
island, and that has Fonco at one end and
San Juan at the other. That road has
been made Into a well-bui- lt highway by the
Spaniards, and now It will form the means of
their downfall. That It could be defended by
an adequate army, which was well supplied, is
true, but In the face ot such a movement In
force as Gen. Miles apparently contemplates,
there would seem to be no course for the Span-lar-

to pursue except to fall back and fall back
until San Juan Itself la all that they have be-
hind them except tho sea.

Gen. Mlles's movement thus tar has been
perfect In Its efficioncy, and we are already
holding this important town and territory In as
much security, comfort and confidence as one
would have expected had wo landed here 400
years ago instead of five days back. To-da- y

tho troops which landed at Guanlca a week ago
are marching through Ponce on their way to
join thoso ot Oen. Ernst's brigade on the San
Juan road, and all the territory comprised be-
tween here and there, fifteen miles In length.
Is ours, whllo our outposts to tho east are ten
miles away, with only rumors ot an enemy for
miles further.

When Gen. Miles made his landing at Gua-
nlca the few regular troops which were here,
said to have numbered about 800, caught
up their arms and filled their belts with ammu-
nition and went forth to meet us somewhere
down tho railroad lino, which runs from Ponce
to Yuaco, an inland town four miles from Gua-
nlca, now far they got we do not know. Fivo
miles from here, where the railroad skirts a
rocky lodge and hangs over the sea on the
south side, thoy stopped to lay some clumsy
mines, and then went on. Boraoof the volunteers
were forced to go along with them, but more
ot these deserted and hid themselves either
InWuses or among the hills and fields. When
Gen. Wilson's forces landed at Port Ponce the
Spanlth troops were caught between the two
forces and forced to beat a hasty retreat or else
to surrender, There was but one road to safe-
ty! and this they took. This Is a fairly good
road which leads north to Adjuntas. from the
road from here to Yauco, about half way be-
tween the two cities. Adjuntas is among the
mountains and sixteen miles from here. At
that place the road ends and Is replaced by moun- -

tain trolls only. Upthlsroadtheregularswent
and they were heard ot at Adjuntas for a whllo.
Yesterday it becarao known that they had dis-
appeared from there. Major Flagler and Capt.
Latrobo ot Gen. Wilson's staff were tho first to
get the news. They were rldlngup tho Adjun-
tas road and met about a dozen men coming In,
beating two dozen rifles and an armful ot
swords. Borne of the mon wore tho volunteer
uniform. When thoy saw.the two officers they
called to them not to shoot and when they
were questioned sold ther had been at Adjun-
tas. but that the Spanish having left they were
coming back to glvo themsolves up. A hack-ma- n

from Adjuntas also reported that the
Bpanlsh had left there yesterday morning, go-
ing through the mountains to join tho forces on
tho San Juan road, and that as soon as thoy
were gone the citizens hod raised tho American
flag amid cheers.

When Gen. Wilson landed he hod the troops
ot the Second and Third Wisconsin and Six-

teenth Pennsylvania, under Gen. Ernst pushed
forward aldng tha Ban Juan road at once, hold-
ing back only enough of them In tho port and
city to do guard and provost duty. Even on
the first day they advanced several miles to tho
eastward without mooting any ot the enemy,
although it was known that there were a few
Bpanlsh troops In that direction. Beyond the ford
ot the Fonco Itlvor Gen. Emst established his
headquarters n the field, and covered the width
ot the valley with his outposts. Here tho
eamps ot tho reglmonta still lie. but every day
tho outposts are pushed a little more forward.
Yesterday theso reached the llttlo town of
Juan Diaz, eight miles away, where tho Amer-
ican flog was run up by the citizens and the
troops wore greeted with tho same welcome
which they have mot elsewhere on the Island-Outpos-

ts

have been pushed to the southeast on
the Bt Isabel road to prevent any disturbance
from that quarter, and in this situation,
with but slight advances, tho army is likely
to remain for several days more, whllo the
work goes on of preparing for rapid work In
the field. This Is tho work of tho Commissary
nnd Quartermaster departments. Whole ship-

loads of supplies and munitions of war, wagons
and mules, horses and ambulances, tents, and
all tho other paraphernalia ot a modem army
came with tho troops or followed them, and all
of the stuff has to be brought ashore In lighters.
Fortunately all the business ot the port Is
done by this means and the lighters were
found in the harbor. Without these and the

PICTURESQUE POXCE,

The Boys from Santiago Thought It an Ex-
cellent ITndentndy for Ileaven.

