Amerloan interests will ba represented by
four men; Spanish interests by six. Two
or threo Inmdequate or unstable or unde-
cided Commisalonera on our slde would put
us yot further in a minority.

The peoplo are trusting the Presldent to
remamber that, This (8 not an occasion
when it i sufe toappoint two or threa roally
good men and to fill up the number with
pocond-class or merely ornamental material,

New and Inviting Filelds.

The Texas Democrats neglect the most
natural and feasible way of inereasing tho
commerce and building up the merchant
marine of the United States. They rejoet
opportunity and ery for mors laws, They
cling to the Revised Statutes and give up
the Pacific,

A NMemarkable Election.

The official advertisement of offives to be
filled ut this year's election In New York
county has been published in conformity
with chapter 000 of the Laws of 1806, and the
long list ineludes a Governor, a Lioutonant-
Governor, s Secrctary of State, o Stute
Comptroller, a State Treasurer, an Attorney-
Goenoeral, a State Engineer and Surveyor, but
no Judge of the Court of Appeals. In New
York county, however, three Judges of the
Buprome Court In the First district aro to te
voted for, and also ten members of Con-
greas, twolve Senators, thirty-five Assem-
blymen and a Judge of the City Court: but
no municipul, county or minor offices are to
be filled.

Not for many years hss an election in-
volved the fliling of so many places, and
naver before in the recollection of any eftl-
zen has there been an election at which no
county offleer or munielpal otfieer was voted
for in the county of New York.,

A general election in New York at which
no county oflicers— District Attormey, Coun-
ty Clerk, SherllY, Register, or Coroners—are
to be voled for is not only without prece-
dent, but must also tend to divest the con-
sl of o purely loval churvacter, so that the
thoughts of the citlzens will beconcentrated
on the large Issues which the war hns gon-
erated, And fortunate it is for the State and
the nation that such Is the case, In Kings
county, also, the term of the District Attor-
ney does pot expire until 1900, while the
terms of the Sheriff; County Clerk, and
Reglster last until 1860,

Politleal artitices will be used to distraet
attention to ' State issues,” but really there
are nosuch dgsues. The sole wsue which
will absorb the thoughts of every voler
I8 tho issuo of national progress and
expansion, Thelr main concorn will be to
gend to Congress Representatives who will
asslst beartily In that development, and so
to voto that a Senator favorable to it shall
be elocted by the Logislature, and o State
Administration In sympathy with that pop-
ular desire shall be put In power.

The Instructions to Admiral Bamrsoy to
“ procesd with the Now York, Brooklyn,
Indiana, Oregon, lowa, and Mnssachusotts
to Tompkinsville” show that the recont
projoect of sending an armored Neet by way of
the Suss Canal to relnforcs Admiral DEwey
haa at least been postponed. The vossala
named fnclude all our batticahips exoept the
Texns, which Is already ot Brooklyn. Tho
monitors are for the present to be leftat
Porto Rico, but they would in no casa bo
sont to tho Phillppines,  Commodore Wat-
s0% remalns at Guantanamo on the New-
ark, but only for the purposs of command-
ing tho fleet left In Cuban waters.

The purposo of the proposed crulas to the
Philippines, assuming that peacs would be
conecluded by Spain, was not to exeroise any
preasure upon hor, for none was nesded, but
to make o suitable demonstration In Asiatio
waters for tha benefit of European powors.
Wa moy yet expect to see a  battle-
ship reinforcement of somae sort sent out to
Manlla; for henceforth our Interesta In
Aslatlo waters will demand the maintenaneo
of a powerful squadron thers. But it has
beon  detormined wisely that the first
necessity s to put all our grent fight-
ing ships in dry dock and thero clean
amd ropair them.  They have long  been
sarving in tropieal waters; soveral of them
have kept on duty without docking much
longer than I8 eustomary, and the erosion
of their plates Is feared unless they are
seraped very soon.  The unexpectedly good
condition of the bottom of the Texns gives
promise that no dnmage of consequence has
vot been done to the other battleships, but
clearly the first duty, now that peacae has
come, {8 to put them in perfect order.

