MABSIVE MAWOOANY FURANITURE

The Brigade Quartermaster, Major Jonos,
having solved the problem of native help by
paying at the and of ench half day, the work of
unloadiog 14 golng on falrly rapldly, To the
Quartarmastar belongs all the work of trans-
portation, no ha has to got all the stores ashore,
His olorks have eaught the art of making na-
tives work. The natives are small-bodied men
but very musoular, With the right sort of en-
conragement thoy keop at (t well and got & lot
done, They enally outwork the big Oregon and
California noldinre. Last night seventy of them

a learnad and clavergentloman who objeeted to
Cologne because of (ta “two and seventy
stenches and as many separate stinke” But
ho nevar had been {n Cavitd or Ban Roque. He
pevor had seen the gentle Filipino on his native
heath.

It was po easy task getting the three big
transports londed in S8an Franclsco, but that
was by play to the work of unloading them. An
{mmonne amount of stores had been stowed
away In the holds of the troopers. The single
ttem of rations glves some notion of It There
are neatly 2,400 men (n the First Brigade, and
the equipment order provided rationa for six
montha for them, or nearly 440,000 rations.
Each ration welghs four pounds, or a total of
nearly 1,000 tons aimply of mtions. Then there
was ammunition, tons of it. Encugh for a hard
eampaign with a lot of fighting. Tona more of
commissary stores for sals to officera, More
tons, muny of them of Quartermanter's stores,
eamp equipage, tents by the hundred, men's
kits, kettles, pans, bollers nnd patent stoves,
And besides all this stuff for the army, the Pek-
{ni had more than 2,000 tons of stores for the
DAVY.

The Cavitd Navy Yard has a pler big enough
for veasals of 2,600 tons, but too small for the
troopships, 50 all this atufl had to be lightered
ashore, Well, the lighters would make you
laugh. They are Philippine affairs, called cas-
oon, big flat-bottomed dumping-scow contriv-
ances that draw little water and earry from 60
tn 125 tons. They are bullt of teak—every-
thing here |s elther teak ormahogany—and are
strong enough to knock stones outof a solld
masonry breakwator. They are from six
to eight feet wide, the same
throughout and from forty to s&ixty feet
long. At the stern and bow they ars
decked with bamboo for about ten feet
and there the easco men live with their multi-
tudinous families. Along the ecentrs of the
oaseo, about threa or four feet above the gun-
wales, runs s bamboo pole, and over this bam-
boo thatches are slung, completely protecting
easco and cargo from rain. Along each side of
the casoo heavy teak beams are stepped at in-
tarvals of about ten feet. These beama extend
outboard about two feet. Bamboo poles, four
{nches or less in diameter, are boundto the un-
der side of these beams by bamboo thongs,
making a sort of running board such as open
trolley cars carry. Across the gunwales three
or four heavy teak beams are lashedito tie the
sldes of the casco together.

Tho big teak planks of the hull are tied to-
geiher by heavy double copper rivets, shaped
like the old-fashioned inverted U carpet tacks,
The seams are calked nnd pitched, and a grat-
{ng of bamboo covers the bottom. I was wrong
in saying that everything was mada of teak or
mahogany. Everything is made of bamboo ax-
oept what is made of toak or mahogany. The
rudders of these cascos are enough tojar s
sallorman off the foreyard. The old packets
maka such slow time that there is hardly steer-
age way on them, and it takes a rudder of some
size to make them answer. The result
{2 » contraption of teak planks four
feet wide at the post and tapering to
elghtesn inches at the outboard end, ful-
Iy = fout thick. It is operated by a ten-

oot tiller, whioh keepa the after cabin tenants
hopping mbout from side to mide, us it swings
when the ship s in motion. Bometimes, when
{t is desirable to turn (n lesa than a mile or so
and the holm s put hard over, the tiller swings
elear of the sides of the casen, and the patrone,
or coxswain, stands on it and. bracing himsslf
against his roof thatoh. forces It out It s
heavy enough so that he s sure of not falling
Into the sea by & sudden swing too far.

