WasHINGTON, Aug, 16,—~Gen. Merriam, com-
manding the Department of California, has
been directed to hold the transports Beandla
and Arizona st San Francisco untll further
ordars, The troops are nlready on board ship,
but the vessels will not be allowed to sall until
tha department shall have recelved a mes-
sage from Gen. Merrittin reply to the lo-
quiry whether more forcea are naeded in the
Phillppines.
