"Onr experiments with revision In the pastJ. would make us very doubtful of the wisdom of

ill In the Bar Association. One of the difficulties

casion of the lost rerlelon we had li.i'l
twenty-seve- n yea's of practical experience In

the workinga of the code, and moat of us
thought that with careful revision it would be
as i.ear perfect aa men could well make It. but
within fifteen years succeeding the adoption of

' the first thirteen chapters thore were 432

amendments passed and signed by the Gov-

ernor. There were many others passed, but
we ha e had sonm lawyers for Governor who
were not ullllng to Blgli HO act amending the
code unless they could be assured that It had
gome useful purpose. It is not a rare or a very

out of a g.'eut number to have some suit to
which a provision of the Code is an obsta-
cle, m the prosecution or defence of which
might be aided by some change In the phrase-
ology of the provision or a sentence or a sec-

tion. There are large Interests, both private
and cerpornto. which have their shrewd and
capable counsel, vigilant in watching legisla-
tion to defeat such as is detrimental to the in-

terests of those whom they represent and
adroit in so framing provisions that they shall
have a seaming public purpose, while, as a
piatter of fact, they hare an intended applica-
tion kunwn only to themselves find those
whom they represent. This annual sowing.
unlike that of the farmer, occurs in the winter
In New York, but It is quite often abundant
and fruitful.

Going on to speak of the desirability of hav-
ing legislation uniform In such matters as com-
mercial law. divorce and other subjects which
affect all of the people. Irrespective of Btate
lines, to the end that there should Da but one
system. Justice Parker elicited applause by
saying:

'Over whatever territory the Stars and
Stripes float there the rights and duties of men
should be measured by the same standard."

Following Justice Parker Came tho address of
William Wrt Howe. President of the associa-
tion. Br. Howe was an officer In the Federal
Army, who went flouthsfter the war and after-
ward became Judge. He had this to say of Our
present conflict with Spain, just referring to
the necessary evils of War:" But we may look also at the compensations
of calamity. If we have yellow journalists and
jingo politicians, who ply their vocation at a
safe distance (nun the range of even modern
projectiles, we have also such men as Dewey ofI Vermont. Hampsoo of New York. Schley of
Maryland. Hobson of Alabama applause
aa types of American manhood.. If I were
to name them all I would simply be
ailing a roll of thousands of heroes from

North. South. East and West. And wo feel that
bow. at least we nave a common country where-
in we may forget all our controversies In the
past ami together press forward to some better
and higher national life, perhaps in closer
touch with the affairs of the whole earth. An-
other Compensation may perhaps be round In
the triumphs of educated skill which have thus
far Illustrated the progress of the war. We all
remember, no doubt, during years that are
past how some member of Congress would
Bow and then emerge from his native jungle
SJnd rave against Wrst Point and Annapolis
and the Newport War College, and the
Leavenworth School, and de-
clare that they were hotbeds of aristocracy
and productive only of 'dudes.' Why should
the put, lie money be wasted on a culture so un-
democratic? Why not apply It to Improve the
BnviKation of Bitter Creek. In the hills of the
member's own district? But when this time
of t rou bis came we quickly found that it was to
these edncatod 'dudes' that we must look for
grent deeds. From which facts those of us
who bolleve In th higher education In law. aa
Well as In other professions, may take comfortto our souls." And in this connection, while we regret the

Not only do most of the
clothes they make for New Yorkers come
through with no charges for duty, bnt It Is
usually a condition of their sale that they shall
he dotn erftd to the purchaser with none. A few

. in these matters began, the delivery of
Ens: h clothes to American purchasers was
a simpler matter than it is One
ot the stewards on an English liner.

There urn no charges from any transatlantic
company nor arc there nny vouchers to show
that duty was paid. That is a credit to the
honesty of the tailors, for the duty never Is paid.
But without the aid of steamship employees, ex-
press companies or any other agenoles on
which the rest of the world would nave to de-
pend. English tailors manage to deliver their
wares to the New Yorkers who patronise them.

Signor de Vivo did find something for him to
do, uinl Maurice Grau's oareer in amusements
began. Signor de Vivo lived to see him become
the manager of the greatest opeiatlo company
In tho world, and the relations between them
were always cordial. It wss only a few months
ago that Maurice Grau performed s similar
servlco for the son of one of his former asso-
ciates. He was a manager who. after n life of
comparative prosperity, died leaving his fam-
ily without means. The oldest son came
to this country from France, where he hsd
been living, and Is employed always at ths
Hstropolltan during the Season.

Mil. rsMaa'i Pretest.
BtiagssvrtDT. Aug. 17. The reduction ot

the capitalisation of the General Electric Com-
pany wss effected y at ths adjourned
stockholders' meeting without any oonsld-
srabls opposition. Mt. T. Jefferson Coolldge,
seconded by M. Phslan, made the motion of
the day la ths form of a resolution, declaring
that ths ospital stock ot ths General Electric
Company be reduced from ths present amount
to $20,8.7.200. whloh shall consist ot 181.700
shares of common stock, par valus $100, and
20.513 shares ot preferred stock, par talus
$100. ths now existing common and pre-
ferred stock and ths number of shares of each
holder being respectively reduced to three-fifth- s

of the present amounts.
Mr. W. L. Putnam, representing the minori-

ty preferred stock, moved to adjourn and
await the result of Llvermore's litigation.
The motion was put to a stock tots and lost,
343.141 to 6,000. Mr. Putnam also attempted
to have a committee appointed to appraise
the true valuation of ths property, but Messrs.
Coolldge and Ames affirmed their reliance on
the Board of Directors, who had carefully
considered the matter, and this amendment
wan also lost

Mr. Putnam protested that the tote was
Illegal, for four reasons; First, because ths
chi iter did not authorise ths reduction ; sec-
ond, because such reduction would practically
take 40 per cent from the value of the pre-
ferred stock and glvo It to the common stock;
third, because the common shares had been
largely overissued and. had remained un-
paid: fi urtli, because there was no sufficient
justification for reduction on auy grounds
whatever. Finding that the tide of the reduc-
tion movement was too strong to be resisted,
Mr. Putnsm finally succumbed with a lastattempt to have the vote declared told.

President Coffin overruled alt these objec-
tions. The sworn tellers mode their report
through Mr. DarTlng, their chief. President
Cofllii declared that 243,141 votes wet cast
in favor of reduction and only 0,800 against
It. and about $80.0(K).i)00 of excenslve valua-
tion (not valuel were swept away in a moment

The company's prospects y are ex-
ceptionally bright About 4,800 employees
are on full time and many large orders are re-
ceived dally. The new cheap water power fur-
nished by cable from the Mechanlcsville dam
is being utilised, and about 2,000 horse power
will be sooureil from this source.

She said that her parents were both drunk-
ards snd that they had treated her cruelly.
Her mbther. she said, had turned her out of
the house because ehe had refused to become
a party to an Immoral blackmailing scheme.
That night she slept in the hallway and the
next day Mrs. Carter took her ln and has been
providing her with board and Clothing and In-
structing her In cooking and housework. As
soon as ehe knows enough to be of assistance
she will receive wages.

Carter gave the woman groceries, but she In-
sisted on hsvlng money. A few days sgo thegirl visited her home st ths request or hermother, who told her that her father was very
anxious to see her.

Mrs. ljunloti denies having had auy con vena-
tion with the girl whatever concerning her hair,
and i.iya that the rlist talk she had with Miss
Cauley ln overs week inu laat evening, when
ahe found her sitting on ths stoop, and asked
her what she wss doing there.
