The Magistrate said he couldn't see the con-
nection between a potato and a burglary.

The detective explained that the tuber could
bepuSled In halves.

The Magistrate pulled on the potato until the
halves of which separated and disclosed three
coins. One of them was a Canadian quarter
and had the letter C stamped In It.

The detective said that Hraby hod recognized
the coin as his property.

"The action of potato juice Is to make coun-
terfeit coin look like genuine money." con-
tinued the detective. It's an old trick for
crooks to brighten bogus coins that way."

Houbrada denied that be had broken intoth
saloon. He said he had got the coins whfle
playing craps with some men be met on the
Street.

The prisoners were held in tl.000 bail each
for examination.

STREETWALKERS' ARRESTS.

They Cost 5 Each If the Prisoner Is Mot
of Frugal Mind.

Robert W. Layton. an agent from the Immi-
gration Commissioner's office, visited the West
Flfty-iourt- h Street Police Court yesterday In
search of information relative to the alleged
padrone system by which Frenoh women are
brought to this city and colonized In the Ten-
derloin to recruit the ranks of streetwalkers.

There were only four of these women ar-
raigned before Magistrate Slmms yesterday.
The charge against them was disorderly con-
duct, and they were fined $10 each.
