The troe reasons
why the Bailing Commities solootad Duggan's
eatamaran freak Dominion as the delender
are not gonerally koown, Jamea Ross,
the owner of the Dominlon and a
Montreal millionaire, Ia the Commodore
of the Royal BL Lawrence Yasht Club,
In fact, it is to his financial backiog that the
club owes {ta present position. Duggan ls Mr.
Boss's employen, as he occouplea & position in
the Dominion Bridge Worka, of whish Mr. Ross
Is President. It wan Mr. Boss's monay that
bulit the Glencairm, the first winner of the
challenge cup st Oyster Bay, aa well as the
Glencalrn 11, which suocesatully defended the
cup last year agalnst Crane’'s Momo.

Befors lsaving for England early this sum-
mer Mr. Roas gave a fres band to Duggan as
regards designing a new cup defender. Innd-
dition to the Dominion, Duegan designed the
Bpsculator, which was bullt by the Montreal
| brokern, and the Btrathcon, construeted for
Lord Btratheona, better known sa Bir Donald
Bmith. Of the thres boata the Speculator was
without doubt the finest oraft, and it Ia a ques-
tion among many whother ahe was not just ns
speady ms the Dominjon. Duggan, however,
had decided to bulld Commodors Ross's boat
on sntirely distinet principles and he appliod
the catamaran idea, the result belng tho ugly
double-hulled freak.

When the question of what boat should be
| soleeted ns the defender came belore the St
; Lawrones Salling Committes, a number of the

disoussion took placs. TDiuggan, who is Chalr-
man of the committes, finally declared that if
the Dominlon was not chosen he wounld retire
from the club and that Commodore Roas would
also withdraw, Duggan also declared he would
not sail the Bpeculator or any other boat but
ths Dominlon.
