Official Quidt. Just published. The rule have
been Indexed and are aooompaDled by explana-
tory footnote, which will D8 of Inaatlmablo
service to both officials and players. The duties
of th referee, umpire and linesman are also
pacifically set forth, so that in th future there

ahould be no conflict of authority.
In'the rule covering the "aorlmmaa-e- " and

"snapping the ball back," the explanation is
made that tha ball must be declared lb play if.
after the centre ruah lias taken hi position, he
voluntarily move the ball as If to snip It,
whether he withholds It altogether or mo-
mentarily. In kicking a goal from a touch-
down, a provision I made that. If tha ball after
being kicked strikes an opponent and then
passes over the orossbar, It atlll count as a
coal. Aa Thb Bun outlined two weeks ago, a
Boat from a touchdown counts on point In-

stead of two, while the value of a touchdown
has lieen Increased from four to five points.

Penalties for fouls have been specified withgreat fare. For holding, nso of hands and
arms, offside play, tripping or tackling below
tho knees, tho penalty for each offence shall be
the loss of ten yards. If the side not In posses-
sion of the ball Is the offender; or if the offend-
ers have the ball they must aurrendor it at
once. If one of these fouls happens to be com-
mitted while neither side ha the bail when it
I in the air after a punt the possession of it
shall go to the offended side.

Interference with tho snapbnek or unneces-
sary delay in nutting the ball Into play ahall bopenalized with a loss of five yards or a loss of
the ball. Piling up on a player who Is down
can be punished bv giving flttesn yards to the
offended team. Interference with a fair catch
is punished by a fifteen-yar- d loss and the of-
fended eleven receiving the choice of putting
the ball In play by a free kick or by a scrim-
mage. If the player making a fair catch Is
thrown to the ground after making a heel
mark, unless he has advanced beyond the
mark, he is entitled to a gain of fifteen ynrds
and a free kick as well. Charging before the
ball is put in play will cost five yarda for each
violation of the rule.

A team refusing to play after two minutes
will lose the game on a forfeit to be declared
by the referee. A team, while on tho dofenslve.
that commits fouls so near the goal line thatthey are punishable only by halving the dis-
tance to the Inn-- , the object being. In the opin-
ion of the referee, to delay the game, shall beregarded as refusing to allow the game to pro- -
uoi'il. After one warning for such tactics, the
referee, on a repetition of the offence, can de-
clare the game forfeited.

The referee'a rulings are final upon all points
not specified in tho duties of the umpire. He
must see that the ball is properly put In play,
and ho Is sole judge of its place ana progress.
He can also rule on forward passes and the ad-
vance of the ball by the player who first re-
ceives it from the enapperhuck. The referee
Is sole authority for the score of the game ond
Is judge of forfeitures under the rules. Ho
may appeal to both umpire and linesman fortestimony on all points within his jurisdiction

The umpire's duties cover the Infringement
of the rules punishable by a distance penalty
or by the surrender of the ball by one team toopponents, except In certain Instances, marked
In the rule book. Ho Is judge of the conduct
of players, and hlg rulings ore final regarding
such fouls as are not specifically placed within
the power of tho referee. He Is also judge ofcharging and the position of the players when-
ever the ball is put in play. He may appeal to
both referee and linesman for testimony atany time. Power has been given tothe umpire
to exclude from the sldo lines any person whomay attempt to coach tho players.

The linesman, under tho direction of the ref-
eree, must mark the distances gained or lostduring the game. He must keep the time and
also notify the captains of tho time remaining
for play, not more than ten nor less than five
minutes before tho end of each half. The lines-
man must give testimony when requested to
do so by the referee or umpire, and he must
also volunteer evidence of violations of the
rules.

WAJOtt TATLOH DKFBATB MlCltAKt,
AT MANHATTAN MKACH.

Th Welshman Captures tha lint Boat Be-ea-

the Colored Rider's Chata Breaks,
but In the Other Beat B la Signally
Oatrldden-A- U Records Am Smashed.

A colored man. Major Taylor, la y tha
cycling wonder. He gained a title to that ap-
pellation yesterday by thoroughly beating
Jimmy Michael In a tnce that established new
record for the world. It was one of the fiercest
and yet prottlest contests seen on the Manhat-
tan Deach track thla season. Tho diminutive-Welshma-

was fairly beaten. Taylor rode
faster than tho midget could travel, and shat-
tered the little idol that haa so long been
worshipped by the follower of oycle rac-
ing. It was the first race thla year In
which Michael has boen beaten without an nt

for an excuse or without being ruled
out by a reroree. His handle bar broke at
Boston when McDufToe boat him. Hi tiro wa
punctured at Mnnhattan Beach when he wa
defeated by Linton, and at Philadelphia the
referee disqualified him in his second raco with
McDuffee. although ho had finished first. 80 it
remained forthe colored boy to lower hi color
In n fashion that admlttod of nothing except an
acknowledgement of superiority.

