There Was Plently of ¥Food and Medlelnes,
but Transportation Was Inadegunte—

Casr Wrxorr, MoxTauk Porsy, L. 1., Bapt. 1.—
Major-Gen. Wiliam R, S8hafter, commanding
offoar of the Fifth Army Corps, who led the
Amorican foroes to vietoryin Cuba. arrived
hare parly thls morning from Bantlega on the
tranaport Clty of Mexico, Gen. Shafter ssemed
to be In excellont health when ho came nahors,
but he has loat many pounds of flesh, and his
wnlform  ocont and trousers looked ns
though they had been made for m man
halt ns large again. The General wont
directly to the detention camp, wheroe it
wan announced that he would remain
for two or three days in order to obsorve the
quarantine regulations. Two hours alter ho
reached there, however, ho axerclsad his pre-
rogative aa commanding oMeer of Camp Wikoft
and drove out slono totake a look at things,
He wns gone about an hour, returning to the
detention eamp alone and golng to his tent.

Gen. Shalter waa oxpected to-day, and elab-
orate proparations for his reception had been
made by Oen. Whealer. A salito of fifteen
wund, & cavalry escort and a band to play " The
Btar-Spangled Banner' wore to bo among
tho featurea of tha reception. but somehow
Gen, Bhafter's landing was attended with
far less ceremony than nsually accompanies tho
landing of troops from a traosport. The City
of Moxico gotln Fort Pond Bay and eame to
anchor befors dayiight. It was € o'cloek in the
morning when the transport was sighted, and
the nows was quickly sent over the hills o the
headyuarters of Gens. Wheeler and Young.
Gen. Wheelar rode down to the quarantine
station nt onee and thers mot Dr. Magruder,
the health oMeoer, who had been out to the
tranaport, and who assured him that Gen,
Bhafter and the membors of hisstaff were
fn the bost of health and in no hurry to
land. Cen. Bhafter had sent word that he
would probably wait until afternocon before
coming ashore, so Gen. Wheeler sent word to
the lour troopa of the Ninth Cavalry, which
wars to eacort the General to the detention
enmp, that they would not be needed before
noon any way, and the same message was sent
to the band. At 10 o'clock Gen. Wheelar sent
out to the Clity of Mexico once more to find
out just when he might expect Gen, Bhafter,
but his messengoer brought back no definite
fnformation, 8o the Genoral and his stafl gal-
loped back to headquarters,

THR FRENCH PUBLIC ARE BEGINNING
T0 DEMAND IT.

Repanted Consultations of the Cabinet—
Renson to Belleve That the Government
Will Orant Revislon of the Case and Is
Now Consldering the Sultable Procedure
—Proasident Faunre Returnma te Parie—
Gen, Renounard Appointed Chief of Stafl,

Pans, Bapt. 1.—~The post-mortam examina-
tion of the body of Col. Henry shows that after
he had eut a gashon the right slde of his throat
he dealt a terrifia stroke on the left aide, which
proved fatal, When the body was found It lny
extended on the bed. There wers no blood-
stains on the Noor, but the clothing of the sul-
eldo was saturated.

The most reliable datails of Ool, Henry's sul-
olde show that in his last momenta he was de-
mented, He left an incoherent lotter about
wanting to bathe In the Beine. The stories that
his sulclde was due to pressure from higher
officers, and that lie left lotters Incriminating
his muperiors, are not oredited, nor are
other wild rumora with whioh Paris has been
regaled for the last two days, It is usual toal-
Iow jofMeors under rigorous arrest to have o
dressing case and razors, There Is no barber
at Mont Valerian.

The continued slipnce of the Government
both as regards thelDreyfus case and the Cgar's
reacript causes numberloss speculations.

The ropeated consultations botwoaen M. Bar-
rlen. Minister of Justlos, and M. Cavalgnno,
Minlster of War, confirms the Information that
has reached the enrrospondent of Tum Bux
that the Government Is disposed to grant a ro-
vision of the Dreyfus case, and Is now consid-
oring the moust sultable procodure,

Popular opinlon now, for the first time since
the beginning of the agitation, generally favors
n revision as the only satisfnotory issue,

The Journal des Débats devlnres that, in view
of Col. Henry's confession. all the material de-
tails of the affair, with which he was so long
notively concerned, should be examined more
ecarefully than ever, From the Initinl bordersau
to the last document everything ought to be
subjectad once more to a minute sorutiny.

The Eecho de Puris, which has hitherto been
the mouthplace of the Genoral Btafl, now advo-
catos revision of the Droyus case,

It is sald that Gen, Bohwartzkoppen of the
Gorman Army and Gen. Panizzardl of the Ital-
lan Army will apply to thelr respective Govern-
monts for permission to publish all the lettors
between them in reference to Dreyfus and the
¢harge that they had relatfons with him.

The Court of Cassation to-day adjourned the
hearing on the appeals of Col. Plequart from the
docisions nnd Indletment of the Chamber of
Doputles relative to his complalnta of lorgery
and complicity ln forgery against Col. Faty
du Clam.

BTRIKKRS KIDNAP MINE OFFICIALR

March Them Through the Birests at the Ple-
tol’a Polnt and Birike Dewn a Clargyman.

