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The Policy of Disarmament.

The disarmament puggestort to the Euro-
pean States by tho Ruseian Emperor has
been practically tho policy of this country
from Its foundation.

The army of tho Revolution soon roturned
to olrll pursuits. The Mexican war loft us
with a very small army. For many years
Its total was 10,000 only. Immediately
upon the close of tho civil war tho groat ar-

mies of both North and South returned to
peaceful Industry. The present war Is not
eonoluded, but already the volunteer regt-jztsn-

making up more than two-thir- of
our service are being mustered out of the
military service and becoming peaceful cltl-4n- s.

Only the regulars will remain, a
force Insufficient even for tho duties of
military police which will bo imposed on it.

In the sense of the Russian Emperor's
manifesto, disarmament has been our
standing policy; only when the emer-
gency arises for an army do wo rush
ahead to create It, as, for instance, In

this war with Spain. Even the increase of
the army up to a force of 100,000 men,
made requisite by our extended posses-

sions because of this war, will still leave us
practically unarmed In the sense In which
Emperor Nicholas speaks of disarmament.

It is an expensive policy, as we have
found by experience. The cost of supply-
ing the deficiency when war comes is tre-

mendous, and waste of life Is inevitable.

The New Battleships.
The practical result of the bidding for tho

Maine, the Missouri, and the Ohio is that
three great establishments, the Cramps,
the Union Iron Works, and the Newport
News Company, will each have ono ship to
build. This result Is to be considered for-

tunate, not only because they aro all ex-

perienced builders of tho highest capa-

bility, being, in fact, the only firms that
have ever constructed first-clas- s battle-
ships for our navy, but because this divi-
sion of the work will be likely to give us
the ships at an earlier day.

The bids were noticeably close. The San
Francisco firm's was tho highest, and it
would therefore have been shut out but
for Congress's percentage allowance in
favor of Paciflo coast yards, which in-

sured It one ship. The other two would
have gone to the Newport News Company
as the lowest bidder, save that it only
offered to build one, having already threo
first-clas- s battleships under construction.
The Philadelphia firm, therefore, came in
for the third vessel. The only remaining
bid, that of John H. Dialogue & Son of
Camden, who built the Princeton, was not
only too high, but was under the slow
speed class, which was virtually barred.

With this assurance of competent con-

tractors wo find next a guarantee of 18
knots. Each firm offered to build either a
17-kn- ot or nn ot ship, and beyond
doubt the latter will be chosen. The differ-
ence In price is not great, and, in any case,
comes within the limit fixed by Congress,
while tho difference in possible efficiency Is
great. To show the gain in this respect
since 1890, when our earliest group of first-cla- ss

battleships was contracted for, we may
note that they were required to make only
IB knots, and that the Indiana only showed
an average of 15.547 on trial, the Massa-
chusetts 16.21, and even tho Oregon
not more than 16.70. In foreign navies
first-cla- ss battleships beating 1 8 knots aro
common, and some of them reach 1 H't or 10
knots. Wo are, therefore, only keeping up
with the times.

The time allowed for construction also
hows a great gain over our first group.

Two Of the new ships aro to be completed in
thlrtynrwo months and the third in thirty-thre- e

months. Of course this is not much
of a showing compared with the English
shipbuilding, which Is the fastest known;
but the Indiana did not get into commission
until five years after its building contract
was signed, and the Massachusetts and
Oregon were delayed still longer.

Tho threo new ships will be the largest In
oar navy. The Indiana class displace 1,288
tons, and the Kearsargoand Illinois classes
11,625 tons each, while the Iowa displaces
11,410. The Newport News ship is to bo of
12,500 tons, the San Francisco ship of
12,200 tons, and the Philadelphia ship of
12,150 tons, while if a duplicate of the ship
which the Cramps are building for Russia
bo substituted, this would bo the larg-
est of all. Yet with this difference of
2,000 tons per ship over the Indi-
ana class, and the great lncreaso
In speed, Implying costlier machinery,
the contract prices for the now group will
average much less, being t2, 850, 000,
$2,870,000 and $2,800,000 for hull and
machinery, against $3,020,000 each ror
the Indiana and Massachusetts and $3, 1 80,-00- 0

for the Oregon. There are also no
speed premiums to pay on the new ships.

If this latest trio does as much service
for the country as the Indiana, Massachu-
setts and Oregon have already done, it will
more than pay for Itself.

