"'The United Btates Government la too
atrong. too great, and too powerful to commit
any foolish act in connection with the proposed
Invasion of Cuba.'

"Referring to the proposed rush to tha fever-stricke- n

city of Havana, ha said :

"'No officer la fit to command troops who
from any motive whatever would needlessly
risk the life of a alngle soldier, either from dis-
ease or the bullets of the enemy. I have never
aaorlfleed the lives of men under my command,
and do not propose to subject them to any

risks In the present campaign.'
"In the order Issued to the army at an early

date bo directed that:
" ' Every officer, of whatever grade, will, so far

as may be in his power, guard and preserve tha
health and welfare of those under his charge.
Ba must labor diligently and zealously to per-
fect himself and his subordinates In military
drill. Instruction, and discipline: and, above
aH, he must constantly endoavor by precept
and example to maintain the hlgheat charaotor.
to foster and stimulate that true sotdlorly spirit
and patriotic, devotion to duty which must
characterize an effective army.'

STOOD AI.0NF. FOR WEEKS.

"The principles thus enunciated have been
saalously observed from the first. Owing to
the fact that the season suited for campaigning
In Cuba had been exhausted In debates and de-
lay in Congress and In necessary preparations.
Gen. Miles was opposed to rushing an

undisciplined and unequipped army In a
movement against the capital of Cuba, defended
by 100.0UU trained Spanish troops, and In thla
position he stood practically alone for several
weeks. Havana. Matonxas. Santiago and a few
other points were down on his military map aa
hotbeds of disease, destructive to an army, and
places to be avoided, especially during the
slekly season.

muss's flan or campaign.
"When Anally called upon to submit a plan

of campaign he did so, and put It in writing.
In substance ha took tha stand, first, that
every effort should" be made to equip the
Cubans, and thereby enable them to harass
the Spanish forces. The cry of 'On to Ha-
vana!' should be encouraged, but when the
transports, loaded with troops, were out of
eight of land they ahould sail as straight as
steam power conld bear them to the gate of the
Antilles and the key of the whole position. Porto
Itlco: then, having seized and occupied that
island, a movement to Cuba was to follow by
means of a atrong cavalry force whloh was to be
organized and equipped by August or Septem-
ber.

WANTED TO QO TO SANTIAGO HIMSELF.
" The inoloelng of Oervara'a fleet in tha har-

bor of Santiago ohanged tha conditions and
made It necessary to move a military force to
that point at once. Oen. Miles, while at Tampa
organizing the expedition, fait the Importance
of the enterprise so greatly that ha requested
permission to accompany that expedition or to
immediately organize another to join it Thla
permission was not granted so far as accom-
panying that expeditiou was concerned, but
authority was granted to equip a second 'for
movement and operation against the enemy In
Cuba and Porto Rico.' However, before this
expedition waa equipped calls were made for
additional forces to go to Santiago, and they
wara Immediately forwarded.

SHATTER IK BIBTBzas.
" On July 3 Oen. Shatter telegraphed that his

loaaea had been greatly underestimated ; that
he met with atronger resistance than he had
anticipated, and that he waa seriously consid-
ering the advisability of falling back to a posi-
tion nve miles to the rear, and that ha had been
unable to be up during the heat for four days.
Under such circumstances Oen. Miles tele-
graphed Oen. Bhafter that ha would be with
htm within a week with strong reinforcements,
of course talcing the troops prepared for the
second expedition, whioh had been ordered by
the President to operate against the enemy in
Cuba as well as In Porto Rico. These rein-
forcements were pushed rapidly forward, and
some of them arrived In advanoe of the com-
manding General and were put in position in
the trenches around Santiago.

L rBXHIDKNT'S INSTRUCTIONS TO MILES.

H "Under verbal instructions of the President
l Gen. Miles was directed to go wherever he

deemed his presence was required, and that he
ahould give such directions as in his opinion
were best for the army and for the Govern-
ment. These were the circumstances under
which Gen. Miles left Washington, arriving at
Santiago July 11, not as a private individual
nor as a visitor. Any pretence that he went
thoro disrobed of his authority or official ca-
pacity Is too ohildish to be oonsldcred by sensi-
ble men. From the moment he arrived at
Santiago he was responsible for what might
occur.
"He arrived therewith the Yale. Columbia,

and Rita, loaded with infantry, and three ships
loaded with artillery, besides those already dts- -.

