out visible diminution. A number of the larger
I ones have engaged In special work which re-

quires most of their attention, but the smaller
ones seattTt,il throughout the oountry are con-

'J lie departure of
tho Red, Cross In establishing a relief station In
Long Island City for the cars of the soldiers
returning on th trains from Camp Wlkoff bus
been vet successful, mid last week sawthla
work jajstendad in many directions. Soldiers
who llnve applied to the Bed Oross Individually
etlTrflr of the branches have been attended to
ofSri at oonsldarajile expense. Many of the
soldiers oomlng from the camps on furlough
haVe been without proper clntnlng and th Red
l reus has supplied what won lacking in every
case.

On of th features of the work of last week
was (be shipment of a large quantity of sup-

plies to Porto Rico on tn. transport Yucatan.
These supplies were urgently called for by th
Red Cross agent at I'otioo. who reported that
the sickness In the camps there was on the

Th supplies sent on the Yucatan con-

sisted of about thirty tone, a large part of
eWilch came from the Red Cross Supply Com-

mittee. They wsre purchased at a cost of be-

tween $2.0)0 and f3.0O0.
'' Auxiliary 1 tho Red Cross Ambulance Equip-
ment Auilliary-- at the meeting of the Bupply
Committee on Wednesday reported having just
contributed of Its funds $10,000. $5,000 of
which went to the general Red Cross fund and
the remainder to assist In the establishment of
a raw annex to the Red Cross limergonoy Hos-

pital in Long Island City. The annex has
for sixty men.

Th Auxiliary for the Maintenance of Trained
Nurses still continues its good work. Besides
meeting the constant demand for nurses, the
auxiliary has assumed ciiarge of the equip-
ment of homes for convalescent soldiers, and
Already a number have been started where the
men are being cared for by th best of nurses.
Last week the auxiliary reported that 206 of
Its Rod Cross nurses were now employed in the
camps and hospitals.. and that the receipts had
been $80,000 and the expenditures f L'l.lW.iKl.

Will Be Needed There Again.

Fifteen privates belonging to regiments of
the regular army, discharged from various
hospitals In this city, reported to the Deputy
Quartermaster-Genera- l In the Army building
yesterday morning and asked to be sent to
their regiments. The men were referred to
Major Ewald. Chief of Transportation. One of
the men stated tho wants of all.

"Where do you come from?" asked Major
Ewald. The spokesman named tbe hospitals.

" Were you in Cuba?" asked the Major.
" Wo were, sir ; all of us."
"See any fighting?"
" Yes, sir. Each of us was wounded."" Don't you know that all soldiers discharged

from hospitals now are entitled to thirty-da- y

furloughs? ' tho Major.
" Wo heard something about It, but we don't

want any furloughs. A e'd i at her join our regi-racnt-

sir. if it's all the same. We've all been
In Cuba, as I nald. If things ain't much differ-
ent down there now from what they wero
when we were there we thought some troops
would be needed there again pretty soon. If
our regiments are ordered down there again
we want to go."" Whnt make vou think troops will be
needed In Cuba again?" asked Major Ewald." The war Is over."" We know that. sir. but the Cubans don't
seem to catch on to our ways very quick, and
we thought maybe somebody would have to
show 'em. We'd like to help, sir."" You're a credit to yourselves and the army

Miss Barton's telegram is as follows:

My plans will be shaped by the wishes of
President MoKiulev when I can learn them. I
left Cuba, not so much on account of customs
duties, as to remove a iossible obstruction to
delicate Government regulations Immediately
ponding. I think time snould be given the
commission to meet and aot without a shadow
of complication from outside parties: hence I
did not myself adopt tho plan of Mr. Cobb, but
withdrew. I am ready town form to any plan
of relief which you so kindly suggest us soon
ns we can know wo shall not bo out of p'ace in
doing it. You have done perfectly right with
Morse. Will be glad to see Mr. Schlereu
Monday.

ILL FEELING IN IUVANA.

t to STHf ur arntrn bkfomb
THK COMJMtSIOS'B AKMTAU

Scan In Cuban Hospital Near th City
Tnltert States Flag Flaunted In Front

of Spanish Otttcers Cuban Leaders Issue
an Address to Calm Their Followers.

Havana. Rent. 0. A riot was averted here on
Sunday. Sept. 4. The occasion of th disturb--i
anoe was an demonstration by some
Cubans who apparently forgot that tho Span-- I

lards still held Havana. The Insurgent hos-
pitals at La Lisa, a short distance from this
city, were opened for visitors, and mor
than 10.000 persons from Havana vis
ited tnem during tne day. Among ins visit-
ors were many enthusiastic Cubans, a num-

ber of Spanish officers, and Major Nlskern and
Capt. Nlles of the United 8tates Army, whoar

' here In charge of tho cargo of provisions on
board th Comal sent here for distribution.
Major Nlskern wore his uniform, whloh fact

' gsv confidence to the Cubans, who gavo vent
to their feelings by shouting " Cuba Libra 1" and
"VI van Americanos!"

