BTIBM PERKINS AT BOMB.

Ton Mack TJpset by the Report of Her Death
to Tell About Her Trip.

MtnPi.iBoao. Ma.. Sept 17. Marian Orace
Perkins, who waa declared positively by her
father to have been the victim of the Yellow
Mill Pood murder at Bridgeport. I allv and at
her home.

At 5 P. M. accompanied by Charles A.
Bourne, to whom It Is reported she Is to be
married, and his brother George, she stepped
from the train whloh arrived here from Taun-
ton. Friend went in advance of her to notify
her mother of her safe return, and the home
greeting she received was such aa la seldom
accorded to any one.

Frank W. Parkins, her father, went to
Bridgeport this morning to complete the
identification of the dismembered body
as that of hi daughter and to make
arrangement for bringing It on for burial.
So positive was his identification that the
Connecticut authorities gave it to hi keeping.
He took the body to Taunton, where he waa
mat by a hears whloh waa to bring tha re-

main hare.
Bo certain ware the relatives that the muti-

lated body was that ot Miss Perkins that all
arrangements had been completed for the
funeral services and upon her way
home ahepaased the grave dug for the recep-
tion of her body. She I nearly prostrated
by the many reports that have been
current She and Bourne have been passing
the laat two week In various parts of the State,
not having been out of It except to go to Provi-
dence, B. I.. for a few days. The first Intima-
tion she had of the Identification of the Bridge-
port body by her father was this morning,
when she saw her picture and read the reports
In the papers. Then she took the first train
for home.

Her mental condition Is such that her rela-
tives do not dare to question her much concern-
ing her absence, and they are in ignorance
as to where she has spent the last two
weeks. A member of the family says
that she has on a number of occasions
overstayed her intended time when on a visit
and on these occasions ahe seldom wrote
home. Bho says that she wrote to her mother
during the past week, but the letter has not
been received here.

Charles Bourne's two weeks' vacation ex-
pired arid his relatives and legal ad-
visers have been saying for the past two days
that he would be at home by A-
lthough manyoontradictory reports are current
Allerton Thompson, an uncle of Bourne, aays
that Miss Perkins and Bourne are not married,

i They have simply boon away upon a vacation
trip, he explains, and all of their journeyings
can be satisfactorily accounted for.

Mr. Perkins, when told at Taunton that his
daughter waa at home, safe and alive, could
not believe the tact and nervously paced the
station platform for many minutes before he
could control himself. He arrived home later
in a half crazed condition.

The supposed body of Miss Perkins was
brought to Mlddleboro about 10 o'clock this
evening. The Bridgeport authorities have no-
tified the undertaker here to reship the body to
that city, and this will probably be done on
Monday.

JAMBS J. HILL AND TUB B. AST O.

His Connection with the Bond Only for the
Purpose of Putting It on Its Feet.

St. Paul. Minn.. Sept 17. President James
J. Hill of the Great Northern road got back
from Chicago to-da- y and made this statement
regarding hia relations to the Baltimore and
Ohio Railroad:

" Any connection which I may have with the
Baltimore and Ohio la simply for the purpose
of putting that road on its feet and making it
what it was at one time, one of the most Im-

portant roads in the country. Recently It baa
failed to suoh an extent that it was
an Incubus. Any dealings I may have
with the Baltimore and Ohio has no
connection with the Great Northern. Neither
the Great Northern nor myself has any connec-
tion with any railroad between St. Paul and
Chicago, and. furthermore. I do not expect to
have any such connection. Borne one who is
responsible for statements to the contrary haa
an imagination that is altogether too vivid."

. Milwaukee, 17. P. D. Armour said,
when questioned about the story to the effect

i that he and other Chicago capitalists, r

with President Hill of the Great Northern
road, had bought the Baltimore and Ohio
Railroad:

"I confirm the transaction referred to. The
line is not to be transcontinental line, but
simply the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad. There
is no deal concerned with it relating to the
lines between Milwaukee and Chicago.

John K. Cowen. President of the Baltimore
and Ohio; Oscar G. Murray, receiver of the
road, and General Manager William M. Green
were in Chicago yesterday and held a confer-
ence with Norman B. Ream and James J. Hill
of Ht. Paul at the Auditorium Annex. Messrs.
Cowen, Murray and Green loft immediately af-

terward for the East and Mr. Hill started for St.
Paul.

