PENSION FUND OF THE NAVY

The Fond Ho linger Adequate to the
Mads tTpnn It Arrears Paid em

Pledge of the Poblle Faith Resume of
Pension Laws for Wars Before ifsSl.

Wabhinotow. Sept. 18. Commissioner of
Pensions Evans has issued aa addendum to his
report, giving a summary of the pension Ikws
allowing service pensions and some facts re- -

gsrdlng the navy pension fund. Of the latter
he says:

"The money accruing to the United Bute
from sals of prises constitutes a fund which
must remain forever a fund for the pay-

ment of pensions to the officers, seamen and
marines who may be entitled to receive ths
same. The law provides that If such fund be
Insufficient for ths purpose the publio faith Is
pledged to make up the deficiency.

" It does not appear that there was any navy
pension fund In 18(11. but In WO It amouted to
11.350.000, and In 18rM to f6.056.f36r. It now
amounts to about $14,000,000. The Interest on
the fund up to 18U8 was more than sufllelont to
pay navy pensions, and in that year a law was
passed reducing the Interest on said fund to 3
per oent per annum.

" Since 1B70 the amount derived from ths In-

terest on this fund hss been Inadequate to pay
sll navy pensions, and the provision whloh
pledges the publio faith to make up the de-

ficiency has been brought Into operation slnoe
that date. During the past four years the In-

terest on the navy pension fund available for
the payment of navy pensions has been: For
1M95. $339.5.U: 1800. $340,685; 1897. $340.-27- 5;

InVrJ, $341,275. The amounts paid dur-
ing those years lor navy pensions were: In
1895. $3,055,485; 1800. $3,588,528: 1897.
$3,635,802; 1808. $3,725,932.

"It will readily appear that the amount of
Interest on the navy pension fund made
available for the payment of nary pensions dur-
ing the period above noted was. In fact, less
thsn 10 per cent ot the actual payments mads
In connection with thst branch of the service.
In the Naval Appropriation set of 1870 It was
provided that the present and all future appro-
priations for the support of the United States
Naval Asylum at Philadelphia, Pa., should be
charged to and paid from tho Income of the
naval pension fund.

" This fund Is also charged with the payment
of the half-pa- y allowance made to disabled sea-

men or marines for twenty years' service, and
the allowance made by the Secretary of the
Navy to disabled persons who have served In
the navy or Marine Corps for a period of ten
years. These allowances arc separate from snd
In addition to aDy pension to whioh these per-
sons tire entitled under existing laws."

The pension legislation of the various wars
Is thus sutnmarieed:" Revolutionary war: The act of March 18,
1818. thirty-fiv- e years after the termination of
the Revolutionary war. was the first general
act passed granting a pension for service only.
Its beneficiaries were required to be in indigent
circumstances and in need of assistance. On
May 15. 1H28. or forty-flv- o years after tho
war. service pension was granted to
those who served to the end of the
war ot the Revolution. On June 7. 1832. or
forty-nin- e years after the close of the war, a
general law wa enacted pensioning all sur-
vivors who served not less than six months In
said war. On July 4. 1830. being fifty-thre- e

years after the termination of the war. an act,
was passed granting pennlons lor five years to
revolutionary war widows provided they were
married to the soldier or sailor before the
close of his Inst service and that his service
was not less than six months. On July 7, 1KW,
or lift v 11 ve years after the close of the war, the
above act was amended so as to provide pen-
sions where the marriage took place before
Jan. 1.1704. On July 2n. 184H, or slxty-flv- o

years after the war. the above laws were
amended to Include those who were married
prior to Jan. 1. IHOO. On Feb. 3, 1853. or
seventy yenrs after the war. an act was passed
striking out the limitations as to date of mar-
riage.

"war of 1812 The first law granting pen-
sion for service in the war of 1HI'2 was passod
on Feb. 14. 1871. fifty-si- x years after the close
of the war. This uct required sixty days' ser-
vice, and widows were not entitled to pensions
unless they wore married to soldiers or sailors
prior to the treaty of peace on Feb. 17. 1H15.
The act of March !. 1S78, sixty-thre- e years
after the close of the war. reduced the period
ot service to fourteen days, and made tin Mm na-
tion as to date of marriage in case of widows."

"War with Mexico On Jan. 20. 18S7. thirty-nin- e

years after the close of the war, tin act was
providing for soldiers and sailors andf'nsseiiwidows for service of sixty days, if 02

years of ago or disabled or dependent.
"IndlanWars On July 27.1802. fifty years

after period included in the act. pension was
provided for those who served thirty dnyB in
the Rlack Hawk. Creek. Cherokee and Florida
war with Seminole Indians, from 1832 to 1842,
and to their widows,

"There has never been any law pensioning
widows of soldiers whose death was due to
service In time of peace prior to March 4, 18H1.
No provision has ever been made for mothers
and fathers and brothers and sisters If the
death of soldier or sailor resulted from service
prior to March 4.1801. Tho laws relating to
pension have been more liberal since 1801 than
they were prior to that date.

"To make It plainer, as on illustration of
this fact, I will cite the case of a sailor who
lost both arms In the service and line of duty
prior to March 4, 1801. He would be entitled
to a rating beginning at $3.50 per month and
to the various rates provided from time to
time to Feb. 12, 1888. when he would receive
$100 per month."
