Klser, Barker, Martin and Others Riga the
flstolntloas Traekt Promoters May AM
the Mew Movement What President
Potior swsy Kvente at Treaton JVotee.

All the talk In oyollng circles yesterday Cen-

tred upon tbe breaking away of the racing men
from ths League of American Wheelmen.
Those who on Saturday and Monday were In-

clined to msks light of the matter now recog-
nise thst It Is not a affair, but
something wholly serious, whatever may be
ths outcome. Further details from Trenton
brought by those who returned to ths olty yes-

terday show that the racing men are tremen-
dously In earnest, and are more united than
they were on Monday. Karl Klser. who nt
first held off. has joined tho Insurgents, and
so havs W. A. Becker. Otto Mnyn. W. A. Ter-rl- ll

and W. A. Martin, by signing the latest
resolution declaring thst they will no longer
ride under League rules or In any sanctioned
meet. This move on the part of "Pluggor
Bill" Martin waa a surprise, ss he hsd planned
to go abroad to tide, and his suspension by the
Ii A. W. will cause him to be placed under the
ban of the International Cyclists' Association.
At tbe meeting held on Monday night at Tren-
ton after the rscss some of those who were
counselling the men suggested thst they
should wait until after the National Circuit
had been completed before breaking away,
but ths racing men themselves said :

"No. ws havs mad our stand and ws mean
it and will atlok to It without delaying a day."

Word from St. Louis was received asking If
they would rids there on Sunday, Oct. 0, and
the men yesterday wired an affirmative an-

swer and sent their entries. An evidence of
ths "stick together" sentiment existing among
the men was fumlahed by Arthur Gardiner,
Tho does not want to ride on Sundays, but who
declared that he would ride at that first meet
lolely to show that he Is "with the boys." To-
night at the meeting in Philadelphia It Is ex-
pected that telegrams will be on hand from
s number of tracks declaring what they will
do. Unofficial announcements are to the
effect that almost every track will aceept the
entries ot the men and run unsanctioned meets.
It Is probable that within a week or ten days
there will be a meeting of track owners beld In
this olty to form an association for controlling
racing and arranging circuit. It Is predicted
that ths olrcult arranged will be a smaller one
than ths League circuit. In order that the men
will not have to race so often and will not ap-
pear so freq,uently In the same cities.

It Is evident from the talk of the racers and
of promoters that there have been some assur-
ances of a private nature given that the pro-

moters and tracks are in sympathy with the
movement of the men and that there will be
plenty of offers to them to race on the tracks
on whioh they appeared this yesr. A promi-
nent promoter said yesterday to a reporter of
Ths Hun:

"The men cannot get along without a gov-
erning body, of oourse. There must be some
organisation In control, and the proper ones
to oontrol are those who own the tracks and
Invest their money in promoting oyole races.
They have everything at etake. while' the L.
A. W. has nothing. Thoy will run tbe sport
on a businesslike oasis and keep it clean, be-
cause It Is to their interest to do so. and the
men will be treated like men. As I under-
stand It, this is merely a protective organiza-
tion that the men have formed. They are
tired of the League methods, and they are go-
ing to race in the West this winter on Sundays,
on outlawed tracks or anywhere they please.
All they want is to know whether, when they
come Kast in the spring, they will have any
traoks to race on. They will have them all.

President Potter when asked what hs
thought of the situation, said:

"I have nothing to Bay. 1 do not think the
movement worth dignifying by talking about
It. I have read about. It as news, but it
amounts to nothing. It the men want to race
on Sundays and the laws of the State don't
Srevent them they have a right to do so and

on any track that will arrange a meet-
ing for them. There will be other fast men
to ride next year. I have looked over the en-

tire list and found only one man who is a
member of the League, and he Is not in good
standing. The League hss taken good oare
of the men ana looked after their Interests
well. The rules were made with great cars
and have been enforced with much discretion.
No, I do not think It was necessary for Mr.
Mott to have been at Trenton. There waa no
reason for him to stir In his tracks. This sort
of thing has been tried. It was only a few
years ago that the Cash Prlee League waa
formed, and the men all oame back oarefoot
and broke, on their hands and knees asking
to be reinstated.

"Do I think the same thing will hap-
pen In this case? Well. I would not be alto-
gether amazed if it did. but. of oourse, I can-
not tell what s going to happen. Indoor
races? Well, there Ib no reason why there
should not be indoor races. I would like to
see plenty of them. I believe in sports and
think cycle racing one ot the finest. I do not
believe there will be any six-da- y race, how-
ever. There are some Councllmen Who may
have something to say on that subject, and
they ahould. W hy, if you should go out In the
street and treat a ." horse to make him keen

the way those men were treated at the
iurden lost winter you would be arrested in a

ilffy and you should be. I do not think there
Is any sport In them. Some persons like to
see such things, yes, and some like to go to a
nig sticking In the country, but I don't see the
fun In It."

President Potter has been known as an ad-v-

ute of the Leugue abandoning the control
of racing, but, yesterday he declined to talk
upon that subject. Neither did he cure to dis-
cuss the doings of the Kaalng Board, though
his manner Indloated that he felt obliged In
the present crisis to uphold the board, no mat-
ter what his personal views.

In some quarters the split caused a revival
of tbe talk that cropped out last spring rela-
tive to the Nutlonal Trotting Association as-
suming control of cycling. During the early
summer a circular letter was sent to different
trotting track owners asking their views on
this subject and a great many declared them-
selves in favor of It but no one in tho cycling
world ever seemed to thluk muoh of the
scheme. E. A. Abercromble, who has been
Identified with the light-harne- horsemen for
years, when asked what he thought of the
Trotting Association taking up cycling and
combining It with trotting, said:

"I think it would be the greatest thing In
the world, it would promote both sports and
remove the prejudice now existing on the pnrt
of drivers against wheelmen. There are two
other reasons, both ot which bear upon legisla-
tive enactments, why It would be well for the
two sports u be united. The horsemen and
wheelmen could work together for good roads
