town. Y'esterday Col. Michael .T. Dndy. Chair-
man of the F.xecutlve Committee, rented the
main floor at 44 Court street, directly opposite
the Borough Hall, as campaign headquarters,
and It will be handsomely fitted up and pre-

pared for active work at once. The County

Committee will have spacious quarters in the
Low building, on the adjoining corner. The
nomination of Col. Roosevelt has united In a
solid phalanx not only the enrolled members
of the organization . but all the kindred bodies,
including the Young Republican Club, the
Union League Club, and in fact all the other
organizations bearing the party name. All
factional lines have beenobllterated and a
harmonious Republican party will follow tbe
standard of the Colonel of tbe rough riders.
Banners and transparencies with tbe pictures
and names of the State candidates will soon be
seen in all directions. A mammoth banner
will be placed In front of headquarters.

AGUINALDO'S REPUBLIC.

THIC COntTtTVTJOK BB WAB TO ItAT
TBOVI.AtMKD TBBTBBDAT.

Hit Representative In Washington Will
Hand si Copy to President McKlnley
It Provides for s Revolutionary Gov-

ernment, Whose Primary Object Shall
Be " to right for the Independence
of tho Philippine Inlands Until All t,

Including Spain, Recognise It."
Washihotow, Sept. 39. As told In a Wash-

ington despatch published In Thb Sum thlt
morning, Agulnaldo, the leader of the revolu-
tionary Filipinos, was to proclaim the Philip-
pine republic at Malolos y and assume the
duties of President. This evening Agonclllo.
the representative of the Insurgents, who
Is in Washington to request President Mc-

Klnley to permit him to appear as
ths Insurgent envoy before the Paris Peace
Commission, made public a translation of tho
provisional constitution of the Filipinos, re-

cently promulgated by Aguinaldo as President
of the republic, and accepted and
adopted by the Provisional Congress. Agon-

clllo will officially hand to President McKlnley
a copy of the proclamation of the constitution
Issued by Aguinaldo. His reception at the
White House has not been arranged yet. In
giving out the translation of Agulnaldo's proc-
lamation, Agonclllo made this significant state-
ment:

" This In brief Is an outline of our Constitu-
tion, and I am expecting dally to hear from
President Aguinaldo that he has formally

his Government at Malolos, which
will be the true representative Government of
the people of the Philippines, which we seek to
maintain Independent of all other nations.
We have an army of 30.000 men. all well
armed, equipped and disciplined, and will
maintain our Government and our right to
govern ourselves to the end."

For the benefit of all classes of ths natives
the Constitution Is published In three lan-
guages. Its text follows:

"Don Emillo Aguinaldo y Famy. President
of the Revolutionary Government of the Phil-
ippines and General-ln-Cble- f of the Army.

" I'RKAMni.K - The object of this Government
is. first of all. to secure for the Filipinos peo-
ple the extermination, with a strong hand, of
all the vices, wrongs, injustices and cruelties
which have resulted from Spanish administra-
tion, sustained in luxury and expense upon our
people, with extravagance and ostentation, and
to substitute a government of the people
of the Philippine Islands, whloh shall be sim-
ple, modest, just, equitable and quick in the
execution of public service and for the good of
the people, and to attain theso purposes I de-

cree the following as the provisional constl-tlo- n

of the revolutionary Government of the
Philippine Islands:

"CiiiPTin I The Iterohitionary Government
The dictatorial Government shall hence-

forth, from the adoption of this Constitution,
be known as the Revolutionary Government,
and its primary object shall be to flght for the
Independence of the Phtllpplne Islands until
all nations. Including Spain, shall recognize
the Independence and sovereignty of these
Islands, to the end that a permanent and true
republic may be established.

"The Dictator shall from this time forth be
known as the President of the revolutionary
Government

" Four Secretaries shsll be chosen to assist
ths President In the conduct of the affairs of
the Government. They shall be the Secretary
of State. Marine and Commerce. Secretary of
War and Public Works, Secretary of Police. In-

terior. Justice. Public Instruction and Health,
and Secretary of Finance, Agriculture and
Industry.

