Justice Van Wyck's term expires on Dec. 31.
The political complexion of the Second Ju-
dicial district has changed in the last few
years. It includes the counties of Rings,
Queens. Suffolk. Westchester. Rockland.
Putnam. Orange, and Dutchess. The
majority of the Justices elected from
this district in the last few yean have
been Republicans and It would not be surpris-
ing if. aftetnhinklng.lt over. Justice Van Wyck
should decide to goIn for glory as a candidate
for Governor rather than stand as a candidate
for reelection for Supreme Court Justice In
what is now a Republican district.

The Constitution of the State of New York
says. Article VI., section 10:

The Judges of the Court of Appeals and the
Justices of the Supreme Court shall not hold
any other ofOoe or public trust. All votes for
any of them, for any other than a judicial
office, given bv the Legislature or the peoplo
shall be void."

Republican lawyers said last night that there
was a knotty problem to be solved concerning
the nomination of Justice Van Wyck for Gov-
ernor. All admitted that he must resign
his place In advance of the election
and some said that If be did not resign the
filing with the Secretary of Htate at
Albanv- - of the certificate ot his nomi-
nation for Governor would vacate his
seat on the bench. The Secretary of State
has already advertised, according to law, that a
successor to Justice Van Wyck Is to be nomi-
nated in the Second Judicial district, and the
question last night was whether Gov. Black
will get the power before the Republican Judi-
ciary Convention meets to appoint a Huureme
Court Justice to finish out Justice Van Wyck's
term. An appointment of this kind by the
Governor of the Htate usually brings with It a
nomination by the Judiciary Convention ot
the Republican party of the district wherein
the vacancy occurs.

It must bo said that the nomination of Justice
Van Wyck excited very little enthusiasm in
Democratic circles in Brooklyn. It was at first
received with astonishment and then followed
comments Indicating the weakness of the can-
didate against a popular favorite like Col.
Roosevelt. To some of the Democratic states-
men In Brooklyn, however, who have been spe-
cially Interested in the two nominations to be
made on Monday at their Judiciary! (invention
the action of the Htate Convention in removing
Justice Van Wvek from the local field brought
a welcome relief. It had been conceded that
Justice Van Wyck was slated for renomlna-tion- ,

but there was a sharp controversy for the
other place on the ticket, the rival competitors
being Assistant Corporation Counsel Almet F.
Jenks. District Attorney Joslah T. Marean and
Col. James D. Bell, with Thomas J. l'earsall s
a dark horse.

dorsing candidates for State offices, and in per-
mitting the nse or the name and emblem ot the
union in securing the nomination or such can-
didates, we respectfully bnt most earnestly
urge upon yon the reconsideration of such ac-
tion. As enrolled members of the Cltlsens'
Union and as former mem bers ot the Executive
Committee, we cannot but regard the partici-
pation of the union in Htate politics, and the
recent action of the City Committee In Indors-
ing candidates for Htate offices, aa not only In-
consistent with but opposed to the fundamental
principle and objects ot the union.

The first circular issued by the union. Feb.
32. 1807. quotes the provisions of the Constitu-
tion as to the separation of municipal elections
tram State and national elections as Its basis.
and states that the separation of municipal
from State and national politics and the honest,
efficient and Independent administration of
the city government are the principles of the
union.' and that ' Its objects aa ststed In the
accompanying declaration are to carry these
principles Into effect,' The first paragraph ot
the declaration of principles and objects recites
the constitutional provision with regard to the
separation of elections to the and that muni-
cipal affairs may not be controlled by national
or Htate polities. These fundamental prin-
ciples were In effect ratified ana adopted aa the
controlling principles ot the permanent organ-
isation of the Clttocns' Union which waa effect-
ed at the final meeting of the Committee ot
Organisation held Feb. 10, 18HS; and it was
declared to be the duty of the Central City
Committee then elected 'to keep those prin-
ciples and objects constantly before the voters
of the city,' and ' to protect and preserve the
right to and enjoyment of the name and party
emblem of the Cltlaens' Union of the oity of
New York.' We respectfully submit that the
Indorsement by the union of candidates for the
offices of Governor. Lieutenant-Governo- r, Ao..
Is directly opposed to those principles snd is
subversive of one of the declared objects ot
the union.

We further submit that the action of the
Central City Committee was unauthorised, In
that It exceeded the powers conferred upon the
committee. In the recommendation for the
establishment of the Central City Committee
adopted at the meeting referred to, the powers
and duties of the committee were specifically
defined, and they do not Include tba power to
nominate or indorse the nomination of candi-
dates for any offices whatsoever, as you will see
by reference to the Inclosed printed report and
recommendations (page 6i. On the con-
trary. It Is therein expressly stated that the
Central Committee shall not havo power either
'to alter or amend the existing declara-
tion of principles and objects of the
Citizens' Union.' or 'tonomlnnteort elegate the
nomination of candidates for publ c offloes In
tho city, county, borough, or counc I or assem-
bly districts' (page 7). The who e tenor of
the report makes It evident that such aotlon as
the nominstlon or Indorsement by the Central
City Committee of candidates for State offices
was never contemplated es possible, and the
limitations placed upon that committee abso-
lutely restrict It from any such action. No less
were the commltteo precluded from any right
to delegate to another organization the use ot
the name and party emblem of the Citizens'
Union." Wo beg to remind you thnt your committee
is acting a the representative of 30.000 en-
rolled members, and that you have no powers
beyond those specifically conferred upon you
by the Committee of Organization, represent-
ing the total membership. The powersot your
committee are limited to the most express
manner by the terms of the resolution under
which It was appointed, and the members of
the union have the right to expect tho strictest
sdherence and good talth in the exercise of
those powers. Whatevor maybe the Individual
opinion of members of your committee as to
the desirability of an independent ticket, we
su bm it that they have no right or authority, act-
ing In their official capacity, to bind either the
union or the enrolled members of the union
by the Indorsement of candidates for State
offices; and believing that the opinion which
we express is held by the great majority of the
enrolled members, we appeal to you. In the In-
terests ot harmony and for the sake of the
future usefulness of the Citizens' Union as a
municipal organization, to abstain from such
sctlon as must Inevitably create the gravest
dissension and greatly imperil the subsequent
efficiency ol the union.

