That {8 what the New York
Demoeracy again declared itself to bo in
1807, when the Hon. Epwand Muneay, the
Benator chosen by it, voted for the Teller
resolution.

The nomination of TazopoRE ROOSEVELT
on a platform expressive of the now na-
tional sentiment and aspiration, which he
represents so fully, 16 an Indication and a
proof of the political progress and elevation
brought about by the great events ol the
last slx months,

Bo soon as nctive hostilities In the war
with Bpain wers interrupted by an armistice
preparatory to negotlations for peace, n
eoncerted effort was mode throughout the
Union to distract popular attention from
the glories of the war and fix it on the
misery and suffering which come as the In-
evitable consequence of the solf-sacrifice of
all war. The attempt was to turn exulta-
tion over victury into repining over the
cost of victory, always great when that
price Ia the loss of human life and health.
Bishop Porrer sald, in his diocesan ad-
dress on Wednesday, that we ‘ought
wot to blind our eyes to the fact that we
bave had a very easy task against a very
fesble foe;" but no war between clvillzed
Btates can be called an easy tosk. It is al-
ways a task of tremendous difenlty, and
itsoutcome Is always problematical. When
‘we entered upon our war with Bpaln she
was far our superior in the size and train-
ing of her army, and In the classification
of navies, made and accepted by all the
great powers, her navy was put ahead of
our own. We risked our ships and the
lives of their crews in a contest with that al-
leged naval superiority, and ran the hazard
of putting the more recent modern naval
oconstruction and armament to the test of
actual battle for the first time. It was not
an easy task, and powhere in the world
was it 8o regarded. It was o task which
trled men's souls to the utmost. Bo
mlso on land; a harder task than
that sustained by our troops In the
Bantlago campalgn, battling sgainst a
better armed BSpanlsh army, agalnst
dissase peculiarly destructive and against
topographleal difficulties rarely exceeded, 1s
not often recorded and described fn military
history, Col. RoosEvELT and his comrades
or enemies (n arms would not agree with
Bishop Porrur in calling it “a very easy
task againsl s vory feebls foe."

Wedo not mean to infer by any means
that the Bishop le engaged In the concorted
affort to minimize the schievements and
obnguests of the war with a view to political
-alfect, of which we have spoken, but only call
attention to his Inconsiderate remark ns an
example of the sentiment which that spirit
geaks to turn to Its account, It would stifla
the memory of the glories of the war under
® cloud of polsonous accusations agalnst
{ta mansgement, by denying the difMoulties
surmounted, and by exaggerating tho ac-
tually terriblo cost in suffering,

The nomination of Col. Renseyvert, made
in response to an imperative popular de.
mand, has proved, however, that the sphiit
which carried through the war to swift and
invariable trivmph s still animating the
people and cannot be chilled by such devices.
The one man in thisBtate and in all Amerlea
ho embodies most completely and con-
¥ the lmpulse of sentiment whioh
pirovoked the war and which demands that
all its fruits, morsl and materinl, shall be
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progressive spirit of Amerios, and as such
he Is recognized the Union over.

He In Young Ameriea in [ta bost and high-

enduranco and demand an abundant reserve
of strength and fortitude to battle agalnst
them. Ho belongn to the generstion on
which will fall the burden of sustalning the
responsibilities of the new and larger career
awalting thia country, and hs represents its
fullest vigor and salf-confildenoce.