Ponce. Porto Rico. Aug. 3." It's too easyl"
That Is tho cry which goes up from one nnd all
of the American soldiers now quartered In and
about this most charming and picturesque ot
Spanish towns. Regulars and volunteers aliko
are bitterly disappointed. With the stories ot
tho horrors and perils ot tho Cuban campaign
fresh In their minds, these men on tho trans-
ports had braced themselves for the worst but
these Porto Rlcans or, more properly, tho citi-
zens of Ponce with an enthusiasm and hospi-
tality boyond all procodent have decided that
tho best Is not nearly good enough forthelreon-querors.an- d

they have literally strewn our paths
with roses. Instead of having to hack one's way
through chaparral to the front one travels
leisurely to tho outposts in a cab with C springs
through a country which, apparently, for peace
and domesticity could put a New York county
to the blush, nnd the officers, instead ot feast-
ing in tho Cuban fashion on bacon and hard-
tack three times a day, aro able to sip their
coffee leisurely at the Hotel Francois and par-
take of spring chicken, with clean tablecloths,
real bread and bona fido butter. For the
new arrivals, of course, this Is simply
monotonous; but for the olhor fellows, thoso
who have come hero via El Caney and
Slboney. Ponee makes for them a vory ex-
cellent understudy for heaven. But as regards
the soldiers as a body, one of tho Wisconsin
privates summed up the sentimonts of the army
very effectively yesterday. Ho was on guard In
front of tho Fir Department a building which
looks for all the world like an Immense Chinese
pagoda, and besides being one of the most
conspicuous buildings in tho town seems
by all odds to bo tho most inflammable.
Well, as this soldier stood thero on guard,
about ten young women, with their arms
full ot flowers, and half a dozen youths
wavlris red, white, and bluo bandanas,
marched up. The bunch of more or less beau-
ties threw tho flowers at him. and the men. as
they wnved their bandanas shouted: "Vlvnn
los Americanosl " Tho ntt words which Issued
from that soldier's lips were not fit for publica-
tion, but after a moment ho turned to tho
young women nnd remarked: "Say, look here!
I nln t Sarah Bernhardt! "

That remark sums up the whole situation
from tho soldier's point of view. It was a light
that they expected, not bouquets, and Ponce's
sweetness tires them.

But as a town Ponco Is far ahead of any other
Place which we have visited in the West Indies.
It Is far more advanced and up to dato even
than Kingston. Jamnica, while the natives are
so far nhead of both the Jamaicans and the
Haytlans tlint you can scarcely regard them In
the same class. The women for tho most part
are sweet-face- d and gentle, but while you can
tlndthem in all shades, from tho lightest brown
to black, tho strain ot tho old Carlb stock Is ap-
parent in them all.

Tho three principal hotels here stand sldo by
side. Tho Hotel Frnncals Is supposed to te tho
bestot the three, nnd horo most of the officers
and all tho correspondents make their head-
quarters. Tho Hotel Inglaterra is also doing a
thriving trade, for the Hotel Espaflol is locked
as tight as an oyster. The entire menage, from
the chef to tho star boarders, decamped toward
the Interior the moment the first American ship
appeared in tho harbor, it Is a pity that some
enterprising citizen of Ponco cannot find the
keys and reopen the hotel at once on the Amer-
ican plan, for the extra bedrooms are needed
sorely. At present the landlady of the French
hotel has tho most cliarmlnslr original methods
of doing business. She thinks nothing of rent-
ing your room over your head from throoto
four times a day, and when all breathing space
in the two beds has given out she obligingly
accommodates from throe to four more, either
on cots or on the floor. As madam Insists upon
exacting a full rental from each ot the eight or
nine occupants of each room, It can be seen not
only that tho hotel business in Ponce Is looking
up. but that madam Is quite a bit of a George
Boldt in herwuy.