When this hns been done, we may see one
or mors battleshipa starting for our now
possessions in the Philippines. Meanwhile
what a welcome will theso sea fighters re-
ceive here in New York!

Is Bloyeling Expensive 7

A question often asked of wheelmen I
this: "Is bicyoling expengive ™ Frobably
not two riders In ten to whom the question
is proposed will give the same reply. If
perchance their opinfona substantially co-
Inclde, it s doubtful whather they will be of
much valuo in settling the gquestion, which
s sure to coll forth a diveraity of opinion,
however often repoated,

A residont of the borough of Brooklyn
who I8 fond of both horséemanship and
eyeling compares the cost of driving with
that of riding » bioyels, and declares that
his trips on the wheel are Invariably more ex-
pensive than those undertaken with a team
of horses, He says that his lneldental ex-
penses awheel are alone suffolently lnrge
1o explode completely the thoory, generally
aceepted, that oyeling I8 an Inexpensive
pastime. Of course, If his lo#s each year
through exchanging wheols were added to
the other exponditures, the total would ba
considerably incronsed,

““When out. for a épln I eat more, drink
more, tip oftener and spend a great deal
mora money for repalrs and sundry artloles
than while driving," remarks this Brook-
Iynite. Wheelmen, he axplains, are con-
stantly tompted to dismonnt at this placo
and at that, to the utter demoralization of
their pocketbooks.

A clroumstance which greatly perplexes
those who seck to estimate the cost of
bicyeling I8 encountered In the fact that
that exercise, unlike carrlage riding, for
example, Is possible for the poor as well ns
for the rich, and both enjoy It Immensoly,
If, to derive real pleasure from wheeling,
an extravagant outiay of money is neces-
eary, how do ordinary mortals {ind any
plensurs in it? And how does the fellow
with but fifty cents in his pocket, who
spends o whole day eyeling along with his
sweetheart, manage to have **as much fun
ns a elreus"?

I, on the other hand, bleyoling ls prima-
rily a poor man's sport, why should it be
popular among the well-to-do, even among
millionnfres? Durlng a flve minutes' stroll
along any avenue in New York you observe
wheelmen who, to judge from their dross,
are certainly not in the most prosperous of
cirenmstances, and you see others whose
appearance denotes wealth and plenty, and
thn countenanoe of each bespeaks health
anil pleasure,

If it were asked whether bieyeling is more
expensive now than it was seven or elght
vears ago, the answer would be apparent to
all.  The prica pald in 1891 for a lantern, &
cyclometor, and a few other bloyele novel-
ties would buy a new wheel to-day, and the
cost of transportation and repaira was more
than double that at the present time, Ho-
tel accommodations were fower and dearer
then than now, and wheelmen recelved
much lnrger bills from thelr tallors,

Taking the case of sensible, everyday
wheelmen as we find {t, the evidence Is
strong against the conclusion that cyeling
fs expensive.  No one dlsputes that it can
easily be made so through Ignorance or
wantof judgment. Even the popular, but
now somewhat ont-datid pastime of wallk-
ing may be made costly if those who engago
In It stop at every turn In the road to soothe
their thirst and buy marshmallows,

Perhaps no other recreation which may
bo so chieaply obtalned furnishes more
pleasant exhilaration and lastlng  profit
than bicyeling. The assertion of the Brook-
lyn rider, quoted above, that when out fora
spin he eats more than at other times, Is
the best posslble proof that the wheel I
doing him good, E=xerclse that whets the
appetite and hardens the muscles is not
dear at almost any price.

Not the lenst [nteresting among the many
bouks snd pamphlets about Blsmarck that are
now appearing (s a volume just published in
Loipsie, entitled * Parsonnl Reeollectipns,” by
Horr von Thiedemann, who in 1878 was Chief
of the Chancellery and consequently In cone-
stant Intercourse with the great Chaneellor.

“The range of Bismarck's Intelteet,”" says
Horr von 'Thiedemnann, ** was equal to his self-
suMeloncy, He could undertake anythiog, and
he did everything equally wall, On the other
hand, it wos not easy for him to recognize the
merits of others. His colleagues in the Min-
Istry often found tholr Jabors submitted to
critlelsm that was anything but indulgent.