The bamboo running hoards present a euri-
ous problem to a Yankes becanse they are
bound beneath their supports instead of on top
of tham. There I8 no sense in it. A lashing
breaks and down goea the running board, and
whoover happens to be on it goea into the
wnter. But the natives do not ears about that,
They swim like flah, and are wet through two
or threo times a day. They wear only the thin-
pest kind of cotton shirta and trousers, and
water is the least of their fow troubles,

THE QUARTERS ASHORE,

To tow thess cascos back and forth bstween
the ships and the piers there is a fine collec-
tion of old steam launches and small boats,
They were all in use in and about the navy
yard here when the Bpanish erulsers and gun-
bonts went down in that Mayday fight. When
the navy yard and arsenal were surrendered to
Admirnl Dewey ho took such of tho launches
and steamers as he could use and guve what
ware beyond profitable repalrto the insurgenta.
They are blg and little and of all sorta. They
ars operated by crews of patives, Chinese, men
from the ships and combination crews. But
they do n lot of work despite their nonde-
script appearance, The Rapido has been
towing tho four or flve cnscos put at
thn disposal of Gen. Anderson by the
Admiral. Bhe s a nice boat, but she
ought to bo ealled the Blowido, or the Blower-
fdo. Bomo sort of speed eould be mede in
londing cascos at the ships bocnuso there was
apparatus to work with, cranes, whipa, der-
ricks, nnd tackles, but atthe pier it was hard
work, and that by natives who did not under-
stand the language of their employers nnd had
peoullar notions about working, anyway, If
yon work the averages Filipino flve hours a day
and pay him by the hour. taking the even
hours all through the day to pay off for the
work dong in the odd hours, you will get about
twice s much done as if you worked them ten
hours & dny and pald atnlght, If you pay at
the end of the weak, heaven help «you, the na-
tives won't,

The lirst thing to be done, of course, In tha
matter of taklng the First Brigade ashore wan
to select gquarters, That was comparatively
ensy. Thenavy yard and arsenal were full of
big, barrack-like bulldings that had been used
for storchouses and machine shops. In some
of them there wore flne living rooms, In the
navy yard the commandant had a fine, great
house with superb quarters. His Adjutant had
& beautlful house for himsel! near that of
ths commandant, Old Fort Ban Felipe fur-
eishad more quarters, and barraocks, too,* The
old hospital was used for ita original pur-
pose, und the barracks which had been
oocupled by the Bpauish peval lofantry and
other troups stutloned here were put In
uso agaln by the Califorula and Oregon boys.
They were brought sshore, a huridred or more
to a casco, the day after the transports got here,
They had two days' rations with them, and the
rest ol the supplies have been lollowlng ever
alnee, Order will begln to apyear outof the
ehaoa lu a day or two, but just now ‘everything
Inplied in heaps. Regimental Quortermesters
are hard at It stralghtening out thelr sturos,
The Brigade Commlssary and Quartermunatsr
have got thelr wtores started ashore, and sev-
erel casoo londs are plled up In the big shops
they have tuken as storehouses, The general
store which the Commissary will opeén for the
surviee of the officers has for & stock now & fine
lot of eannod roast beel and nothing else, The
Quartermuster hos some shovels and tents
sshore nod hopes for more. Buk It ls all com-
ing, Thore's sowne comfort [n that.

AL Nrst thers was hesltation about landlog
tho stores. Gen, Andorson loarned [rom the
Admiral of tha sturting of the Bpanlsh expedi-
tion for the roliel of the Phillippines, Admiral
Dgwoy, down L his heart, s sivee he ean whale
that Spanish sguadeon with his ships he has
hore now, but if you talk with him sbout it he
ﬂqﬂn solomo face wad gravely Alsouss

unloaded n oasoo and & half, mors than 100
tons of oargo, and carried the boxse a hundred
yarda and upa flight of staim Into the Oom-
missary's storehouss, betwean 7 and 10 0'alock.
Major Jonos aays Fillpino Iabor Is the best he
has ever aeen, and be has had a great deal of
experience.