In a certain sense. It was two men from tho
same oamp who were competing, both being
under contract to the American Cycle Racing
Association, and for this reason there was sus
picion In tho minds of those who are naturally
skeptical. Early in the afternoon It waa an-
nounced that a contract had been signed for a
one-ho- race on Sept. B between Linton and
Michael, with unlimited pace, and tho men to
start from opposite Rides of the track. The
suspicious ones thought they saw In thla a fore-
shadowed viotory for Michael over the colored
man, and bets wars made accordingly.

The race, which was tho last on the pro-
gramme of tho day, was accompanied by sev-
eral aggravating accidents and tedious delays.
When the men started for tho first heat both
had a hard sprint to catch the d pac-
ing machines, of which each man had two.
Michael caught on first, but lost it almost Im-

mediately, and Taylor went to the front. They
had just entered the first turn when the chain
on Michael's pacing machine broke. The pis-
tol was fired as a signal for the men
to come back and iimko a fresh start. It having
been agreed that should any accident happen
In the first lap the race was to bo started anew.
There was not a perfect understanding, how-ever, of whether this applied to tho competitors
only, or to tho pacing machines as well.

V hilo Michael snt up. Taylor went ou aroundthe track at a furious clip. As he came towardthe tapo Referee Barnctt stepped to the mid-
dle of the track and waved his arms as a sig-
nal to stop. "Billy" Brady, who had backedthe colored man In a wager with Dave Bhafer,
bounced about the track like a rubber ball
and yelled to the men and to Tayior imper-
atively to go ahead. The riders obeyed Brady.
their employer, and disregarded the referoe.
Another lap was reeled off. During the in-
terim Brady had been convinced that the ref-
eree was eorroot. and ho then ordered tho mento stop.

As the pacing machine had been specially
prepared with a low gear for that particular
race, it was out of the question to substitute
another, and a wait of twenty minutes followed
while the chain was being repaired.

When the second stnrt was made the back-stretc- h
was reached with the men riding along-

side each other, and then the chain broke again
on the same machine. Thu third start was thebest of all. Taylor caught his pace first, but fell
in behind Michael, who had won the pole In thotoss. Tho pace was furious, but the relativepositions of the men remained unchanged un-
til tho third lap, when Mtciael pulled away
about ten yards, owing to a poor pick-u- p onTaylor's part. In the baekstrctch the chain onTaylor's pacing machine broke when no other
lp:, near 10 jiick nun up, and that settled It.
Michael rode notue a winner by 150 yards.

The second heat, although not the fastest,
furnished tho spectacle of tho day and one of
the finest evnr seen. The first contest had de-
monstrated that neither man had any very de-
cided advantage in pace. Tho machines couldcarry the men as fnst as they could ride. The
men got nwuy together and made a grand duelof it, travelling abrenst for two laps. Tayiorstriving constantly to forge to the front. Inthe third lap he succeeded amid a tumult of
cheers. He opened up a gap of fifty yurds,
which gradually widened to 100, and then, see-
ing that ho was hopelessly out of It. Michael Batup when he reached the third turn.

In tho third heat Taylor, then having thepole, went to the front nt tho start and re-
mained there, and at the end of the first lap lie
was leading by twenty yards. In the secondInp ho made It thirty, and the third time around
it grew to forty, fifty, and then a hundred. Inthe bnckstretch Michael again snt up and al-
lowed Taylor to cross the tape a quarter of alap ahead.

Hats wero tossed in the air and the noise was
tremendous when tho colored man finished awinner. Ho hud received n bigger ovation than
M ichnel when the couple first appeared, and atthe llnish he wuscheered as Michael seldomwas in his palmiest day. Tho act of the littlew elshiuan In quitting lost some of his popular-
ity. It was something he never was known to
do before.

The times mode in the heats are seconds be-
low all previous records. Tho best time for astanding start, before was 1 minute 43 5 sec-
onds, made by I'latt-Bet- ts against time andnot in competition. In competition, from astanding start with pace, tho formor world's
record was 1 minute 45 :i-- 5 seconds, madoby Taylore. the Frenchman. In the thirdheat the world's records for one-thir- d and

to Vienna. If our neighbor the C. W. A., smallernumerically and weaker financially, can send a
rider to represent the Canadians tne L. A. W.
must cut a sorry figure with the foreign cycling
associations. Whenever American rider com-
peted In the International events held on theother side of the water it wa due to the factthat these men were raolng in Europe at theirown cxine. If the Racing Board of the L A.
W, had decided to send a representative abroadand had made such a declaration early in theseason the competition among the riders toenrn the much-covete- d trip would have addedinterest to our races. I believe that the failureto send men to the championships this year
will doprlve the organization of any portion ofthe profits of the meet, an incident tfist seemsto be overlooked entirely."