Pava, 111, Bopt. 1.=A arlsls has boon renched
in tho conl strike situntion and to-night the
olty In virtually under mob law. This afternoon
David J. and Louls Overholt, Presidont and
Buperintondent of the Bpringside mine, were
polred on the maln strest of the elty by a erowd
of minara and forelbly drageed from their
bugry. The attack was made oppositea tho
Hotal Pana. The Rev, Dr. Milllard, a sep-
tuagenarian and life-long friend of the Over-
holta, rushed to thelr nssistance and wna
bonten Into Insensibility with the butt end of
revolvers in the hands of strikers,

He wna carried lito the office of Dr, Millor
and his wounda dressed. His Injurios are be-
lleved to be mortal. The kidnappers took the
Overholts Into the Hotal Pana, where Bheriff
Coburn and two deputles attempted to effect
thelr rescus, The Bheriff was aulokly dis-
armed, beaten and kioked out of the hotel.
The miners them marched south on Loocust
streat, the principal thoroughfare of the olty.
Two miners, revolvers In hand, headed the
procosslion,

As they passed the atrikers’ hoadquarters
pistols and guns were handed out to the men.
Paat the light plant they marched, wherse Rob-
ert Johns attempted to Induce the men to re-
lease thelr prisoners, but he was brushed
aside, Betracing thelr steps, amld shouts and
yolla and firing of pistols, the strikers marched
to North Puna to the Bpringside mine.

Bherlff Coburn hoad preceded them to the

threatoned point of attack. He walked the ne-

groes out of the mine, and as each oneappoared
armed him with two revolvers and a rifle and
ostablished ntroop to hold thestrikers ln check,
Bhouting and yelling the strikers cama, nearly
000 strong, and were confronted by some
200 armed gdeputies and negross, Hers a
halt wns ofdered, and the strikers Induced
the Owverholta to sign A message ordering
the negroes from Bpringslde, but Bheriff Co-
burn would not allow the benrerof the measage
to  prooced, Jack Boyle, former Presl-
dent of the Miners' Unlon, then addressed the
strikers, eounselling maoderation and the re-
lense of the hostages. After a time the leaders
nssonted to this, and the procosslon marched
to the Bchuvler Bank, where the Overholts got
their Uberty. They at once entered the bank,
necompanied by a committee of miners, where
a protracted conferonce was held, but without
result.

Mayor O'Connsll telegraphed Gov. Tanner
for troops to quell the riot and preserve the
poncs, and in response receivod a telegram re-
fusing to call out the militia, butsayiog thata
reprosentative would be sent to FPana to inves-
tigate, The Governor's representotive arrived
this evening, and it Is supposad will take evi-
denee to-morrow. Btrikers are everywhere
and armod deputies guard the mines,

BaxTiico pm Oona, Bept. 1.—Gen. Cebroea,
commanding the Cuban foroes at El Cobra, send
word to Gen, Lawton to-day that Gen. Maxime
Gomes, thoe Cuban eommander-in-ohisf, had
ordered him to place himself at ths disposition
of the American commander. Insluded in the
lettor of notifieation were warm ocongratula-
tiona to Gen. Lawton upon his appointment to
command the Department of Bantiago. Gen.
Lawton's popularity with the Cubans has made
the eholes of the Government in saleoting him
for the lmportaut vost he holds singularly
fortunnte.

Gon. Lawton has also reoeived lettars trom
the Cuban leaders, Gens. Laoret and Pedre
Perom, in which thoy say they place themselves
under his command pursuant to Instructions
from Gen. Gomox.

Gen. Lawton told The Buw correspondend
ta-day that the action of Gen, Gomes (ndicates
a gratifying change of polioy on the part of the
Cubans, who haveo hitherto regarded the Amaeri=
enn oocoupation of Bantiago, without regard to
tholr claima, with sullen disapproval,

Gon. Laoret went to Guantanamo to-day to
invostignta tho notion of the Cuban Colonel,
who. several dnys ago, demanded the privilegs
of opoupying the town jointiy with the Ameri«
oans. Gen. Looret says that the action of the
Colonel was unauthorized, and that ho would
bo hold to strict ncoount by the Cuban Governe«
mont.

In establishing the elvil government here
Gen. Lawton has deglded to employ Cubam
officors as far an ponsible. Gon. Castillo will
have an important place. Ho will not ns ad«
viser to Gon, Lawton in making the appoint-
monta, Gon. Castillo onjoys Gen. Lawton's
confidence, and his extensive nequaintance
among the Cubans mokea hls sorvices valo-
able. Gen. Lawton believes that the salsetion
of Cuban officers for Important plaoes will have
a gond effeot and will accomplish the disband-
ing of the Cuban forces gquicker than any other
schiemo,

Gen, Wood, the Military Govarnor, has
oponod three supply depota In the eity for the
roliof of tha distressed Cubnns, The rations
given out conaist of sult meat, rice, sugar, lard,
coffon, nnd brend.  They are distributed to
families recommanded for reliof by tho Alonldes
of the saveral wards of the city, Each depot
hns the eapaeity of foeding 2,000 porsons dally,
The depots, which were opened for the first
time to-doy, were crowdod all day. Many of
the npplioants for relief sald that they had been
without food for three daya.