Naval Rewards for War Services.
The suggestion of Commodore Philip

that the present method of advancing offi-oe-

on the list is a poor wuy of rewarding
conspicuous naval service will meet with
very general approval. It comes with good
grace from him, because he has Just been
advanced In .that way, so that he Is plead-
ing the cause of others less fortunato.

The objection to the present plan, which
bas the sanction of long usage, is that In
rewarding the officer who Is advanced It
punishes all those over whoso heads he Is
jumped. These latter must wait longer for
their promotions to tlio next grade, and
meanwhile have done nothing to deserve a
setback. Frequently an officer who has
been fouud by a eourt-marti- guilty of
some offence is punished by being put down
several numbers In his grade ; antl thus the
practical result for officers who are passed
over under the advancement system Is as If
they had been found guilty of dereliction
in duty.

What makes the injustice of the system

tjM n m -wr

more apparent Is that the officers who are
thus passed over have also missed honors,
and perhaps rewards, which their more fortu-
nate brothers received. There were some
very capable officers who, from one cause or
another,dld not take part In the battloof Ma-

nila Bay or Santiago ; and yet no one doubts
that, if they had had tho good luck to be
there, they would have done as well ss those
who were present and would have been
duly advanced. The men who did not
chance to have ships, being assigned
to shore duties, or who were for
some reason out of the fighting, were
unfortunate. Besides, under the prise-mone- y

system of the navy, there have been rich
pecuniary rewards for many of the offloers,
who aro also Jumped ahead. While money,
glory and pleasurable remembrances are
for them, many of tho officers who are
passed over will be condemned to explain-
ing, for the rest of their lives, how it hap-
pened that a war was carried on while they
had no part in the lighting.

It may lie said that, whllo the law allows
an advancement of thirty numbers, In no
case during the present war has It extended
to moro than ten, and In some cases only
three. But tho principle is the same as If
the advancement were greater, and the re-

sult also is tho same for thoso passed over.
The substitutes thus far suggested for the

present system have been inscribing names
on a roll of honor, giving rewards In a lump
sum of monoy or In a percentage Increase of
pay, and providing swords and medals of
honor. Any of these would avoid doing In-

justice to other officers In rewarding the
successful. The best plan seems to us that
of the medal of honor for the battle, with
swords of honor In exceptional cases.

The National Game.

Our esteomed associate in desire to res-
cue the National game from the disgrace
from which the Nntlonnl League still falls
or refuses to rescue It, the Philadelphia
Sporting Life, spreads Its criticism unwisely
when It Jeers at tho League's having de-

voted so much effort to tho suppression of
bad language. It Is true that much of the
energy which should have been centred
upon the suppression of disorder was ex-

pended on lsnguago ; but the Sporting Lift
ought not to repeat tho error.

Tho first necessity for decent baseball Is
tho establishment of an umpire whose word
shall be law, and the complete and absolute
abolition of disputes against his decisions
on tho part of the plovers. On this point
our contemporary Is as sound as a dollar :

" As n matter of fart, there have been M many, if
not more, scene of disorder on the field this rear
than aver before, and that, too, deaplte the fact thai
with the adoption of the double umpire system,
there haa been less excuse for the wrangling which
In,' utility Incltea the crowd to turbulenoe. It .the
magnates are on the lerel with themaelTea, and are
sincere In their desire to have the game aa well con-

ducted an la a modern prizefight, let them adept
tills rule:

" In no can ihatl the decilionl of t umpirei be qvf
tionfd by either tide.

" And adopting it, let them lira np to It."

The fact that what our contemporary says
Is called for shows that after a year of
widespread protest against rowdy baseball,
and a great pretenco on the part of tho
League of a wish to suppress It, It Is still
necessary to address the members of the
League as if they were boys Into whose
heads the first principles of sport cannot be
hammered.

The King Rowdy of the League Is to-da- y

the King of the League. This is so first, be-

cause tho League President, Tocno, Is a
farce as a director of umpires, and secondly,
because the Leaguo club Presidents aro
openly or secretly or helplessly false to their
rules for discipline.

The season is almost over. If It closes
with tho rowdy master of the field, as he Is to-

day, next season will be worse than this.