. embarked. He designed to disembark the
troops and artillery named on the west aide of
Santiago, aa was understood before leaving
Washington, and before he went ashore he
made the necessary arrangements accordingly,

TOBAI. OBDIUED TO SUBRINDXB.

"He d to the front, and, after
consulting with Gen. Shatter, a note was sent
to the Spanish commander by Oen. Shatter
saying that tha commanding General of the
United Statea Army had arrived In hla camp
with atrong reinforcements, and would meet
him between the lines at any hour agreeable
to him. The reply of the Spanish oommander
was that he would meet him at 12 o'clock next
morning.

" The meeting was held, and after some con-
versation between Gen. Shatter and Gen. Torn),
Oen. Miles frankly-- Informed the Spanish Gen-
eral that ha had left Washington aix days be-
fore, and that It waa then the determination of
the Government that this portion of theSpan-la- h

army must be captured or destroyed. He
aiso Informed the Spanish General that his re-

inforcements had already arrived with him,
that some of these forces had already disem-
barked and the remainder would be disem-
barked on the west side of (he harbor, and thatIt was useless for him to contend against theInevitable. These transports could also boplainly seen by tho Spanish tfqtn Hqrni Castleand other points. "';;'"Gen. Tqral repllod that so long as he hadrations snd ammunition he had To tight In

order to maintain the honor br the Hiiaiiiah
Army. In response to that hf was informedthat he had already maintained the honor of
the Spanish Army, and that further efforts
Would he useless and would result In the wan-
ton sacrifice of human life. He then said thathe was waiting to hear irom his Government,
and was informed bv GenMiles that hu hadalready taken much time for that purpose, andwould be given until daylight of the following
morning, it being then :t o clock, to submit hitfinal answer.

He begged for longer time and earnestly
requested until 12 o'clock next Uav. This wasAnally granted by (.en. Miles., the uireiinKdissolved, and the officers sepuratud. On re-
turning from this conference despatch waa

received by Oan. Mile from Wefenlwgto aa
follows:

tnrT ALL THE HONOB TO SI! AFTER.
"No greater discretion whs ever given to anv

General commanding an army, and what is
more, as will be observed, he was authorized
to accept the surrender, which In the Interest,
of his subordinates he generously declined tt
do, and went away, leaving all the honor to his
next In rank, tleu. Bhafter On the morning
succeeding the first Interview a letter wss re-
ceived from Gen. Torol, of which the following
Is a literal translation:

" ' Santiago db Cuba. July 14. 1BP8.

" ' GtntmhiH (hief of tht American Fot&k
" ' HonobedBui His Excellency the General-in-Chi-

of the army of tho Island of Cuba tele-
graphs from Havana yesterday nt 7 P, M. the
following: "Relieving the business of such Im-
portance as the capitulation of thnt place to be
known and decided upon by the Government
of his Majesty. I give you notice that I have
sent the conditions of your telegram, asking
an Immediate answer, and enabling you also
to show this to the General of tha American
Army, to see If he will agree to await tho an-
swer of the Government, which cannot be aa
soon ns the time which ho has decided, as com-
munication byway of Rermuda Is more slow
than by Key West. In the meanwhile your
Honor and the General of the American Army
may agree upon capitulation on the basis of
repatriation (returning to Spain)."

' ' 1 have the honor to transmit this to you
that In ease you may consider tho foregoing
satisfactory, that he may designate persons In
representation of himself, who, with those In
my name, may agree to clauses of the capitula-
tion upon the basis of reluming to Spain, ac-
cepted already in the beginning by the Genernl-iii-Chlef-

thla army. Awaiting a reply. I am.
very respectfully, your servant,

" ' Jose .Toral, 4c.'
toral's si'rpbisino rurbendeb.

" At the meeting on tha following day Gen.
Toral stated that he was prepared to surrender
with the approval of the Captain-Gener- of
Cuba, but It would require a little time to have
his acts confirmed by the home Government ;
that In tho meantime he was prepared to ap-
point commissioners to arrange the clauses of
capitulation. Not only this, he offered to sur-
render the balance of his command, which had
not been under fire or engaged in the cam-
paign. This remarkable offer wan on his own
motion and was in tho nature of a surprise to
tho American Generals present. However, nt.
the conference of the day previous Gen. Miles
had reminded him that he had been tendered
the most liberal terms ever offered to an en-
emy, that his fleet was destroyed and that thoy
were 3,000 miles from home.