When th enthusiasm was at Its height a
Cuban unfurled a United States flag and
flaunted It In tho faces of six Spanish ofnorrs
who were near the American ofneors. Tho
Spanish officers protended not to notice the
Incident until they reached the city, and then
marie formal charges against the offenders.
News of the affair spread rapidly through the
oily. Wnrrants for the arrest of thoee con-

cerned wero Issued at onoe. but no arrests
have yet been made. The Cubans, who
have been mad bold br the approaching
arrival of the commission, as well as by
the presence In Havana of a number of Amer-
icans, threatened to resist any Interference by
the civil or military authorities. No montlon
of the Inoldent was made by any of the local
papers, all of whloh are subjected to the strict-
est censorship.

The arrival of the commission Is awaited
with keenest anxiety by Spaniards and Cu-

bans. Both elements believe that a definite
change in the Government of Cuba will date
from Its arrival. Cubans think that the Stars
and Stripes will supersede immediately the
Spanish flag on Morro Castle, while the Span-lard- s,

still hoping for delay, realize that the
time for the embarkation of the Spanish sol-
diery is near at hand. Many of them are trust-
ing to the diplomacy of the Spanish Commis-
sioners to avert the inevitable, but the majori-
ty arc preparing to accept It. Many of the offi-

cers who expect to remain in Cuba arc resign-
ing tneir commissions.

The delav In the arrival of the commission
has caused sreat uneasiness among the
Cubnni. who have believed tho statements of
several of the local newspapers, to
the effect that it was not to come at all. The
coming of Gen. Gomez, who is expected to ar-
rive during the presont week, will be n great
event for tlio Cunatii here, and th authorities
fear that the Intended demonstrations in his
honor will cause serious trouble, and precau-
tions arc being taken to prevent an outbreak.

The Cuban leaders are not countenancing the
attempts of the Spanish authorities to bring
about ill feeling between Cubans and Ameri-
cans, and have Issued a proclamation which
has been circulated in every town on the island.
and particularly in Havana. The proclamation
is as follows:" Tn the Tunas propU :

" Do not allow yourselves tobe deceived by the
ridiculous programme which Spain has adopted
to cause ill feeling and even war between the
Cuban and American people Realizing that
she has been defeated, and. moved by her
hntred for the Cuban people, she i endeavor-
ing to have Cuba annexed to tho United States
to prevent our gaining in dependence. Spain
does not conceal her joy over the pretended
feeling that she sees an intention on the part
of the Americans to retain Cuba as a possession.

"The Spanish press publishes with joy that
It Is the United States flag that has- been
hoisted over Santiago de Cuba: that sovoral
rebels have been shot there, and that tho Cuban
forces have not been allowed to enter the city.
All this Is for the purpose of conveying to the
minds of the Cubans the Impression that the
Americans are to take possession of Cuba and
that we must give up hope of independence.

" Taking for granted thnt all this news which
comes to us through Spaniards Is true, wo ate
not disturbed by it. Regarding the statement
that several insurgents have been shot at San-
tiago, we oan only say that wo are reliably in-
formed that the mn shot were thieves who
plundered private property and otherwise
generally violated the law. Not only do we
approve this action of the American command-
ers, but wo applaud It. for we nlso pursued a
like policy when making our westward inva-so- n.

Everywhere wa have disparaged this
kind of work, proving to tho world that ours
was the struggle of a worthy people for liberty
and independence.

"As to the fact that the American flag has
been hoisted in Satiago and our forces not per-
mitted to enter that city wo cannot but think
the action perfectly justifiable. The American
Government has thus far only recognized tho
right of Cuba to bo independent, and not the
existence of a Government of free Cuba, for
such has not been established by tho Ameri-
cans, and so the Cuban flag could not
ho recognized, as a Hag means a na-
tion and a Government, neither of which
yet exists. Tho Americans, however, are
to estahlsh both of these things, and '

have como for no other purpose. Nothing '

could be more evident than the purposed the
Americans. The Cuban war was injuring tho
commercial Interests of tlio United States, and
after a three years' struggle the United States
realised that Spain could not bring it to an end.
They llrst teudered their good offices, which
were refused, and then it was that the Presi-
dent was authorized by Congress to urge Spain
to give up her authority on the island and to
Smploy all the forces of the nation to compel

to comply. Since Spain did not yield '
peacefully, the Americans were compelled to
como with an army and u fleet to carry out the
will of the Government." Therefore the Americans are now carrying
out their prograrumo of Intervention which
eon'emplntca the driving of the Spanish Gov-
ernment from Cuba, which will bo the fulfil-
ment of the first part of the task undertaken
by the United States. When the Spanish rule
has been driven from Cuba, wl'l the United
States retain the island? No. Then the
second part of the task will bo be-
gun. This Is the establishment of n
free, permanent Government for the Cu-
bans, because It was so resolved by tho
American Government In the Senate and
House of Representatives, and all powers were
notified of the resolution for the purpose of

them of tho impression that the armed
intervention was for any purpose other thanmaking Cuba free and Independent and reliev-
ing its people of the terrible bondage which
tney were compelled to endure under Spanish
rule