Cincinnati. O.. Sept. 17. President Bacon of
the Baltimore and Ohio Southwestern, Re-

ceiver Murray, Oeneral Manager Green, and
other officers of the Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
way, and persons interested in it had a long
conference at the St. Nicholas Hotel this after-
noon. At Its conclusion the following state-
ment was made by President Bacon:

"President Bacon, who has been engaged
for some time with the New York committee.
Bpeyer A Co. and Kuhn. Loeb A Co.. bank-
ers, and the receivers, in assisting In the
adjustment of the affairs ot the Baltimore and
Ohio, came to this city partly In that connec-
tion. A number of representative men who
are identified with large railroad, manufactur-
ing, and commercial interests In the North-
west, Chicago, New York, and other cities on
the line of the road had been for some time
negotiating for the purchase of a very
substantial intereat in the Baltimore
and Ohio. These negotiations had at
last been brought to a successful con-
clusion. Under the reorganization ample
means had been provided for cutting down

increasing the capacity and facilities of
le road and putting it In a condition to handle

promply ana economically largely Increased
DUHluess. The reorganization managers had
iilso decided that subsidiary lines, including
the Baltimore and Ohio Southwestern, would
likewise be treated in this manner, and ar-
rangements to adjust affairs accordingly to se-
cure capital to put them in the same condition
as the main lino were under way."

President Bacon declined to state the exact
amount of money Involved In the purchnseof
the interest in the Baltimore and Ohio, but
said it was a much larger sum than $10,000.-00-

President Bacon declined to eay posi-
tively whether the present receivers would
manage the affairs of the company In the
future, but admitted that they were In close
alliance with the new owners.

NEW B. AND O. SUITS.

Proceedings to Compel the Receivers to
Pay the Intereat on the Mortgages.

Baltimore, Sept. 17. The State of Mary-

land, the Johns Hopkins University and Hos-

pital, the Eutaw Savings Bank, and individual
shareholders of the State's subscription of
S3.000.000 to the Baltimore and Ohio Railroad
filed a supplementary petition in the United
States Circuit Court y for a mandatory
Injunction against the receivers aud trustees
of the company's mortgages. It Is alleged that
for the year ended June 20 the excess of earn-
ings over operating expenses waa sufficient to
par the interest due on debts secured by mort-
gages of Baltimore and Ohio property, but
that the receivers have for the first time
since their appointment failed to make the
payments. It is asserted that this subjeots the
Baltimore and Ohio to the risk of foreclosure
and sale at the suit of the mortgage creditors.
The Injunction against the receivers is to have
the interest paid; that against the tiusteesof
the mortgages is to prevent any proceedings for
a foreclosure and sale under the mortgages by
reason of the default In Interest until the case
comes to trial. It is also asked that if the funds
on hand are uot sufficient to pay the interest
the receivers shall be directed to borrow in

ot future earnings enough money
for the purpose.

Trolley Car Conductor's Fatal Fall.
Charles Boltz. a conductor on the Rutherford

Electric Railroad, was instantly killed at the
junction of Summit avenue and Courtlandt
street. West Hoboken, last night. Bolts was
punching a transfer ticket for a passenger
when the car started suddenly aud Boltz was
thrown off the car to the roadway.

TEAM OF BABY TROTTERS.

A OBBAT PBBBORMANCB IT THBBB
AND BOVB MONTHS OLD BILLIES.

They Trot a Qaarter ot a Mil on a Half-M-tl

Track la Thirty-nin-e fleeondt
Hitched to a One-Ma- n Wagon That For-
merly Belonged to William H. Vanderbilt

Midhletown. Sept 17. The h an-

nual fair of Orange county, whloh ended yes-
terday, wilt paaa Into history as memorable
for demonstrating that trotting youngateracan
be broken to harness and exhibited as record
makers in speed before they havo reached tha
age of four month. Buch an exhibition was
made at the fair this week by Lewis H. Stage
of Unlohrllte, N. Y.. who drove two Allies to a
road wagon and covered a quarter ot a mile in
30 seconds. The astonishment of the spectators

'who witnessed the performance w Intense.
To break a young horse to pull a road wagon
over country road before it had attained the
age of at least a year and a half has been con-
sidered hitherto an unusual thing to do, not
because of the difficulty in teaching the ani-
mal, but because of the fear of Injury to the
coll from physical strain. Stage has asserted
for some time that he nould upset these the-
ories, and his exhibition at the fair proved
that he was correct.