"The President shall have the right to ap-
point additional Secretaries at such times as
occasion for them may arise, to meet the de-

mands and rights of public service.
"It shall be the general duty of the Secreta-

ries to assist the President In the transaction
of the affairs of the Government. No orders
Issued shall be valid or binding unless signed
by the President and countersigned by tho Sec-

retary of the department to which the matter
relates.

"The office of Secretary of State shall be
divided Into three departments, for diplomacy,
for marine, and for commerce.

" The Department of Diplomacy will study
and transact all business concerning the direc-
tion of diplomatic matters and negotiations
with foreign powers.

" The Department of Marine shall study and
transact all business in reference to the forma-
tion and organization of a navy, and the organi-
zation and equipment of such expeditions as
may be desired by the revolutionary Govern-
ment in carrying out Its purposes and designs.

" The Department of Commerce will transact
all business pertaining to trade, both Internal
and external, and all preliminary work tor the
making of commercial treaties with foreign
nations.

"The office of the Secretary of War shall be
divided into four subdivisions, for the conduct
of the campaln, for the administration of mili-
tary justice, for general commissary, and for
sanitation.

"The Department of Campaign will have
cl.arge of organizing the army, and the gov-
ernment of Its operations and movements, the
making of fortifications, the direction of at-
tacks, the nomination of officers, the organiza-
tion of artillery, cavalry, and Infantry, and the

administration of all matters pertaln-n- g

to the conduot of the campaign.
The Department of Military Justice shall

have the appointment of all court-martia- ls for
the trial of offenders against law and order In
or connected with the army.

"The Commissary Department shall have
charge of supplying all provisions and equip-
ments for the use of the army.

"The Department of Sanitation shall have
charge of all regulations and rules for ths pres-
ervation nf health in the army, the Inspection
of camps, forts and stations.

The Department of Publlo Works shall have
charge of all matters and business wbleh con-
cern the construction of publlo buildings,
roads and other constructions for the general
welfare.

"The duties of the other Secretaries will be
made known, together with their subdivisions,
in an amendment to this document which will
be mane later.

"It shall be the further duty of each Secre-
tary to thoroughly oversee and superintend
personally all matters coming under bis de-
partment, and to have the appointment of
clerks and employees as the business of his
office shall demand. Such subordinates, off-
icers, clerks and employees shall be chosen aa
far as possible among those who have here-
tofore served their country and are known to
be in sympathy with Its causes, betides reliable
and honest.

"It shall be the further duty of tbe Secre-
taries to assist the Congress In Its work, to
furnish such Information and aid as It may be
lu their power to render, but they shall have no
power to partake of the business of the Con-
gress, except in the name of the President, and
shall not be allowed to vote In the Congress.
The President of the Government Is the per-
sonification of the people, and during his In-
cumbency nf office he shall not be Impeached.

" The President shall remain in office during
the continuance of the revolution, unless cir-
cumstances shall obllgo him to voluntarily re-
tire, when his successor shall be ohosen by tbe
Representatives in Congress.

"Chawer It. The Heiolutionarv Congre-Bi- .

The Revolutionary Congress shall bu the as-
semblage of the representatives of sll the
provinces of tho archipelago of the Philippines,
duly elected under the decree of June 1H. In
ease any province has not had occasion to eleot
any representative, for the reason that a ma-
jority of the population have not been free
from Spanish domination for sufficient time to
express their will in the choice of a representa-
tive, then tho Government shall have the power
to appoint tor that province a provisional rep- -
esentatlve. who shall be selected from among
he Inhabitants of that province and be of good

character and standing and In sympathy with
the revolutionary cause.

"Upon the assembling of me representatives
of the Congress in the place ami building
designated lor them, the majority of Ihetn
shall select live of their number who shall act
as a Committee on Credentials and examine
the rights of the others to alt as mem Iters of the
congress. Tbe credentials of these Ave shall
be examined and passed upon by an additional
eonunittee similarly selected. Immediately

upon the acceptance of the credentials the Con- -
shall prpoeed to the selection of aJress a and two secretaries, all

selected from smong themselves, and there-
upon notify the Government of Its action.