Bv the declination of Mr. Roosevelt to
accept the nomination upon the independent
ticket an opportunity has been offerod to your
committee to revise Its action, and we strongly
urge your committee to reconsider such sctlon
and to withdraw from participation In the

It never
made any difference to us whether we used the
emblem or noc We thought we were doing the
union a favor, and that It was the unanimous
wish of tho merIbers that we should go ahead
and use the emblem. We have discovered,
however, that it Is not."

For some years
psst he has acted as referee to a large
number of Important cases, which have been
aent to hlra by the Special Term and the Ap-
pellate Division of the Supreme Court. Mr.
Russell received his early legal education in
Philadelphia, and waa there admitted to the
bar. Ha Is a fine lawyer, and a man ot good
judgment and most agreeable manner.

"It the Democratic party refuses to take Its
proper place upon advanced ground upon
what Is called the question ot expansion and
persists In being a party of opposition
only.

Tha Pro-rlae- e Waste Protection tor Salmon,
Relief far Pelagic Seal Hasten sad
Other Things -- Hr.

Joseph Martin, the leader of the agitation
In Manitoba against separete schools who waa
recently appointed la member of the British
Columbia Government. Mr. Martin bean tha
memorial of his Government to the commis-
sion and talks very freely about It. It deals
not only with tha sealing and boundary quea-
tlona, but alao with commercial reciprocity and
salmon fishing. Mr. Martin's mission and
memorial will strengthen the protest already
received from British Columbia against the
oeding ot pelasrlo sealing rights for a, mone-
tary consideration, which, while It might be
acceptable to the capitalists engaged in the In --

dustry.would take the bread out of the mputbs
of the real working hands and practical bunt-e- n

employed by them. The portion of Mr.
Martin's memorial referring to salmon fishing
represents that the Praaer River salmon are
in a fair way to be exterminated through the
methods pursued by American net fishermen
in the bay off the mouth of the river, which la
American territory.

Here fish of all slaes are taken in tnp nets,
he says, so arranged to the channels followed
by tha dab on their way into the river to
spawn that it Is difficult tor any of them to es-
cape.

Mr. Martin 'a stand on "this question Is not like-
ly to prevent the acceptance of the arbitra-
tion proposals referred to yesterday.

Among other measures that Mr. Martin is
urging Is the protest of his Government
against the alleged harsh measures indulged
in by American customs officers in enforcing
the landing regulations at Skogway and other

to the Yukon. He Is also agitating
or a wide measure of reciprocity between Brit-

ish Columbia and the States in manufactured
goods and timber. British Columbia re-
quires the products of Amerioan factories, and
wants to send her surplus timber into the
United States. Mr. Martin asks also for the
abolition of the United States duty on ores
containing lead, contending that this ques-
tion involves the future of the mining inter-
est to British Columbia.

THB AimiTtOXAT. TAX OK BBKB.

Betall Dealers Who Laid In Store Before
June 14 Host Pay It.

Wasbtsotos. Sept 28. In replying to the
contention of the Brewers' Association ot New
Tork and New Jersey that the exaction of the
additional tax ot $1 per barrel on fermented
liquors purchased by retail dealen prior to
June 14 waa illegal, the Commissioner of In-

ternal Revenue holds that their point was not
well taken, and baa directed the collection ot
the tax.

The grounds ot Illegality set up by the Brew-e- n'

Association were: First, because the law
provided that the tax on fermented liquon
should be paid by brewers, consequently it
could not be legally collected of the retail deal-e- n

: second, the words. " or stored In ware-
house." aa used to the War Revenue act. eould
not be construed to authorize the levy of a tax
on retailers, and, third, that had tha framers ot
the law contemplated the levying of the tax on
fermented liquon In the hands of the retail
dealers, some intimation thereof would have
appeared In the law, as In the esse of dealers In
tobacco and In proprietary articles.

The Commissioner holds thst fermented
liquors stored In warehouse on June 14.whether
owned by the brewers or other parties, and
upon which the tax of $1 per barrel had been
paid, were liable to the additional tax of $1 per
barrel, and this tax Is collectible from the
owner ot the liquors, or by distraint and
sale thereof. The words "fermented liq-

uon stored in warehouse" he holds to in-

clude any and all fermented liquon stored by
brewers or othen in a designated warehouse
or any other place of storage, omitting only the
ordinary supply for Immediate use which

liquor dealen or retail dealen in
malt liquors had on hand on June 14.
This quantity would, of course, vary with the
amount of business done by any particular
dealer, and should not. under ordinary circum-
stances, exceed his sales tor a period not ex-
ceeding two days.