During many ysars this oountry passed
through a perled of Insincers and trivial
politios, from which the moral and intel-
loctual nutriment of substantial prinoiple
had been expreased almost completaly, Our
literature suffered wofully meantime. It
is painful to see how superflclal in thought,
how destituta of fotos, how frivolous and
artificlal it |1s. The younger generation
have seemed [ncapable of Infusing vigor-
ous vitality into It. Some of the brightest
youthful intelligences, disdaining the ocur.
rent polities, have saarched blindly to find
the cause of Ita emptinesa and to apply a
remedy; but thelr diagnoais has gone no
desper than the surface, They magnified
mere trivialties into principles of supreme
importance, and left the ocase worse than
when they undertook to treat it,

TaeopoRrr ROCEEVELT comes up as &
lender who, we hops, will direct these
minds to s truer and higher conception of
politioaand thelr politioal duty, and theroby
strengthen thelr now somewhnt flaccld
mornl and Intellectual muscle. We have
entered upon o period of American politics
which will furnish strong meat for men in-
staad of the milk for babes of a pitiful polit-
leal period now happlly over.

A Natlonal Figure.

The Importance of the contest in New
York, and the unlversal interest In the
fortunea of Tupopone RoosEviLT as the
Republican candidate for Governor, are
promptly recognized by the newspapers
of both parties throughout the Union.
The commenta of tho Republican press
outside of this Btate, as woll as of
the Democratio journals, indicata that the
whola country understands just what sort
of a man Col. Roosevelt is, and what he
stands for in tha present campaign. There
is no more distinet fijgure to-day in na-
tlonal polities. There is no more hopeless
entarprise than the attempt to separate this
typleal voung American of 1808 from the
larger lesues which are now burning In the
minds of all Americans, and to confine the
significance of his canvass to matters which
concern exclusively the citizens and tax-
payers of New York,

The portraiture of Col. RoosEvELT by
Republican edltors outside of this Statas is
on the whole remarkably accurate and
felivitous, The Philadelphia Press de-
soribes him as standing * for clean pol-
itira and for good government, and for re-
form in its highest sense." The Springfleld
Union dwells on the fact that ** his whole
carcor has demonstrated his manly Inde-
pendence;” and depiets him as “a pop-
ular idol, noted for his uprightness and his
straightforwardness.” The Portland Preaa
points out the clrecumstance that while his
brief career ns a soldier has been excep-
tionally brillinnt, " he has other claims
to public confidence far more sub-
stantinl than that, His career as a
olvil administrator has been longar than
his career as a soldier, and quits as
distinguished. As Assistant Secretary of
the Navy he doubtleaa contributed very
much to bring that arm of the servies to
its high state of efllelency.” The Hariford
Courant says of him: ‘‘He Is straight-
forward, outspoken, conrageons, more than
n little Impetuous, but  level headead,
gelf-relinnt, nnd independent. His stand-
ards of publie duty are of the highest.
When he Is sure he's right, ha goes ahead
with a pleasing vim." The Providence Jour-
nal regards him * ps one of the most plo-
turesque figures in publie life. To use the
slang phrase, he 'makes things hum,’
whatever he undertakes.”

These are specimens showing that the
outsilo idea of the Hon, Taropore Rooye-
vELTS personal characteristics, of his apti-
tuie forthe duties 1o which the people are
ealling him, and of the unbending and un-
vielding Integrity of his good American
soul, |8 perfectly accurate.

Even the Democratic and Mugwump
newspapers do not assall Col, RoosEvELT
on the ground of personal unfitness ; they
hase their perfunctory opposition mainly on
the technical charge of ineligibllity, which
now s wuater-sopked ammunition, The
Philadelphin Record, with its Mugwump
impulse  to deplore everything that Is
really  good, trus and beautiful, records
sudly its conviction that ** only a magnetio
candldate like Rooseverr, suffused in the
alluring glamour of a successful military
campalgn, could rescue a party thus handi-
capped In the race for public honors
and publlc confldence.” And the Phila-
delphia Times, more cheerful and quite
as candid as Its nelghbor, declires
that it is *' hardly doubtful that RooseveELT
will be elected, and that he will carry with
him the balance of the Republican State
tioket and a Republican Legislature.” Wo
mny reasonalily infer that our esteempd
contemporary looks forward to this result
without anxlety; for It adds:

The Todepondonta will generally
support him because no boss can control him, and
thousands of Democrats will vote for him ot of aheer
admiration for his rugge!l sincerity of eharacter and
the dsalilng colrage be displared on the battlefeld,
Everybody wdmires a hero, and the New York Demo-
crals are no excoption to this role. It will make
vory Lttle diforence who the Democratio State Con-
vemtion, which ineots (n Byracuss to-day, may selscs
to opposs Roosnvert, This ls RooskvELT's year, and
s will eaally win out sgainst any ecmbinations that
may be furmed 1o dafent lis elsetion.'