Thero Is a very pretty courtyard to the hotel,
whore coffee is served In tho morning, and
where a large and varied collection ot Porto
Rlcan youths disport thomselvos at all hours of
of tho Qar. If vou onlr setunoarlvenoush rou
can see tho entire table d'hote for that evening
approach. The chickens usually arrive first,
Thoy are brought In u dozen at a time and ore
dumped on tho floor of tho courtyard, where
the are supposed to form In lino for execution.
In fact, the early momlng massacre of these
(Spanish fowl is the nearest approach to blood-
shed which any of us has yet seen down here.

There Is a llrst-rat- o band here which, now
that it has suecosslully mastered the intrica-
cies ot "The Banner." is prac-
ticing tho strains ot " A Hot Time." fly far
the most Imposlnglooklng citizens of Pouceara
tne bomuaros tno firemen, 'mere seem to
be hundreds of them, and In their brilliant
shirts thoy hao made a special appeal to the
Massachusetts regiment. Theso bombaros
have such a remarkable resemblanco in both
dress, thirst anil deportment to the Ancient
and Honorable Artillery that thoy make the
Boston mon particularly feel quite at home.

The siesta Is oneof the most popular customs
at Ponco. lou realize this acutely the first
time you decide to take a midday catnap and
meet tho other eight occupants ot your bed-
room all making hasto to got possession.

The air here Is so bracing that evon those
members of tho Cuban expedition who were
ill when they arrived here are recuperating.
In fact Cant Lee. the British attache. Is about
the only Invalid now In the liotol. and he Is
making rapid strides toward recovery. Tliore
Is a great deal of typhoid upon the transports,
however. There was a great reunion ot old
Troop A men in tho dining room this afternoon.
Townsend Lawrence, who resigned from tho
Bquadron when It was at Camp Alger In order
to take a commission on Gen. Ernst s staff, was
quietly gating his luncheon when suddenly
there was u wild whoop and u yell, and Llddou
Patterson was smacking him on the back. Two
minutes later Capt. Frank Folk and John 0.
Breckinridge dropped in unexpectedly, and
just after them another man who had come
down on the transport on which the squadron
alho were P4ssengers.

We were just ulHcussIng the chances of see-
ing the rest ot the troop before tho general
movement toward Bon Juan, when suddenly
two bedraggled-lookin- g troopers appeared In
the doorway.

and when order was only restored after the sol-

diers were driven Into their camp by a detail
from tho Thirteenth Pennsylvania and tho
First Connecticut regiments, will be Investi-
gated morning. Major-Ge- n. Butler,
commanding this division, witnessed the dis-
order, and tho following morning Issued
on order taking away the liberties ex-
tended to tho soldiers and censuring them
for their conduct Guards aro posted
around the regimental quarters every thirty
paoos. and tho roll Is called four times a day.
No one is allowed to go outside of tho guards
unless In tho performance ot some military
duty. The Third Virginia men aro indignant
and characterize the General's action an hasty
and overbearing. Col. Nolle of tho Third Vir-
ginia brought the matter to tho attention ot
Major-Go- Graham, commanding the corps,
and the following order was issued this after-
noon:

was said that there would bo trackage for :i0O
cars. Tho farm to be occupied Is tho Oak lantj
or homestead farm of the Into James Young,
and about 400 acres will be taken.

Water was struck yesterday at a depth of 125
feet and there Is said to bo- - an abundance.
Thore are a number ot fine farmhouses on the
farm, which will be used as headquarters and
officers' quarters. The camp will bo about aquarter ot a mile away from the railroad and
there will be a parade ground of 140 acres. Thecamp will bo accessible by steam and trolloy
lines, whleh run close to It Mlddletown Is amanufacturing town ot about 7.000 population.