The high idea that he had of him-
gelf, joined with a strong dose of con-
tempt  for men, often led him to judge

The American Way of Making War.
From the Lomdon Daily Chrondele.

The war is practically at an end. The Amerl-
can bouts nro soon to resume their running to
Bouthampton ; the Bpaniards evidently are only
playing at not being in & hurry about the peace
terms. It has been one of the shortest wars on
record. Tho Presldent sent his ultimatum to
Spain on April 20. The Ameriean Ambassador
to Bpain received his passports on the following
day. This mnkes little over threo months. In
that time the Amerlcans have destroyed two
flocts and, in fact, totally annibilatod the sen
power of their enemy. They have captured two
great ports, They have defeatod the Spanish
troops in the leld, and have tuken a provinee and
thousands of prisoners. Above all, they have
improvised the urmy with which they did this
part of tho work. Not bad for the interval be-
tween rent doy and rent day! The manner of
this improvisation is n striking vindication, in
fome ways, of the American system. Most of
the troops who swarmed up the slopes at
Bantiogo and captured intrenched positions
held Ly seasoned troops and swept by ar-
tillary were mere untrained butehers, bakers,
and candlgstick makers at the beginning
of the war. When they went Into eamp
nt Tampn thoy were the rawest of row
hands. Many of their officers were probably
very lttle better, Thelr commissariat was a
practical joke, Transport. medieal servies, al]
had to be ereated. The ehiof part of their
squipment was their spirit ns free men, their
general intelligence, their lifolong habit of
turning thelr hands and their brains to any-
thing, and to mastor it at uncommonly short
notiee. Inone word, thoy hud nothing at their
hack but the system ;and thelr whols milltary
aorganization is based on the belief that, with
this, they have the wherewithal for the rug-
godest hour that time and spite can bring
against tholr country In timo of danger.

THEN SOBEER THOUGHT OF GERMANT,
Regret nt the Il-Mannered fplurge of the
Government Against Us at Manila.
From the Frankfurisr Eritung,

And Germany ? Unfortunately we must say thed
Agaln among our people no one has had the sense to
take adv of an 1 bly fa ble posi-
tion. The German press, with few exceptions, has
no prebensd of the historical development
and of the Intentions of the American people, and In
order to explain {ta unjustifiable and politically
stupld partisanship for Bpain it has conneoted the
greal majority of the Amerd people with the ex-
cssses of & vory loud and dangerous but not influen~
tial press, and has made the formear responsibla for
the latier. In dolng this, newspapem which have
the reputation of being ofMcial have sfeadily
insulted the Americans and imputed to them the
most contemptible motives. No one need wonder,
under thess ol t , that the rep d sasur-
ances of the German Ambamador in Washington as
to the neutrality and 1tiak of G have

not been able to do away with the general distrust in
America, especially when not a single word of blame
has bean heard from any German anthority agsined
thome atlacks, While only a short time ago, for in.
stance, an official warning was sent ont againast the
stirring of i1l fecling agminst England in certain ex-
portation journals, nothing of the kind was done
with regard to the United Btates of Ameries, and yo
our extensive busl i with the great re-

public were mors threatenod by thess attacks than

waa the case with England,

The American mistrust, however, was monl strongly
kept up by our behavior in the matter of the Philip-
pines, They say In America that if the German Guoy-
ernment's anxisty was merely to protect (ta subjects
and German [nterests around Manils, the prescnce
of one warship, or of two ships st most, would hiave
sufficed, as it did for the other powera.

It would cause un & real pleasure to learn thad
these misunderstandings belong to a period that has
&one by, and that, an onrmpecial correspondent in
Bhanghal cables to-day, there exint now thoroughly
friendly relations between Americans und Germans
in front of Manila. This object will be attained
mont surely and a certaln steadiness will be sssured .
for the future if our Forelgn OfMce, which enjors
general confidence, ahall alone have the management
of the details of our foreign pollcy, including what-
over doingn of the navy may touch upon them.