Tho quartars oecupied by ths mon are fairly
comfortable and those of the offlcars are fine,
The men are all eloss to the ground. and there-
fors not In such dry places as are desirable,
but they have oleaned up their bareaoks thor-
oughly and made them sanitary, They can
stand a long stay here with no bad effects from
the character of thelr quartam. Each man has
& bed, bullt of bamboo. which stands nearly
two font off the floor, and I 1t were not for the
moaquitoes they would be fairly contant. They
have got their own messos and thelr own cooks,
and the complainta about food which were con-
stant on the ships are heard no more.

Tho officers are almost palatially housed.
The Bpaniards who were atationed here knew
how to live, The rooms are immense, with
cailingn at least fiftesn feet high. The floora
are of teak and are kept bare. The furniture
is of mahogany. The rooms were furniahed
beautifully when the Bpaniards went out, but
there was only enough left for ua to show what
it had been. The Insurgents who looted Cavitd
when the Bpaniards went out, had not stopped
at the navy yard gate. Great mirrors, chalrs,
beds, dnsks, tables, settoes, sideboards, all
wers taken, and when Admiral Dewey found
out what was going on and set & marine guard
in tha yard to stop the looting, only the heavier
pleces were lott. The tables are beaun-
tiful and the beds are wondem of wood-
working skill,. They are enormous affalrs,
esach with great high canopy frames of finely
earved mahogany. Tho framesa are solid ma-
hogany and the eorner posts are carved out
of mahogeny loge. In place of sorings the
posts and sideboards are bound together with
woven cane, such ms s used to seat chalrs
in the Btates. The desks are flne and roomy,
and beautifully made. The one at which this
is written would gisdden the heart of any New
York lover of old mahogany. It is built like n
chost of drawers, with heavy brass handles
like the drop handles on & sailorman's chest,
The top drawer pulls out and the front of it
swings down., showing a doubles row of pigeon-
holes and giving a wide writing table. It was
stowed in the back corner of the old navy yard
paint shopand fillad with yellow ochre, so the
loot huntera overiooked it.

Tho Bpaniards have more kinds of ohairs
than a Grand Haplds factory, moat of them
made of mahogany, but some of bamboo.
As a ruls they are big. easy fellown with
backs well tilted back and broad reats for tho
arms. Bonieof them escaped the thieves, but
most of those the looters could not carry away
they smashed with gun butts, Cavitd is full
of this stolen furniture. Nearly every houss
shows two or thres pleces. Even the Cascos
have blg bamboo settles. Theyare flne beds
for the men,

DISCIFLINE OF THE YOLUNTEERS,

It i{s only truth to add that the Insurgenta
wore not the only ones who helped them-
solves, There are men in the First Call-
fornfa and Becond Oregon who seemed to
think that they were entitled to what they
could get, and some of their efficors wern not
much better. Isaw the Captaln of an Oregon
ecompany take a fino big worbek from a native
in Guam and tell the poor devil to charge it to
tho Government of the United States, Bome
of the Califomin ofMicers helped such things
along rather than hinaered them. Hero the
Oregon men were first ashore. They had bean
amusing themselves by raiding the commissary
stores on the ship, and so were Iin good form
whaen they got into this navy yard. They did
their best to earry off everything they could
got their hands on here for the first day or two,
but » few things were too large for them to
handle, and it happened that there were no
safes. Finally, Gen. Anderson got ashore, and
ho put a atop to the practice mighty gquick. Ho
set s guard of regulars from the Fourteenth—
his old regiment—oand sentries armed with
Erag-Jorgonsen rifles are notto ba fooled with,

I have referred before this to the discipline
in the volunteer regiments, or rather to the
faot that it Is nlmost entirely lacking. There in
the material In the two regiments to make the
finest soldlers in the world, but it takes ofcors
who know somothing of military matters and
methods to handle the material and form it,
and hammer It into shape. There are some
officers who know thelr business and are en-
ergotio and ambitious, but there Is probably
the finest lot of eounty politicians In the Beo-

ond Oregon which has over been gathered to-
gether in that Btate, or perhaps any other, On
the deck of the Australla one afternoon I found
the Colonel in a lively discussion with one of
the Majors about a county convention that was
to be held somewhere. The Major was about
to go down to conduct the aftermoon non-
com, school, and just the day befors he had
been put in the ** sweat box on one of the sim-
plest questions of guard duty. In Honolulu a
private eame back from shore leave drunk and
ugly. The next morning he refused to work
and threatened to strike the officer of the day.
The army regulations, in their wonderful wis-
dom, provide that volunteers shall not bo tried
by regulars, The Oregon officers tried this
man, Tho law provides the extreme panalty—
denth—{or such an offence In time of war. The
Oregon men buckled on theirswords and talked
about how they would * cineh' this fellow. It
was * tUme to mnke an example;" * Discipline
must be maintained.” You won't believe the
sentence, It was two montha' police duty and
$10 fine, The prisoner has a vote in an Oregon
ecounty.