A "Logical Candidate."
The Democrats of Jefferson county, Now

York, in choosing delegates to tho Syracuso
convention have "coino out" strongly in
favor of tho Hon. Wilduii F. Pouter as
their favorite for tho nomination for Gov-

ernor ; and in order that there may bo no
mistakes nliotit their position, or error as to
their preference, they have elected Mr.
Porter as ono of the delegates in the First
Assembly district, convened in Watertown,
his home.

If In the sometimes mixed and always
perplexing politics of New York there is
such a being as a " logical candidate," Mr.
Porter, tho joint nominee of the Demo-
cratic and Populist State conventions of
1 800 for Governor, is entitled to that dis-

tinction. When, two years ago, all other
eligible or deslrablo candidates had with-
drawn the consideration of their names
from the BufTulo Convention, and after tho
candidate Thaciieb had withdrawn, Mr.
Porter, or Commissioner Porter as he Is
moro frequently called, appeared as tho
Democratic candidato and took on active
part in tho canvass, as nominee, of the
Democrats and of tho Populists also. He
has not since recanted. Ho has not pro-
claimed any change of political faith. He
received 574,000 votes.

No wonder that his Democratic neighbors
In Watertown recommend Mr. Ported for
tho Democratic nomination this year. If
the logical Democratic candidate for Gov-

ernor is nominated, it will be Wilbtjb F.
PoitTER.

is Manila foreign territory?
The Cnatoma Bnrcan So Considers It and

Ask the Appointment of a Consul There.
Washington. Bept. 2. Many knotty points

of administration are continually cropping ont
In connection with the territory recently ac-

quired by the war with Spain. One of these
came up to-d- when the application of for-

mer Consul Williams at Manila was referred
by the Department of State to the Treasury
Department for Its recommendations regard-
ing t ho,customs side of the case. So far as the
State Department Is concerned, Mr. Williams
Is still Consul at. Manila and presumably Is still
drawing his salary as such. He was appointed
to represent the United States at ons of the
ports of Spain and only assumed the duties of
office when an exequatur was granted htm by
the Spanish authorities. This was forfeited
when he left Manila at the beginning of the
war. A new exequatur cannot now be ob-
tained from the Hpanlsh officials, for the rea-
son that Manila Is In possession of the military
forces of the United States. On the other hand
the oustoms officials consider Manila foreign
territory, despite the military occupation, and
as the oustoms regulations require that goods
Imported from foreign countries shall bear
consular invoices, a United Htates Consul at
Manila would be very advantageous to them
in the entry of goods from that port. The cus-
toms bureau has therefore recommended that
a consular officer be appointed at Manila, if
practicable. Meantime the State Department
is wrestling with the legal questions involved.

FOREIGNERS WATCtt TIIF. HOLLAND.

Exhibition of the Submarine Boat Before
Buaalan and German Naval Officers.

The offloers of the Holland Torpedo Boat
Company sent the Holland out yesterday sfter-noo- n

from her berth at Bay Ridge to show her
capabilities to Prince A. Lioven. Captain in the
Russian Navy: Capt. Von Rebeur Tasehwlz.
German naval attache at Toklo. Japan, and sev-
eral United States offloers. Among the latter
were Lieutenant Commander Rogers of the
Iowa, Lieutenant Commander Kimball. In
charge of the United States torpedo flotilla;
Constructor Bowles. Lieut. Nlblaek. and En-

signs Clark and Slgnor. W. A. Tejolow, tho
Russian Consul-Genera- l, was also present.

Chief Engineer John Low. U. 8. Jf.. and Com-

mander Kimball went in tho Holland on tho
trip. The vessel moved out from her pier at a
smart pace and as soon as she reached dcen
wator the lid to the conning towerwas clamped
down and the Holland began to sink by tho
stern. The vessel oulekly disappeared with
the bow uptilted about five degrees. The lings
on her standards were soon under wnter. The
boat canio to tho surface again after a run of
about M0 yards. She then gave nn exhibition
of running awash and of her steering abilities
while in thnt condition. After that she made
three short dives and returned to her berth.
There was no attempt at an elaborate exhibi-
tion, but the foreign naval officers said they
were much pleased with what they saw. The
steering qualities of the bout especially pleased
tho American naval officers.

ALL ARE AGAINST STRIKES.

Walking Discuss Proposal to Har-
monize with Employer.