MOTIVES or THE SURRENDER ANALYZED.
" Total's offer could be accounted for in one

of two wuys either that tho troops were
wanted at home to meet n threatened revolu-
tion or that they wanted to get home, and re-
garded this as the only means of doing so at the
expense of the United States. Whether Rlnnco
and the rest of tho Spanish forces in Cuba
would nnve 'Surrendered on tho name terms is
not now and perhaps may never be known.

"The fact that they had agreed to surrender
was satisfactory to Gen. Miles, and he immedi-
ately left tho field, telegniphod tho fact to
Washington, and magnanimously yielded to
Gen. Shatter the honor of receiving the sur-
render, specillcally giving him and his army
credit for their tenncUy and gallantrv. He pro-
ceeded at once to concern himself about mat-
ters of far greater importance, and these were
the health, almost the life of that command,
and the occupation of the territory of Porto
Rico.
STILL IGNORANT OF THE DESPATCH TO SH AFTER.

"Up to thnt timo. and not, indeed, for long
after that time, had he learned of the despatch
to Gen. Shatter published at the head of an
article In the Anr York Htrtitd on Aug. 14.
which, if it meant anything, was in direct vio-
lation of the verbal and written orders of the
President.

"On his way returning to Slboney.Oen. Miles
mode a thorough Inspection of the condition of
the troops, the location of their camps, and es-
pecially of their hospital camps, and ascertained
their condition, as well as the almost Impassable
condition of the roads and the inadequate appli-
ances forfurnishing proper supplies. Ho ordered
n regiment to the yellow fever hospital to police
tho grounds and nurse the sick. He gave gen-
eral directions for the improvement of the sani-
tary condition of that entire command, and re-
ported its condition to the authorities at Wash-
ington, stating In that report that he had di-
rected the troops to be moved up to the high
lands on fresh grounds, grounds free from in-
fection, where it might be possible to eradicate
the germs of disease, and that in ease this
eradication of disease did not result, then that
the troops should be moved Immediately as far
north as the New England coast, in order to
save them from destruction. He also requested,
July IS. thnt troops for the Porto Rieo expedi-
tion be sent from the Southern States, espe-
cially from Texas. Louisiana. Alabama, Mis-
sissippi, and Florida.

RE STARTS FOB POBTO RICO.
"As soon as a suitable escort could be ob-

tained from the navy Gen. Miles left the coast
of Cuba with 3,400 men to seize and occupy
the Island of Porto Rico.

"The place of landing had been Bothoroughly
advertised in communications sent over tho
rrencb cable and in the newspapers of our own
country, and telegraphed to Madrid, and from
there to San Juan, that not having received
the necessary appliances with which to disem-
bark he decided after leaving the WindwardPassage to change his course and land on the
south sldo of Porto Rico, where the Spaniards
wero the least prepared and the least expect-
ing to receive him. and where he knew that the
disembarkation of troops and supplies could
be most easily effected.

EEPT THE SPANIARDS OUF.SSINU,
" From the time of that disembarkation dur-

ing the following nineteen days of campaign
he kept the Spaniards guessing what the next
move would be. When they withdrew along
the line of the great military road between
Ponce and San Juan they destroyed the bridges,
obstructed the roads and fortified strong posi-
tions in the mountain passage, and then weresurprised to And thst one column of his army
was sweeping around the west end of the
Island, capturing tho principalities and towns,
while another had passed over the mountains
on a trail which the Spaniards had supposed
Impassable, and therefore hail not fortified orguurded It. and the first they knew of the
march of the American army was the appear-
ance of a strong brigade within twenty miles
of the northern coast at the terminus ot the
railroad connecting San Juan with Arevlbo.

PORTO BIOO KAIItl.V WON.
" The island of Porto Rico was fairly won by

the right of coniiuest. snd became a part of the
United States. The sentiment of the people
was In no sense outraged by the invaders, but
on the contrary was successfully propitiated.
A iK'oplo who have endured the severity ofSpanish rule for four centuries hall with joy
the protection of the great republic. One of the
richest sections of country over which our flag
now floats has been added and will be of last-
ing value to our nation, politically, commer-
cially and from it military or strategic point of
view. The possession of thnt island has also
rendered any further resistance of the Spanish
forces In Cuba hopeless, and Gen. Miles firmly
believes that by fair and juBt treatment the
people of Cuba can be as easily controlled either
as a friendly ally and neighbor or to become a
part of our own country as the people of Porto
Rico.