"The American Government will redeem It
pledge for the sake of Its own prestige and be-
cause of its promise to various powers whose
neutrality was obtained by virtue of th hu-
mane and disinterested spirit which actuated
It In the undertaking. After all this the Cu-
bans should not and cannot doubt the great
nation to whloh we are indebted and obliged
for efficacious resistance and to which we owe
eternal gratitude."

Theatrical Attacks on th President and
Other Dniiug the War Stopped by Blm.
Havana. Sept. 5. To appreciate the strength

and violence of the sentiment of
the Spaniards In Havana during the war one
must have seen it. Gnly Captain-Gener-

Blanco had the strength to publicly disapprove
manifestations of It. A notable case in point

Brings SSO Slrk and Convalescent Soldier
from Montauk Point.

Th ambulance steamer Shinneeook. with
2R0 sick and convalescent soldiers on board,
arrived from Montauk Point yesterday morn-
ing and docked at the foot of Pike street.
There she was boarded by Major D. M.Appel.
tirgeon. U. S. A., who checked off the list of

patients prepared by the steamer's surgeon.
Major Borden, nnd designated the hospitals to
which tho sick men should be sent.

Major Appel decided that fifty of the worst
cases should be sent to the Government hos-
pital on Bedlow's Island, and the Shlunecock
Immediate'y got under way. When tho
steamer reached Bedlow's Island, it was
found thnt everything was in readiness
for the rec'-ptlo- of th patients. Cots
and litters were at the pier, and a sufficient
detachment from the Hospital Corps was on
hand to carry those who couldn't walk. Tho
sickest of the patient were carried from tho
boat to the pier on litters and from these lifted
to the oots, which the Hospital Corps men car-
ried to tho hospital. Plenty of doctors and
nurses were ready to give the sick immediate
attention.

From Bedlow's Island the Shlunecock ran
down to Clifton. Statcn Island, it being Major
Appel's intention to land some of the sick at
the Marine Hospital. There were neither

litters, cots nor attendants at the

They were ready for sick soldiers there, and
227 were taken from the ambulanoe boat to the
Fort Hamilton Held hospital.

East If matters there assume a critical con-
dition through th Interference, for example,
of any European country In the Phlllplnes
question.

Tho Navy Department has sought to give the
Impression that the two big armorolads were
Intended for service In the eastern waters of
the United States or perhaps In Europe, and
the officials were able to deny without any In-
jury to conscience that thoy wore not to be
sent to the Paclflo ooast or to Manila. Or-

ders were Issued recent ly to have theso battle-
ships in condition for a return to active sor-vi-

by Sept. 18, and both had preference over
the other vessels in dry docking at the Brook-
lyn Navy Yard. The Iowa was overhauled In
the dook first, and wns followed by the Ore-
gon.

Oross Neglect Alleged by a Board of y.

Chattaxoooa. Tonn.. Bent. lO.-M- sjor Ward,
brigade surgeon. Mnjor J. J.Johnson of the
Second Arkansas and Major E. 8. Helbnrn of
the Second Kentucky, who wore appointed to
Inquire Into tho conduct of th Second Division
hospital. Third Corps, have submitted their
report to Gen. Breoklnrldge, after examining
more than 200 witnesses. The report says:

" The Rev.Wllllam Cross, chaplnln of tho First
Arkansas, testified that he had not missed
visiting the Second Division hospital for a day
since It started. At the beginning, he said.
everything was In confusion. There was
neither Ice nor milk nor nourishment of any
kind for the sick. Men were neglected and
died of neglect. Privste White had a
bad chill following an afternoou drill.
He was sent to tho hospital nnd waa
without medical attontlon until the next
day, when he was found inncomntose condi-

tion, at if under tho influence of morphine. ' I
went for Col. Chandler.' tho witness said.
'When we returned White's oot was empty.
Later wo found him lying out in the bushes on
the ground. A nurse hod covered his fkoe with
a newspaper nnd was leaning against a tree
reading. That night White was taken to the
Loiter Hospital, and he died next day.'