The older of the two fillies that made this
performance will complete her fourth month
Sept 27. The other will be three months old
on Sept. 33. The younger is a bay filly, and In
the eye of horsemen gives promise of more
speed than the other. The dam of the older Is
the English thoroughbred mare Gyp. The
dam of the other is Gyp's daughter Kit Oyp
formerly belonged to the Lorlllard stable. The
sire of tho fillies la Kentucky Arthur, he by Ken-
tucky Prince, the son of Clark Chief and Ken-
tucky Queen.

FILLIE& OLD.

Stage bought the dam of the fillies from
former jockey Edward Feakes. aud at one time
trainer for Pierre Lorillard. Feakes got the
mare when she was a yearling. Gyp has had
five foals. Before the first colt was a yoar old
Stage drove him 120 miles In nine hours, and

similar to this were made by
some ol the others.

The fillies that gave such a remarkable exhi-
bition at the Orange County Fair this week lack
half an inch of being rour feet high. The bay,
the younger, is rather light framed, with one
white foot. She is a little more leggy than the
brown. The older youngster Is decidedly more
racy looking than her sister, with a thicker
and heavier body. She has a little spot of white
on her forehead. Both fillies, it is thought,
will weigh 500 pounds.

Stage is a well-to-d- o farmer and haa been
raising horses in Orange county since 1H52.
All of his horses hove been pretty speedy as
roadsters, and of late years he has been mak-
ing special experiments with his youngsters.
Two years ago, when he drove a yearling colt
to a heavy road wagon with two persons in it,
horse breeders laughed at him. It was 10 tol in
their minds that the colt would be no good
after many trials of that sort. Stage has the
same colt and he says that a sturdier
animal cannot be found In the country. His
success with the yearling led Stage to startln
with the two fillies at an early which brought
vehement protests from his neighbors. It was
Inhuman treatment they contended, and would
be brought to the notice of the authorities.

Stage started to break the fillies eleven days
before the fair opened. They wero attached to
a road wagon seating one person, and
were made to drive them the first three days in
a level meadow. The fillies took kindly to tho
harness, but refused at first to pu'l. At the end
ot the first day's trial the fact that they would
draw the wagon was demonstrated by running
them along and then putting a slight obstruc-
tion In front of the fore wheels. The animals,
left to themselves.pulled thewagon with Stage In
It over the breaking the whuTlctree.
The next day the fillies pulled all right, but In
running were very flighty. In order to get
them accustomed to seeing objects their owner
resorted to an Ingenious device. He tied long
red rags all over the harness and the young
things soon became uBod to them. They ran
awnyonly once, but wore caught without Injur-
ing themselves.

The first day the fillies were tried on the road
Stage drove them down to Cnionvllle. a dis-
tance of about three miles. Every one atTJnlon- -

villa I a horse crank, and Stage's achievement
waa discussed by almost the entire malo por-
tion of the Inhabitant. Tho performance cap-
tivated many of those who had lieen opposed
to their treatment aa being Inhuman. The
result waa that the leading cltiren of
the place urged Stage to show the
fllllea at the fair. In driving the team home
from Unlonvllle one of the fllllea Injured her
foot a trifle, and Stage determined to make the
unheard-o- f of putting shoe on
them. Hocouldn't got n blacksmith to do It
and It waa finally done by Harry Mlffen, a

boy on the farm. Mlfren made tho
allocs out of a blade of n scythe. Ho placed tbo
feet of the youngsters on a shingle and marked
the plan on it for the shoe. Three nails wore
put In a shoe, and each shoe weighed
ten ounces. The fillies submitted to
the treatment very readily. After this
they were tried In the wagon on the
road, the distance covered being about
a mile each day. The result ot the ex-
periment soon became known throughout tho
county and reached tho ears of tho managers
of the fair. They offered to give Stage 35 a
day toalniplyexhlbit them. When the managers
saw the fililea before the fair and were satis-
fied that the law as to cruelty to animals could
not hold In thla caso they offered an extra pre-
mium of $50 to Stage to snow the colts on the
track. The latter accepted.

Stage drove the team to Deckcrtown. N. J..
about eight m Ilea away, just before the fair, and
captured the town by storm. Twelve thou-
sand persons were at the fair the
first day. and in the parade with which
It opened the fillies were the objects
of admiration. Their speed performance was
the last event of each day, and took place on a
half-mil- e track. Stage with the wagon and
harness weighed about 256 pounds The
team was paced by a running horse which led
the fillies by about six lengths. This was made
necessary, as the crowd Insisted upon crowding
about the track and might have interfered
with the team's trotting. Despite the crowd
and the cheers the animals were not at all dis-
concerted.