The building In which the sessions of the
Congress shall be held shall be regarded aa
sacred, and no force of arms shall enter It, ex- -

If neoesaary, upon order of the Presl-entt- o

suppress disorder. Tho functions of
the Congress shall be the enactment of such
lust laws as shall be for the general wel-
fare of the people, to provide for the
levy and collection of taxes, the execution
of the revolutionary laws, tho ratifica-
tion of treaties, the power to borrow money,
to provide for the general expense of the Gov-
ernment as submitted by the Secretary of
Finance, and such other functions as will best
conserve the Interests of the peonlo of the
Philippine Islands, daring the revolutionary
period.

"The Oongrost shsll hear all Importnnt ques-
tions which maybe submitted to it in the ordor
In which they are received, to pass upon and
enact or reject them, bat Imperative questions
will be transmitted to the Congress by the
President of the revolutionary Government by
siwtelal message.

"All sessions of Congress shnll be publlo, ex-
cept upon such occasions as an executive ses-
sion may be demanded, when the public shall
be excluded." Each representative have the power
and right to present bills and subjects for the
enactment Into Inws. and tho same privileges
shall be accorded to the secretaries.

' The Congress shall pass rules for the gov-
ernment of Its own deliberations, and the
President shnll have no vote save In case of
a tie.

"The President of the Government shnll
have no power to prevent the assembling of
Congress, although he can call that body to-

gether when In hit province he deemi it wise
to do so.

" The President shall have the power to veto
the acta of Congress, hut in doing so shall
transmit to Congress bit reasons for hlsuc- -

Additional articles of the Constitution relate to
the formation of courts of justice by the Con-
gress and provide that a look shall be kept In
the building occupied by the Congress wherein
shall be entered the grand and heroic deeds of
Filipinos In the servico of their country, which
shall bo n book of honor.

15.000. The province of Quebec declared
strongly against prohibition by a majority es-

timated at between 20.000 and 30.000. The re-

turns from Ontario also show a majority
against It, but Nova Scotia. New Brunswick.
Prince Edward Island. Manitoba and British
Columbia show good majorities in favor of It.

Nearly all the cities In tho Dominion, includ-
ing Montreal, Toronto, and Quebec, declared
strongly against prohibition. The returns up
to midnight show the following vote:

Ontario, for 21.007. against 20.502: Quebec
for 10.107. against 31.088; Nova Scotia, Tor

12.700. against 2.275; New Brunswick, for
12.801. against 3,008; Prince Edward Island,
for 0.800, against 730; Manitoba, about 8.000
majority for prohibition.

The vote on the whole Is a comparatively
light one and shows a marked falling off from
the last vote. The temperance people claim a

The liquor people say that the Government

will never dare to carry into effect prohibitory
legislation in opposition to the vote against it
In the province of Quebec, from which the
Government has its majority.

Ottawa. Ont.. Sept. 20. Returns received
up to midnight show a majority of only about
7.000 in the Dominion for prohibition.

Toronto. Sept. 20 The vote on prohibition
taken in Canada y appears to have been
slightly In favor of the Federal Government
passing such a measure and enforcing it in all
the provinces. The question as submitted was
as follows:

"Are you In favor of the passing of an act
prohibiting the importation, manufacture or
sale of spirits, wine, ale, beer and cider and all
other alcoholic liquors for use as beverages?"

Owing to the difficulty in getting complete
returns of the vote from all parts of Canada to-

night an accurate idea of the result of the vote
cannot be obtained, but the returns warrant
the belief that the total vote In all the prov-
inces gives a majority of between 5,000 and
10,000 in favor of prohibition.

The vote was generally smaller In Ontario
than was expected, but it was also small in
the province of Nova Scotia, whoro prohibi-
tion already prevails as a provincial measure.
In New Brunswick and the province of Quebec
the vote was large.

There appears to havo Iteen a considerable
change In sentiment in tho province of On-

tario since the last vote taken, four years ago.
when Outario gave a majority of 81.000 for pro-
hibition. The maritime provinces. Prince Ed-

ward Island, New Brunswick and Nova Scotia,
have given a majority of about 30,000 In fuvor
of prohibition. The province of Quebec gives
u majority of about 34.000 against prohibi-
tion. Ontario will be foun'" to hnve given a
majority for prohibition of about 5,000 or
0.000. and the result in Manitoba favors pro-
hibition, while British Columbia is bolievud to
be against it.