The Filipinos at Washington.

Ko harm is to ba apprehended from the
presence in Washington of Frrairm Acox-
oo and Brxro Lores, as tho acoredited
representatives of AcUmmALDOS Govern-
ment, and there is a prospest of good com-
ing from It.

The vory fact that they are here gives
support to thelr assertion that the insur-
gonts regard Amerioa as their best friend,
and that “the coming of Admiral Dwwxy
was the greatest day in the history of the
Philippine Islands.” What AgoXoILLO says
of the desires of his countrymen is also
slmple and natural, They desire first in-
dependence; but *if the United Btates Is
not willing to accord usthat,” then, sscond-
1y, an American protectorate; thirdly, an-
nexation to the United States as a colony;
fourthly, annexation to Groat Britain,

The third alternative Is the one they can
falrly axpect, except that Instead of belng a
colony they will be a tarritory of the United
Btatea, which s still better. In fact, that
third altarnative Is the best in every way,
a5 thoy will soon see. Hawall choss It after
soveral years of experience in sutonomy.
It insures the wvery freedom which the
Filipinos covet, together with belng part of
a great, glorious and prosperous nation.

Two other things are notioeable in what
Acoxcrnro has sald, One Is a virtual admis-
slon that our country is to settle the future
of the Philippinea. The other, that thes one
thing the {nsurgents insist on Is that they
shall “*never be given back to the control
of Spain. That guarantsed to us, we will
willingly lay down our arms and aoccept
what the American Government baliaves In
Justioe should be accorded to ua.™ If Acur-
NALDO correctly represents his fellow-in-
surgonts on the lsland of Luzon, we need
not ba worried much over the trouble they
will glveus. We have no idea of putting
them back under the yoke of Spaln,

The Evacuation of Cuba.

Bome frictlon In detalls seoms to have oe-
curred between the American and the Span-
{sh Commissioners at Havana, but the mat-
tors involved in controversy are thus far
of minor consequendce,

One of them Is the shipment of saveral
thousand soldiers to Spain without giving
notiee to our Commissionera. This may
have been a tochnieal discourtesy, since it
bad to do with the terms of avacuation for
the arrangement of which our Commission
was appointad. But it i3 explainod that the
soldlers were all Invallded; and In that
cnse we can appreciate Spanlsh anxlety
to get them back nt the earlicst moment,
while It was also not a case of removing
Bpanish effectives befora our own troops
were ready to take thelr places, In gen-
ernl, any unexpected promptness in evaou-
ating Cuba will not ba taken amiss by our
people, the main thing for us being not so
much Bpain's order of going as her going
without needlesa delay.

Another Incident has been the restoration
of a rapld-fire cannon to the Alfonso XII.,
from which it had been removed to the olty.
The question was whether this plece had
not become a part of the fortifications, and
hence ours. That matter, too, must be
called a relatively Insignificant item In
the transfer of an island worth hundreds of
millions. The cannon could not have been
very heavy, for it was dragged past the
hotel whers our Commissioners were; and
this last fact indicates that the transfer
was made, not stealthily, but without sus-
picion that the Alfonszo XII, was not en-
titled to the return of her gun.

The preparations for removing the ashes of
CoruMBus to Spain formed another ground
of offence, Gen. Braxco's order on the sub-
ject having been given without consulting
our Commissioners.