Harry Young, ono of tho heirs pf the Young
estate, secured a preliminary Injunction this
afternoon to restrain the railroad company
from constructing sidings at the camp. A
hearing has been fixed for and
there Is little doubt that tho Injunction will ho
dissolved, on tho ground that tho Government
and not tho railroad company Is doing tha work ,

Preparing for the Camp at Lexington.
LzxrxaTON, Ky Aug. 11. Preparations for

the reception of tho third division. United
States Volunteers, began this momlng. Mujor
McDowoll, owner of Ashland.

Ferry Tlflany and Cambridge Living-
ston Go to Bring William Tiffany Home.

Tho steamship Yalo. with the Eighth Illinois
Volunteer Infantry, twenty Immune nurses,
five, Bisters of Charity, and, a cargo ot sub-
sistence stores, medical and hospital supplies
and delicacies for tho slek ana wounded, sailed
from tho American lino pier, foot ot Fulton
street at 12:55 o'olock y.esierday afternoon.
Bho got as far as Bandy Hook, where sho was
signalled to stop, and sho hove to just outside
tho bar. That was at 3 o'clock. Two hours
later tho steam tug America ran ptongildothe
bis ship and put on board a squad ot men and
several officers of trie regiment who had been
lett behind. The Yalo finally started south at
0:05 for Santiago.

The Eighth Illinois Is made .up ot 1,320 off-
icers and men. all colored. Tbe field and staff
officers are: Colonel. John R. Marshall: Liou;
tenant-Colon- 3. C. Johnson: Majors. Robert
n. Jackson and Franklin A. Donnlson;' Adj-
utant Harvey A. Thompson; Quartermaster.
James S. Nelson: Chief 8urgeon. Major Wesley.
Tho regiment was mustered Into tho sor-vl-

ot the United States about two
weeks after war was declared. Its nucleus
was tho Ninth Battalion ot tho Illinois
National Guard. , ot which Col. Marshall
was tho Major. It was mustered In at Camp
Tanner. Springfield, and was held thero until
ordered, a few days ago. to relieve the First
Illinois Volunteer Infantry, now at Santiago.
Tho regiment loft Springfield on MondSy night
Along tho road from Springfield to Jersey City
tho colored soldlors were cheered by tho people
of tho towns through which thoy passed. At
Chllllcotho and Athens, 0., the townspeople
provided luncheons for them.

The first section of tho train reached Jersey
City about 1 o'clock yesterday morning and the
last section at 3:30 o'clock. As soon as the
soldiers reached Jersey City they evinced a do-si- re

to see the town. A few managed to get out
of the cars and disappeared. Before others
could got away guards were posted. At this
thero was much grumbling, but the guards had
their orders and obeyed them.

At 0:30 o'clock the regiment was ordered
aboard tho Jersey Central ferryboat Central.
Tho troops were landed on this side at the foot
of Liberty street and wero marched from there
up West street to the Amoriean lino pier. At
tho ferryhouse the order was given to fix
bayonets, and up West, street the regiment
marched with .overy bayonet fixed. On the
second story ot the pier shed the men were
drawn up in regimental front and stocked
arms.

Before the order to break ranks the regiment
was counted off and several men were missing.
It was concludod that they muBt bo In Jersey
City and Sergeant Dallas and Corporal Martin
were dotailed to hunt them up. They went into
a saloon at Henderson and Gregory streets,
Jersey City, nnd found Privates Henry and
Mathews. Sergeant Dallas ordered tho men
out of the saloon and over to the American lino
pier. They told him to go somowhero else.
When the Sergeant and Corporal undertook
to take the privates away by force, tho latter
resisted. Tho non-com- s, had their guns, to
which the bayonets were fixed. The privates
had their bayonets In the scabbards. The Ser-
geant charged on one private and the Corporal
on the other. A Jersey policeman was called
to separate the combatants, and when he had

tdone It found that Henry's wrist had been cut
by a bayonet The policeman promptly marched

' the four men to the Gregory street police sta-
tion, where Henry's wound was dressed. Tho
police sergeant said to the privates:

"Now you follows go along peaceably and do
whnt your told or I'll send one of my men with
you who will see that you do."- -

They agreed to join their regiment without
giving any more trouble and they reached tho
Yale about noon.