The Oregon men came ashore, and didn't
like the quarters ssslgned to them. Boone
battalion moved into others. They bad been
ordered not to take the quarters they did take,
but the Colonel said that those selected for
them wero unsanitary, 5o he turned thy Gen-
oral's order to the wall. There came near be-
ing no Colonel of the Becond Oregon for that,
but the battalion got back to Its quarters in
timo to prevent s disaster for the Colonel. Of-
fleors and men both have been eautioned by
headguarters snd by thelr surgeons about eat-
Ing fruit here and drinking water, The offl-
cors have been Instruated to ses that Lhe men
are careful, But that doesn't count. The men
fllupon frult in ull stagea of ripeness, and
drink any kind of water they can get and any
kiud of liquor. The result is that they fall
down at drill and guardmount, and average a
doren a company on morning slek reports,
< Gen, Morritt knew what he was talking about
when he demanded regulars and the best of
the Natlonal Guard for this sarvice, The vol-
unteer soldier is the best soldior o the world,
but most voluoteer oMeers are the bost poli-
ticlans o thelr counties, The Captain of one of
the warships, talking about discipline last
alght, sald that ho pover realixed what it meant
nutll he went into the fght in Manila Bay on
Monday, Notonly did It moean that the lives of
his men were in his hand, but bis own lile was
in the hand of his superior, the Admiral. What
chanoes some of these volunteers take!

Well, we are ashore and in guarters, and our
stores are comiog ashore as fast as thoy oan.
Drills begin now, aud terget practios, and
seouting partios will go out, and work be done
whilp wo sit arcund and walt for the next ex-
podition to eome, The lights of Manils blase in
our facos uightly. The invite us to
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ASUTHALDO'S EFLENDID BAND,

Jurx 4.~There may not be gaina for all our
losaos, but surely thers am for some of them.
The thing which It was least sxpootsd we
should find out hers Is here, good muslo, A
wonderful band marched up the muddy Calle
da Ban Franelsco from Aguinaldo's head-
quarters this mornihe and for an hour sere-
naded Gon. Anderson with plaring that would
set the mualo lovers of New York wild with ex-

eitament.
The average Ino does not oresent the
appenranocs of a slolan or a munle lover, But

for his bright, intelligent eyes he would look
Iike a stupld Patagonian sheep hordar. There
nre fow musical Instruments in the native vil-
lagea, Once in a while one ruas ncross an old
tin-pan-toned cracked piano horribly out of
tine, and two or three placea have harpa. But
this band, composad entirely of Filipinos, ia
worthy to rank with the bands of the world. It
was the famous military band of Manila, where
1t used to furnish classic musle on the Lunetta
when the aristocratio Spaniards went out for
tholr evening drive or promenade. And ooon-
alonally, or oftener, It was turned out to play
while a fow dozens of the munsiclana' people
weare shot for the edifieation of the multitude
on the charge of aympathising with insurree-
tion or some other trumped-up Accusation.