The Board of Walking Delegates met yester-
day and discussed the proposed plan to come
to some agreement with the United Building
Trades by which all sympathetic strikes are to
bo avoided. It is expected that there will be
great activity in tho building trades In the fall.
and both employers and employees desire to
prevent this revival In business from being re-

tarded by sympathetic strikes. Many mechanics
have been out of work a long time, and would
not like to bo called upon to strike as soon as
they get a job. .

The Board Delegates has ap-
pointed n committee to confer with a commit-to- o

of tho United Building Trades to form a
plan of harmony. The United Building Trades
includes tho Mason Builders' Association and
the Electrical Contractors' Association. Tho
few employers' associations which are not In
the United Building Trades will be glad, they
say, to oooiierate In any plan which will pre-
vent strikes.

William J. O'Brien. President of the Board of
Walking Delegates, said that a truce had been
declared hetween tho board and tho United
Building Trades while negotiations regarding
a plan of harmony were going on. "Though
the United Building Trades llrst proposed tho
conference." he said, " we have not received tho
names of Its committee. All we will Insist on is
that tho committee will be composed of fair
men."

DIFFERENTIAL BATE DECISION.

Tho Interstate Commerce Commlaaloa Find
In tarer of the Canadian Paelflo.

Washiitoton. Sept. 2. The Interstate Com-
merce Commission y. In an opinion by
Commissioner Proutr, announced Its decision
In the matter of alleged passenger rate dis-
turbance by the Canadian Pacific Ballroad
Company. Tho ease Involves the propriety of
differential passenger rates between Eastern
points and ths Pacific coast The American
lines and tho Canadian Paelflo have been en-

gaged six months or more In a war In passen-
ger rates between such points and also be-

tween St. Paul and other localities and points
on the Paelflo coast. The war arose from the
refusal of American lines to continue to allow
any longer to the Canadian Paciflo a differen-
tial basis. Under this basis fares from ths
East to Paciflo ooast points by that route were
less than those by the American lines by S 7.60
on first-cla- ss and 15 on second-clas- s business.

The commission is unable to find In ths tes-
timony anything outrageous In the eonduot of
the Canadian Paciflo in this matter. It says
(hero may be reasons why this particular dif-

ferential ought never to have been granted,
but In Insisting upon it thnt company simply
claimed what numerous American lines had
claimed and what many were enjoying. The
commission holds that the olaim made In be-

half of the American roads that no Canadian
road Is entitled to a differential under any
American line on any American business Is
untenable even on the standpoint of the Amer-
ican roads, as some Canadian roads, notably
the Grand Trunk, work in eloso connection
with American lines, and the publio Interest
In the reduced rates caused by competition Is
not to be ignored.

Whether or not Canadian roads should be
allowod to participate at all In the carrying
trade of the United States, the commission
says. Is a muoh blonder and an altogether dif-
ferent question. Under oote of Congress they
aro now admitted to such participation, and
whether this is wise or the reverse is for the
consideration ot Congress, or the treaty-makin- g

power, nnd it is pointed out that this is
one of the subjects before the n

High Joint Commission now in session at
Quebec

No line. American or Canadian, the com-
mission says, ought to insist upon a differ-
ential unless It Is at a manifest disadvantage.
This Is esiieeially true of tho Canadian Paci-
fic, a Canadian institution built largely by
Uovcrnment aid for Government purposes. If
It oomes into the United States to compete
for traffic between United States points. It
should not Insist upon a different order of
things here unless It can mako its title to the
demand clear beyond all question. The Ca-
nadian Paciflo appear, however, to bo en-
titled to make as low a rate on this transcon-
tinental business as any American line.

The commission further points out that It
has also suspended the long and short haul
clauso for American lines on business to and
from the Kootenn mining district. In British
Columbia, and upon traffic betweon the prov-
inces of Quebeo and Ontario and the prov-
ince of Manitoba.

The commission also states that It has no
power to allow or disallow the differential in
dispute, but will consider It extremely for-
tunate If the conclusions reached should be
made the basis of an early adjustment. The
opinion concludes as follows:

"It must be distinctly understood, however,
that we do not recommend the settlement ot
this controversy by the making of any agree-
ment, involving arbitration or otherwise,
which is in violation of the Anti-Tru- st law,
as interpreted by the Supreme Court of the
United Mates.

"Such features of the past or future history
of the controversy as may In our judgment
render appropriate ony statement or recom-
mendation to Congress will bo printed In our
annual report to that body. So far as our
official action can affect the matter, we con-
clude that we ought not nt present to re-
scind the susiienslon orders heretofore made :

but if tho difficulty should be adjusted in
accordance with tho vlows above expressed.
It may become our duty to revoke the per-
mission granted by these orders."