THK MOST IMPORTANT NEED OF THE HOUR.
"Gen. Miles remained In Porto Rico as long

as he deemed his presence necessary for carry-
ing out the Instructions of the President, and
now returns to tho United States bringing with
him nearly 5.000 who are no longer required,
there being some l'J.000 still remaining, amply
sufficient for all purposes. He returns at once
to Washington, where he believes he can be
most useful, as he considers the most Impor-
tant need of tho hour now to be the immediate
reduction of war expenses, and the return of
as large a portion of those in the .military ser-
vice as possible to their former occupations,
where they ure most needed."

THE OHPAM'S ARRIVAL.
The transport Obdam passed Sandy Hook

at 2 o'clock yesterday morning and came to
anohorolT Quarantine shortly before 5 o'clock.
At 6 o'clock Deputy Health Officer Sanborn
boarded her and waived Inspection on tho re-
port of the ship's surgeon. Not more than a
dozen meu had boon sick during the passage
up, and all but one of those were up and about,
in excellent spirits.

Just before H o'clock the Obdam steamed np
to Liberty Island, where the army steamer
Gen. Meigs went alongside, to tako off several
members of Gen. Miles's stuff. At 10 o'clock
Urn 01 d sin raised anchor again and steamed
to the Erie Railroad's freight dock at

where the troops disembarked The
sailors of the ship had decorated her lavishly
with signal flags and paJm branches gathered
at Police. An American ensign over a
captured Spanish flag new at the fore,
and Gen. Miles's pennant was at tho

The ponnants were In long
streamers from the mastlitiaiU to tlie mil.
and the palms wero lushed at the tops and
heads of all four masts, at the hows and sterns
of the lifeboats, and at every other available,
point During her progress up the river the Ub-d.-

waa saluted by every steam whlatle withinrange, by dipping ensigns and by cheers. Her
own ensign was dipped repeatedly in reply.
'I'll'- - soldiers hud an abundance of hard bread
in the shape of small muckers In d

packages, which they guvo away luyishly as
souvenirs tir isirhups to get rd oflt.

SPECIAL TBAIVs IS wynxo.
Three special train wem ready at the pier,

and the trait forgot men and baggage was be

gan Immediately. The men filed la In a hurry
snd stowed sway their accoutrements and then
gave attention to the camp equipage, which
was stowed In the forward hold.

Tho horses, thirty-tw- o of them, were all on
the main deck. They were led down a eleated
gangway that sloped nt an angle of at least,
forty-liv- e degrees, with a burly negro hanging
on to the tail of each. Among those belonging
to the headquarters were Gen. Miles's two gray
chargers, both In excellent condition.

Second Wisconsin Volunteers mustered
twelve full companies at Chlckamauga on
y 13. On July S they moved to Charleston,

and fifteen days later sailed for PoHo Rico.
They landed nt ronce. snd took part In the
action nt Cosmo without losing n man. For
the three days prior to receiving the news of
the cessation of hostilities the regiment was
under orders to be prensred to morch in heavy
order wltli live days' rations. They had been
standing in their ranks for an hour when tho
final news was received. Three iioropnnlcs.
completing the roster of the regiment, aro to
follow soon after the Obdam, and are probably
on the way here now.

THE TROOPS START FOB CAMP DOUGLAS.
The trains with the 800 on board left at 0

o'clock lns night, and will run through to
Camp Douglas, Wisconsin. The men are eager
to get home, although the first neWsof the ces-
sation of hostilities was a bitter disappoint-
ment to them. They were just getting Into
lighting trim, and there was a mile and a half
of very strongly defended road ahead of them
which thoy wished to have the hatiorof forcing.
The regiment is In good health and makes no
complaint of its treatment although the trip
home was far more pleasant than that, from
Charleston to Ponce. Miss Kccler. one of Mrs.
Miles's party, was especially, ottentive to tho
few sick men during the trip home, and her
womanly ministrations were highly appre-
ciated.