"Corporal Webb testified that he frequently
aw nurses shooting craps Instead of attending

to business.
" Capt. C. H. Price of the Beoond Kentucky

testified that on Aug. he saw Major Hubbard
catch a patient by the throat and force him to
the cot In order to administer medicine, th
man shrieking loudly nil the while. Major
Hubbard, in reference to this ohnrgo, stated to
the board that it waa a caso of hysteria and re-
quired severe treatment.

"Private Bert R. Oastler was detailed to the
hospltnl as a niirsn. He was refused lee for hi
patients. One night he heard orles behind the
wurd tents. Ho went out and found a dellrioua
sick man lying on the ground with nothing
on snve a pair of trousers. The man was placed
In a ward, but at 2 o'clock next morning lie was
again found on the ground. The head nurse
eouM not read proscriptions. For one week
the sinks in the rear of the typhoid ward were
open, and tho stench from them was sickening.

" Col. Ellas Chandler of the First Arkansas
cites thecaseof Private Bimms, who was located
In a measles ward. Col. Chandler fountl himsuffering with pneumonia. Simms was in
great nitln, and had no medicine from llo'olock
at night, until J o'clock the next day. It had
been raining and the water ran through the
tent, thoroughly wetting the ground and soak-
ing the bel ling In which tho sick man lay. ' I
asked iiermlsslon.' said Col. Chandler, 'to put
up a hnbitnblo tent for the sick mmi. and
did so. Twenty-fou- r hours later he was moved
to it. and twelve hours after that diod. The
excuse given for not moving him sooner was
because the ground was too wet. But this could
bail made no difference, because there was no
floor In tho tont, and the water from the hill-
sides drained through all the touts. Notrenches
had been dug around them, and the water
flowed In a stream through the tents in which
the sick men lay. I havo gone through
these tents, and repeatedly found men who de-
clared to mo that they had been there twenty-fou- r

hours and hnd received no ntfentlon fromany physician. I have talked to men who hud
been in tho hospital a week and who could not
bathe themselves, and who stated to mo that
they wero wearing tho same clothes that thoy
wore when they entered the hospital.' "

The board says that lack of Biipplle was one
prime cause of tho .suffering in the hospital,
and holds tho genera! officers in charge of thecamp responsible for not obtaining tnem. On
this subject tho report soys that the officers in
direct charge of too hospital did the best they
could under the circumstances, but finds themguilty of neglect caused by indifference on ac-
count of the demoralization of the Medical
Corps.

A BBFORM IS CAMP WIKOPP.

Dr. John W. Brannan' Suggestion to th
President Was Adopted.

Dr. John W. Brannan of this oltv wrote to
President McKlnley on Thursday that sick
men were being sent away from Camp Wlkoff
on furlough without medical attendance and
suggested a method of reform. The suggest Ion
was quickly adopted, as will be seen from the
correspondence, which was as follows:
Honorable William McKlnlty. President nf the United

Statu, Washington, D. C.

DiABSim: I beg to call your, personal atten-
tion to the manner in which aick soldiers are
being transferred from Camp Wlkoff to this
city. I do not refer to the men who are sick In
the field hospitals at Montauk Point, and have
been properly transported by bont and ambu-
lance to the hospitals In and about New York,
but to the soldiers who are being allowed to go
home on furlough without careful medical in-

spection to determine their physical fitness to
travel. During the past week regiment afterregiment of volunteers has arrived at Long
Island City with a large proportion of its mem-
bers sick with malarial and typhoid fevers
and diarrhoea! disorders. Those sick men
have been eared for temporarily by the liedCross relief station at Long Island City, and
those most seriously ill sent to the various hos-
pitals of New York and Brooklyn, miters have
fierslstud in continuing their journey and liuve

found prostrated in the street or at
the ferryhouses. and have been carried to thehospital. In my wards nt Bellevue Hospital
there are some thirty soldiers suffering from
profound malarial and typhoid poisoning, all
of whom were ollowed to leave Camp Wikoff
on furlough. In the New York. Roosevelt.
Presbyterian and other hospitals of New York
there are hundreds more ol these men In the
same condition. They reached the hospitals.
os a rule, within twenty-fou- r hours after

eunip, and their symptoms must have at-
tracted attention at tl.e camp had even a super-
ficial medical inspection been made.

The last instance of this Inhuman treatment
of soldiers took p'ace this morning, when theFirst Illinois Volunteers arrived at Long IslandCity at 5 A. M . after an ht journey In the
cars. The ladies of tho Red Cross Relief Com-
mittee appealed to me y to do what I
could to stop this barbarous business, and I, inturn, a lineal to you.

May I suggest that every member of the regi-
ments about to bo fur'oughod bo properly In-
spected at the earn p. and that the sick be either
retained in the Held hospitals or sent in a hos-
pital train to Now York under the care of sur-
geons, and oonslgned to the hospitals of thiscity ? Yours very truly,