The first day the trial was made from the
quarter-mil- e post to the grand stand, and the
time as announced waa 46 seconds. Theerowd
went wild at the result The red streamers had
been left on tho harness, and the appearance of
the rig was so marked that It was everywhere
greeted with laughter. The second day
the distance was covered In 42H seconds, and
the third day the fillies trotted in 30 seconds.

They were not at all distressed. The oldest
horsemen In the crowd were amazed at the last
exhibition. Oscar Dunn, the owner of twenty
farms In the county, and who is over 80 years
old. with an experience in raising horses, said
he had never seen or heard nnvthing to equal it.

Neither of the fillies has shown any ill effects
of the test. Both are apparently ns well and as
strong as when they knew only how to
chase their mother about the pastures.
Horsemen who witnessed the perform-
ances and critically examined the Allies
prophesy that within five years the youngsters
should trot a mile in 2:10 or better. Most of
them believe that in a few years the younger
ono. from her build, will develop more speed
than her sister. The older one at present is a
little the faster of the two. Stage thinks that
he can soon drivotho young team at least seven
seconds faster than thoy went on Thursday.

The wagon that the fillies wero hitched to
on the Oranee County Fair track belonged
originally to William H. Vanderbilt who drove
some of his first horses to It It seats only ono
person ami was made over forty years ago.
when wagons were not constructed nearly so
light as they are now. Stage had a
Place near the Vanderbilt farm on Staten
Island, and in that way was able to
by the wagon. All of his horses have been
driven to It, and it Is in almost ns good condi-
tion as when he bought it. Stage says he has re-
ceived a numberof offers fortne voong harness
racers since their wonderful exhibition, but he
has refused them on the ground that ho wanta
to take time and prove conclusively that his
experiment has been successful In leaving the
horses as sound as when they were born.

"Horse raising is like everything else," said
Stage the other day. "New things have to be
tried In it all the time. The reason that this
was never tried before I believe to be due to
the fact that no one ever stopped to
think about such a thing. Then again many
think there's a lot of risk in it and
consider a young horse too valuable to be used
for experimental purposes. What I wanted to
prove was the fact that a colt or a filly
can be broken more easily, and thus
at an early ago be made of somo
value, by breaking him In at the age of four
or five months. Vt e did not have a bit of trou-
ble in doing this with the two fillies. Of course,
only animals thatcome of good, sturdy stock
should be broken in as early as these of mine,
but I think I have proved that In the caso of
such animals it can be done with successful
results.

2. The moment the steamer was sighted the
Indicator was pushed io full speed, whloh was
at onoe responded to by the engines. The
Yosemite was headed for the stranger. The
latter had just coma out of a rain squall, and
apparently made out the Yosemite about the
same moment aa ahe herself was sighted. The
steamer turned her head inshore, distance
about three miles, with the evident Intention
of getting under the guns of Fort Canueloby
kirtlng along the edge of the reefs. Having

overhauled a small vessel the day previously
close to the reef, and about, the same position,
I was not unfamiliar with the hydrography, so
headed Inshore a little more than the stranger.
Seeing our intention, the steamer was instantly
headed for the shore and beached on thereof
six miles to the westward of Morro Castle.

3. The Yosemite went to quarters for battleupon the sighting of the steamer. She was
mana-uvre- as near the Spanish as it
was deemed prudent to go on account of the
reef, the discolored water of which could be
seen off our bows at a short distance and not
permitting with safety a nearer approach than
4,000 yards. The Yosemite remained in the
vicinity of this position for some time, during
which over 200 shell and shrapnel ana
a number of shell, were discharged
with great deliberation at theBpanlard. When
it was deemed that the steamer was sufficiently
disabled the Yosemite steamed for a Spanish
cruiser and a gunboat, which had come to the
relief of the beached steamer, and aa the fire
of the cruiser's large guns endangered the
afety of the Yosemite's exposed boilers.
4. During the period alluded to In the pre-

ceding paragraph I was very much surprised to
find that the guns of Morro and the water bat-
tery below It nad the exact range or tho Yosem-
ite's position, and were effective at that dis-
tance. During this time many projectiles of
large calibre passed over the Yosemite. none
fell short moro than 200 yards, and one within
a few feet of the stern, throwing tha spray
aboard. The long range of the guns of Morro
will be best appreciated from the fact that the
time of flight taken was 30 seconds.