In Ontario all the cities except two gave
majorities against prohibition. Four years ago
twelve cities in Ontario gave a majority in
favor of prohibition of 8.240. To-da- y the
same twolve cities give a majority against pro-
hibition of about 8,000. But the rural vote la
Ontario made up for the lack of tempersneo
enthusiasm In tho cities and towns, and rolled
up considerable majorities lu favor of the
measure.

Paris. Sept. 20. It Is Impossible to describe
the situation In regard to the coming peace ne-

gotiations as hopeful. There Is no possibility
of the Spanish and American Commissioners
who will meet formally for the first time
on Saturday reaching any agreement until the
Instructions given by one or both Governments
are radically changed. It goes without saying
that the country to abandon Its present posi-

tion will not be America.
The fundamental difficulty Is the utter and

incomprehensible failure of Spain and her rep-

resentatives to realize their situation. They
aro likewise lamentably ignorant of American
motives and sentiment. The war seems to
have taught them nothing In this respect.
They still regard the United States as a nation
of shopkeepers, whose sole ambition Is to
drive a hard bargain, and who are susceptible
only to arguments based on dollars and oents.

The Spanish Commissioners have come to
Paris armed with a mass of quibbles and tech-

nicalities, with whloh they propose to contest
point by point every American claim, especially
outside of Cuba aud Porto Rico.

Their Instructions above all compel them to
resist to the last resort any surrender of Span-

ish sovereignty in the Philippines.
It has been repeatedly suggested to Sefior

Sagasta, the Spanish Prime Minister, and the
Spanish Commissioners during the last fsw
days that a frank confession of helplessness
and an appeal to tho magnanimity of the vic-

tors would secure for Spain the most liberal
possible terms. But the Spanish leaders so
utterly fall to understand American character
that they rejected the suggestions as absurd.

The result of the negotiations can only be a
deadlock, which will be reached either early In
the negotiations or after weeks ure wasted In
discussion.

Some neutral observers who know the Span-

ish attitudo do not hesitate to say that It will
require at least a formidable naval demonstra-
tion off the coast of Spain before that country
comes to its senses. This would quickly prove
effectual, for It Is only Madrid and other In-

terior points that have not yet discovered that
Spain Is a vanuuished nation.

One of the most prominent citizens of Bar-

celona informed the correspondent of The Bun
yesterday that it had been definitely arranged
by the authorities and the most Influential
men of that city. In the event of the expected
appearance of Watson's squadron, to promptly
surrender and assist the Americans on the road
to Madrid in order to bring tbe Government to
a realization of Its folly.

Frenchmen still sympathize with Spain, but
there Is arising, especially In official circles.
Irritation and disgust over the stupidity of her
present attitude. French Influence, which is
already being brought to bear on the Spanish
representatives, is strongly in favor of their
recognition of accomplished facts. This Influ-

ence will be more effeotlvo than anything the
American Commissioners could say or do. If
It Is exerted also In Madrid, it may make possi-

ble a treaty of peace on lines within tho scope
of the American instructions. A vast amount
of prejudice and Ignorance must bo overcome
before this Is accomplished.

's meeting of the representatives of
both countries ground the table of M. Delcaste.
the French Minister of Foreign Affairs, served
to place them in cordial personal relations. Tho
American Commissioners found their Spanish
colleagues gentlemen whom It was a pleasure
to meet on terms of social intimacy. It need
scarcely be addod that the mission which
brought them to Paris was the one tubjeot
barred during the two hours which they spent
together.

The American and Spanish Peaoe Commis-
sioners met for the first time at noon
The meeting, which was purely of a social char-
acter, took place at the residence of M. d.

Minister of Foreign Affairs, who intro-
duced the Commissioners to one another, after
which luncheon was served.

There will be no official meeting of the Joint
Commission until Saturday. The American
Commissioners held a conference this forenoon
and read and discussed some documents. The
Commissioners will hold daily sessions. Satur-
day's meeting will be merely formal. No busi-

ness will bo actually undertaken until after the
American Commissioners have had a consulta-
tion with Gen. Merrltt. who will arrive in Paris
on Monday next.