Of course in these matters there [s a cer-
tain etiquetto which must be insisted upon,
and the Instructions given to our Commis-
sloners must be strictly earried out. But
up to the present the points of difference
have been of minor importance, and there
{8 no reason yet to doubt that the avacua-
tion of the ialand will bo carried cut in an
amicable and satisfactory way.

Out of Wolfert’s Roost.

Europs has just sesn the United Btates ad-
wanos toward the south to the Antilles and to-
ward the west scroms the Paolfia Ovean, and
ahe says to harsell: “ What possesses them?
What is the meaning of this new fanoy to sesk
trouble with us and to make sonquosts at our
oxponse ! 'Wanever Imagined that they would
ba eapable of such a thing."

An o matter of fast, Europe has no right to be
amased, It is not a new iden that haa set the
United Btates in motion. On the contrary it Is
& vory old idea. sinse (¢ dates baok balf m oen-
tury. The eventa which wae have just witneased
form & part of the programme conoelved and
extolled long befors the war of seceasion by an
Amerioan stateaman placed in the highest mak
among his compatriots, and whoss prophetio
viewn they now love to recall. The thought of
this policy of expansion has been ailantly
hatehed In the national conseclence sioos his
death, acoording to the counsel whioh he him-
nelf enorgetically gave, and that was to preoipl-
tate nothing. But there waa little diffoulty in
the United Btates (b recognleing it when It ap-
poared through tho war with Spain.

The name of the stateaman In question was
Boward, Beoretary of State during the Admin-
istration of Abraham Lincoln. Convinesd that
hls eountry had a great mission to perform in
the world, and elearly discerning that mission.
he lost no opportunity to define It and to ex-
plain It in publio. It was not that he wasafrald
that Amerioa would decalve hersell and make
too sudden a bound toward her destiny, but he
had a notion that the result might be attained
by means which he did not sanetion. Anenomy
of war, Beward knew very well that hia gigantio
dream could not be realized without acombat.
Ho deplored that, and added magnificently, in
a lottar published in 1840, under the titls * We
Bhould Carry Out Our Destiny”: * To carry
out that deatiny the United Statea should pre-
pare thamselves for thelr mission by getting
rid of the intrusions of the Old World which
still continued, with ideas of another age.
upon portions of ths American soll"
“The monarchies of Europe.” sald Bow-
ard in the samo lotter, *can have neither
poace nor truce as long as thers remains to
them one colony upon this continent” He
called that buring out ths forelgners, France
did not troubls him: she was a guaniid
ndglipeable, having aiready sold out. Neither
did Bpaln embarrass him. The events that
have just happsned appeared to him at that
time already accomplishod. In 1840 he connted,
without any caremony, the rulers of Cuba and
Porto Rico among the forelgners who should
sell out thelr possessions to the United Btates,
He was also sure that Russla would leave with-
out offering any diffienity, and (n this he was
eertainly not decoived. It was he himsalf dur-
ing his term of ofice who purchased Russian
America, or, Alaska. from the Czar for the sum
of $7,200,000, Ho also megotiated for the ac-
quisition of the Danish Antilles, and the
projeot foll through by the fauit of ths Senate
of Washington, which voted against it, simply
becnuso the President at that time was for it

England remained and presented, as he was
well aware, the hardest nut to crack., Never-
theless, e was persuaded that she, too, one
day or another, would come to terms, and that
all that was neceasary wam patience, MHe wd-
vised his compatriots to practics that virtue
and to hasten nothing, to take time to digest
ons territory before swallowing another.
Thers was no need of hurry. “When I look
wpon the territory of Hudson Bay and Canada,"
sald he In 1860, “and seo there a populstion
industrious, enterprising. and ambitious, en-
gaged in digging canala, building bridges, mail-
roads, and telegraph lines and organizing and
preserving great English provinees north of
the great lakes and of the 8t. Lawrence and
around Hudson Bay, I say: 'That ls fine. You
are forming excellent Btates, destined to be
admitted later on Into the American Unfon.'"