In tho meantime after tljo order to break
ranks had been given at the pier, there was a
general scattering Into West street Nobody
had received permission to go on a sight-seein- g

tour, but that didn't make anv difference.
When a soldier saw a chance to slide away he
slid. By 12 o'clock all the regiment that had
not managed to get away had been put aboard
tho ship. All the freight bod been stowed away
some time before. Capt Wise said ho was
ready to sail. Col. Marshall begged him to
wait until a provost guard, under Lieut Jami-
son, could bring in tho wanderers. Capt. Wiso
said he would wait until 1 o'clock and then ho
would sail.

Liout Jamison and his guard were sent out.
They scoured tho saloons and houses for two
or three blocks above and below Fulton street,
and rounded up about forty members of the reg-
iment Including four or five commissioned
officers, and started for the pier. On the way
they overtook the Rev. Dr. McCook of Philadel-
phia, who was going as a passenger on the
Yale. When the guard, prisoners, and preach-
er got to the pier the Yale was moving out into
tho stream. Lieut Jamison didn't know what
to do. Somebody suggested that he hire a tug
and chose the Yalo down the harbor. The pos-
sibility ot having to pay for the tug suggested
Itself to the Lieutenant

At this point Dr. McCook stepped in and as-

sumed temporary charge of affairs. He said
he'd pay tor the tug. and the America was char-
tered. The next thing was to catch tho Yalo.
Dr. McCook telephoned to Admiral Bunco at
tho Navy Yard, and asked him to hold up the
Yalo at Quarantine. The Admiral replied that
he'd llko to bo accommodating, but that tho
ship was subject to the orders ot tho Secretary
of War. and that Col. Kimball. Deputy Quartermast-

er-General, was the only man hero who
could hold her. Dr. McCook called up Col.
Kimball In the Army building and said:

"I am the Rev. Dr. McCook, and I am di-

rected by the Secretary of War to go to Santiago
on tho Yale. She has sailed without mo and
without several of the Illinois regiment lam
told you can hold her at Quarantine until wo
get thero. Will you do It?"

Col. Kimball wanted to know some more
about the Rev. Dr. McCook and his directions
from the Secretary of War. Dr. McCook fished
out tho pass entitling him to passage on tho
Yale, signed by the Becretary of War. This he
read through the telephone. Col. Kimball then
wanted to know how many there were In tho
party. Dr. McCook said about forty. The doc-
tor was then asked how he oxpected to reach
the Yale, if she could be held up. Ho ropliod
that he had hired a tug. which he was going to
pay for.

Thereupon Col. Kimball called up Quaran-
tine. Quarantine said the Yate had just passed.
Sandy Hook was next called up. and the ob-
server said tho steamer was coming down the
chann'el and he would signal her to wait for
orders. Whon the whereabouts of the Yale
were made known to Dr. McCook, he, tho pro-
vost guard and the prisoners packed Into the
tug and set out after the Yak).

Having arranged this matter, Col. Kimball
thought he was through with the Yale and tho
Eighth Illinois. An hour later, however, two
privates ot the regiment, carrying Runs with
bayonets still fixed, turnod up at the Bargo
Office, looking for the Yale. They were in that
mental condition In which nothing disturbed
them. Their prosenco was reported to Col.
Kimball and he sent them to Governors Island.
Later In the afternoon, several men of tho regi-
ment, In heavy marching order, their guns
with bayonets fixed, wore seen wandering
about West street, looking for the Yale. Up to
7 o'clock thoy had not been reported to tho
Army building.

Six members ot the regiment were Intention-
ally left bohind. Four of these wore suffering
from camp dysentery and malarial (over