In Manlla thers waro seventy-two mem-
bars, Bixty of them managed to got away
with their Instruments and musle, This
morning forty-sight played on the litlle
plaza In front of Gen. Andarson's head-
quarters. And such playing! It was recom-
ponse for every discomfort, every voxation,
every disappointment, avery hardahip of 7.000)
milea in a troopship, the last 65,000 at half
steam in a teople sea.  You shut your eyes and
hoard the orchestra of the Royal Opera at
Vienna, the great Budapest Band, the famous
military band in Berlin, the Boston Bymphony
ot ita best, Beld!'s Ainest work, anything In the
world. With never n note In front of them,
they played what you llked, any part of any
opern, the grandest music ever writton,
orasimple Btrouss waltz ora folksong. And
the bass drummer was the leader. You will
never hoar a bass drum really played until you
hear that Filipino do It, Ho makes a bass
drum talk, sing, ery, shout. It fits the mood
and movement of the musie, It {s subordinate
or dominant, soft, subdued, or loud and roar-
fng; It Inughs and chucklea like a thing alive;
it raves and protests llke an angry soldier, and
all in porfact harmony and sympathy with the
reat. The ambition of the average bass drum-
mer s to develop the museles in his arms, He
pounds the uncomplaining drum aa If he were
swinging clubs for exerciss. But with this
Fllipino it 1s a sclenco and an art, and he is
master of both.

It Is n curionsly organized band—one bass
drum, two snares, a lyre, five tubas, eloven sax«
ophanes, big and little; eleven clarinets, eight
cornots, one ballad horn, and four altos and
tenors, They played songs from * Faust,” and
I sat again in the Metropolitan Opera House
and heard and saw the vast audicnce get to its
feet with frantic cheers when Calvd and thetwo
de Reszkos finished the prayer song. They
played,but no telling desoribaa what they played.
Come out when we take Manila and sit undar
the arc lights on the Lunetaand hear them
play for yourself. The 10,000 miles you have
vomo from New York will drift away into notli-
ing, and you will hear only «&» musio zad be
glad you are alive.

This Fourth of July, 7,000 miles from our
nearest home shore,'was a great day, It was
one of the fairest days that ever shone overa
fair land. The sun rode through clear heav-
ens all day, but a brisk breees tamperad his
trople rays and made even the sunshine de-
lighttul. And now. in the full moonlight, with
the atars gleaming like white dlamonds n
the far bilue sky. the boom of cannon and the
rmattle of rifles rolling acrosa the bay from
Malate, where the Bpaniards and Insurgents
are at it, gives the only reminder of tha grim
work to do. .

MO SALUTE FROM THE OERMANS,

In accordancs with the usual custom all
work except the necessary polies and guard
duty was suspended on shore and aboard ship,
and soldiers and sailors hnd a day of rest. The
sun rose from behind the mountains baok of
Manila to see the shipa of the squadron dresssd
out in all their many-colored flags swung in a
siring from stem to stern over the triatio stay,
Across the baya few miles the ndvancing day
showed twoaslgnificant things. A cloud of smoke
marked the German ships, and presontly out of
it they came, and in sullen silence steamed down
to Mariveles Bay, opposite Corregidor Island,
with only thelr own flags flying, and with no
disposition on board to burn powder in saluting
the birthday of the Stars and Btripes, Butover
the English ships floated the many-hued sym-
bols of rejolcing, and when noon eame and our
deep-voleed guns guve a double three times
three, and then three more to the nation, back
across the bay rolled the answering thunder as
the British ships broke out the Btars and
Btripes and answerad gun for gun our own
salute.

In the morning the ontire brigade was re-
viewed by Gen. Anderson and Admiral Dewey.
Aguinaldo had been Invited to be presont with
the Geaneral and the Admiral, but he sent word
that he was ' indisposed,” and that probably
was trus, But he sent his band in his place,
and it s no doubt true that every ane at heads
quarters would rather have heard the band
onee than seen the insurgent dictator s great
many times. Thers was not muoh room
in front of headquarters for the review, but the
boys marched well and presonted a fine appenr-
ance. They are a fine-looking lot of sturdy
young fellows, with splendid spirit as far as
thelr work I8 concerned, and they ought to
give a good account of themsclves {f tho tima
ever comes when they are called upon to meet
the Bpanish in tho fleld.”