WAR REVENUE DECISIONS.

Ballroad Companies Said to Be Dally Vio-
lating the Law.

Washinoton. Sept. 2. Reports have been
made to the Internal Revenue Bureau that a
number of railroads, and among them somo of
the largo corporations, are dally violating the
internal revenue laws by Issuing receipts for
excess baggage without duly stamping tho
same, as required to do under the War Rev-
enue act. The bureau has called the attention
of collectors in certain sections where the prac-

tice Is in vogue, and has directed thorn where
possible to make an estimate of the number of
receipts that have Illegally Issued.

The following rulings of the Commissioner
of Internal Revenue were promulgated

An inheritance consisting exclusively of Gov-
ernment bonds Is subject to tax under tho
same conditions as money or other personal
property.

Occasional entortainments. given for the
benefit of lodges or churches, do not require a
special tax.

Building and loan associations are not ex-

empted from any other tax than that upon
stocks and bonds issued by them.

Insuranco companies who loan money on
real estate, and as evidence of thoso loans take
notes nnd mortgages, are not liable to the
Special tax us brokers.

Deeds and bonds of educational Institutions
other than State institutions, executed and
issued respectively subsequently to July 1,
IWiM, are not exempt from the stamp tax.

An annuity is a form of insurance within the
meaning of the Wnr Revenue act. though not
called by thnt name, and the Instrument evi-
dencing the contract should he stamped at tho
rate of eight cents for each $100 or fractional
part thereof of the amount issued: that is to
sav, the amount agreed to bo paid by the com-
pany, which is a specified annual sum, and tho
stamp tax would accrue upon each annual pay-
ment ns made under this continuing contract.

A modilleatlon has been made of a former
ruling permitting the acceptance of certain
classes of unstamped messages by telegraph
companies, sons to Include messages from an
officer or agent of any railroad company ad-

dressed to nnother officer or agent of n railroad
company at any point on or oft the lines of the
road when such messages are in regard to the
affairs and services of the railroad company.
Also messages from an officer or agon t of any
railroad company addressed to an officer or
agent of a connecting railroad company, when
such messaKcs are in regard to the joint busi-
ness of tho two railroad companies.

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MQVOB TAX HAW DMmSTOW.

miantlae Pat rr to Obtain a OsrtUeate Are
Not Dwellings.

At,ixT, Sept. 2. Jostles Clearwater baa
hsnded down a decision upholding ths proceed-
ing Instituted by State Commissioner of Xxoise
Lyman to revoke and cancel a liquor tax cer-
tificate Issued to Nelson Garrison of Marl-
borough. Ulster county. In order to evade the
provisions ot the Liquor Tax law requiring the
oonsents of the owners ot two-thir- of ths
dwellings within 200 feet of his premises.
Garrison put up a small shanty of rongh
hemlock boards, without window or chimney,
and on the dsy he applied for a certificate
allowed a vagrant to move In. At the same
time he domiciled another vagrant in a small
shanty which had been used by him as a wood-
shed for several years. Neither building was
lathed or plastered, and both buildings com-
plete cost only $36. In deciding whether these
buildings were dwellings, within the meaning
of the Liquor Tax law. Justice Clearwater says:

"This law. like any other, should receive a
fair interpretation. It should not be construed
harshly as against the holder of a certificate,
nor interpreted so loosely as to emssoulato Its
rest riot Ivo provisions and break down that pro-
tection which It gives to adjaoent property
owners, tho publio and to tho dealer who
honestly compiles with all Its conditions.
as against one who seeks to evade
It. It Is not the sire or the material ot
which a building is constructed, hut the pur-pon- e

to whioh It is devoted that la the control-
ling factor undor thin statute. A dwelling may
be humble and inexpensive, ret as muoh a
domicile as a mansion, Bnt to hold that build-
ings of this oharacter. tenanted for the first
time on the eve ot an application for a certifi-
cate by men without families or fixed place of
abode, are to be regarded as dwellings for thspurpose of obtaining and holding a certificate
would be farcical. These buildings were not
dwolllngs within the provisions ot this statute,
and to treat them as suoh was an evasion of
the law."