The Big Battleship Fat Into the Hoodoo

I lock Without Aechlent Yesterday.
The battleship Oregon was placed In dry

dock No. 3 at the Navy Yard yesterday morn-
ing. The greatest care was taken by Chief
Pilot Hell to see that everything was in proper
trim before the vessel started for the hoodoo
dock. The Oregon was safely in dock at 9:30
o'clock, and as the water was pumped oat of
the dock It was seen that the hull of tho bat-
tleship was more foul than that of the Texas,
New York or Iowa. The orew got to work on
rafts and scaled off the bnrnncles and seaweed
and y work will be begun In scraping off
the old and putting on new paint. The smoke-
stacks aro to bn lengthened ten feet In order
to secure more draught. There Is also some
talk of taking out the torpedo tubes, and one
of the officers yesterday said that If she car-
ried tortx'do tulies In tho future thoy would
be placed below the water line.

The battleship Massachusetts is expected to
arrive at the yard on Friday. She 1b now at
Roston. She is to follow the Oregon In dry
dock and will receive a general overhauling.
Her smokestacks are also to be lengthened.

The work on tho cruiser New Yorkvis almost
completed und her interior fittings will be re-
placed in a few days. She will leave the yard
und go to Tompklnsvllle on Saturday.

The torpedo boat Talbot arrived at the
yard from Key West yesterday morning and
will receive a general overhauling as soon as
poasipla.

CRRTKRA WRITES BIB THANKS.

Translation of His Letter of Farewell to
Admiral McNalr.

Washington, Sept. 7. The Navy Department

tbe translation of a letter written by Admiral
Cervera. thanking Admiral MoNair for his
treatment of the Spanish officers who have
been held ns prisoners at Annapolis.

" Annapolis, Md.. Sept. 5. 189S.
"Most Excellent Sir: In order to examine

the details of the transfer to New York of the
wounded and sick I have at Naval Hospital in
Norfolk. Va.. I leave y for that place.
Commodore Paredes remains to superintend
the departure to NewYork ot the personnel here
and will inform you of any incident of im-

portance.
" I must not go away without thanking your

Excellency for your noble and generous con-
duct toward us. which has always been sec-
onded by all, and especially by Lieutenant-Command- er

Moore, whose bearing I shall
never tire of praising. The courteous and
sympathetic welcome given to all of us by the
distinguished families living In the academy
is one more title to our gratitude, und your
Excellency may rest assured that It will never
be effaced from our momorles.

"Finally, the perfectly correct conduct of
watchmen, soldiers and all individuals we came
In contact with, presenting the notable fact that
we depart without having had the least fric-
tion, is a thing I take pleasure In recording
here. I Intend. If time permits, to go and thank
in person the Secretary of the Navy. It would

me pleasure to return the attentions that
have received. And, thanking you again. I

remain your most affectionate friend ana faith-
ful servant.

ment's Forsss.
WASHttr.Ton. Bent. 7. Ons result of the witr

will be the establishment of n pcrmnnont fleet
of army transport vessels on the Atlantic nnd on
the Pacific. A now branch of tho military ser-
vice, a transportation bureau of the Quarter-
master's Department, will be established. Ool.
Frank tleoksr of the Quartermaster's Depart-
ment haa been designated to act aa chief of the
new bureau for the present. Twenty-fiv- e of
the ships ohnrterwl by the War Department
for transport purposes have been returned to
their owners, and others will be given up as
soon as thoy can be spared.

Fourteen of the bost ships purchased out-
right by the War Department Immediately
prior to or during the war will be retained per-
manently In the service of the Government.
These ships will be overhauled thoroughly and
remodelled, making them tho finest troopships
In the world, Conditions on board ship which
necessitated discomfort or suffering on the
army transports during the war will ba elim-
inated. Bathrooms nnd special cook galleys
will be provided and berths In
apartments will lie constructed.

A bonrd of officers consisting of a Qunrtor-mnsto- r.

a Commissary, medical officer, and a
represontntlvn of the Infantry, envnlry. and
artillery arms will be appointed to consider the
matter. Means will bo devised for avoiding in
future tho friction and disagreements which
heva existed between the Quartermasters and
the mates in loading ships, and between the
Commissaries nnd the stewards In the subsist-
ence supplies.

The need of a permanent fleet of troopships
has long boon evident to the military officers of
the Government Many naval officers bellevo
thnt tho navy should have charge of the trans-
porting of troops by water, but tho Govern-
ment's plsn now is to keep the whole matter
within the charge of the army administration.