5. The cruiser and gunboat mentioned In
paragraph 3 steamed to the westward of Sali-
nas roint.and added theirflretothatof the bat-
teries. The large cruiser had two guns of H or
P.2 inch calibre, and her shot would bo over tho
Yosemite while the latter was still oeyond therange of our guns. Finding that we could not
reach tho Spanish cruiser with our main bat-
tery, steamed for her. and when we were within
range of 4,000 yards opened fire on hor with our
starboard battery of rapid-fir- e guns. The fire
seemed to be very effective and made tho Span-
ish crulsor join her consort, the gunboat, in
seeking shelter under the guns of Morro.

tl. About the same time that we ceased firing
on the Spanish cruiser a torpedo boat waa seen
going at full speed near tho shore In tho direc-
tion of tho beached steamer, headed under full
steam as near the coast as possible. Uave tho
torpedo boat a hot ten minutes with the main
and secondary batteries, port side, when the
torpedo boat sought refuge behind the steamer.
Remained off the steamer about ten minutes,
firing shell and shrapnel until she was on fire
eft, at the same time tho Yosemite being under
lire of the forts and long-rang- o guns of the
Spanish cruiser.

7. Deeming that all had been dono that wan
Possible with a single vessel to prevent the

being broken, the Yosemite hauled
off and stood for the Spanish cruiser, who
again retired close to the fort.

K Remained tho rest of the day cleared for
action and with battle-flag- s Hying outsido the
lire of tho forts awaiting an attack from the
cruiser, gunboat and torpedo boat, but they
failed to como out.

R From the commencement of this affair
until the end the ship was under lire about
three hours.

At the offices ot R. T. Wilson A Co. no In-

formation concerning the rumor could be ob-

tained. Mr. Wilson had gone out ot town,
and no one In the oflloe would talk about the
alleged sale of stock.

Flower A Co. represent the financial inter-
ests of the Brooklyn Rapid Transit Company.
At their offices all inquirers were referred to

Flower, and at his house it was said
that he Is In Watertown,

Albert Johnson, the President of the Nas-
sau Railroad Company, said: "The story that
Mr. Wilson has fold his stock may be true. I
am not prepared to believe It but at the same
time I do not disbelieve it The newspapers
have been full of such rumors for a long
time. Mr. Wilson is a bright man. He is a
banker, and If he decided to sell his interest in
the Nassau road ho must have known what he
was doing. It was his own affair. Re owned
or still owns just a little more than halt of the
stock. That is with tho syndicate which he
represents pitted against Mr. P. H. Flypn's In-

terests and" those of my brother and myself.
they own just a little more than we do. It has
been stated that we own only one-thir- d of tho
stock. That is untrue. We own almost half
of it. If the buyers of Mr. Wilson's interest
ire good people we will bo glad to receive them
and nave thorn as partners with us. I do not
believe the story, however, that Mr. Wilson

that which I own. We are not anxious to sell,

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A DEAD FRIBST-- TREASURE T

Reported Find of Cash and Securities Cornea
from Mount Vernon.

Mouxt Vbbkoh. N. Y.. Sept 17. The heirs
of the lsto Joseph AI tlngor, who for over twen-ty-fl-

years waa pastor of tha Roman Catholic
Church of Our Lady of Victory, In West Mount
Vernon, recently requested the German Consul
in New York to make application to the County
Treasurer of Westchester for an investigation
of Father Altingcr's affairs. The result is

to have been the finding of a large sum
of gold and securities in a safe deposit vault In
New York.

Father Altinger. up to a year ago. was a
familiar figure here because ot his many eccen-
tricities. 'I ho most pronounced of these was his
desire to appear as though In an Impoverished
condition. He lived In a rectory which was In adilapidated condition. When his parishioner
offered to paint the structure Father Altinger
protested on the ground that It would cost too
much. His conduct finally became so strange
thnt tho Archbishop relieved the priest of hi
charge, and Father Altinger went back to Ger-
many, where he died shortly afterward.

It is said that In cleaning up the attic of therectory a few days ago the housekeeper came
across a vest which had formerly belonged to
Father Altinger. In the pockets were a num-
ber ot papers and a key. One of the papers
was a receipt for the rent of a safe deposit
vault in New York. The discovery wasreported to County Treasurer Carpen-
ter, and It Is said that in tho vault were found
twenty-fiv- e purses, each of which contained
1.000 marks. There was also $10,000 in
securities. The money is to be turned over to
the German Consul to be forwarded to Father
Altlnger's heirs in Germany. There are two
sisters from whom the request for an investi-
gation came.

Father Altinger was over 70 years old at tha
time of his death.