Be Bold tbe Minnewaskn Till She Mas In
Proper Shape to Carry Sick Men.

Sactiaoo de Cuba, Sept. 20. The sailing of

tho transport Minnewaskn yesterday with forty
sick men of the Fifth Army Corps and volun-

teer regiments was prevented by Gen. Wood,
who mado a personal inspection of the vessol
and found that she waa unprepared for the
trip. Three of the military officers aboard of
her were nearly dead. There wore no nurses
aboard, and the supply of food and medicines
waa inadequate Not the slightest preparation
bad been made for the comfort of the sick men.

Gen. Wood scored tbo officers whose duty It
waa to prepare the ship for the trip north. In
his report to Gen. Lawton on the subject, Gen.
Wood said that great loss of Ufa would un-
doubtedly have resulted If the Mlnnewaska
had sailed In the condition In which he found
her, and for this condition of affairs the officers
charged with preparing the ship were directly
responsible.

Oen. Wood, who Is a physician, personally
superintended, the work of placing the steamer
in proper condition for the opnveyanoe of the
slok, and ahe sailed this evening. Gen. Wood
will endeavor hereafter to Inspect personally all
vessels sailing from Santiago with sick soldiers
aboard.

MONOLITH rOB MB. ROCKETKLLKB.

Biggest Stone Ever Quarried In Thlt Coun-
try Will Mark Hit Burial Plot.

Oi ivklanp. 0 Sept. 20. The biggest mono-
lith ever quarried In the United States will
mark the family lot of John D. Bockefeller
in Lake View Cemetery. The monument will
be plain, but It will attract groat attention
from Its mammoth six. It will be erected In
November. The monument will be sixty-fiv- e

feet high from the base to the top. It will be
sixteen feet square at tbe base. It will be
plaoed on the aame ridge aa the Garfield me-

morial and will be the centre of a circle of
vaults, which contain, or which will contain,
the remains of the Rockefeller family mem-
bers. The base Itself Is ten feet high. The
single stone that surrounds it is fifty-fiv- e feet

Tbe second
place on tho ticket had been offered to
John B. Stanchfleld and to Mr. Danforth
at about the same time. Mr. Btanohfleld
promptly and emphatically refused it Mr.
Danforth refused It. too. but after this talk
and tbe counting of notes It was deelded that
It was best for him to take the place, and so ha
said he would accept. Geography had mors to
do with the selection of the other candidates
on the slate than anything else. The Demo-
cratic managers say that ths ticket Is perfect
from a geographical standpoint The slate
was given out by the managers at about 11
o'clock, an hour before the convention met.
The booms of the men who were not on hand
had disappeared and been utterly lost hour
before.

It the convention was remarkable for tha
scarcity of candidates, once the Democratic
managers had spoken, it waa still more re-

markable for the manner In which all efforts
,to Introduce any of the last declared principles
of the Democratic party were squelched, and
this in spite of the fsct that the name of Wil-

liam Jennings Bryan was received with mors
uproarious applause than was aooorded to tha
whole set of candidates. Bryan's name swept
the convention. Delegates and spectators
leaped up and roared and howled. It was. In
fact, the only thing that evoked any genuine
enthusiasm during the whole day. But tha
platform It silent on Bryanlsm. and sag law
was applied to prevent tbe suggestion of an
amendment to it

The convention wat to have assembled at II
o'clock, but at that hour none of the party v-.-B

bosses had arrived. The rooters tor the tloket
were all on hand, though thoy didn't know
what the tloket was going to be. Barring tha
fact that Clerk De Freest nearly preclpiuted a
riot the next hour was passed with no Incident
worthy of notice. Mr. De Freest unthinkingly
walked to the edge of the platform and said:

"If there la any gentleman named Qulnn 1

the ball will be pleats ttep to the platform?"
Every man of the name of Qulnn In tha

erowd startdd In response to the Invitation.
The oentre aisle wat jammed. Delegates and
visitors were trampled on by the Mr. Quinna
In their efforts to retch the platform, but be-

fore anything serious hud happened Mr. Da
Freest picked out a little one with pink oheeka
and aaid that It was the one he meant Too
other Mr. (Juluns returned to their seats.