In politics he favored a syatem which he com-
pared tothe ripe pear that detaches itself and
falls into your hand. Mexico and the little ra-
publica of Central Ameriea could not fall, ac-
eording to him, to come one after the other
and solleit the honor and the favor of forming
a portion of the United States. One thing
seemed to him still more eertain, and that was
that the United States could not help annex-
ing by force the people who would be too slow
to come to them willingly. That was clear for
him, who passed his time {n sounding publia
oplnion and gnessing at its future orientation.
1 abhor war,” he wrote. "I would not glve
one single human life for any portion of tha
continont which remains to be annexed; but I
cannot get rid of the conviction that popular
passion for territorial aggrandizement ia Irre-
sistible, Prudonce, justice and even timidity
may rostrain it for a time, but its foroe will be
augmented by compresaion."”

Lot us suppose that this preliminary opera-
tion should be ended, Then, willingly or forei-
biy, secording to the known formula, America
must! belong to Americana, The New World
will then be ready to fulfll {ts mission. That
mission consists In stretehing out its eiviliza-
tion toward the west, across the Pacifle townred
Asia. By chanco or by & secret law of nature
the great invasioos of historr always moved
from the east to the wost. The immense
American nation will follow the stornal route
of humanity; it will advance toward the setting
sun, like the barbarians of old, the Mongolians,
tho Araba, and tho Turks, It will advance as
best it can, but it will advance. “Ouar popula-
tion,"” sald Baward, “in destined to roll in irre-
aistible waves to the leobonnd barriers of the
porth, and to meet Oriental civilization on the
shores of the Pacifle.”

The American will reach Asla. Saward
foretold that he would meet the Chinese and
Ealmucka upon the coasts of the yellow con-
tinent. He spoke like a prophet of what the
Amoerioan advance guand would meet, ** Look-
ing toward the northwest,” said he, "1 see
tha Ruoaslan busily engoged: ha works with
onergy bullding bridges, towns and fortifica-
tions on the borders of this continent to be the
outposats of Bt, Peternburg. And I say, 'Go
ahead ; continue ; bulld your outposts all along
tho eoast : they will become tho outposts of my
sountry, the monuments of the elvilization of
the United Btates in the northwest.' "

Everybody knowa that mysticlam and prae-
tieal common senss often dwaell together In
harmony, ustrious and striking examples
ol this can be found in the lives of the salnts,
Beward only furnishes snother examplo. That
statesman, so practical and so unrestrained,
apoke wmysatically of the rdle of the United
States in the life of humuunity. One spesch
that he made in Washington befors the Bonats
{n 1852, or thereabouts, s extremely curjous.
The question was upon Amerisan commeroe in
the Paolile, Beward addressed the Benate as
follows: ' Tho discovery of this continent and
of those lslands and the organization upon
thelr soll of sovleties and Governments have
yeen great and Important events. After all,
they am merely preliminaries, a preparation
by secondary Inclidents, In comparison with
the sublime result which Is about to be con-
summsted—the junction of the two olviliza-
tlons wpon the cosst and in the islands of the
Pacifle. There oortainly never bappensd upon
this earth any purely human event which Is
compurabls to that In gravdeur snd o Im-
portance, It will be followed by the levelling
of soclal conditlons and by the refstablish.
ment of the unity of the humnn family. We
pow ses clearly why it did not come about
woonor and why it Is coniiug now."”

NAFAL CONSTRUCTION BYUDY.

Beport Against Abandonlng the Course at
the Annapolis Academy,

WasHEINGTON, Sept. 20,—In & comprehansive
report to Capt. A. 8. Orowninshield, Chief of tha
Bureau of Navigation, on the result of his in-
spection of the course in naval construction at
the Massachusetta Institute of Technology. to
determine whether that school was capable of
undertaking tho instruetion of graduates of
tha Naval Academy who desire to enter the
construction corps.