CAVITE DESCRIBED,

Jory 6.=If you turn the State of Massachu-
potts upalde down so that Cape Cod runs out to
the woat Instead of to the east, you hinva a falrly
good ropresentation, on » somowhat larger
peale, of Manila Buy and Polnt Sanglel, on
which Cavitd Is situated. Then Boston would
represent Manlls, and Provinestown Cavits,
with the towns snd those villagos down to
Middleboro standing for the villsges around
this narrow neck from Ban Hoque through
Cavité Viejo, Truos, Ban Franclsco, Malabon,
Bakor, Parafingue, Malubal, Pineds, Malate
and Ermate to Manila. There s this additional
difference, that this point Is double, with a
small but feirly desp bay cutting in between
the Cavité Novy Yard and Punta Banglel,

Tho country around Man I‘Ia Bay is beautiful.
It is hoavily wooded down to the water's edge,
and in the beckground. all the way from the
Bierra Mariveles, the mainland north of Corre-~
gldor Island, elear around to the south of Ma-
nila, back of Old Cavitd, mountaions rising to
nn avernge helght of 5,000 feet, with some of
thom going nlmost 7.000 foot up toward the
sky. Most of them are of regularoutline, big,
sharp-peaked lellows whose lups lvok from the
water as it they would be uncomfortable
soats, The amsonal and oavy yard, with
the barracks and bulldings for ofMowrs,
occnpy about half or two-thirds of o
mile of Cavité Point, At the tip end of Banglel
the Bpanlanis had & battery of two 10.ingh
guns, which went out of action soon after the
8-inch rifles of the Olympin and Baltimore got
after them on Mayday. Hehind this battery on
Ban, ol ls a little village, which the natives call
Canacao, There an Englishiwan named Young
bas ashipyard und coal pocketa.

In the litte bay between Banglel and Cavité
lie the wrecks of the bust thres ships the Bpan-
fards hoad—the Reina Cristina, the Oagship of
Admiral Montojo; the Don Antopio de Ullos,
the best ahip of the enemy’s flest, and the Cas-
tills, which suffered probably the largost loss,
proportionately, in killed, of all the Bpanish
ships. They le little more than awash, but at
low tide are exposed enocugh to show the
sorry work done on them by the Amerl-
cun shells. It gives one u eurious sen-
sation of sympathy ‘mized with pride to sca
the pitiable spoctacle the Bpanish wrecks pre-

places that are cool. u are in guartems,
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The Baltimore's was made
hrll!x-puudmnmt alnnthrhlhtﬂu
gun deak, went norosa the ship and was turned
by o gun shield, rearomsod tha ahip abore the
dock and fell to the deok without sxploding,

The tip ond of Point Oavité is nocupled by an
old fort. Thore wore mourted on ths honvy
stone parapet a lot of old U and 8 inoh smooth-
bores, The Insurgents are lugging them away
now, and dragging them with infinite labor and
pains up behind thelr tronches near Malate,
Boma day bafore long they will open with grape
and eanfater on the Epanish breastworks about
300 yards in front of them, aud then they will
gain that much more ground from the little
Spain now holds. For the Bpanish will run
when those guna opon up as surely as they are
allve.

NEW TENANTE OF EPANIAT QUARTERS,

Behind this old fort stand tha bulldings ofthe
navy yard and arsenal, great big machine
shops and storehoussa, oconpled now by the
Qunrtarmaster and Commimsary, and as quar-
ters by somao of the brignde ofMcers. The ma-
chinashops are In charge of engineem from
the fleet and of Naval Constructor Capp, who
eame out on the Peking. All sorts of repale
work Is golng on, and there nre complete faolll-
ties for almost any sort of naval work, The
Insurgents are parmitted to work In the shopa
and they are making the most of thelr oppor-
tunity, They have stripped the guns from
some of the sunken Bpanish ahips, and are
making new breech blocks to replace thoss
thrown Into the sea by the defeated Bpaniards,
or rulned by the fires which destroyed that
part of tha enemy's vessels which was not sub-
mergod when the ships went down,

Fort 8an Felipe backs up the navy yard with
Ita molld stone wall. There the Calllornin
artillerymen are guarding the sixty prisonora
from Guam. Facing Ban Felips on the Bakor
Bay nidé of the point are the big houses of the
Commardant of the Yard and the gentleman
who wns called Ayutante Mejor. The Com-
mandant's establishment furnishes aquartors
for the Fourtoenth Regular Infantry and its
oMeers, and there aresuperb quarters reserved
for Gen. Moerritt and hin staff when they ecome,
Gen. Andermon occuples the Adjutant's houso
with brignde headquarters. In the barracks
beyond the California volunteers are located,
with n soparate bullding for hospltal and an-
other for regimental band headquarters, and a
long row of little offlos-llke places for the oM-
cers, Outside the gate are tho Oregon quartars,
and a fleld blg enough for a brigado review.