Mr. Matthew Morgan,
a retired New York banker, has recovered
from the astonishing results of ths endless
chain started by his granddaughter only to
And himself Involved In a difficulty with Father
Fltzpatrlck of St. Mary's Cat hollo Church re-
garding a brindled cow with two crumpled
horns. A cow of this description has displayed
much Ingenuity and pertinacity In finding a
way Into Mr. Morgan's lawn. She was neither
an aristocratlo nor a beautiful looking cow.
The Morgan household was kept as busy
driving her out of the place as It was a few
weeks ago In opening Miss Schenk's Red Cross
mall. Somehow Mr. Morgan got an Idea that
the cow belonged to Father Fitzpatrlok. He
did not address ths priest dlrectlr, but made
representations to Elbert Carll Livingston, the
ownor of the place which the Morgans have
rentotl for the summer. Mr. Livingston wrote
a message to Father Fitzpatnck on a postal
card. There was a suggestion in the message
that a new piece ot with which to tie up
tho cow would cost Put little and oontrlbnte
greatly to the publio poace.

Father Fitzpatrlck was grieved and Incensed
by the postal card llrst, because It was a pos-
tal card ; secondly, becauso it accused him of
owning such nn ill mannerod and offending
cow. and thirdly, because it reflected upon the
scrupulousness with which he observed the
rights ot his neighbors. He let Mr. Morgan
know that an npology would be acceptable.
Mr. Morgan declined to seo that there was oc-
casion for an apology.

Tho two met in a Babylon store, and there
was a brief and dignified though intense dis-
cussion of the matter. Tho priest called the
attention of Mr, Morgan to the fact that his
cow was not on ungainly brute of low degree,
but a Jersoy: furthermore, that
she was always securely tethered in the rec-
tory yard: finally, that oven had she not been
tethered, there was no reason why she should
prefer Mr. Morgan's lawn to her own
domain. He said that he was inclined
to believe that the Federal authorities
might have something to say about tho trans-
mission of Mr. Livingston's postal message
through tho malls. Mr. Morgan expressed him-
self as very certain that a misapprehension re-
garding a cow was not a matter that could be
made ground for an apology. Diplomatic rela-
tions since then have been strained, but it is
reported that Mr. Morgan Is now seeking tho
good offices of mutual mends to bring the dis-
sension to an end.

even than the St. Paul had had to contend
with. According to your own account of
it in your paper of July 10. " tho Yosemite
forced tho Spanish steamer Antonio Lopez
ashore and drove tho Spanish warships Is-
abel II., Concho and Alfonso XIII. into tho
harbor." and this under fire of the guns
of Morro Costlo and tho water battery and
a torpedo lsat which came out to help tho
Antonio Lopez, anil expecting the n
torpedo-catch- Terror out every moment, ns
she was ill tho harbor and already eepalred
from the damage the St. Paul had done her. It
must be remembered, too, that It was the Mich-
igan reserves who manned the Yosemite nnd
hod to light against such odds, there being no
regular officers aboard except Capt. William
11. Emory, who commanded her, und Lieut.
Nathan Sargent, her executive officer, where-
as tho St. Paul had regular naval officers and
was manned by experienced sea men.

You also print the following from your cor-
respondent nt Porto Rico:" All
which the Spanish mounted for their defence
of the capital against our army camo on the
steamer Antonio I.op,... It seems that tho
story that the Yosemite destroyed the Lopez
nnd her cargo was erroneous. The warships
Concho aud Isabel II. are at San Juan. They
went out to the place where the Lopez was
beached and were at work for several days un-
loading her cargo. Thoy saved almost every-
thing thnt was of any value. Everybody at
San Juan was surprised that the Yosemite did
not continue her firing into tho Lopez, which
must eventually have causod her to blow up.
bocauso large quantities of explosives formed
part of her cargo. This powder was all brought
ashore.

Tho nbove Is Impossible, as, according to tho
various accounts given out by both officers and
men of the Yosemite. the Lopes wns beitched on
the reef over 200 shell and shrapnel
nnd a number of shell were dis-
charged Into the Lopez. After tho Yosemlte's
buttle with the Isabel II.. Concho, Alfonso
Mil. and the torpedo boat site returned to
the Lopez and II red shell nnd shrapnel Into her
till she was on fire aft. Sho was left bilged and
a wreck. Vessels coming out of tho harbor
later said tho Spaniards called the Yosemite
the "Devil Ship. Justice.