As the Government owns very few transports
on the I'aellle. it is nrobable thnt some of tho
ships on this coast will be sent around to San
Francisco.

FRIZK AND BOUNTY ttOXKT.

An Opinion That the Courts Should Pass
Upon tho Snbjert.

WashikotO. Sept. 7. Acting Attornsy-Oon-er- al

J. C. Boyd has rendered an opinion at tho
request of the Nary Department concerning
the distribution ot prize and bounty money to
the officers and enlisted men of the navy who
participated In the capture and destruction of
the Spanish warships and merchant vessels.
The Acting Attorney-Gener- holds that the
flrat step necessary to establish a claim to prize
money is the production of the decree of tha
Prize Court condemning the vessel In question.
The question as to bounty, he says, presents
greater difficulties. He does not attempt to
decide authoritatively that the Secretary
of tha Navy haa not power to deter-
mine all questions aa to the distribution
of bounty, but he says: " The better
view I believe to ba that the question of fact
involved as to the status of the vossols de-
stroyed, end whether they were of superior,
equal, or Inferior force to our naval vessels en-
gaged, and as to which of our naval vessels
were engaged, should bo adjudicated by the
proper court or courts, which would also tako
cognizance of the legnl question of jurisdic-
tion."

The Acting Attorney-Gener- discusses va-
rious legal opinions bearing on the question of
the proper court In which proceedings should
be Instituted, and sums up:

" I am therefore of the opinion that you may
cause this proceeding to bo instituted under a
libel of information In the prize court for the
Southern District of Florida, or. which would
be, perhaps, tho better practice, you may bring
the proceedings in a similar form by transmit-
tal or submission of the cose to tho Court of
Claims, and I answer your question by stating
that in my opinion such preliminary judicial
proceedings as you Indicate aro necessary, and
that they should bo instituted at the instance
of the claimants In the Court of Claims or upon
your submission of the question involved to
said court."

Tho steamship Son Antonio, which waa char-

tered n little while U hy the Bed Cross and
the Central Cuban Relief Committee to oarr-suppl- lcs

to Miss Barton at Havana, will prob
ably sail olther y or for Ponce.
Porto Kleo. This was decided by the Red Cross
Society yosterdny. upon tho receipt of a de-

spatch from the Red Cross agent at Ponce,
calling for nurses and supplies. The despatch,
whloh came through the War Department,
read as follows ;

"Cable received. All kinds of goods badly
needed. Have visited and supplied all divisions
of the army. Supplied three shiploads of slok.
Want fortv nurses and some ambulances at
Ponoo hospital. Cordially received by Oen.
Maclas at Son Jaan Inst week."

This, following, as.lt did, upon a despatch re-

ceived on Monday calling for over 100 tons ot
supplies, led the Red Cross to bend all Its ener-
gies toward relieving the situation In Porto Rico.
As the San Antonio could not proceed to Ha-

vana tinder existing circumstances. It was
thought best to send her Immediately to
Porto Rico. The San Antonio haa now
on board over 1,000 tons of supplies, which
were purchased at an expense of over f1B.000.
In addition to these more Red Cross supplies
will be put on board y. together with thro
ambulances and alx mules. The Red Cross
waa in hopes yesterday of getting off tho forty
nurses called for, but this la not at all certain
as yet. the constant calls for nurses at tha
camps having almost exhausted tha supply. It
Is hoped that the Bed Cross nurses who came
up from Porto Rloo In charge of Mrs. Rutty will
be willing to return.

Only about 300 tons of tha supplies on tha
Ban Anton! will be nnloaded at Porto Rico.
After discharging them the steamship will pro-

ceed to Key West and there receive tha sup-
plies from the Clinton and the schooner Niko-ml- s,

whloh were also destined for Cuba. A-
ltogether the supplies which the Ban Antonio
will receive at Key West will amount to about
3,000 tons. These will probably be taken to
Havana. The Bed Cross Society Interpreted
the orders amending the customs regulations
for Cuba and I'orto Rico, which ware pro-
mulgated by the War Department yester-
day, as referring to Bed Cross supplies,
and. In consequence, believes that the Havana
authorities, by the time the San Antonio
roaches there, will no longer persist in Impos-
ing duties on such supplies. Miss Barton Is In
the meantime expected to have had a confer-
ence with the President about tbe Cuban relief
plans, and will be ready to join tho steamer
when she reaches Kev West.