Beyond these bulldings and this fleld las
Cavité, a place of Indefinitely numbered inhab-
Itants, where Bpaniards were plenty but are so
few ns to exelte much eomment by their ap-
pearance. It is a narrow streeted, vile-smell-
ing, Nlthy old junk shop, whore all sorts of
sownge s thrown into the streets and nobody
earcs. Insurgents are In foree in Cavité, The
fine great mans! onee led by the Bpan-
Ish now furnish quarters for Aguinaldoand his
lieutenants. One great bullding he usea for
hendquarters. Another he took as a prison,
and there and In its yard he conflned more than
2,000 Bpaniards. In one little shop near the
navy yard gatea beehive of Filipinos is in op-
eration cleaning and reloading eartridge shells.
Bo it goea overywhere. The Insurgents maks
everything serve their purpose, But now
Aguinaldo has promised to evacusts Cavité in
order to give room for the soldiers of the Bee-
ond and Third Brigades, and avan now ho is
moving his headquartors aeross the bay to
Bakor.

The bulldings of Cavité are mostly of stone
and two storles high. The upper part is used
for the dwelling and the lower part fora shop or
stornge. Nobody lives on the ground floor, it
is too damp. Nobody ever heard of a Streot
Cleaning Department in Cavitd. The strests
are not even «uttered. I they wers the tre-
mendous rains would do s great deal toward
keeping them clean. Wator ia had anywhere
at a depth of & fow feat, but it {s not safo to use
it for drinking. Each house has a tank for the
storage of rainwater. All water used by the
troops is supposad to be boiled. The men are
‘not partienlar about ft. but the officers fliter
the water after it has been boiled.

CONDITION OF THE THOOPS.

On the whole the situation of tho troops is
fairly good. They are more comfortable than
they would be in eamp and probably can be
kept in better health. The weather is hot and
humid, but the nights are cool, and before
morning one usually neads a blanket, At first
guard mount was at 10 o'clock. but after a fow
men had fainted from exhaustion or beon ovor-
come by the heat it was moved up to B o'elock,
and by and by it probably will be at 0, where it
ought to be, Five in the evening would be bet-
tor. The first call goes at 4:45 A. M. and re-
voille at 4:55. Drill begins soon after5 and
lnsts an hour. Then breakfast comes. Work
is all supposed to be donoe before guard mount,
#0 that the heat of the day finds the men with
nothing to do. The eamp is being sottled
rapidly. and the streets and grounds cleared
and clenned. Thers is talk of turning sll the
natives out of Cavité when the next brigadea
coma and giving the place & thorough eleaning
up. It would be a good thing, and perhaps
Gen. Morritt will do it. It would bo no hard.
ship on the natives, for most of them are
squatters, who have come in since the May Day
flght.

Ono of the most interesting spectacles In
Cavité is furnished by the wreck of the Bpanish
shops. The insurgents looted with a nice dis-
eriminntion aftor the Bpaniards erossed the
causoway and retroated toward Manila. They
lot the shops of tho Jupanese and Fllipinos en-
tirely nione, but the Spanish places were utter-
ly destroyed. Ono big store on the Calle de 8an
Francisco looks as if a big pole bad been sent
down through tho roof and swung round and
round. All that was valuablo wns taken away,
and the inside is now an indisoriminate pilo of
débris that looks as if it had been stirred up
by u glgantle poker.

The men are anxious to get on to Manlils, but
there s no doubt now that there will be no
movement at least until the Becond Brigade
comes, It [s doubtful if they would be as com-
fortable in Manila as here. Every breeze that
blows, from whatever direction, strikes thoir
quarters here, and there cre no stone pave-
menta to store up the frightfal heat of the sun
and radiate it back at night. But Manila is the
goal, and thoy want it. 0.K. D,

The restriction of trade botwoen PPorto Rico
